The case is briefly this :

Some three weeks since,a very:common and unpre. I
tending specimen of a duck, rated at the high valua.
tion of one dollar, was quietly gobbling in the yard
of the McGees, when Mrs. Flannery, who claimed
the duck as hers, invaded the yard in company with
a policeman, (Dunean, formerly of jewel celebrity)
seied the duck, and carried it home in triump h ;
Mrs. McGee, who also claimed the duck, looked upon
this as a great outrage, made a great' noise, I
and spread the duck excitement throughout the
neighborhood. Some of her neighbors told her to
go to law about it, and she did. She had Mrs. Flan.
nery and the policeman arrested for trespass and
robbery. The case being now fairly on a war foot-
ing,the husbands of theladies came gallantly to their
rescue. They opened their purses and.there was a
great drawing up of witnesses, and hiring of lawyers,
on all sides.

The case was examined before Recorder Summers
on the 23d of July. Some twenty or thirty witnesses
were on hand to swear tothe identity of the duck ; the
duck itself was in Court,with its ugly head sticking out
of a basket; the Court was crowded with spectators ;
the examination occupied a great part of the day;
and an innocent visitor to the Court might have
fancied, from the forensic displays of the; opposlng
counsel, and the breathless attention of the Court
and spectators, that another Gaines case was on the
carpet. The Recorder disposed of the case by dias
missing the policeman, fining the ladies for a breach
of the peace, and refuelsing to decide as to the owner
ship of the duck, that being, as he considered, a mat.
ter for civil adjudication. So Mrs. Flannery carried
home the duck, as she had brought it,in high tri-
umph.

The following week, the McGees instituted suit for
the recovery of the duck, before Justice Bradford.
The Flannerye, in their answer, declared the duck
to be theirs, and gave out that they would stand any
amount of law upon it. The McGees then prayed for
a writ of sequestration on the duck, to prevent the
Flannerys from cooking it or sending it out of the
State during the pendency of the soit. Thewrit was
lessued, and Constable Simpson went to execute It.
Visiting the mansion of the Plannerys, and politely
inquiring for the duck, the ladies informed him there
was no duck about there. The Constable doubted;
and begging pardon for his intrusion, walked through
the house on a search. He investigated every nook
and cranny, Mrs. Flannery and a lady friend follow-
ing him, and criticising his conduct in no very ami-
able manner.
