The Administration of Marine is said to have rei
celved the necessary instructions for preparing the
definitive discharge of all sailors who, haing already
served six ears, have been called to join the fleet
within the last six months.

The London News correspondent writes, July 24 :
" Yesterday, the Emperor's extraordinary speech to
the Corps Diplomatlque, averring that all Europe had
been unjust lowards him, was read in an alarming
sense. In was very generally considered as the coon.
terpart to that celebrated comminatory sentence ad-
dressed to M. de Honner on last New Year's day,
which, like the cloud no bigger than a man's hand,
was the preeursor of the late bloody campaign. If a
threatening word addressed to Austria led within
six months to Magenta and Solferino, what, it has
been said, may not be expected to follow from a gage
of defiance thrown to all Europe? Today, however,
there isto a disposition to take a less sombre view of
things. The Emperor's expressed dissatisfaction is
ursmmatically referable to the past-to the period of
the commencement of the war--and not to the present,
or the prospete of the future. The speeches of Lord
John Rnsell and Lord Palmerston, as reported by
telegraph, much favored this brighter view of the pc.
ltinal situation, and the arrival of Count de Persigny,
from London, was hailed, at the Bourse, as a mission
of ee."

t k feared that the grand archeological expedition
to Greece, projected by M. Alexandra Dtmao, is
stifled in the bud, He had chartered a frigate, tobe
called the Monte Cristo, which was to explore the
soasts of Greece, Asia Minor, Syria and Egypt. A
large staff of men of letters, artists and photograph-
es were retained for the voyhge. Part of the plan
was to anchor the Monte Criso, on her return from
her adventures, in the Seine, near the Pont Royal,
and to have a grand photographic and artistic exhi-
bition on board. But the Monte Cristo was a Oreek

seesel, which sailed from Greece for MIarseilles two
months ago. She has not since been heard of, and
it is,. therefore, feared that she is lost.

The official Piedmonteso Gazette publishes a
circular of the Minister of the Interior to the Governors
and Intendents General, which says the change of t
Cabinet does not produce any serions variation in the
character of the policy of SBardinia. The new Ministry
will continue to favor as largely as possible the
development of the great principles which are the
basis of public right. The minister goes on to ask
support in tranquilizing the discouraged minds, in
strengthening the belief in the right to liberty, and in
oreparing the annexed provinces for liberal institu-
jions. The circular concludesby promising reform in
the extension of commercial and provincial liberty.

Preparations were being made at Milan for a grand
illumination, to take place on the arrival of the King
of Sardinia, who is expected in a few days to visit his
new Lombard capital.

The Nord denies that any French troops are to
ecUpy the Duchies. Those who are at Rome will
remain for the present where they are. Nowhere
else will there be an intervention in Italy.

The London Times quotes a letter from Milan,
which states that the extreme party is begioinig to
agitate, and it is possible Venetia may rise in insur-
section.

A letter in the Nazions of Florence states that
Garibaldi, after the news of the preliminaries of the
peace, went to the King's quarters to give up his
commission and those of all the officers of his corps,
but that Victor Emanuel would not receive them,
and that consequently, Garibaldi and his officers
have retained their rank. The King told him that,
as a Piedmontese General, he was not at liberty to
give up his commission.

Reports come from many quarters' that Garibaldi
and his troops are expected to turn upon the Roman
Btates. By the last accounts, however, they were
In the Valteline, at Val anontco and Come. They
are said to be 12,000 strong and still recruiting, and
the persuasion was strong among them that they
were going to fight against the Pope.
