Eds. Crescent-In a previous letter I drew a h
comparison between the route to California via this d
Isthmus and those via Panama, Nicaragua and El ti
Paso or Salt Lake. In that comparison I claimed, r
and I presume no well-informedman will dispute with a
ore, that by this route the trip to Galifornia could be
made eight days quicker than it has ever been made a
by Panama, and that no such risk in the matter of a
health was ventured, and that taking it altogether it t
was a pleasanter voyage, being les confined to the
sea and through degrees of latitude much cooler. I
also claimed that it was superior in point of time, c
comfort, safety and variety to the route by Salt Lake
or El Paso. To the Nicaragan route it offers more
speed, more comfort, and prettier scenes. I have
thus set Tehoantepec ahead of every other route in
every respect, except that by the way of Panama
travelers are less disturbed, because the short rail-
road transit from Aspinwall to Panama is soon fin-
ished,and before and after that it isan uninterrupted
sea voyage, on magnificent steamers, where every
attention is paid to comfort, and where money can
buy every luxury. I hope every rea or these let-
tere understands what I have writtoen,& if he does,
and he is a sensible man, I shall have no contradic-
tion upon any point I have advanced.

I now come to the consideration of those other
questions, what drawback exists against this route ?
and can it be overcome? To the first interrogatory,
I reply that a good, comfortable, speedy overland con-
veyance is required on the Isthmus of Tehuantepec ;
and to the second, I reply that nature has interposed
no o stacle to the early and complete success of any
means of transit which may be selected. A line of
stages can be established across the Isthmus which
will make regular and comfortable connections as
often as required, in 36 hours from BSchil to Ventosa.
Or a railroad can be constructed from the head of sea
navigation on the Gulf of Mexico to sea navigation
on the Pacific at $50,000 per mile, which is less than
the amount required to build the Western or Eastern,
the Boston and Providence or the Boston and Wor-
cester, the Boston and Lowell or the Hudson river,
or the Baltimore and Ohio railroads. Each one of
the roads I have mentioned cost from $3000 to $23,-
000 more per mile than would be required to build
the Tehuantepec road. The distance is estimated at
one hundred and sixty-six miles, which would bring
the entire cost of the station-houses, depots, steam
engines, cars, carriages, and everything else in the
shape of running gear to $7,847,900. Practical rail-
road surveyors have made the observations and calcu-
lations upon which the above figures are based, and
therefor I take them to be correct, but in order to
satisfy the skeptical Iam willing to add ten per cent.
to the entire cost, which swells the whole amount to
$9,629,390. This is allowing $3595 per mile more
than was expended in building that stupendous work
the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, which traverses
mountains and crosses rivers from the point of its
departure to the end of its one hundred and seventy-
six miles of length. No sane man who has gone
over the Isthmus and who has traveled from Balti-
more to Ohio by rail, will compare the two in point
of difficulty, for though there may be a few miles of
very rough road between Ventosa and Minatitlan,
there is not a single point where a tunnel is neces-
sary or where the grade approaches that of the Balti-
more and Ohio road within fifty-six feet, the latter
being one hundred and sixteen feet and the former
sixty.

Having reached a set of figures which cannot be P
denied except by ignorance or stupid prejudice, I 0

have concluded a most important work, which was e
to set at rest the doubts of people that a road was
practicable across this Isthmus at all. A few travelers 2
who were jetted out of a dozen hours sleap, who did c
not feed quiteso well as they thought they ought to,
who were subjected to a few inconveniences, more or J
less annoying, in their ignorance have denied the ti
revelations of science and set up a work which n
defied human perseverance. Such specimens have g
beset and slandered every great work since the time
when skill and manhood first commenced gigantic
warfare against the obstacles nature has interposed a
to our progress, and these libels have almost served
to starve a Fulton and a Morse. It is too late for me
to teach them shame.

We have the base of operations now before us- i-
firstin the fact that this is a practicable route, with v
advantages far ahead of any of its rivals, and a
knowledge of what it will cost to put it on a foot-
ing of superiority to every other line of commulnca- a
tion from East to West. This ought to be sufficient f
to insure the early completion of the work. But in
default of the railroad, a good wagon road could be t
constructed, which would allow mails, passengers
and baggage, to be transported at the usual rate of
speed, say four miles per hour. By wagon joad to t
Ventosa from Suchil, it is 118 miles, which, at the a
rate of speed suggested above, will make the trip in
thirty hours. It has been done in twenty-two hours,
without any very great difficulty; and if the same
rate of speed was adopted hero as is common t
on the Alabama stage lines, the trip across could be
made in twenty hours. In fact this time has been
made, and what has been done once can be done I
again. This wagon road, which can be completed in s
eight months, and which will serve in most places
for the grade of the railroad, and which from tolls
would pay a large portion of its own cost of constru c-
tion, will serve every purpose until the railroad is
completed, and can be built at an expense of 131, t
000, according to Major Barnard, and at $300,000,
according to the bids of contractors now before the
Board of Directors of New Orleans. Capable, willing
and responsible men have actually made propositions
to this effect to the Board of Directors, and I believe
but for Mr. La Sere it would have been accepted.
The Company thus undertook to do its own work,
and where it has spent and wasted at least $100,000
it has nothing to show for it, and the road is so
much behind what it would have been if it had relied
on the contract system. I cannot better define the
difference between the contract system and that of
the Company taking care of its own affairs, than by
reference to the relative expense of carrying the
mails between New Orleans on the Quaker City and
on the Habana. The Company will understand this
comparison better than the public.

I might write a book larger than Major Barnard's
report, about the mismanagement which has resulted
from the absence of all contracts; but as this is a
matter which more affects the Directors than the
public, and which the former have the sole charge of,
to the great benefit or disadvantage of the latter, ano
cording as they use it, I proceed to the consideration
of another point which stupid people have urged
against the feasibility of this route-the want of
laborers.

Under the immediate management of the Com.
pany, where no employee feels himself personally
interested, this lack of labor is indeed a serious draw-
back, for the Company invariably selects as its over-
seer some favorite of the President's, or the Secre-
tary's, or some other hiring officer under it. Nobody
' feels a direct financlal interest in the work, or its

cost. It is impossible that it should be so, for corpo-
s rations being soulless and sightless, can neither feel
interest in an honest employee, or see the fanlts of a
dishonest one. And, vies versa, no employee feels a
direct responsibility to any immediate present super-
a visor whose money is at stake, and whose power is

suffieient to displace him. Under the contract sytem
all is different; in fact, to localize the difference,just
as much as you, Messrs. Editors, would find it ber tween hiring printers by theweekand by the piece.

These overseers have no very great interest in pro-
caring laborers, and therefore we have heard it so
often urged that there were none to be had on this

route. I deny IL The men who made these reports
ahbrked their duty, and they did so imply because
they were working for a Company which could not
proceed immediately to the spot and eontradict the
statement. Better overseers have made better re-

ports, and have also made roads. They found hard
working Indians, and in large numbers too.

But apart from these exceptions to the miserable
retroseepect of Company subordinates, I have the word
and engagement of a man worth $300,000, that if the
Company will give him a contract he will bind him*
self under heavy bonds to put upon the road 10,000
hard working Indians, whose pay will not exceed one
dollar per day, and probably not fifty cents. With
this army of laborers ander proper management, the
road might be made, graded, and macadamized in
eight months, to a point equal to any road in the
United States. I feel satisfied that this can be done,
and I also feel asoured that if the Company com-
moenes again, and offers a fair opening to other men
than this class of speculators like Stevens, Stevenson,
and that clas of men without practical knowledge
and without means, they will find that their diul-
cuities will give way, as all natural obstacles most
yield to human enterprise.
