The political and general news by the America is

not of an important character.
The Zurich Conference and the state of affairs in

Italy and Germany were the subjects that chiefly
occupied public attention.

Advices from Turin represent that the feeling of
hostility to the return of the Austrian Grand Dukes
is increasing among all classes of the people in the
Duchies. In Parma the opposition to the return of
the Duchess Regent, Maria Louisa, who had taken
refuge in Switzerland, is very strong.

The Red Republicans of the Mazzini sehool had
created some disturbance in Parma by their open
demonstrations of hostility, not only to the return of
their old rulers but to any settlement of Italian affairs
upon the basis of the treaty of Villafranca.

Since the conclusion of peace, a most unfriendly
feeling exists between the Austrian and Prussian
troops in Germany, who, in common, garrisson the
Federal fortresses, and frequent quarrels take place.

A serious quarrel has taken place between the Aus-
trian and Prussian soldiers stationed at Frankfort on
the Main, the particulars of which are not given.

Domestic Intelligence.

WASHnnovoN, Aug. 25.-The frequently published
rumor that Lienut. Maury would soon be transferred
from the Washington Observatory to sea service, is
without foundation. He will remain at his present
post.

BosToN, August 25.-A fire broke out in North
Water street, New Bedford, yesterday noon, which
destroyed twenty-five buildings, mostly stores and
warebonses.

The fire was finally arrested by blowing up with
gunpowder several buildings contiguous to the born.
ing district.

Several thousand barrels of oil which were stored
in the buildings were destroyed.

The ship John and Edward was also burned to the
water's edge.

The ship Illinois also took fire, but was towed out
into the harbor, and was saved with the loss of her
sails and rigging.

The total loss is estimated at from $200,000 to
$300,0000.

Several captains and owners of vessels have bee n
ruined by the loss of oil that was stored in the ware-
houses.

WAsnunroTO, August 25.- Attorney General
Black has returned to Washington, and will resume
the duties of his post.

Mrs. Flynne was
fully insured on her stock, fixtures and furniture, to
the amount of $2S00 in all. The adjoining building
was damaged to the amount of several hundred dol-
lars. The fire wardens are strongly of opinion that
the fire was not accidental.

A fire started and was quickly quenched, at eight
o'clock last evening, in a house on Gasquet street,
between Villere and Robertson.

.ursa ng them about one mile, killed one man and
the squaw, the other sacceedilng In hiding, and was
not found nuntil next morning, when he was also
killed. The company who killed thenthought them
to be wild Comanches; but Dr. Ryan and company
thought them Reserve Conmucheos. It in said tht no
two of their arrows were similar, which was a Reserve
mark. In the pockets of one of the Indians a novel
was found marked "Company F." This, however,
may have been obtained in numeronus ways, and
should not he concldsve evidence to any one,but cir.
cumttantial. When the Indians were first seen, a
messenger was sent to Dr. Byan, who, with a
company of men, started at once in pursuit; but the
Indians had already been takens before he got there.
He states to us, however, that he crossed several

trails coming down between the Springs and the Ga-
briel,but he could not spare men from the company to
follow them. The Doctor with his company is doing
good service in the upper coun't, and the citizens of
Lampasas cannot appreciate him too highly. He
said le was confident that more Indians were then in
the country than had been for several years.

The San Antonio Herald mentions the arrest of two
counterfeiters whos professed names are H. S. Brown
and F. A. Sawyer. They were ostensibly jewelers,
and had succeeded in putting off quite a quantity of
counterfeit coin. In their poaseosson was found a
quantity of dies and counterfeiter's tools; some
counterfeit gold dollars and two dollar aid a halt
pieces, and bills of exchange, amounting to several
thousand dollars.
