The schooner Josefa eaved lit port on the night
of the 18th inst., brInging news from David to, the
12th Inst.

The reports continue to be of a highly favorable
character, and large qouantities of gold continue to be
taken ontf the graves.

The arty who went up to Ohlriqul In the Joesh
on the 2Oth July, for the porpoese of dIgging, are so
well satlisfied that they have concluded to remain,
otwtthatanding the heavy rains which prevaiml at this
season, and they are now successfully engaged at the
diggings.

MIr. awes, who has retrnoed for the purpose of
taking up another stock of goods, has brought down
a quantity of ery splendidspelmeon. He calculates,
after a careful investigtlion, that he has seen at least
two hundred and fifty thousand dollars worth of these
gold images In the hone. of poor people in David

uhot he thinks there most be a great deal more he did
not see, as they are very shy about exhibiting them
to strangers.

It is strange that among all the variety of figures
which have been foond, there is not one which repre-
sents either a horse, cow, pig, dog, cat, or any other
domestic animal, strong proof that they were made
by a race who existed prior to the introduction of
sueach animals to this continent.

The country appears In many places to be covered
with graves for miles, and it is thought that there
will be plenty of occupation for thousands of people
when thedry season sets In, which will be in the end
of December.

At present it would be unwise for foreigners to go
there, as they woold in all probability get fever from
exposure to the rains, and they could make little
progress in prospecting owing to the swollen state
o thestreama. e would therefore recommend per.
sons in the United States, who contemplate seeking
a fortune in Chiriqul. to remain at home until Do
comber or early In January, when they will have
several months of dry weather before them can be
traversed without any difficulty.

We learn that the Prefect extended every heept-
tality to the foreigners visiting David, and has
allowed them the fre use of his lands to dig on.

The province of Chiriqui is oneof the most healthy
and beantiful districts of New Grenada, and the
temperature is on coom that blankets are required at
nights, and now that we have received satisfactor
con8frmation of the reports already published, it will
be by no means tonishing to see a rush there as
soon as the rins cease.

Provisions are reported as being both cheap and
abundant, without any prospect of a rise, as the
coontry abounds in rice, corn, cattle, etc., etc.

Since the foregoing was pat in print we have seen
a qcantity of the earthenware curiosities brought
from Chiroqui by Mr. Hawes.

They consist of water jars, cooking pots, lmsgs
of men and women, etc., all of beautifl workmanship
and many of them painted with strage devices.
Among the rest isa large stone for grinding maize ;
it is carved in the shape of a tiger andis a rare
specimen.

The entire lot would be highly prized either In the
States or Europe, and it is to be hoped that before
long some light may be thrown on the history of the
strange race of people to whom these antiquities be-
longed, for as yet even the age In which they lived
appears to be veiled in mystery.
pThe following letterfrom Mr. Hawes contains In-

tereoting particalsra :
DAVID, Chiriqui, August 2,1859.

Messrs. Boyd 4. Poer-Gentloemen : The Josefa
arrived here on the 24th with 37 passengers, all in s
high spIrits All are now in the gold diggingeexcept
Capt. Patterson and myself.

There has been a much larger amount of gold taken
from the "hsaca

s
" than any one in Panama has an

idea of.
Some few white people have been lnto the digging,

but most of the gold dug up to this time has been
taken out by Indians and sold for its weight In Plata.
The Indians have musooh richer " huacas" than any
known to the whites.

I do not think that any American should expect to
do much until the dry season, and then I think
twenty theousand men can take out fortunes in a short
time. Nearly every grave has more or less gold in
it, and as there are many thousands of these graves
or " hacaas" all over the country, nothing is want-
Ing but labor to bring the gold out. The images are
found from two to four feet below the pottery, and
the latter is found some four feet below the surface.
No bones are found in the graves, and only small
traces of human hair. I have purchased some very
carions articles of pottery and gold. I think the abo-
rigines valued copper more than gold, as all the
copper images are much finer wrought than those of
gold. Many of the articles bear unmistakable signs
of Chinese figuares. One gold ge has the" almond
eyes" pecoliar to the Asiatic race.

There are many singular stories brought in by the
Indians. All, or at least, most of them are undoubt-
edly mere fabrications.

One Indian who brought in some six pounds of
gold images, says that there is a " Sierra de los Muer-
toa" in the interior, where the gold ias as plenty as
rocks, and where the Indian kings are all buried;
but that no white man can go there, as the Indians
are very brave and hate the pale faces. For a tin
cup one Indian promised to show me a place where
gold was in the rocks as plenty as the rock itself.

I have seen some gold dust and come gold quarts,
but not enough to make me believe that any one has
discovered the mines where the gold was taken fiom,
from which all these "hoasas" are filled. One In
dian says that he can take me n four days to ae rined
city where the houses are built of stone, and some of
them have gold nails in the walls, and where they
pAt gold pots in the graves larger than his head, but
I made a large discount on what he said, as I had
just given him a drink of pure American brandy.

The quantity of gold which comes in daily proves
beyond a doubt that great quantiies exist somewhere
nsar here.

There Is a French hotel here where the boardIng is
about half as moch as it is in the cheapest on the
Isthmus. The usual charge for a horse to the mines
is two "poco tiempo" dollars; the time required to
go up is six hours; for a peon per day four dimes.

The nights are so cool that a pair of thick blankets
feel very comfortable; no mesqoitoes-no fleas, and
the inest bathing I ever saw. The natives are kind
and honest; there is no need of pistols and knives.
Provisions of all kinds are cheap and abundant.

A MIonstrous Luuss Naturee.

From an authentic source, which forbids us to
doubt the truth of the story, the following facts have
been received: One day, week before last, the pas
sengers on board a ferry boat near Quebec were at-
tracted by the singular appearance of a woman who
occupied a rather secluded position, and who seemed
to be under the care of some persons who acted as
if anxious to shield her from observation. Her arms
were bandaged, hut not so closely as to prevent a con-
stont and very unusual motion, and her head, which
was completely covered and hidden from sight,
was observed to sway incessantly backward and
forward, beneath the folds of cloth. As soon as the
ferry boat reached the shore, the figure was conveyed
to the train of cars in waiting, and seated therein ;
but at this moment a sort of struggle and tumult
again attracted the notice of the bystanders, and the
o.r was filled with eager inquirers.

Those who entered, however, hastily returned,
their faces pallid with horror. Among them was the
conductor of the train, who begged that no one
would approach, for the bandage had been thrown
off, and it had been discovered that the creature was
a monster possessing the form of a woman, except
the head and arms, which were those of a pig! No
mere human resemblance, but the absolute fact.
This would seem incredible, were it the only case of
this kind. It is known, however, that there lived in
Albany, N. Y., a few years ago, a similar creature,
having a woman's body and a pig's head; in this in-
stance the arms were human. This being was always
kept in close confinement, and never suffered to
leave a certain room in the house where those who
had charge of her resided,excepting when no visitors
were about. She could talk imperfectly, and was
capable of some degree of mechanical labor, for her
sewing was said to be very beautiful.

Gazette publishes the following dispatch of the 23d
from Cairo, Illinois :

At 2 o'clock this morning a fire broke out in the
"Emmet House," occupied as a grocery and hoard.
ing-house, by Hugh Dolan, on the Ohio Levee. The
flames a spread rapidly, and in less than two hours con-
sumed eleven or twelve frame buildings, mostly south
of the Emmet House.

Hugher, Julius Shusnler,
Thomas Wilson, and C. D. Bradford.

The fire destroyed almost a full block, (fronting on
the levee) and creates quite a gap In the river front.
