COMPLIoATIONS OF TB THcUArNTPar COMPANY.

Messrs. Edtiors-I have again to inform you that
the various complications of the Tehoantepec Com-
pany are still further perplexed by the action of the
company and by the interference of the civil author.
Itles of Jlichltan. When Mr. Sidell departed I be-
lieve he left Capt. Johnson in charge of the central
office at Chuela, but it appearee that the nativp did
not respect Mr. Sidell'R appointment, but went to
Chivela, attached everything,locked up the houses,
bsht up the provisioas,and put a clincher upon any

further use of the station by the company. Capt.
Johnson accordingly came down to this place, and
goes to New Orlesas by this steamer, where I am in
hopes he will fulfill his promise of opening the eyes
of the directors as to the character of the officers the
company has entrusted with important works on this
Isthmus. Capt. Johnson has an interesting budget
of news, which it would be exceedingly benescial if
the company could prevail upon him to make public.
However, I suppose most of the expositions hereafter
about unfatthfl officers, will have to come as usaul
through the Crescent's correspondent.

GOLD ON Tvs IsgaMUS.
A party of miners started up the river yesterday

on the ateamer Sachil for the purpose of working
the mines near Chivela, in what are called the Cen-
tral mountains. In conversation with one of the
parties, he told me that he had worked the same
mines last year, and that after meeting with very
good success, he was finally compelled to abandon
the work because the water gave out. He thought
that there were good diggings in the mountains, but
the scarcity of people and water made it difficult
to work at times.

INDIAN MOUNDS AND TnADITIONS.
I observe in the Crescent an account of large re-

coveries of gold and sliver images from Indian
mounds on the Chiriqui, in the Republic of New
Granada. My attention has been called to the ex-
Istence of similar mounds in this Isthmus, which are
probably just as full of wealth as the Panama tumuli.
The traditions of the savages of this country repre-
sent that large quantitlies of wealth have been buried
by the poor Indians under the foolish hope that when
in the future the Spanish race had been driven out,
they might return as disembodied spirits and enjoy
the wealth their cruel oppressors had not allowed
them to spend while alive. This is a singular tradi-
tion, yet an old French merchant who resides next
door to me says that it is corroborated by circum-
stances at present which convince him that the
Indians not only have buried money heretofore, but
they do so now. He says they never take American
money into the country, but invariably manage to
exchange what they may acquire for Mexican coin,
which they take into the country, and which they
never bring back. Besides, old Indians say that they
have been ordered to bury their treasures, and they
cannot offend by neglecting the order. Who knows
but what we may be treading on fortunes at every
step we take in a country so full of mystery as this
one is? Everywhere I meet a people who have no
connection with the world, but to live and die-who
earn money and yet never spend it-who buy no-
thing, who hold nothing, who are always industrious,
self denying and acquisitive, and yet who have no-
thing but the basket on their head, the wrapper of
cotton cloth about their loins, and the pervading hope
that the future has some fortune In store for them,
which involves a revolution of the world from its
present light to the depths of their aboriginal dark'
ness. They are a riddle.

WHAT IS TO BE DONE NEXT?
The charter of the Habana expires after two more

trips, as does the mail contract, and we are all anxious
to know what is to be done then. If the company
withdraws its steamers, this Isthmus descends to dis.
content and darkness again, for we shall then have
nothing to do but sit down and suck our paws. No
papers, no boats, no nothing ; it will be worse than
Egypt when you could cut the darkness with a. jack-
knife. Well, you suspend your expositions of the
obscurity of modern Democracy to throw a little
light on the opacity of the Tehuantepec transit route.

RUI ons.
We have heard the report, which is discredited,

that Mr. Benjamin brought or wrote good word from
Europe that he would get money. Next we hear that
the Pacific Mail Company will undertake the contract
of carrying the mails over the Isthmus, which has
some believers; and then again it is stated that
Hargous & Co. and a French house in Mexico have
coalesced and intend to do the work. It is almost
certain that Hargons is working against the Tehoan-
tepec Company, and that he intends to get the char-
ter, if possible; but I believe the Board of Directors
of New Orleans say that the concern shall not pass
into the hands of the North.

This is the right spirit. In a matter of such vital
importance to the South, we ought certainly to hold
on to the route until perfectly satisfied that with us
the work was impossible of success. I do not think
this condition has been achieved as yet, but I believe
that a radical change must take place in the manage-
ment of the concern,or it will fail entirely in Southern
hands. It is time that broken-down politicians were
entailed upon the route to supervise important
branches of labor, for broken-down politicians here, as
elsewhere, never know anything particular about
work, but are invariably adepts in spending money ?
Politics ought to be kept out of this work, or the
South had better sell her rights in the matter.
Slidell Democracy has almost ruined this concern, as
it has everything else with which it has had connec-
tion. I hope a word is as good as a kick.

WHAT OF THE MAILS
The newspaper mail failed at this place this trip of

the Habana, as it has done for several times before.
As a matter of course Capt. McConnell is not to
blame, for he brings what is given to him; but as I
never fail to get letters and papers from San Fran-
cisco, I should certainly think a post-office so much
closer and which has no changes to make, could send
our mails semimonthly to this place. I will now in-
timate to the Postmaster that we trouble him but little,
and if he is not too busy with politics, just to give one
hour's attention to Minatitlan matters, and we shall
feel under obligation. However, if it interferes too
much with his time and talents, I suppose we can get
along as usual.

AnouT HEaNAN COaTES.
The original grant of land made by the crown of

Spain to the mighty conqueror of Mexico, is located
on the Isthmus, and is now in possession of a very
rich old Spaniard who lives near Chivela. The
Tehuantepec road will cut it in two for a distance of
over twenty miles. What would the old warrior
think to wake and see his heritage in such afair way
of being made of immense value 1

At the little town of Julphan, thirty five miles from
here, there is a lags mound or statue built up to per-
petuate the fame of Malincha, the famous Indian
mistress of Cortes. The Indians built it and now
revere it.

MEXIcAN IsNDsENDsENO DAY.
If any of your people want a healthy and pleasant

trip to the tropics, let them get on board the Habana
and visit Minatitlan on the 16th, with Capt. McCon-
nell. The greatest exertions are making to celebrate,
after the Mexican fashion, the anniversaryof Mexican
Independence, which occurs on the 16th of Septem-
ber, and I can promise those who patronize the Isth-
mas that they will not lose in entertainment on the
occasion. Besides, it is necessary for some of your
NewOrleanacltlens to visit this magaifcent eontry,
to see its advantages, to lookatthe road andthe river,
and there never will be a better occasion. This great
enterprise, the only one whIch New Orleans has ont-
side of Lolasias, needs ti be seen and once looked
upon; the publio will feel that Itis neglecting part of

Itaslf in discarding from favor the Isthmus route not
only to California but to all the ends of the earth.

COMMERCIAL CORREBPONDENCE.

HAVANA, Sept. 2,1859.

Messrs. Editors: During the last two or three I
days there has been a little more activity manifested I
in Clayed Sugars, although holders have continued
firm upon the basis of 7. to 8 rials per arrobe for D. S. I
No. 12. at which rates considerable parcels have 1
changed hands. The Sugars now in stock are nearly I
all of a damp or inferior description, and it seems I
almost impossible, taking in view the stringent state
of the money market, and the usual facilities for ob. I
tainiog money being almost entirely withheld, that I
the above quoted rates can be long maintained, more
particularly as the stock on hand here and at Matan-
zas exceeds that held at this period last year by
nearly or quite 85,000 boxes.

In MUScovADO SUGARS and MOLASSES I have not
heard of a single transaction, except 50 hhds. of the
latter taken for Valparaiso, at a rate not disclosed,
since my last advicese.

LARn.--Except some 200 or 300 tierces, the stock
of this article at present on hand is soft. Bates,
however, for that which have advanced, say to $18
to $19 for tierces and bbls., and $19 to $20 for kegs
per quintal. The stock is computed at about 1200
tierces and from 800 to 1000 kegs.

BcTrrs.-There is an improved demand for good
common kinds of this article, consequent upon the
condition of the larger quantity of the Lard now in
stock. 75 kegs Dutch, realized on the 25th, brought
$23 per quintal, and 153 kegs Goshen, ex Quaker
City, on the 27th ult., $26 50 per quintal. Unless
the arrivals on the 1st inst., from New York, four or
five in number, have some of the latter description
on board, the market is entirely bare of it.

My last letter was forwatded per Philadelphb on
24th nit., and soon after her departure a silly report
came to my ears that a request had been made to
the Ayuntsmiento (city corporation) to Issue bonds
bearing interest for the purpose of affording relief to
the money market,which has been and still in lament-
ably stringent.

I am not apt to believe all I hear, and as I could 1
not understand upon what principle the olty corpora' I
tion should have been thus requested, (to which re-
quest it was added it had returne•a negative reply,)
I, after a few moments thought, made up my mind
that there could not be any truth in the report;
nevertheless, as I could not lose anything by making
enquiries on the sabject In lrcles.likely to be In-
formed, I went at once to certain friends of mine,
gentlemen of position, fortune and intelligence, who
would have been certain to have known had any
such request been made, and from them I learned
the fact, which had been so singularly tortured into
the aforesaid report. I believe I informed you some
two or three weeks ago, that it was intended by the
"Spanish Bank of Havana" to issue bonds bearing
interest at the rate of O per cent. per annum, a plan
which was found to work well at the period of the
panic in the money market here, some two or three
years ago, although the bonds then issned bohere in-
terest at the rate of 10 per cent. per annum. It ap-
pears this intended issue of bonds by the bank has
been discussed at a meeting of the Real Acoerdo,
(Royal Colonial Council) and that the legal adviser
of that illustrious body had given it as his profes-
sional opinion that it would be contrary to the terms
of the charter of the bank, were it to do so, and that
some two or three influential members of the "BReal
Acuerdo" having coincided in that opinion, the pro-
posed bonds will not be issued by the bank. It is,
however, anticipated the next mail steamer from
Spain will bring the Royal permiseion to the bank to
issue two millions more of its "billetes," (bills pay-
able in specie on demand) but these, I humbly sub-
mit, will not afford any relief to the money market,
because these bank bills are all of high denomination,
the smallest being of fifty dollars value ; and although
they do form a currency among the wealthy-men
who look upon an onza (t17) as the man in ordinary
circumstances does upon a medro, (half a dime)-yet
they can never be introduced as a currency in the
general concerns of life.

If it be really desired to afford ease to the money
market, the remedy is simple enough. Let the pub-
lic lands be deposited in the Spanish Bank of Ha-
vana, and it rendered the Fiscal Agent of the Govern-
ment of the Island, then let some person possessing
an adequate knowledge of finance occupy the position
now filled by Senor Goyrl, who, though I believe him
to be a very estlmable person, yet it is evident is to.
tally unfitted to be the Managing Director of such a
vast concern as the Spanish Bank of Havana. That
bank would, under the above circumstances, no longer
feel constraiud to act, but would, as it might safely
do even at present, expand, and our merchants and
traders would again wear smiling faces, commerce
would again thrive, and we should not any longer see
features of almost despair depicted upon the coon-
tenances of so many of our commercial men.

rated the following Royal Order to his Excellency
the superior Civil Governor, Superintendent Delegate
of the Royal Treasury, under date let July nit.

Excellent Sir.-The Minister of War on this date
has communicated the following: The Queen has
this day approved these rules for the government of
Captains and Supercargoes, who are in the com-
merce of foreign porte to the Islands of Cuba and
Porto Rico, communicating these ruoles to the Consuls
and Vice.Consols of Spain in foreign countries, so
that they may publish them several times in the po-
riodicals or official bulletin of the place where they
reside. The said rules will be complied with on the
part of Cptains at the execratlon of thirtydays after
said publication lathe periodical referred to.

MINISTER OF WAI AND ULRAMAl R.
The Captains and Supercargoes of vessels in the

commerce of foreign ports to the Islands of Couba anod
Porto Rico will observe the following rules from
their departures up to their arrivals at the destined
port.

"RULe IsT.-Captains of vessels from foreign ports
to the Islands of Cuba and Porto Rico, will present
to the Spanish Consul or Vice-Consul the manifest
and a doplicate without any alteration to express,
1st, the class, flag name, exact number of Spanish
tuns of the vessels they command; 2d, the name of
the vessel they command; 3d, the port or ports
whence they proceed ; 4th, the names of the persons
who load the vessel, and the owners or consignees to
whom the cargo is consigned ; 6th, the bales, parcels,
barrels, boxes ano other packages, with the marks
and corresponding numbers, expreesing by numbers
and letters the nomber of each class of them ; 6th,
the generic class of merchandise contained in these
pockages ; 7t1, the same with respect to theose in-
tended to be deposited or in tranesi ; 8th, he will
conclude by expressing in cotiuatio th the ves-
sel has no other merchandise on board, and that none
of which is of a prohibited class.

" RUL 2.--The articles which from their nature
cannot go in bales, nor he pcked up, as is thes ase
with iron in hars, sheets, the metals ' allapagaos,'
or in pigs, boards, staves and other lumher, will he
designated by Spanish weights and measures, accor-
ding to their clasm, and so inserted In the duplicate.

'"RULen 3.-These two documents will be certified,
by the Spanish Consul or Vice-Conoul, who will give
the captain one and retain the other himself, to re-
mit to the Intendencia (Treasory) of the Island to
which the vessel is bound, to serve the Cuatom-
house to compare with the manifest presented by
the captain.

"RunL 4.--The captain will at the end of his voy-
age place a note on the manifest, explaining, first,
the merchandise or articles possessed by each of his
crew who carry beyod one houndred dollars value;
second, the articles of provisions remaining on
board ; third, the munitios of war and warlike in-
struments in reserve.

" RUL 6.-The captain, on his arrival at his port
of destination, will deliver to the Chief of the Ca-
ribineres (Landing Waiters) during the period of the
official visit, the manifest."

"RULE 6.--If a vessel is in ballast the captain will
present to the Consul or Vice-Consel duplicate note
expresslog the fact, anod will proceed in the same
manner with the manifest, i.e. that the Consul will
certify both documents, delivering one copy to the
captain, reserviug the other to remit as stated In
rue3.

" RULE 7.-If the captain or supercargo does not
present the manifest or note that the vessel is in bal.
last, during the official visit, which will he made at
the fall of the anchor at the port of his destination,
he will he subject to a flue of two hundred dollars
fuerts (strong) for the lack of that docoumeot. If it
does not have the certification of the Spanish Consul
the captain will he .liable to a fine of one hundred
dollars (strong) for not having that formality. If
it does not contain the circumstances contained in
the first rule, a fine of twenty-five dollars will be ian-
posed.

"Reun 8.-In case an amendment or alteration
should be noted in the said doeument, the captain
or "patron" willbe liable to answer the charge of
fasilfication loi the tribunal.
