A rBAs 8MELL OF PEsaUrY hovers over more
than one of the oaths registered at the Mayor's oece,
by white men, certifying th that this or that free egro
is a native of this State, and entitled to remain here It
under the recently.enforced law on the subject.

We have this from good

ty : A free-egro,
who was born a slave in Kentucky was emancipated,
and came to this city, had been in hot water some si
time about establishing or trying to establish his at
claim to reside here. A gentleman of thi city, who k
has known him from his birth, and who rather likes ci
him, was much bothered by him, and went to much c
trouble in his behalf; but, finding that he could not
honestly get him a residence here, dropped the case.

A day or two since, this negro went to this gentle'
man friend in high glee, shaking a paper from the 0
Mayor's office, declaring him, on the oath of two i
white men, to be a native of this State, and beyond
the reach of the new law. He stated, in high p
humor, that another free negro had taken him to two
white men whom he never esw before, and that upon it
paying them $25 each they went before the Mayor
with him and swore that they knew him to be a a
native of this State ! I

Another ca we heard of was that of a free-negro e!
woman who went to a gentleman in great distres, ,
and begged him to lend her $150. Upon bis inquir- q
ing what the trouble was, she stated that under the
new law she was not entitled to reside in the State; h
but that she knew two white men who would swear
her through before the Mayor for $75 each. h

Tea ExamarvuTo of Lient. Dryden and oficer b
Dalton, on the charges preferred by James Boyle,
wascodclouded yesterday.

SJtiu Coor AND GronoB Louoe, free colored,
have petitioned for their liberty by habeas corpus.
They belong to the crew of the ship Elizabeth Ham-
ilton, and on the arrival of the ship were, under the
new law relative to free negroes, sent to prison, there
to remain tilt the ship's departure.

In pray!it for the writ, to Judge Hunt, of the
PFirt District Court, they allege they are part of the
crew of the ship Elizabeth Hamilton, bound from
New York to this port and back to' New York, or
any port in Europe. That they shipped for said
voyage, but on their arrival at this port were ille-
gally arrested and imprisoned without warrant or
authority of law. That they have committed no
crime or offense known to the statutes of this State.
That for many years past they have been engaged as
sailors in the same trade, and have always heretofore
given bond as the law directs to depart in the same
vessel in which they arrived, and are ready to do the
same ncw. That they are bound by the terms of
their engagement to give their undivided time to the
discharge of their respective duties on board, as well
as while sailing.

They further allege that the act of 1859, under
which their arrest was made, is in contravention and
violation of the Constitution of the United States and
the treaties and acts of Congress regulating com-
merce between foreign nations and the several States
of the Union, and is in violation of every principle
of law and justice. Relators aver that they are ille-
gally imprisoned and deprived of their constitutional
rights and liberty, and that if they have committed
an infraction of our penal law of this State they are
entitled to a trial by an impartial jury ; and that they
are now imprisoned in the Parish Prison of this city
without the judgment or decree of any court of law
or equity of this State.

The writ prayed for was issued and made returnas
ble at 1 o'clock yesterday. When the case came up,
Judge Hunt had decided to role it out of his Court,
as not properly coming within his jurisdiction.

We understand the opinion to be largely prevalent
that the new negro law is unconstitutional, and will
not stand any great length of time.

Foun MEN, named W. H. Curtis, Joseph Powell,
Charles Polick, and Charles Jeffrey, arrived yester-
day morning on the ship Ashland, from Bordeaux,
consigned as prisonerm to the U. S. Marshal, by the
American Consul at Bordeaux. Curtis and Powell,
who are sailors, are charged with having murdered
a fellow-sailor on board the ship Orphan, on her
passage from New York to Nantes ; Polick and Jet-
frey, mate and carpenter, were sent along as witnesses.
