At
11t cents cost here, freight *d., exchange 109, to
cover in Liverpool 7.16d. must be obtaoned, and to a
pay for other small items 7Ld. most be realised.

We have from time to time called the attention of r
the planting commonity to the great Inattention I
given to the packhing of cotton. Band, leaves and
trash were used to a greater extent last year than
ever before.

A correspondent has furnished us with the follow-
ing extract, which is taken from a New York drea-
lar. We invoke the attention of all planters to the
remarks, and urge on them to remedy the evil at
once:

The severe losses upon shipments of sandy cotton,
during the pot season, seem to demand some notice,
and the following positions In connection with the
subject may be worthy of consideration.

lst-There was no sandy cotton worth mentioning
fifteen or twenty years ago,and indeed very little ten

72d- the last few years the quantity has incieai-
ed in a ratio far beyoud the crop.

3d-The cotton gin, it is believed, has been Im-
proved in this Interval, or at least has not deterio-d rated.

4th-This mode of adulterating cotton began in the
New Orleans districts, but has since extended more
or less over the whole cotton growing area.
5d th-Such cotton has become virtually nealeableat

- Liverpool, because of its superabundance; and when
a buyer has been found, the reduction In price has
been twice or even four times as great as in the pur
chbse on this side. In fact, It has frequently hap-Spaned that thei oss on ten bales of sandy sturff, In a
lot of one hnodred, ha much more than counter-
balanced the profit upon the ninety.

6th-Bandy cotton is destruotive to machinery, for
though all cotton is cleaned before it is spun up, some
particles of sandy dout will remain, and greatly In.
crease the wear and tear of axles, etc.; hence, many
spinners will not buy It at any price.

"Under these circumstances, we preenme, the rem-, edy for this great evil can.only be effectually applieda. through the purchasers of cotton, and it must be
palpable to them, that if they fail to apply It, they
will not only damage their own interests, but the
true interests of the planter. Let them, therefore,
positively refuse to have "tails"': of sandy and dirty
cotton forced upon them by the factors In buying
round lists, and decline to purchase sandy cotton at

d all, except at the fullest redoction in price, which its
superabundance has compelled them to concede at
Liverpool and elsewhere; and let all importers in
Europe frame their orders to this country upon simi.
tar principles, They may, for a time, be obliged to
pay a relatively higher price for the clan qualitles,
but they will soon bring the evil of adulteraion with
esand to an end.

Liverpool Is now fuller of sandy and dusty, and
Stherefore, almost unosleable cotton, than ever before ;

o and it remains to be seen what further reduction
there will be in the price of such stuf, when the
cleaner qualities of the new crop become abundant.

A SBs•T DA x,.-A New York paper relates
the following: q

BALTIMuon, Bept. 8.-An Immense concourse of

citizens assembled in Monument Square this after
noon, in response to the call for an independent town
meeting to discuse the present political condition of
the city.
