Independence Day was celebrated with
great eclat, the two military companiee in Monrovia
turning out In grand style to hear, with other citizens,
a fine oration. The English crnuisers were taking
slave prizes on the coast. A number of vereels from
the United States had arrived at Monrovia, landing
many distingouished African travelers, good cargoes,
an iron saugar mill, a tot of Bibles, and a number of
settlers from our Northern and Southern States.
Several native students had distinguished themselves
at the late hlgh-school examinations.
