Since the fetes in Paris that capital has become
very quiet and dull. This is a natural reaction of thb
intense excitement which attended the war.

The reduction of the French army doees not seem ts
amount to much, but seems to be confined to the ds
charge of men whose term of service soon expire
and of invalids, and may be ohly a farce to satisfj
England.

Mr. Lever has sent into the directors a final propo
sal. He offers to charter the Great Eastern for 20,
000 ashb down, to coal the ship both ways, and tc
pay the port charges on both sides of the Atlantic.

The boiler of tbhe French gonboat Algretta
stationed in the Adriatic, exploded a day or twt
ago. Seven or eight person were killed or wounded
but the rest of the crew were saved, she being cla
to the shore.

Some idea may be formed of the enormousana 0ol
money which are sunk In the pnrchaseof pictures by
the wealthier classes in England, from the fact thai
the collection of the late Lord Northwlck bhas pro
dnced no lees than 95,725. Theasle which extended
over eight- en dsys, terminated on Wednesday, a•d
was attended by dealers from all parts of the world.
Some of the prices moot appear fabulous to the san
initiated. The owner of this collection spent a life
in bringing it together,and now it will be distributed
far and wide.

The Englieh papers r eealed bthe AEuoropa rpor
that Mr. Herasy ytowell. Jr., of the firm of r1sum,Stowell & Co., of New York, committed suicide at
Manchester, August 22, by hanging himself.

T aT ZEercnH Coeranse•e,-Thbe fate of Italy isyet a matter of doubt, ad there may a eolder
hie lapse of time before it will be definitely known.
ABerlin account of Augst 23d rays :

Three weeks ago it was believed he that the Con.
ferencea of Zurich would be of abort duration, and
take the world by surprise by the speed of their de-
liberations and the completeness of their resilt.,
sech as they mightbe. Two or three ttigs for de
aency's sake to protocol and sign foregone concluatons,
and a couple of omil diners were supposed to be
the sum of the labors before them. But these ram
gaine politicans had reckoned without Sardilia and
:he Italian populations. The attitude of these las
has made a great Impresesn here, prving, u It
does, how mach the Italians have learnt in the last
ten year.

•e political l tt displayed both by the provisional
governmente and the Chambers they have called is
assuredly one of the mist remarkable facts In history.
the Conferences of Zurich cannot pretend to decide
the weighty questions which are now on the taple.
To sofer thibs would be on the part of the great
Powers to ackpowledge France and Austria a the
arbiters of Europe. So long as the treat only con-
cerned a boundary between Austria and Sardinia,
they and France were competent to decide without
the voice of Europe.

The neutrals who had been indifferent to the war
mast be indifferent to Its results, as far as the position
of the belligerents and the actual theater of war are
concerned. But the remodelling of Italy is a matter
in which all the great Powers are alike interested,
and the present Prussian Cabinet is as little inclined
as the English one to suffer a forcible restoration of
Princes whose role over unwilling subjects would only
lead to fresh complications. Either the decisions on
their future government mest be left entirely to them-
aelves, or, as in 1815, a Congrese mast be called to
regulate their affairs.

There is a trong feeling, therefore, in favor of a
Congress-not a Congress summoned, like that of
Paris. to submit to the exigencies of French interests,
but a Congress where the whole situatiou should be
freely discussed and resolutions come to, altogether
independently of the convenienceof the chief parties
in the late war, excepting so far as the cemion of
Lombardy by Austria is concerned. On this Prussia
and Russia are thought to be agreed, and there can
be no doubt that England will take the same view.

Tae CROPr IN ENOLAND AND FANCED.-The
gathering of the crops in England proceeds rather
slowly, on account of an unusual scarcity of hands.
The accounts from many districts are unfavorable as
to the yield, which will be deficient in weight to a
considerable extent. To -compensate for this, says
the Marklane Express, it is universally acknowledged
that the farmers throughout the country hold the
largest stock of old wheat that they have had at this
-eason for ten years; so that this will fully compen
eate for whatever deficiency may be found in the
weight of flour per quarter. We have also a large
ntock of foreign wheat on hand, both in London and
at the outports, that will still further help tomake np
any requirements.

In F
r
ance, the case is different. The crops in the

nouth have been housed, and are reported to exhibit
alarge deficiency in the average yield. It is estima-
ted that, upon the entire crop of wheat in that coun-
try, there will be one-fourth less than an average;
eo that it is not considered there will be much to
opare for exportation.

It is probable that the French millers will still ship
flour to England, when they can do it at a profit,
even with a chance of having to fetch it back again
at an advanced price afterwards.

There is also in France, as here, a large stock of
old wheat in the bands of the farmers of Normandy
and Brittany, whilst supplies from the Black Sen can
he readily obtained, when the price and the sliding-
scale will allow. At the commencement of the har-
voet there was a considerable advance in price in
most of the French markets; but a reaction has
:ince taken place, although the trade still continues
irm, and it is not likely that prices will recede.

TaE LoNDON BUILDans' BTR•ac.-The strike in the
building trade of the metropolis shows how strongly
the cooperative principle is at work among all the
classes who live by mannal labor. There was a meeat
ing of delegates the other evening, who represented
trades that have little or no interest in connection
with the erection of dwellings, and all these persons
evinced sympathy for the men now engaged in the
contest with their employers-promised them dona-
tions of money from their respective clubs, as wellas
indidual subacriptions.

But, notwithstanding, the unemployed workmen
fare badly, and cannot keep body and soul together
anles the 

"
sinews of war" come in more plentifully.

There are tens of thousands of good builders in Con-
tinental cities who would think 30s. a week for ten
hours labor per day actual wealth. The master-
builders have committed a manifest injustice-their
vengeance has fallen upon the men who belong to the
trades unions as well as upon those who do not.

A poor fellow writes to one of the papers pointing
out the fact, which he describes as making the inno-
cent suffer with the guilty :-" Why not open these
establishmeots,:' he asks, " to non-society men, whoare the equals of society men in skill By doing this,
and withdrawing the document, their shops would be

illed with good workmen before the week expires."
This appears to be a feasible proposal.

A DANGEROUS FALL.--The Handsboro' (Mise.)
Democrat of Tuesday last says :

We regret to learn that on Saturday last our fellow
townsman W. H. Drury, and a negro belonging to
Dr. Legrand, were seriously iljurcd by the failling of
a scaffold at the mill or Messrs. Taylor & Myers. The
roof of a lumber shed adjoining the mill caught fire,
and in attempting to get on the roof, the scaffolding
gave way and precipitated five or six persons to the
ground, a distance of fifteen or twenty feet. They
were the only persons injured.

EARToRUAKE AT FAYAL.- A correspondent of the
Salem Gazette gives the following account of earth-
quake shocks at Fayal: On the 25th of May, about
1 o'clock P. M., we had three shocks of an earth-
quake. The first was sufficient to shake the houses
slightly; about three minutes after another shock
jarred everything in the house, ad in a moment the
third shook the house so that we thought it would go
over. They lasted a very short time-sufficiently
long, however, to frighten us half out of our senses.
Some of the people got out of their beds and went
into the gardens is their night clothes, and pot up
tents to sleep in, which they occupied several nights,
thinking that if they got out of the way of the houses
they were safe. Our houses are all built of stone, and
are very strong; if they were constructed as they
are in the United States, they would have all been
destroyed. Since this earthquake we have had very
cool weather-about as cool as we (in Fayal) have it
in January.

A MYSTERIOUs AFFAIR.-A• dispatch of the 9th
inst. from Harrisburg, Pa., says :

A report has been current here to-day that a ma-
latto girl had made a statement before an officer in
Carlisle, Pa., to the efiect that money had been paid
her to keep quiet in regard to what she knew of themurder of a man by a citizen of Philadelphia, during
a quarrel which occurred in a gambling hell of this
city, and of the burial of the body of the murdered
man near the house, and that she was brought here
and made a similar statement before Judge Piersonand the District Attorney. When the murder was
committed was not stated...

The Coroner and District Attorney refuse to give
any particularn regadig the ffair until tile Coroner
has made an investigation. It is known here to-nightthat the party supposed to be implicated has been ar-
rested in Philadelphia, on the strength of a tele-

InteresUtng from Utah.

BATrL wrm run Irnoio.-The St. Louis Repub-
lican publishes tho following dispatch from Atchison,
K. T., September 9:

The mail from Salt Lake City arrived at this place
this moroning, bringing dates from the Territory to
the 19th of last month. The newx received is of inter-esting character.

The election returns had not all been received
when the mail left, but a sufficient number had been
returned to show the election of W. H. Hooper as
Delegate to Cougress.

T DIFFreICULTY IN THE NORTH PACIFIc.-Under
date of the 9th, a Washington correspondent of the
New York Herald writes :

General Harney sent troops to San Juan to protect
the white settlers from the savages, who were com-
mitting most atrocious murders. Nothing inimical
to the British Government was intended by such a
movement. Thejealousy of Governor Douglas was
needlessly excited.

No collision with the British troops or subjects is
apprehended by the Government. The President was
Secretary of Stlte when the boundary treaty was
negotiated under President Polk, and is perfectly
familiar with all the circumstances attendilg it. Be
and Robert J. Walker were the only members of Mr.
Polk's Cabinet who opposed the forty-ninth parallel
as the boundary. They adhered to fifty-four degrees
and forty minutes as ourjust limits.

No doubt need be entertained that the title of San
Juan will be amicably adjusted, as the Presiden" must
be perfectly aware of our rights, and will ask for
nothing more. The long connection of Governor
Douglas with the Hudson Bay Company, doubtless
causes him to view all the country in that vicinity as
under the jurisdiction and protection of the British
Government, at least, if not actually the property of
the Company, and his interests may have rendered
him excitablo ino temper and precipitate in action.

The Cabinet was in session today on the whole
subject, and the tenor of the instructions to General
Barney, as stated yseterday, will be of the most tem.
perate and conciliatory character.

Suffice it to say, as we put the speech on record,
that it is in good part a rehash of the Harper copy.

It is understood that Mr. Wyke, the new British
Minister, takes out to Central America positive In.
structions to propose a treaty which, if the Central
Americans refuse to accept, they will be held respon-
sible by all the world for prolonging an unnatural
state of things between themselvex on the one hand
and England and America on the other. The only
wish of the British Government-and a wish most
anxiously lelt-is to come to a loyal understanding
with the United States about Central American
affairs.
