TuouBLI ExrrC•n rem IAL.--P• aris, Sept 1, 6
P. M.-Private accounts reaived from Italy received
today describe the state of that country as not very
promiing as to the future. On the contrary, allbir
seem to be growing more complicated erery day.
Important reault depend on the isue of the combat
expected soon to take place between the Pontifical
troops, who are on the point of entering the Legs-
tions, and the forces of the Provisional overnment.
If the Papal troopo succeed, it is thought that the
Duke of Modena will roe-enter his States at the head
of his army-colors flying and drums beating. -If, on
the other hand, His aoliem's troops are repulsed, a
rising In Naple is regarded as not at all Improbable.

[Oorapondoee London tmms.l
A correspondent from Bologna, under date of the

2 th ult., sys:
.1 write to you in the midst of.the great agitatlon

which now perrades the town on account of news
from Rimlni. It is said that a corps of Pontlfc .1
troops amounting to ,000 men of all arms, and com-
mended by General Kalbermatten, had left Pearo,
and was near Cattollc, preparing for an engagemeOnt.
An attack is consequently expected here. The Gov-
ernment, to allay the agitation, has just issuoed a no-
tice which neither denioes nor affirms the fact, but ad-
vises the people to have confidence in the measores
adopted by the authorities, and eautlous them not to
be alarmed by exaggerated statements propagated by
the enemies of the present ordero of th!ngo. So far
as I have been able to learn, the following are the ar
rangements made with view of an attack. In the first
place, there is no corps of 8,000 men, but simply 2,000
Swi with several pieces of artillery, who have come

from Pesero and behalted about two leagues from Cat-
tolira. However, dlsptaches received by the Govern-
ment state that this force Is only the advanced guard
of the Pontitical troops which are to attack the Legs-
tions, and that these troops are composed not only of
Romuos, but of many of the Duke of Modena's men,
of some Swiss from Naples engaged by the Pope, of
a certain number of Aastriase who have been lauded
at Ancona, clothed in the Papal unilform, and then
Introduced into the native regiments to complete their
effective, or more probably to keep watch over their
new comrades. The collection of merccneries Is said
to form an army of from 10,000 to 16,000 men, In-
tended to restore the Papal authority In the revolted
provinces." *

Garibaldi has the command of the Touscsn as well
as the Modenase and Parmesan troops : but his In.
