The Central Amerlean Gold Diggings.

From the Panama Star and Herald of the 17th we
extract the following interesting information re-
garding the auriferons grave diggings of Central
America:

From the most careful investigation, and after daly
weighing all the evidence it was possible to obtain, it
appears that up tothe present time aboutM00 pounds
weight of golden images have been obtained from
the graves, but taking into account the amount of
copper with which some of them are allo ed, it may
be fairly estimated that 300 pounds of pure gold
represents the entire quantity ; calclating the value
at $250 per pound, this would give the sume of $75,
000, and as it is generally admitted that during the
month of July at east 1500 persons were at work at
Bugabita, this represents the labor of 46,00 persons,
with an average gain to each of $1 61, or, deducting
fifty cents for the value of their labor, of $1 11; but
from this calculation no inference can be drawn, as
whilst some obtained large quantities, othera were
entirely unasuccess•fl. We have not taken into cal-
culation the great expense to which many persons
were put to reach the locality and return again to
their homes, which at a low estimate may be set
down at $000 ; so that, taking all things into con-
sideration, it is evident that the chances of succese
are not in proportion to the risk of failure, and that
any man in steady employment or capable of gain-
ing s livelihood elsewhere can d just so well as by
grave digging in Chiriqui.

It is true that the time of year is most unfavorable
for working; the heavy rains cause at least the las
of half the day, and the swollen state of the rivers
prevents any attempt at exploration; but if the so.
counts of the natives are to be believed there exist in
the mountains many rich huacales that in the dry
eascsn will repay the labor of the explorer. But it

i not so mach the discovery of gold in the Indian
burying-places us the fact that the sourefrom which
they obtained their sopply of the preclos mietal ex-
ists within the district and offers Inducements to fur
thor explorations, that reders the gold disoveriea so
important. It ha long been known that the prony
inces of Chirilqu and Versguas are rich in gold and
old hist orlansand down to s accounts of almost
fabolous amounts that have been extracted from these
localties. There can exist no doubt that a thorough
exploration of the country will lead to the re-discovery
of these long lest deposits of the precious metal. al-
ready a few specimens of river gold and auriferous
quartz have been obtained by the country people, whorefused, however, to disclose the locality, and any
~qantlty of iron pyrites are daily exhibited as gold.
mnmers of rich gines and river washings are rife, but
the state of the weather renders it absolutely impos.
nible, at present, to make any exploration. During
the dry season, which commences in December and
lasts until May, the whole country will doubtlesea be
thoroughly "prospected," and there is every reason
to believe that valuable mines will be discovered.

To those who think of visiting Cbhiriqul, we would
say-wait for the dry season-do not think of wast-
ing your time, money and probably risking your
health, at the present time, ut be on the ground by
the beginning or middle of December; if there is any
thing to be done, it will be then and not before.

The number of foreigners now in Chiriqui, at-
tracted there by the gold discoveries, is probablylittle short of one hundred, and up to the end of
August, it may be safely said that their united find-
ings in the huacas do not amount to 0600, neverthe-
less they do not complain, and some bave resolved to
continue their explorations, whilst othera have made
arrangements for returning in the dry season. In
May last when the government census was taken,
there were resident in the department (chiefly in or
about David) 27 Frenchmen, 15 Italians, 02 Germans,
43 Spaniards, 2 Americans and 2 Engishmen, most
of these persons ere engaged in business, some are
mechanics and a few agriculturists. The entire pop.
ulation of David numbers about 5,800, most of whom
are from other parts of the Republic.

The town itself is of recent foundation, and not
many years ago consisted but of a few cone huts. It
now contains a number of well built houases, and we
noticed a considerable improvement since our last
visit there, in 18550 There is a good hotel kept by a
Frenchman, were board and lodging can be obtained
at $1 20 a day. Horse hire varies from 40o. to 80u. a
day. House rent is reasonable, but owing to the gold
discoveries has advanced 100 per cent. Good beef
sells in the market for 0.o'per aroba (26 Ibs.) Rice,
from 2je, to 3j per lb., and other provisions in propor-
tion. Labor it worth four reals a day and found, or
five without food, but it is very scarce, and in time of
harvest can scarcely be obtained, as every one bhas his
own plantation to attend to. The richness of the soil,
and the variety of temperature obtainable on the
slope of the volcano, from the region of palms to that
of the oak, offers great inducements to the agricul-
turist, and already a large German immigration from
Texas it about to settle the country. Corn planted
in March and September is harrested within three
months, and gives an enormous return ; the sgar
cane grows to an immense size, with joints nine
inches long and three in circumference ; excellent
tobacco is cultivated, and the coffee tree thrives well,
but little is coltivated owinog to the want of labor. It
is calculated that cotton would yield five times as
much as in Texs, and a number of experienced Ger-
mans are about to form plantations, from which they
expect the best results.

GOLD FEVER IN P•ANAAu-The Panama Star and
Herald of the 17th says:

Quite a fever exists among our population aboot
gold hunting, and some people have been carrying
out most extraordinary whims in pursuit of the trea.
sure.

One gentleman went to considerable expense in
employing men to dig a deep hole during the night
near the Puert del tierra,' (the entrance on Main
street,) having heard from an old woman that trea-
suore was buried there.

A Jamaica man has spent several days In diggin1up one of the stalls in a stable where he is employed,
on the strength of a dream he had but it appears he
has been mining in the wrong stall, and has already
commenced filling the hole up again.

Two or three parties have already visited Old Pan-
ama to seek gold at the tIttem of a well, but the ap.
pearance of the water has always discouraged them ;
and recently a magician has undertaken to tell the
precise spots where either raw, or manufactured gold
or silver exists, by the aid of a mysterious piece of
rag tied to a string, which scents out the auriferous
matter much In the same way a terrier dog would
scent out a rat.

Ton SAN JON ArFFrAtR--The following dispatch
of the 25th ult. from Washington is rather more full
than one we published a few days ago on the same
subject:
Col. Rankin, formerly of Phil;delphla, the Itegister

of the Land office at Olympia, Washington Territory,
has arrived here from the Island of San Juan. HI
reports that if the intentions of Governor Douglass
had been carried out, there would have been a colli-
sion between British and American forces, as her
British IMajesty's ships, the Stelite and Plumper, had
orders from him to fire; but Admiral Bayne oppor.
tutely arrived and superseded him in command of
the English ships of war, five in number. The origi.
nal misunderstanding was with the Hudson Bay
Company, the interests of which were represented
by Governor Donglass. The Island of San Juan had
been in the occupancy of the Americans far at least
eighteen months, nobody seeming to question their
rights, and for a longer period had been considered
and treated in all respects as belonging to Washing.
ton Territory. It was not until Gen. Harney applied,
and was informed by the Boundary Commissioners
to that our titleo o the island was clear and certain,
that he dispatched troops thither at the earnest re-
q rest of the residents, who claimed protection from
British aggression, and especially from the predatory
incursions of northern Indians. who had even taken
and held possession of a light-house for two days,
and against whom private expeditions had been re-
peatedly cent to chastise them.
Col. Rtnkin says the people of Washingten Terri-

tory and the Pacific States are unanimous for our
retention of the Island ; and such is their enthusiosm
that, if the United States troops should he directed
to vacate it, private parties, in formidarble numbers,
would immediately occupy that important position,
and not surrender without a severe struggle.

It may not be generally known that this govern
ment has recently confirmed a bluff of land contain-
ing 3000 acres for a military reservation, if anything,
even situated farther north than San Juan.

Bit it is not supposed in this city that our troops
will be withdrawn, as this would be considered as an
admission that our title is clearly disputable.

ACCIDoENT ON TH an MOBILE AND OtIO RAILROAD.-
The Paulding (riss.) Clarion of the 28th says :

The passenger cars on the IMobile and Ohio road
were thrown off the track near Marion, last Thursday.
A horse had got on the track, and was not discovered
by the engineer in time to scare him off, or to stop
tihe train. He was run over, and hris neck cot off near
the shoulders. The cars were thrown from the track,
as we have said, but fortunately little damage was
done, except detaininog the train about two hours.

FOR CnHIIQrri--PARTING SALUTE.--At about i
o'clock, last night, a parting salute was fired by the
frieods of the young men jast then leaving on the
steamer for Mobile and Chiriqui. They are, we be-
lieve, headed by young Penn. Bedell, and, we can truly
say, if there is any fighting to be done, they'll do it.
To use a trite expression, "they are the boys to whip
the devil out of his den !" Fifty such men as Bedell
could whip all Central America. He is one of the
Bowsie stripe. [Montgomery Mail, 27th.

THE RECNT STORO.--The Paulding (Hiss.) Clarion
of the 28th says :

hebs tate soceeefl war. Whether this or some nw

claim of the same oharaeter rendered him more ad.mi•sable than those who had opened the way to him,
does not yet appear. If the Americans can open
China by peaceful methods, let them do it, but thusfar they seem better able to help themselvee than do
anything for the world at large.

Admiral Hope arrived off Peblo river on the 17th of

June, and found the entrance barred. An attempt
was made onthe 26th to force a paessge, when sod-
denly bstteries supported by a foire of 20,000 men,
were unmasked and opened a destructive fire. After
a severe action the squadron was compelled to with.
draw with the los of the gun-bots Cormorant, Lee
and Plover. Four hundred and sixty.four men were
killed and wouanded. The French bad fourteen killed
out of sixty.

The Plenipotentlaries had returned to Shanghai.
Seven officers were killed and seventeen wounded.
Among the wounded was the Admiral.

The details msay the mouth of the river wres raked
by the fire from the newly constructed forts, amount-
ing to 90 or 100 guns.SAt 1:10 P.ILthesigeal for ction was ran up. The
gun-boate Oppoasum and Plover pushed in close tothe first barrier. The gunsof the forts then openedfire, and the action became general; and the fire of
the Chinese, in weight and precision, was such as had
never been experienced. Every shot told, while thoseof the British did but comparatively little damage.
The troops were ordered to land. As the first boattouched the shore, the forts poured out a perfect hur-
ricane of shell, hals and rockets, which mowed down
the men as they landed. The ships supported them
as well as possible. Of the 1,000 men who landed,
barely one hundred reached the first of the wide
ditches, situated 500 yards from the river, and onlyfifty reached the third ditch.

They would have made an attempt to scale the
wlls, but the ladders were either broken by the shot
or stuck in the mud. By one of the ladders that re-mained, ten of the men sprang forward, three of
whom vyere killed and five severely injured.Orders were at last given to retire, and while on
retreat the men were shot down like birds. Many of
the boats were swamped by the balls, and not enough
remained to carry off the survivors. Several, full ofwounded men, were struck and swamped. Russianfeatures were distinctly visible among the men man-
ning the Chinese batteries. The Americans towedop several hoats to the scene of action, and after-
wards took a number of men to their respective
ships.

LATuST.-London, Wednesday.-The China mail
hbe arrived, bringing complete accounts of the Pehioaffair, which resulted in the total defeat of the British
forces, with the lees of five gunboats, and about a
third of the whole force engaged. The mouth of theriver was effectually barred by iron stakes and beame
This bar was raked by the fire of the newly-con-
structed forte on the other side of the river, mount-ing 90 to 100 guns.

Admiral Hope's appearance in the frat instancewas unmistakably pacific. A solitary man of-war
boat carried in his first mersage, the Fury and two
gunboats being left outside the bar, while the rest ofthe squadron was lying thirty miles off. The Am-
bahasdors finding no proper officers t recelve them,
decided to remove the bar and pass up the river.
Six or seven bours, however, were spent in vain en-
deavors to effect this, and during that time not agun was fired from the forts, although the gunboatswere at a distance of 0500 to 700 yards only, and some
of them had got aground.

At 1.30, P. M. the signal for action was run up,and the Opossum and Plover pushed in close up to
the first barrier. Suddenly, about 2 P. M., the gunsin the forts opened fire, and the action became gen-
eral.

In about two hours the fire of the Chinese began
to slacken, and was soon afterwards almost silenced,although every shot of theirs told, while the Britishguns did comparatively little damage to the mud
walls.

At about 5 P. M. the signal was made for the
troops to land, and there were then no doubts of aspeedy victory.

Just as the lirst boat touched the shore, the fortsopened a perfect hurricane of shell, balls and rockets,
which mowed down the men as they landed. Theships threw in as heavy a coveriog fire as they possi-t.
bly could. The enemy's fire continued so heavy and
the mud on the landing being up to the knees and
sometimes to the waist, that out of 1,000 men who
landed, barely 100 reached the first of the three wideand deep ditches, which, after some bOO yards of
wading through the mud, presented themselves.

Of the gallant forces who got through the mud
difficulties scarcely twenty had been able to keep
their rifes or ammunition dry, nevertheless they
boldly passed the ditches, and some fifty of them,
including a crowd of oficers, succeeded in getting asfar es the third ditch.

They would certainly have made a good attempt to
scale the walls, but their ladders had either boen
broken by shot, or had stuck in the mud. With the
one which remained, ten devoted men sprang for-ward, three of whom were immediately shot dead,and five wounded severely.

A vertical fire of arrows, as well us a constantfusilade, wos kept up on the select band who nowcrouched in the ditch, waiting, but in vain, for rein-fcrcements.
