changes. It manufaclory [s probably the largest in
the world and is located whare lirss foanded, at New*
ark, New Jersuy, where operutions were hegun by the
Jfonnder, Mr. William Hankio, who retired many years
slece, bat still resldes jo that tawo, s hale ofd man,
neat four score years of sge. Tn 1336 the mame of
the hoass was changed to Willlam Reukin & Co. ; in
1840 it wus szuin altered to Willinm Raghiu, Duryes
& Co. ; oud in 1555 assumed its present title of Dur
yee, Jaques & o, In Newark and New York, and
Duryee, Jigues & Clearman in New Orloans,

Thele Xew York wareboose, at 27 Chumbers steeet,
i3 one of 1he most magnificent of the iron columped
atone [roots in thet city, and covers four lote, each
ong o bendred snd dfty-one feet deep by thirty wide,
the luwer foors being devoted to specimen goods and
conntivg-house furnighiogs, while the many atber
flgors are elored with r vast gtock of the warioge
wouds fo the bat, cap And straw departments.
