THE LEVEE SYSTHEM.

The levee system, or the levee question, Is the
most important that appeals to the consideration
of the people of the southern valley of the MiS"
elesippi. Particelarly is this the case with the
citizens of Looisiana. We are more exposed to
overflows than anybody else. We have more to
lose-as we have lost time and again-than anybody
else. And we have more to gain from a system that
will exempt as from crevanees and inundations than
anybody else. Consequently, we take it for granted
that we have a deeper interest in the matter than
anybody else.

We are impressed with the belief, although neither
surveyors or engineers, that a levee system can be
devised, and carried into practical operation, which
will effectually protect what are called the swamp
lands of Louisiana-the very garden spot of the
earth-from overflow, no matter how fierce the Mis.slsaippi river may threaten, or what the heighth the
waters may attain. We hold to the opinion that
human science, skill and Industry, are competent to
surmount all these obstacles, when backed by a som-
clet amount of capital, provided all are honestly sad
faithfully applied.

Hon. Henry W. Allen, of the Parish of West Baton
Rouge, has been spending several months in Europe,
and has occupied his leisure hours in writing a series
of very interesting letters to the Baton Rouge Advc-
cate. In one of his last letters dated Amsterdam,
Holland, 9th nlt., we find the following paragraph,
which has peculiar reference to a vital home affair:

To a Looisiniann, Holland is an exceedingly inter-
eating country. Hers you find a people who for cen-
turies have brneo fighting great battles against their
greatest enemy, the sea. They have often suffered
very much, occasionally whole villages being swept
away. Still they hoave ot been'dlecouraged, but have
rallied' under the severest misfortunes-blilt their
levees higher and given them more base, and now
ret secure from the waves of the "stormy sea."
Year after year they taxed themselves and built levee
afterlevee, until at last they have triumphed. The
levees are under the entire control of the General
Government. A corps of engineers Is kept always
engaged ll watching and repairing them. By this
means Holland is today one of the most prosperous
and happy countries in Europe. We have only the
Missiossippi to levee. This can be done effectually.
In Holland they have fought and conquered the
Rhine and Ocean. We should then take courage in
Louatiana-change our entire levee system-place it
under the control of the State, and make it the duty
of the Commissioner of Public Works to take charge
of all levees from the Balze to the Arkansas line.
Give them full power to construct,rebaild and repair
all levees at the expense of the general levee fund,
and then we will have no more overflows.
Much has been said about the mismanagement of

the Swamp Land Fund. With that we intend to
oave nothing 'to do at present. But a sufficiency of

that munificent donation till remains to accomplish
the great object aimed at, provided it is taken care
of as a shrewd man takes care of his private estate.
To take care of it properly, and to see that it
neither wasted or misapplied, will he duties devolv
lug upon the next and succeeding Legislatures ; and
until a satisfactory system, a regularly digested plan
of operations, is perfected, the proceeds of the sales
of Swamp Lands should be invested in State or other
good stock bhearing interest, until the accumulation
becomes great enough to justify a commencement of
a grand series of measures.

We have ever believed it to be the interest of
Louisiana to dispose of her swamp lands as speedily
as practicable. Such disposal brings capital, popula-
tion and wealth-the very things the State mast
needs. Ih the State could acquire capital, populatian
and agricultural wealth, by giving away her swamp
lands, the State would still be the gainer. But when
the State can dispose of her interests on just terms,
and at the same time gain all the important adjanicts
we have mentioned, it is right and proper that the
fund thus acquired should not be squandered, and
that it should be so invested that profit and cer-
tainty would follow the investment. Therefore, the
quicker these lands are sold-assuming, of course,
that they will not all be rushed upon the market at
once, and that due deliberation will be exercised in
the premises-the better for the general interests of
the commonwealth.

The fund, properly husbanded and cared for, to
worth an enormous sum. It can levee and drain ad
libitum. It is sufficient for all the great objects In
contemplation. The millions it is worth, rightly
conducted, can hardly be over-estimated. Let us
make it available as soon as possible, and when it be-
comes available-when it assumes a tangible shape
and bearing-let us commence our impregnable
works of protection. Until that is done it will be
folly to attempt anything.

The Broderick and Terry Duel.
SAN Foancisco, Sept. 25-Judge Terry killed

Senator Broderick in a duel near this plAce on the
15th inst. Senator Broderlck lingered until the
16th, when he died. His death has produced a
profound eensation, and his faneral, which took place
on the 18th, was one of the most imposing spectacles
ever witnessed in California. Judge Terry has been
arrested, and the public are highly incensed against
him.

Later from Meaico.
Vae. Corz, Sept. 25.-Intelligence from the city

of Mexico states that a plan had been concocted
among the leading officers of Miramon's army for
the purpose of overthrowing Miramon, and openly
recognizing the Liberal Government The plan was
divulged by one of the officer the day before the
execution of it was intended. Some twenty-five offi-
cers and others not attached to the army have been
arrested. It was thought that those who were ar-
rested would not hbounished.

The Constitutional Government of Vera Crou were
making active preparations forlayiog siege to Jalaps,
Cordova and also the capital.

The diviolon of Corbas was entirely routed at
Oajaca by the Liberals. Corhas had three thousand
men, and the liberals only two thousand. A large
number of offlcers were taken prisoners but were
pardoned.

An expedition against the city of Teplc, which was
garrisoned by six hundred of the Church Party, being
taken prisoners; Morena and other officers were
taken out and shot. Coronadoe intended joining his
forces with Orjazon of Jalieco, to march upon Jolda.
lejars and on to Mexico.

The British Minister was on the road to Vera Cruz
and would sail from thence on the British mail
steamer of the 3d inst.

The Government has been officially informed that
the British habip-ofwar Calypso had smuggled on
board $53,000,000 at a small port near St. Blas.

A cargo of arms had arrived at Vera Cruz for the
Government and another cargo destined for the Pa.
cife was expected at Minatitlsn.

The Government, in replying to our Secretary of
Legation on the matter of the late robbing of Ameri-
can malls on the Isthmus of Tehuantepec, gave
assurance that a force of five hundred men would be
immediately despatched for that section and arrest
and punish the offenders if apprehended.

The sloop-of-war Saratoga was the only American
man-of-war i the port or Vera Cruo when the Star
left. She was to sail for Pensacola, (Florida) on the
let instant.

Mr. Conner, the United States Consul st Mazatlan,
came passenger on the Star. It is stated that he has
secured from the Government important concessions,
which will be of great advantage to the commerce of
the United States on the western coast of Mexico.
