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A FEARFUL OONSEQUENOB.

A learned Northern writer takes exceedingly dark-
aye, black-views of futurity, for in an elaborate
paper entitled "Africanolation of the United States-
How it may be prevented," he predicts that as the
African race has inhabited America for about two
hundred years, (which Is a mistake in the matter of
degree, for two centuries since the only blacks in
the Western hemisphere were a few in the West
Indies) and one-third have become mixed in that
time, it follows that all will become amalgamated In
four hundred years more, or, at the outside, in five
or six hnndred years, at which time the two races
will have become thoroughly merged one within the
other, and constitute one homogeneous people of
nearly uniform color. "Is not this a frightful plc
ture!" exclaims this shrewd speculator, "and is it
not worthy of the serious consideration of every lover
of the white raceand of our beloved country! Are
we to suffer ourselves to become a colored race ! Is
our snow white skin and the blooming cheeks of our
children, youths and maidens, to become enshrouded
beneath the Impenetrable shadow of African dark.
ness I God forbid it ! Nature forbid it i"

This is certainly a most horrible and shooking por-
traiture of the manifest destiny of the great Anglo-
American race-a destiny which will be so accele-
rated, the writer thinks, by the opening of the Afri-
can slave trade, as to ensue within a century. But
an idea is suggested by these calculations which
seems never to have entered the brain of the ethno-
logical speculator. He might have logically reasoned
out a more disastrous result even than that which he
has arrived at, and have come straight to the conclu-
sion that within the lapse of time given we should
have no negroes in America, but that all the now
colored population would have turned white by
amalgamation, instead of the white becoming " en-
shrouded in the impenetrable shadow of African
darkness." The white element is now greatly ia the
excess, and has, therefore, a far better chance of
overcoming and extinguishing the black element
than vice versa, as everybody must allow, and if the
process which is predicted by the saran of the New
York Post is to follow, we shall be utterly without
negroes to work our cotton fields, within the specified
period, for everybody will be of the same brilliant
white hue of skin and of the same caliber of intellect,
and slavery will gradually extinguish itself.

At the expiration of the number of centuries al-
lowed for this astonishing change to take place, the
Northern philosopher decides, the color of all North*
erners will be that imparted by the possession of
one-fiftieth part negro blood, while all Southerners
will be dark qundroons. " That this frightful condi-
tion is not now upon us, and will not he in its full
development for centuries to come," writes he,
"makes it none the less certain, as all must see.
That it is distant makes it more important that we
should adopt some means before it is too late by
which we may ward off the impending evil." The
charitable scheme which this ominous scamp proposes
is neither more nor less than that by some plan yet
to be devised, and which is too deep even for himself
to figure out, the more Northern slave States should
be induced to sell their negroes to the belt of Gulf
States, where they should be penned up and we all
be permitted to grow black together, and be excluded,
like Pariahs, from all intercourse with the whites of
the country! Really, a most diabolical plan! We
are doomed tobhave " our snow white skin, and bloom-
ing cheeks of our children, youths and maidens, be-
come enshrouded beneath the impenetrable shadow
of African darkness! God forbid it! Nature forbid
it !" Let us sell out and leave this dangerous region
before we are amalgamated, noens volens.

It is by such supremely silly and absurd nonsense
as this that abolition propagandists excite the antipa-
thies and passions of the vulgar, and instigate hostile
sectional sentiment.

TALK ON 'OHANGE.

There was nothing of a stirring nature transpired
yesterday on rue Carondelet and environs. There
was plenty of nature's dust flying about, but there
was no disposition on the part of the Bears or the
Bulls to throw dust into each other's eyes. Nor did
we learn of any factor or broker oflering dust and
dusty cotton for sale. For clean cotton, such as will
come under the classification of decent pickings,
there is a good demand at from 101 to 10j and 11c.
Since the middle of last month (September) the pur*
chases and shipments for England have been very
large for the season of the year, being 73,633 bales
against 37,402 bales for the same time last year. The
cleerances yesterday were 18,300 bales for Liverpool
alone. We do not pretend to foresee what Manchester
spinners will think of this large excess of shipments,
as the talk is that a large share of them are on their
own account. The talk is, that the New York deal.
ers in cotton-the New York jockeys, as they are
facetiously termed on the flags-are very shy of the
staple at this moment, interested as they are in many
thousands of bales of low quality of cotton, other-
wise half sand and gin waste, and which will not sell
for four pence per Ib., when it ought to bring 5jd. to
6d. to pay cost and charges.

It is hardly necessary to talk much of the general
liveliness and activity on the levee and landings.
The arrivals of vessels are tolerable numerous, but
not in sufficient numbers to depress the general
freight market. Talking of shipping and freights,
we learn that the ship Hortensea, halling from and
owned partly in this port, of 700 tuns burthen, built
in 1i54, and a first-class ship, has been sold to parties
in Charleston at the low price of $22,000. There
were some further receipts of sugar of the new crop
yesterday. The talk is, that it will be coming to
market in large quantities before the present month
closes. The first three hogsheads of the new crop
last year brought 9o. per lb.; the first five of this
season brought 7I0. per lb. on the 12th of October.
Last year 250 barrels of molasses was sold at 35 to
354c. per gallon.

There is very little talk about the weed, tobacco.
In some parts of the country accounts are coming to
hand that many growers, in anticipation of an early
frost, cut their crops prematurely, which will lead to
considerable deficiency inweight; but as we have not
yet received any accounts of damage from frost, it is
reasonable to conclude that the present crop will be
an average one at least. The talk is, there has only
been sold fifteen hogsheads out of the stock of 22,000
hogsheads for the last five days. Well, this is
operating on the diminutive order. Hlais, n'imporle
-every trade will have its day and course.

The dry weather still continues, though there were
signs of rain yesterday evening. Several years ago-
in the time of a long drouth-the Water Works Com-
pany, or the managers, directed the plugs and hy-
drants to be opened, that those destitute of this
needful might obtain the same by sending to the
plugs. It is hoped that the present Directors of the
Company possess as much liberality and kindness as
their predecessors, and that they will direct the plugs
to be opened for at least three hours every day dur-
ing the continuance of the drouth, though the pipes
of the Company do not extend into the midst of
those residents who are now suffering for the great
element. Now then, gentlemen of the Water Works
directory, order the plags to be opened, and do a
good deed for once, if you never performed one be.
fore. As the clouds indicated rain last evening,
if you do not act speedily, your anticipated good in.
tentions may be thwarted.

The mails failed by both routes yesterday, yet a
straggling mail found its way through, bringing
dates from New York to the 6th inst. Nothing of the
Ariel or Alrica offCape Race. Cape Race operations
won't pay at all hours.

TEE OPPOSITION KASS MEETING.
The Opposition mass meeting last night, on Canal

street, was very largely attended. The platform, on
the neutral ground, between St. Charles and Caronde
let streets, was surrounded by a crowd whose density
extended to the opposite banquettes. The ground
was properly Illnminated ; and the usunal accompani-
ments of political meetings, such as cannon-firing,
rocket-firing, and music, were liberally provided.

At the proper hour, the meeting was called to order
by Col. A. P. Field, who read off the following list
of officers :

Judge Bermudez, on taking the chair, expressed
his pleasure at seeing so many people before him
who had united to pot down the modern aristocracy,
of which James Buchanan and John Slidell were
the leaders, backed and supported here by their myr-
midoes of the Custom-House, Post-Office, etc.; and
spoke briefly of the necessity of unity in opposing
the scheme, and predicted success if all the opposi-
tion should unite heartily.

To the calls made for Pierre Boule, that gentleman
failed to answer. It wasannounced from the stand
that he was unable to appear, from indisposition.

Thomas J. Durant, being present, was introduced
to the multitude, and made a speech remarkable
alike for its solid argument, eloquence and forcible
effect generally. He spoke of the rise, progress and
decay of political parties as being like that of the
people composing parties ; and after paying a tribute
to the memory of the old Whig party and its departed
champions, proceeded to review the present state of
politics, particularly as regarded the present National
Administration, and particularly its workings in this
State and city. The character of the Baton Rouge
Democratic convention, and that body's rejection of
the majority of the Democratic delegates, were sec
verely commented upon. That rejection he looked
upon as a disfranchisement of the people of this par-
ish, and as the main cause of the present organized
opposition to the Buchanan and Slidell ticket.

Speaking of himself and his candidacy for the office
of Attorney-General, Mr. Durant said he would rest his
claims safely upon what the people knew of him as a
citizen and a legal practitioner during his long resi-
dence here. He stated that detraction was no part
of his nature, and spoke of his immediate opponent
as a gentleman well qualified for the office he sought,
a better man than whom for that oflice could not
have been selected by his party. The great objec.
tion he had to the Democratic ticket was that the
men on it stood not on their merit as men, but on
their merit as supporters of the Buchanan Adminis-
tration. Their talk was all about Buchanan, but not
a word about State policy, nothing about any of the
vital interests of Louisiana; their dependence being
on the Administration, and that alone.
He spoke of the singular combinations which this

policy had brought about, and criticised in a tone of
severe irony that resolution of the Baton Rouge
Convention which declared it to be " no less the duty
than the desire of the Democracy of Louisiana," etc.
The ardor of the exclusive Democracy in support of
the Administration was shown up in severe style.
He alluded in strong language to the manner in
which the Administration had persecuted and hunted
down Stephen A. Douglas, merely for his fidelity to
principle, and his uncompromising adherence to his
doctrine regarding slavery in the territories. Up on
concluding, Mr. Durant was much applauded, as he
had been at intervals throughout his speech.
Col. Field next addressed the meeting. His theme

was the corruptness, extravagance, and general mal-
administration of public affairs by the Buchanan gov-
ernment. His allusions to the recent valorous capture
of a party of men supposed to be filibusters, at the
Balize, were pungent, and highly relished by the
crowd.

Rufus Waples, candidate for.Congress in the Second
Congressional District, appeared on the stand, and
treated the present state of politics and govern-
mental corruption in a philosophical and somewhat
humorous style. He pictured his opponent, Miles
Taylor, in a light anything but flattering to that
gentleman's political consistency, as the Democratic
nominee.

Mr. Charles Leaomont followed Mr. Waples. He
spoke warmly about the corruption and intrigues of
the Federal and State Governments, and denounced
the so-called " Independent American party" as a
band organized for purposes of political plunder.
The truckling of the Federal Government to England
was scathingly alluded to. Mr. Leanmont's speech
was well received.

A pause occurring, and no other speaker offering,
Col. Field rose to speakofsome things not previously
mentioned by him. He spoke of the imbecility of
the Government in its dealings with the Mormons,
and the Indians, and the Mexicans, and the Central
Americans, and the Paraguayans. His portraiture
was vigorous and scathing.

When Col. Field concluded, the meeting adjourned;
and after a brilliant pyrotechnical display, a large
part of the crowd formed in procession, and marched
off with music playing and flag flying, through the
principal streets; the pleasant weather and bright
moon offering an excellent incentive thereto.

Beyond the interruptions of a few drunken men,
and the noise of some outside boys, nothing offered
to interrupt the harmony of the meeting. Several
would-be witty ones, scattered through the crowd,
offered numerous ejaculations during the different
speeches, and occasionally succeeded in raising a
laugh.

From the size and complexion of last night's meet-
ing, we opine that the Opposition party is fairly
organized, and will give the Slidellians a tough fight
in the coming election. The ticket is now complete;
the acceptations of all the candidates having been
received.

Oct. 6, steamship Tennessee,
Forbes, from New York bound to New Orleans.

The brig Wabash, dismasted in the severe gale of
the 15th, has been discharged, and is now ready for
undergoing repairs, if the owners desire so to do.
She will require an expensive outfit, being sadly
used up by the gale. The cargo of lumber is in such
order that it can be re-shipped without much loss.

The British bark Earl of Harwood, Ferguson,
sailed for London on the 30th.

The wood-work was painted white, and portions
of the wreck were seattered all the way from Town-
send Inlet to Great Egg Harbor.

MUNICIPAL ELECTIOIN IN BALTIMORE.

"PLUG UGLIES" STILL IN THE FIELD.

PARTIAL SUCCESS OF THE REFORMERS.

BALTIMona, Oct. 12.-The election in this city for
municipal officers was held to-day, but not without a
repetition of some of the disgraceful proceedings
which have characterized so manyprevrios occasions
of the kind.

There was considerable excitement during the day
and serious disturbances occurred at several of the
polls.

In the ninth ward the reformers were attacked and
driven entirely away from the polls at about 3 o'clock
this afternoon, and the candidate of the Reform
party for that ward withdrew his name in disgust.

In the thirteenth ward a serious collision occurred
between the two parties and several were seriously
injured.

Mr. Frush, of the firm of Frnsh & Snyder, of the
Reform party, had his cheek bone crushed by a terri-
ble blow with a club, and is suffering severely from
the wound.

The nominee of the Reformers In that Ward was
defeated.

In the 10th Ward the Reformers achieved a great
triumph.

So far as the result can be estimated from the un-
officlal and incomplete returns thus far received, it
is believed that the Americans have carried twelve
Wards and the Reformers seven.

Pennsylvania Eloetion.
PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 12.-The Opposition party in

this city have elected both of their candidates for
State Senators, and ten out of the seventeen reple"
aentatives to which the city is entitled.

In Berko county the entire Democratic ticket has
been elected.

PHILADELeHIA, Oct. 12.-The Opposition party
last night celebrated the triumph of Mr. Mann, their
candidate for District Attorney, who has been elected
by about 3500 majority.

In Lecompton county the Opposition ticket has
been elected by 3000 majority.

The Democratic ticket has been elected in Wayne
county by about 600 majority.

In Northampton county, the Democratic majority
is about 1800.

In Montgomery county, the Democrats have a ma-
jority of 1500.

In Dauphin county, the whole Republican ticket
has been elected.

celved, though still incomplete, indicate that the
Legislature will be composed of twenty-two Oppo*
sition and eleven Democrats in the Senate, and that
the House of Representatives will be composed of
sixty-tbree Opposition and thirty-seven Democratioc
membehrs.

Panther Hunting in Africa- A Panther

Counting Oive.

ALOGuSn, May 11,1859.-You will be perhaps glad
to know the last deed of M. Boorbonnel against the
panthers. A month ago he killed a young one atCabylla, fifty miles from Algiers." At th beginning
of March he learned that the parents of tho young
one committed great havoc upon cattle of the tribes.
Every night either an ox or a now, or a donkey or a
sheep, or a goat, was eaten by them. The last weekhe went to the place and caused a living goat to be
tied during the night near a bush where he laid him
self in wait. The natives say that the panthers know
him very well, and they do not dare to go where
they have seen him. It Is certaIn tat these animals
are very cautious, and with a rare nsgaeity detect a
mare or a hunter. By the survey of the neighbor-
heod, 1. Hourtonnel remarked that near the above
mentioned place is a high mountain, from which the
panther ought to overlook the whole locality. Con-
sequently hae mid to the natives:

" Your enemy is In the monntains, and he will see
what we shll do. A panther is able to count ill five.
The panthers count on their clam s wn do on our
flngers I If I go to the waiting place with five of
yoU it will reckon that one person has entered the

bush and it will not oume. Let ten mengowith me ;
you will cover me with your bolnons; you will walk
about the bush after I have entered, and some
minutes after you will leave me alone."

All ths was performed. At 7 o'clock In the even-
lng M. Bourbonnel entered the boush, having a gout
tied at a few yards from it. At midnight, when the
moon was near setting, he naw a large panther reep-
ing towards toe goat, and Immediately seiningits head
in its elaws. For two minutes the panther, as if fear
ing some enemy, remained lying upon Its belly, and
looked aboot. There was a high wind, and the
branches of the bash prevented M. Bourbonnel from
shooting at the head. He fired at the flank. Instantly
the panther eaw the smoke of the gun carried oaf by
the wind upon a bush at fifteen yards from it, and
with a prodigious skip sprang on this bush, where it
fell dead. M. Bourbonnel brought his trophyoto
Algiers. It Is a large old female panther, measauring
above six feet in length. A wonderful beast it was,
lying dead in all its might and beauty, and M. Bour
bonnel standing over it, looking such a shrimp of a
creature, for e is very small, and all his power con-sists in his brain.

Faon Vaumsna.A.-The French Minister has re-
ceived his passports from the Venezuelan Govern.
ment, and been ordered to quit the country in forty-
eight hours; complicity with the late revolutionary
movement the cause. Lagoayra has been retaken
from Aguado by the Government forces, who seem
to be subduing the revolutionists in other parts of the
SBtate. The country appears, however, to be fast
falling in the wake of Mexico; faction, disorder,
anarchy and revolution are ruining it, politleally and
commercially.
