ther agitation of the irritating questions connected Be
with the institution of slavery. We believe that those m
questions have been unnecessarily forced upon the
consideration of Cbngress and the people; and that
their introduction into the political arena has been A
prompted by no spirit of patriotism, nor even by a
sincere regard for the interests of either section of the
Union, hot that they have been the ingenious devices
of ambitiona men to excite sectional animosities, and r
thereby advance their own selfish and unhallowed 01
purposes.

2. That as the present Administration of the Gen-
eral Government ns falsified its pledgesto the people,
and by its wasteful extravagance in the public ex-
penditures, willful neglect of the substantial interests
of the people. its cowardly foreign policy, and mis
ehlevous sectionel action, has forietted all claims to
the confidence of the country.

3. We advocate an economical administration of a
the Federal Government not merely in name but in
reality, to be effected by limiting the expenses of
prin to the actual necessities of the Government,
y abolishiog the franking privileges, and separating g

altogether the contracts of the Government from cor-
rapt political influences.

4. The preservation of the integrity of the National
Legislature by the discountenancing the appointment
of members of Congress to office ; by condemning the 1
indiscriminate nse of the Executive veto; by retain- J
log in full force the treaty making power to the Na- r
tional Senate, and reserving the control of the purse I
and the power to declare war where it now rests, in
Congress.

5. A jost and manly administration of the foreign
policy of the Government, protecting and asserting
the rights of the Government and its citizens, whether
native or naturalized, against foreign aggression
from any qouarter.
