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VIGILA4COE OOMMITTEES.

Elsewhere we publisb a long article from the
Markaville (Avoyelles parish) Organ, of the 8th
inst., giving an account or the formation of a Vigi-
lance Committee In that pariah, and generally and
particularly justifying the proceedings which have
taken place.

The reasons set forth are plausible; and from what
the Organ says, taken in connection with what we
have heard from private sources, and the high char-
acter of the men concerned in the movement, we In-
cline to the opinion that there is much to justify, if
not extenuate, the apparently rash procedure com-
pletely.

The c inse of this sudden uprising of the Avoyelles.
fana Is to be found In the fact that they are about
being overwhelmed by the scoundrelly free negroes,
white cut-throRta and horse thieves, cattle stealers,
horse stealers and chicken stealere, who have been
lately expelled from the Attakapas parishes by the
strong arms of the various Vigilance Committees
there. On this point the Markhville Organ is quite
clear and explicit.

We have always deprecated the formation of Vigi-
lance Committees. We always have opposed them,
and always expect to oppose them, when gotten up
in old established commonwealths. In new States,
and along the line of the western verge of civiliza-
tion, which is always infested with desperadoes
driven from the older commanlties, they may become
necessary, and sometimes indispensable.

By these remarks we do not wish to be understood
as reflecting ungenerously upon our brethren of the
Attakapas or other parishes. We merely enunciate
our views regarding a general principle. Doubtless
they feel that they can bring forward ample grounds
of justifcation. We hope so. But, It seems to es
they should have waited, and applied to the next
Legislature for relief. The gentlemen engaged in
these movements could have obtained any special
legislation that might have been necessary for their
own protection.

TALK ON 'OHANGE.

There were no gatherings yesterday on the flags.
Carondelet street was in a ereat measure given up to
the rain, which commenced to fall before 9 o'clock,
and continued through the entire day, ceasing in
some degree after 3 o'clock. There was too much
water for us to wade through to ascertain what was
going forward on Tchonpitoulas, Poydras and other
front streets. It can be taken for a fact that there
was very little business done yesterday. There has
not been a more stormy day for months past, and it
is reasonable to conclude that the rain fell over a
great part of Lower Louisiana, and cannot prove
otherwise than favorable for the sugar interest gen-
erally. We may expect, however, to hear from the
cotton region, provided the rain has extended far and
near, of much cotton being beat out and generally
injured. A few days of sunshine will put the cot-
ton growers all rigbt again, and obviate many coin-
plaints. In cotton, the operations for the week, say
since last Saturday, have been large, footing up In
sales to 50,000 bales against 41,000 bales for the cor-
responding week last year. The receipts since last
Saturday morning up to labt evening were 59,200
baleo. By Monday morning next the recelpts will
reach one-seventh of the two millions of bales as the
quantity to be received here this season of 18513-'60.
If the storm of rain, which commenced day before
yesterday, extends through the cotton region, we
may expect to have accounts of great and serious in.
jury, particularly in the quality of the cotton to be
gathered.

The malls failed again yesterday.
As the rain placed an embargo on all out-of-door

tranvactions yesterday, the gatherings and confabs
on the flags were brief, which forces us to follow suit.
The Canada's mails from Liverpool will be due this
mcrning.

CHASED BY A PANTuEt-A few nights since, as
Mr. Charles Beatty and sister, of Armstrong town-
ship, Indiana county, Pa., were returning home from
Shelota, on horseback, they were chased by a pan-
ther, which, coming up with them near a run,
sprang on the back of Mr. B.a& horse. The animal
plunged violently, and the 'varmint," not being able
to retain his hold, fell, leaving the horse's back abun-
dant evidence of the ferocity of the attack, As soon
as freed from his assailant, Mr. B. put spurs to his
horse, and the girl doing likewise,they were soon be-
yond reach of his pantherohip, who, however, still
pursued them.

MATERss DIPLOMATICO AND POLITICAL.
The rapid succession of events in this country be-

wilders one accustomed to the graduat changes which
take piace In the Union. Oar diplomacy itself. which
ought to be stow and cautious, here takea complexlon
after the ever variable, hasty and half-witted raev-
intions of this people. Who would have thought
that Mr. McLane, comieg hers a few months ago
with elil the prestige of a good name, a favorable op-
portunity, a witting government before and a good
enderatending behind him, would hove tbrown ep
the mission los sh aort a time. It oeemed a patb way
of noiccess. a garden in which hops wss to be gather-
ed o nd here hs Is, fled, sick, tired, disgusted,
broken-spirited, clooded. It woo nolortuneto that
he landed In Vera Cruz at all, and perhaps It was
particularly so that he put his Lust ashore on the 1ta
day'of April.

He has hardly goce, however, after leaving a com-
potent gentleman In charge of the legation, before
rmiors are current that hie eubetitute is abeout to
retire. I should not wonder if the rumor turned out
tine, for Mr. Heictrec is more thoroughly disgusted
than was Mr. MeLune. He at preoent peremptorily
declinee to be on friendly terms with the Juarec Gov-
erinment ; and though oar people ore somewhat favor-
ed in the matter of concessions, he refuses to acknowl-
edge that the legation is conciliated by any such
Mfexican ways of reaching a manes heart.

The conduct of Mr. Iteintree, coupled with the

knowledge that Tegada boo signally failed In the
tUnited Statos to secore any loan, bus frightened Mr.
Joarez and his miserable advisers, nutli they are now
willing be do aimost anything, or at least they may so.
They have been deceived themselves, not by ns, hut
by their prejudices and by their false notions of our
anxiety to mix up in their affairs. They ere an ex-
ceedingly vein end pompous people, nnwiliing to ac-
knowledge or neable to see their Inferiority to us,
and the beet of them ore led sway to believe that
when Mexico enters the markets of New Orleans,
hacked by our recognition, she can obtain whatever
i3 deoired, on the moot unsubsotantial securities. They
are foole enongb to think that we treat their honor or
veracity, although we have been thirty-six years
leurning that they have neither the one or the other.

This aingutar folly led them to reject Mr. MoLane's
offer after be bed recognized the Jnarec Government;
and they did not learn their mistake until be left and
Tegada met with mild shoaldera at every engle in the
cities of New Orleans and New York.

These depressing circumstances have scared Juarez
into his present amiable mood, hot it will not lint,
onlcos Mimamon actually menaces him from the rear.
It would be another piece of folly in tlcLane, equal
to his Aprt mischief, if be should precipitately return
to Vera Cruz under the representalions which will
very soon reach him from this place. A stcdied plan
is matured to draw him iback, and although I believe
it is inlended to trecat, I think it is also determined to
cheut him again, provided the present pressure is
removed. Great danger menaces the Vera Cruz Go-
vernment at present, and if Joarez does nothing, he
is effectually worn out. His money Is gone, his re-
sources are failing, bie friends are Lalling off, his en-
emy ie increasing, and the Liberal Government wilt
be a thicg of the pool in a vory abort lime, provided
it does not receive some back-bene from us.

WHAT THE UItcED STATES Puorosco TO 0o.
In the meantime it is the policy and the ptan ef our

Legation to remain perfectly quiet, ready to take
advantage of the eventealities us they may arise.
The Mexican Presaidont knowu just what we want
and he can come ap to the mark withont any further
rigmarole. He knows that his signature Is needed to
a certain treaty. guaranteeing us certain Levers, and
all he boo got to do lu te redeem his premise, pet bin
fist to the document, and receive our support. That
is, ibis woo all be woo required to execute two montho
ago, and I suppose our Government has not enlarged
upon the demand.

We can rest easy fur a while. There is no pressing
urgency thet demands an instant treaty, and I think
one of these contingencies v-ill be ao sufficiently de-
veloped within a few monthe or even weeks, us to
allow cer Government to take a decisive advance in
thin direction. First, according to official announce-
ment, the Liberaln are takbe is tho City of Mexico by
the last of October. That gives them the couentry,
and ellows us to treat with Juarez us wilh an officer
respnonible to es for jest reclamationo, and not ns a
poor, pitiable patriot, driven tu the wall by traitors-
Second, Miramon may succeed, in which event we
ace already in a state of war with his Government,
and it only needs public proclamation to send armies
into tho coentry. Thirdly. mattrer may maintain
the sltats quo, in which case we shell kaes to inter-
vene as a peace officer, and occupy the couniry.

WHAT BOTH PAnTcES Past-mn TO Do.
Juarez proposes, if he man get a loan in the United

States, to bring 40,000 men in the field and put an
immediate end to the war. Ho can do this, provided
he dots not appotnt Degoilads to command, for
with an incapable Generol, men are of no uem. With
a competent commander, and plenty 01 money, the
Liberual ceo bring into the field neck an overwhelm-
ing forco, equipped with anch euperior arms, that it
will be imposoihle to reelst them, If they do not get
the loan, they propose to march pupn the capital with
a diminished Lorce and attempt to beat the Conserva-
tives with 14,000t men. This is the programme for
Jearec, and it in a very scaly one.

Miramun bus proposed to ike Church that if it will
give him a large amount of money in the way of a
loan (say S5,00l0,000), he will restore the country to
peace and the Church to its privileges and property.
The result of his offer boo not tranopired, although it
is generully credited that it boo beeu accepted, an
most of the bishops were in fevor uf it. If he does
get theioan be can muster a large army, nnd although
it wilt be bedly equsipped, nevertheless it will moot
likely hoesuccemsful, and that result is certain provided
Tegada does nut got any loan for Juarec.

It is my impression, whatever may be the fate of
the two demagogues who pretend to rule the country,
that Mexico is doomed to remain distracted and at
war, until she ultimately comes under our flag, or
until she crumbles into as many pieces as the Central
Republic did after the revolution of Guatemala. This
country has not got the elements of order and stabil-
ity which are necessary to preserve her in peace ; and
more particularly is this the case when there are so
many American ideas abroad in the land, constantly
Inviting them to aspire to that position to which they
are not intelligent or honest enough to occupy. A
constant jealousy makes them emulous to imitate us,
and an indolent and dishonest feeling always prevents
them from doing it; and when they fil, their hatred
of us as a people Increases with their defeat.

They are, therefore, bound to continue in a state of
anarchy, and while in this disorder, they are bound
to injure and oppress our people. This will lead
ultimately to a war, for we cannot bear always. It is
hard to stir our people up to that pitch of excitement
which is necessary to commence a ight, particularly
with a weak State; but ten years of wrong and out-
rage against us has sufficed to bring about that state
of feeling. There are but few people in the United
States to-day who do not recognize the necessity of
coming to a settlement with Mexico, and when they
know that a treaty cannot be made which will cover
the rase, they will say that the sword must decide
the matter.

If we had any other President than Mr. Buchanan,
this matter would have been terminated long since ;
but Congress nor the people trusted the present Chief
Magistrate of the nation sufficiently to put the work
Into his hands. Congress will probably take hold of
the difficulty in Decemberand then, it is to be hoped,
some energy will pursue the Mexican negotiation,
that our citizenas may not cry out from all quarters
I for redress.
