We had the pleasure of a long conversation with
Gen. Richardson, of this company, last Saturday
evening, and the information he obligingly com-
municated to no was of the most satisfactory
character. The intelligence previously received
was confirmed, and much new light thrown upon
the subject.

It seems to ts, upon a careful review of the
whole ground, that this grand enterprise is bound
to succeed. With anything approximatinghonest
and skillful management, there is hardly possi-
bility of failure-and houest and skillful manage.
ment in the future may be relied upon sa "1xed
facts." The dismissal of the State suit, the late
sale to Richardson and aet•iates, puts an end to
legal controversies, transforms doubts into er-
tainties, protects all bona fde stockholders in the
full enjoyment of their rights, does away with
clogs and incubusses, sets the work goigf, and

ers the future secure.
We asrse eramped for room imsnerntag that

we cannot go into details. We hare hardly space
for the mention of a few bare faqts, as follows:
President Fowlkes and asaoelateshavlng, under the
most discouraging clreumstances, freed the com-
pany from embarrassment, nowprop•m relinquish-
ing inomanagement into other hands. We under.
stand that J. Edgar Thompson of Penaylvanta.-
the foremost railroad man of the age-will soon
assume the Presidency, and that he will fie assisted
by Col. Samuel Tate and ex-Governor J. CJones of
Tennessee-the first to take charge of the-land de-
pertient, and the latter as General Agent-:both
active, able, experienced and responsible men,
constituting a trio that cannot be surpassed for
influence, ability or reliability.

One of the main propositions of Dr. Fowlkes
will meet the full approbation of the stock-
holders, as it does that of the future Presidbnt,
Mr. Thompson. That proposition is to sell $1,500,-
000 of the stock of the company, and purchase a
large number of laborers with the proceeds, for
the purpose of constructing the road through
Texas. This investment in labor will not be lost;
on the contrary, it will be worth as much, if not
more, when the road tis completed, than it was at
the outeetar nd can be converted into oash imme-
diately. History shows that such has been the
fact in all similar cases, and it may be relied upon
in this instance. Of this $1,500,000, $500,000 has
been allotted to Texas, and in a few days after the
election of the Board of Directors over $100,000
was subscribed. From private advices we have
received,. and personal assurances, we are of
opinion that the whole amount fixed for Texas will
be taken up in. that State in a short time. Out of
Texas $1,000,000ftothestockholders and the public
is tendered, anda the President is of opinion that a
large portion of this sen will be taken within the
next two months. We know of a thousand dollars
of this stock being taken at par day before yester-
day, which is an encouraging indication.

In Texas the feellngin favor of the enterprise is
warm, fervent and liberal-as has been already
manifested by the subscriptions of the people
there--outsideof Texas it is growing rapidly into
favor, and will continue to grow into favor as the
facts become more generallydisseminated.

We learn itisi costemplation to hold a public
meeting this week, of all parties interested in the
success of the Southern Pacific Railroad, and the
public generally,to enable President Fowlkes to
make a statement of the facts and results of his
late successful trip to Marshall, as well as of such
other.matters asmay be deemed important. The
meeting ought to be held. It could not eventuate
in anything but good, and a gigantic enterprise, in
the completion of which New Orleans is vitally in.
terested, might receive an impetus which would
be altogether encouraoine.
