TALg ON 'CHANGE.

Tihe gatherings on Carondeletstreetand environs
were numerous yesterday. The talk was varied,
embracing weather, cotton, freights, exchange,
with the usual compendium of small affairs. On
tire levee, above Canal street, it was active, and
somethinlg more than talk was going on. It requir-
ed considerable physical strength to aid in din-
charging the great loads of cotton which arrived
yesterday morning, say 6224 bales by the Magnolia
and 4116 by the Charmer, both from Vicksburg and
intermediate landings. These are prodigious car-
goes. The Magnolia is the largest cargo of cotton
ever brought to this port by one boat, and of
course tihe largest steamboat cargo ever transport-
ed, though the ship Ocean Monarch, now in port,
carried hence to Liverpool last spring over 7000
bales. On Tehlupitoulas,'New Levee and other
streets in the vicinity of the levee there was a
manifest improvement in general trade, though the
talk was, there are no more sales making than last
year at this time. There is more competition,
which, of course divides the trade.

As the receipts of cotton since last Saturday
were approaching 30,000 bales up to dark last
evening, shipmasters and agents were feeling the
pulse of shippers to ascertain how 4d. freight on
cotton for Liverpool would be received, and lc.
for Havre. Some sugar and molasses being ex-
pected to he ollbred for Northern ports, freights
had an upward tendency. According to talk, aided
by a few figures, we fild there were in port on
Saturday last, the 15th inst:

According to this talk and these figures ship-

owners and masters have the call. Freights yes-
terday were 9-16d. to Liverpool; 1$ to Havre
against Id. and lc. last year. Of course, talking of
ships and freights, brings up seamen's wages,
which we learn are $18 per month to Liverpool,
and $50 advance, which is about eqivalent to pay-
ing altogether in advance. There are some few
vessels coming out from the North under contract
within the range of 17-32d. for cotton hence to
Liverpool. One ship is under charter to load with
cotton here for San Blas, west coast of Mexico, at
2}c. t It. This incidentally brings up the question
what advantage it would be to complete the Te-
huantepec road or the Southern Pacific Railroad.
Cotton would not have to be transported twenty
thousand miles or around Cape Horn to market.
This will not be the first cargo of cotton shipped
from this port for the same market around Cape
Horn. From the time this ship's cargo is purchas-
ed to the time of delivery or landing in San Blas
will require two hundred days, and the interest on
the investment can well be taken into considera-
tion. But that does not come within the scope of
our talk at this moment.

The further talk was that the new association for
the towage business between the city and the
mouths of the Mississippi is fully prepared for busi-
ness in its various branches. The Company, under
the style of the Eclipse Towboat Company, have
sonime of the most powerful boats running, and
being under the management of Com. Marcy, every
reliance can be placed on them. We learn that a
reduction of 20 icet. from last year's rates forms
one of the prominent conditions of the Company.
Competition is the very essence and life of com-
merce and trade. The talk is, that the Eclipse line
has the best wishes of the pubnlc.

The Canada's mails from Liverpool came throughi
yesterday. The private correspondence does not
read very hopefully in regard to cotton. Mlany in:.
porters in Liverpool have got caught with heavy
stocks of low and inferior qualities of cotton, which
cannot be disposed of at any price. According to
our advices, they are calculating on a large yield
of American cotton this season. We received the
following :

I inclose yon circulars to show tie state of thsis

cotton market and the prices ruling. Notwith-
talndilng tihe great prosperity and enormous profits

now realizing by LaneasLhire spinners an id mianufact-
lrers, the abuldasce of, and low rate of interest
on money, and tihe large crops of grain, and cheap
rates for breadotulfo, cotton continues to decline,
owing to the consatant pressure to sell, under the
desire to get rid of all old stock in anticilsation of
the new crop, which is expected and said will be
very large, 4,000,000 to 4,250,000 bales, which it is
presumlned will be forced on the market as fast as it
arrives, snder the present systeml of bills lading
ibeing attached to drafts. This bill of lading svs-
tens needs strong reformation, if not total abnega-
tion.

Many of your citizens leave by this steamer, and
there will be a large delegation by next Saturday's
packet.

LIVERPOOL, Oct. 5.-The sales of cotton for the
three business days since the sailing of the Africa
amount to 28,100 bales, of which speculators took
2,000 and exporters 6,000 bales.

The market generally closed quiet and steady at
the quotations of last week.

SPALDING & ROGERS' MUSEUM.

THe AQsARInM.--A great and most attractive
curiosity, something new in this city, is now being
erected in the Museum on St. Charles street. It is
an aquarium, on a large and splendid scale. We
were present on Saturday whilst Mr. Willis, the
builder, was at work upon it. It will be 12 or 15
feet high, and 6 feet in diameter atthe base, exclu-
sive of the surrounding tank; the material is the
finest Italian marble and French plate glass; and
when complete, with its filling of curiosities, will
foot up a cost of about $5,000. The aquarium,
without the tank, will weigh near four tuns.

Lest everyone should not have a clear idea as to
the meaning of the word "aquarium," we will ex-
plain that it means a prepared receptacle for such
marine and amphibious animals and plants as can
be harmoniously kept together; generally a recep-
tacle with glass sides, and filled with clear water,
so as to enable the beholder to note the habits and
peculiarities of the living things, and the wonderful
processes of marine vegetation.

Like everything else in these late days, the con-
struction of aquaria has become a science, a fine art.
The store-houses of nature have been ransacked
for her choicest and most delicate works. Fishes,
reptiles, insects and plants, whose lives and habits
have ever been a secret, are dragged from their
concealment, and all the wonders of their organi-
zation and growth revealed to the eye through the
crystal waters and walls of the aquarium. And
not only this, but stones, mosses, shells, sand and
the like, are disposed into tasteful minmature land-
scapes, with hills, valleys, precipices, caves, and
nooks, suited to the convenience of the plants, and
to tile tastes of the finny inhabitants. So perfect
has this art become, that an aquarium of the pres-
ent day is the most beautiful and inexhaustible of
curiosities.

The knowledge of plants and animals necessary
to the construction of an aquarium is very consid.
erable; so that it has necessarily become a science,
the professors of which, whilst making a good liv-
ing by it, are enabled to improve upon it, and give
free scope to one of tile most refined and ennobling
instincts of human nature.

Mr. Willis, the builder of Spalding & Rogers'
aquarium, is one of the first of living professors of
his chosen art. The only other large aquariums
in the country, those in the New York and Boston
Museums, were built and stocked by him, and have
never ceased to be regarded as the most attractive
and instructive of all exhibited curiosities. The
one here will be, when fiisihed, not only tile
largest and finest in the country, but will be by far
the best stocked with curiosities; for in addition
to the usual supply of such provided by Mr. Willis,
the energy of the proprietors will make large
drafts upon our Southern waters and marshes,
which contain many a wonder not to be found in
more Northern latitudes.

Surrounding the aquarium is a circular tank,
which is to be filled with water and some of tile
larger species of fishes and reptiles: whilst on its
surface will paddle a perfect self-acting miniature
steamship. A self-propelling train of steam-cars
is another curiosity talked of; but it is not certain
that it will be introduced.

The whole curiosity, aquarium and all, will be
finished and opened to the public in about a month.
It will be a feature of long-standing popularity in
the MIuseum.

EXAMINATION OF THE FISorNG PARTY.--U. f . i
Comnsnissioners Court.-3Mr. Commissioner Lusher t
opened Court yesterday to examine the leaders of 7
the party recently 'rrested by the Government's
orders whilst on a fistlng frolic at tile Southwest p
Pass, the suspicion being that they were about to
violate the neutrality laws4-hy. embarking with I
military designs against Nicaragua or some other t
foreign country with which this country is at peace.
The court-room was crowded. The four accused !i
parties, Maury, Anderson, Fayssoux and Scott,
were up to time and looking remarkably well for a t
party subject to such a prosecution, or perseen- a
lion. Messrs. M. M. Cohen, Pierre Soule, and
Thos. McKay appeared for the defence. The
Government was represented by Mr. H. C. Miller. I
After the calling of the witnesses for the Govern-
meat, (a prodigious crowd, whose names filled a
piece of paper nearly three feet long) and some
preliminary chaffer between the counsel and the
Court, and the Marshal and his deputies, it was
agreed to proceed to business with such of the
witnesses as were present.

MIr. Miller opened the case by reading the affi-
davit of one Jones, setting forth that one certain
Wm. Walker, and a host of others, (including the
four above named) had planned and prepared a
military expedition for the purpose of invading ,
Nicaragua or some other foreign country, with
which this country is at peace, etc., etc.

Capt. Rezeau, of the tow-boat Panther, was the
first witness sworn. He was questioned at great
length by Mr. Miller. Without cumbering our col-
umns with tile useless details and repetitions of the
testimony, we state that the substance was this :
On the night of the 3d inst. he went down with his t
boat, by order of the manager of the Towboat As- I
sociation. One of the accused, Fayssoux, came II
aboard at the city, and stated that he wanted to f
take a trip down to tile bar witlh some of his s
friends. The captain consented. No passage was t
paid, nor was any charged; it not being the cus-
tom of tow-boats to charge passengers. Stopped
near the Powder Magazine, on the other side of
the river, ten miles below Algiers; stopped there
at Fayssoux's request. Fifteen minutes after, a
numnber of men appeared on the levee and came
on board; some had carpet bags, some had none.
Did not see where they had been staying. Could
not tell the number of the crowd, though it was
not a large one. Reached Pass a l'Outre next i
morning. The crowd went ashore at the coal-yard, t
three or four miles below the telegraph station. t
They staid there five or six hours, and then re-em- ii
barked. Sltopped about au hour at the telegraph
station. Mr. Allen, tile telegraph operator, was
there. After that went around to South-west Pass; a
got there at about 8 o'clock in the evening, and t
landed the crowd at the telegraph wharf. The last c
witness saw of them was on Wednesday or Thurs.
day morning. Went out Southwest Pass, because (
it was his business to go out that way for a tow. I
The only weapons witness saw in tile crowd were
a rifle and shot-gnn, and a revolver or two.

Upon Mr. Miller asking witness if he had heard
any of tihe party talking about their object down
there, IMr. Soule objected, for reasons which he
gave at length. Tile replies and rejoinders and
readings of authorities by tile two counsel were
lengthy and voluminous, and consumed much time.
Tihe great old case of the United States vs. Aaron
Burr was resurrected and dissected by both, and
other books extensively overhauled. The Commis-
sioner deciding that Mr. Miller's question was al-
lowable, that question was reiterated.

Capt. Receau stated that he heard the men say
they were on a fishing frolic. They had passed the
time at Pass a l'0utre in fishing and shooting at al-
ligators, etc. He told them tie fishing was better
at Southwest Pass, and they went there witllh him,
and there they resumed their sport. Did not hear
them talk of coming back; did not hear them speak
of any other intention than that of fishlng. Heard
or saw nothing of the revenue cutter whilst he was
there.

Mr. Soule's cross-questioning was simply as to
the two guns and two pistols seen in the hands of

the fishing party.
Mr. Charles Allen, telegraph operator at Pass a

I'Ontre, was next examined. He was at the sta-
tion when the Panther stopped. Saw Fayssoux,
Maury and Anderson on board, with others; how

many in all, could not tell. They appeared to be
doing nothing in particular, and amusing them-

selves generally. Fayssoux came ashore on a
friendly visit; and whilst at the office, transacted
some private telegraphic business.

Upon Mr. Miller asking witness to state ex-
plicitly if Fayssoux sent any message over the
wires, Mr. Colhen objected. He thought it time
to interfere, when Government was about to pry
into the secrets of telegraph offices, and require a
telegraph operator to violate his trust. He stig-
matized the design in strong language; argued at
great length, and cited much from analagous post-
office cases in the books; and dwelt forcibly upon
the sanctity of the telegraph, and the inviolability
of the trust confided to telegraph operators, not
only by the companies employing them, but by the
public at large.

Whilst Mr. Cohen was speaking, Mr. Soule rose
to state that the accused had no objection what-

ever to the production of any dispatch that any of
them might have telegraphed, provided it was in

the original writing. Mr. Miller responded to Mr.

Cohen at length, sustaining his right to ask certain

questions in a certain form, and disclaiming any in-
tention of asking Mr. Allen to tell what Fayssoux

had telegraphed. He researved his right, however,to ask such a quson, should the futme, eourse ofthe investigation renderit necessary. The discn
"on at this point occupied an hor sad hal; n

fact the argaent of legal points cosumed smeh
the greater prt of the time.

Mr. Allen, proceeding oase mate l*td thatsyaysonx did have a messagetelegpa ig wit
telegraphed it; that was the eoly smeargs t by
Faysnonx, or by Maory or Andersno; asmeis
sf the party sent messages. Witness was onthe
Panther, and talked with some of the men Wit.
sess asked nothing about their object or dent•sm
ion, and no one toldhimanything. Witnessasled
rveral whom he knew how they had been since he

ast saw them ; this was the only question he asked
of any.

The question of Faysoux's dispatch coming uptgain, Mr. Miller asked different questions about it,
without getting at the desired point. Counsel for
bie defence spoke on the subject, and upon Mr.diller stating that he might hereafter want Allen's
estimony as to what the dispatch contained, de-
enee stated that it was desirable that all allows-le questions be asked now, inasmuch as the wit

ess had been compelled to leave his station at the
Pas at great inconvenience to himself and others,
if not to the public, would have to return esght

away, and could notwell be travelling up and down
he river all the time. After discussion, Mr. Miller,
asked the witness to state plainly what Fayssoux'e
message was.

Mr. Cohen objected to this, and Mr. Soule, fol-owing him, stated that they had no sort of ob-
jection to the contents of the dispatch beingknown, but would insist upon the original or writ.
ten copy of it being produced, instead of trusting
to the memory of the operator.

Mr. Allen was here questioned abohtthe original
or written copy of the dispateh. He said there
was none. Mr. Miller asked him in what manner
he had received the message; if he had notput it
down on paper in some way. Mr. Allen said he
had put it down in telegraphic characters. Mr.
Miller asked what had become of those telegraphic
characters. Mr. Allen replied, laughingly, that he
didn't know, unless they had evaporated. Here
there was laughter all through the court, and loud
cries of order from Marshal Kennedy and his depn-
ties.

Mr. Miller, undaunted, continued the charge, and
inally ascertained what Mr. Allen meant by put-
ting down a message in telegraphic characters.
This wab not in writing or in making any kind of a
mark on any thing at his end of the line, but sim-
ply in manipulating the keys so as to make dots
and dashes at the other end of the line. Mr.
Miller finally attained his end, and was permitted
to ask what Fayssoux's message had contained.

Mr. Allen, after hesitating and asking Mr. Lusher
if he should answer the question, was told to do
so. And then, amidst Vie breathless suspense of
the Court, he said, "I don't remember!" He
added that he didn't remember who the dispatch
was sent to. Telegraph operators were not in the
habit of charging their memories with dispatches
transmitted by them. They had nuech of it to do,
and did it mechanically, without concerning them.
nelves. This result of Mr. Allen's examination
seemed to create much quiet mirth among the spec-
tators. Mr. Allen was dismissed, and on leaving,
was particularly questioned by Mr. Miller as to
who was the operator at this end of the Balize
Telegraph. He gave the desired information and
itsaertsit.

Richard S. Cubit was next sworn. He was an- a
other unoffending telegraph operator, who had I
been dragged from his station at the Head of the I
Passes. He looked gruff and ill-natured, and from s
this, people fancied that he had awful things to
tell, that he did'nt wish to tell. He gave his testi-
mony with great clearness and straightforwardness.
This was, that he knew nothing whatever of the
matter; did'nt see the party on the Panther and
never heard of them till brought up to town on t
their account. As he was about to retire, Mr. Hil-
lor made another charge at him. This was-Did
lie know anything of a dispatch sent by Fayssoux i
form Pass a l'Outre, which dispatch had passed
through his office ? His reply was that he did not ;
the line generally worked through, and he never
had anything to do with messages passingthrough, a
unless they were sent to him. Mr. Cubit finally
departed, apparently in high disgust.

Mr. A. J. Vandegriff, a Custom-House officer, was
examined. All he knew was that he went down
on the Enock Train, got to Southwest Pass on the
morning of the 6th, and saw a crowd of 80 or 100 c
men there. Recognized Fayssoux, who was walk. a
Ing up and down the wharf. The crowd appeared
to be a jovial sort of a crowd; all any of them said
to witness was, that it was hard that Uncle Sam shoul
Interfere with a lot of fishermen. Witness went
down by the Collectors orders, and went
aboard the Revenue Cutter, to make himself gener- I
ally useful in his capacity as an officer of the Cus-
toms. Witness was ashore three times. The crowd
of men there did. not hail the cutter or make any
noise about her in his hearing. They made plenty
of fun of her, though; bah'dat her, and scrutinized
her with a stick of wood for a telescope, etc. The
men din'nt seem to be doing anything in particular;
they were scattered all about; some were fishing,
some lying down, and others walking and talking,
etc.

The only weapon witness saw in the crowd was
something like a musket; the man who had it was
walking up and down the wharf, as if on sentry
duty. When witness went ashore one time, in the
cutter's boat, this man hailed him, and asked him
what he had; he replied that he had a dispatch, to
be telegraphed; he was asked if he would be so
kind as to show it; and he replied, not quite.
Nothing more was said to witness. Knew nothing
about the towboat Day supplying the fishermen
with provisions; heard though that the boat had
given them some water.

This closed the testimony for the first day, and
the Court adjourned till eleven o'clock to-day.
