Russell & Co. are at work,
there are sixty companies and three hundred men
at work, who are taking out on an average P20,50
a week. From there down, and the .ame in the.
Nevada and Illinois Gulches, we give the namie of
each company;the number of hands at work, and
the amount taken out weekly by each company.
The season is so far advanced that hundreds have
recorded their claims and gone home to make pre-
piarations for next year's work.

We find in Russell's Gulch 891 men at work; they
are taking out on an average, weekly, $35,585, or
nearly $39 per man.4 In Nevada there are 97 men at work, who are
taking out weekly, $3750, or nearly $30 per man.

In lltnos Goleh, iMiseouri Flats, there are at
work 116 men, who are taking out weekly $4,924,
or over $42 per man.

MORRIRSEY AcCoETS HEENAN's C aLLENGOE.-Mr.
Morrissey, the pugilist, publishes the following
card in the New York papers, in reply to one
from Mr. Heenan:

New YonK, Oct. 11, 1859.-I have seen the card
of Mr. John C. Heenan, under date of yesterday,
in which he responds to my statement that I would
meet him or any other man for $10,000 a side, by
agreeing to close a match with me for thatamount,
and by kindly giving me the option to fix the time
for the fight to come off, either before or after his
approaching fight with Sayers. In reply to this I
desire to state that I will avail myself of the privi.
lege he has tendered me, and agree to flght him
-fter his battle for the championship of England,
whether he win or lose, for 10,000 a side, within
four or eight months after the date of his fight in
England, jst as he may choose. In accordance
therewith I have this day made a deposit of $500
with the editor of Wilkes' Spirit of the Times, to
bind any match we may agree upon.

As an apology for my being willing to make a
new match with Mr. Heenan, in opposition to my
previous determination not again to appear in the
prize ring, I have to say that I do so in order, if

osshible, to arrest tie course that Mr. Heenan has
been pursuing toward my friends; and as he whip-
ped one of my former seconds, and also recently
threatened to whip tihe other, I thlought it my duty
to them to come forward and give him a clhance, if
he could, to whip me. It was under the irritation
caused by this threat of his that I made the state-
ment which drew forth his card, and not from any
deliberate intention or desire on my part to agaiu
enter the prize ring. However, having said what I
did, I am willing to be as good as my word- and in
tile meantime, I sincerely hope that Mr. keenan
may whip the Champion of England, so that I may
be able to meet him as a winner-a pleasure which
he could not afford me now. I will conclude by
repeating that $100 of my money is now on deposit
with the editor of Wilkes' Spirit of the Times with
the view of binding our proposed match. It will
remain there for ten days for Mr. Heenan to cover,
if he still feels so inclhled.

A DESPERATE FIGHT WITH INDIANS,-From the
St. Louis Republican of the 12th we extract the
following :

A rambling, and somewhat confused letter has
reached os from Clarksville, Texas, under date of
the 20th September, giving is the particulas of a
fight with Indians, in which Dr. E. J. Hinkle and
several others were engaged and killed. We give
the substance of it. The writer met Dr. Hinkle,
who is said to have been from Missouri, at the
mouth of Walnut creek, on tile Arkansas river, four
hundred miles above Fort Smith. They went up
the river to where the road to Pike's Peak crosses
it, intending to wait for an addition to their party,
as the Indians were hostile. Their provisions were
soon exhausted, and they had to go out in search
of game. They found it, but were in constant
dread of being discovered by Indians. After a
while a fight did take place-seventeen Indians on
one side, and five Americans, two unarmed, on the
other. At the end, eleven Indians were killed, and
Pool, i n American, was shot with anl arrow and
died. Dr. Hinkle was wounded in the leg by an
arrow, which lie had to cut out; and after cer-
forming incredible feats, he was finally killed in a
third attack. Sawyers and Bradley, of the same
party, shared the same fate, and the writer alone
escaped. Dr. Hinkle stated that he had six broth-
ers and four or five sisters and a mother living.

NAVAL INTTEi.LIGOECE.-Fron the Norfolk Her-
ald of thle. 12th we copy the following:

The United States steamer Wyandotte returned
to the Brooklyn Navy-Yard on Thursday evening,
in consequence of the illness of Lieut. Duval, for
whose trial, as already announced, it court-martial
is in session. The composition plates of the Wyan-
dotte's guns having been removed, and replaced
by a better arrangement, that vessel's departure
for sea is only delayed intil tile appointment of a
substitnte for Lieut. Duval. The lollowing vessels
on foreign squadrons are ordered hnome: Steam
frigate Waibash, of the Mtediterranean squadron;
steam frigate Merrimac, and sloop of war Vanda-
lia, on the Pacific. The officers and crew of the
Saranac, also on the Pacific, are soon to return.
Theo terms of service of the sloop Vincennes, on
the coast of Africa, of the sloop Gcrniantown, and
stenom frigate Mississippi, in the.East indies, and of
tihe brigs Biinbridge and Perry, in South America,
have nearly expired, and eacti of them will be
homeward bound, and some in the United States
before New Year's day.

Our young townsman, John D. Edwards, Esq.,
while oonting in Beaoufort District, a few days ago,
was bitten by a Rattlesnake. He was re-oading
hii gun, and in reaching down to recover a wad lie
had dropped, he was bitten on a finger of the
right hand.

We are happy to say, though, that, by the
timely and judicious use of antidotes, among whichliel
brandy was pretty freely administered, tire fatal
effects of the poison were arrested, and that he is
now getting well.

A Won itN A CHILD's TOOTH.-Mr. Editor:-
The following described case of our only child,

Villie, four nnd a half years of age, as witnessed
by various individuals, is considered, to say the
least, uncomson. The child had been ailing for
months ; he grew thin and pale, so.nuc•~lcgto give
us increased anxiety in regard to thn nature of his

disease. He often, while at play, would suddenly
drop his toy. and scream out. Also, in the night,
he would wake up crying, thereby increasing our
fears. At this juncture the child was taken to Dr.
Bruce's, 19 Tremont Row, who became satisfied
the disease ren seated in the upper jaw. He ac-
cordingly administered ether, under the influence
of which a cantne tooth was extracted. The tooth
encocmpass4 a species of worm, which, when
elongated wy crawling, was full half an inch in
ength ; the ead was jet black, andihard as slate
atone, while the body was white and flexible.

The tooth was deeply inserted; the inner end
was largely perforated, and also sufficiently capa-
cious for necessary vermiculations; the paroxysms
obviously resulted from efforts of the worm to gainthe marrow or inner portion of the jaw-bone. TIhe
child began to improve in health.at once after the
tooth was idrawn, and is now well again. This
occurred a few weeks ago, and, as it was such a
singnlar cae, I thought I would send an account
for publicatln. [Boston Evening Transcript.

There are comparatively few new cases of fever
since our last. We believe the epidemic is sub.
idiag and, that our mortuary reports will show a

favorable change before the end of the week.
Wae are orry to hear that the yellow fever is be-

coming epidemic in Galveston. We have no pa-
peru from there this, Tuesday, morning, but people
who have come up say there are five or six burials
every days As the Civilian has left rumor in pos-

lesioin of the field we can only give her reports.
Use says there are more than a hundred cases on
the Island,

The accounts from Cypress by the Monday's
cars were very distressing. The number of cases
of fever had still further increased, and on Ionday
there were three deaths. The Howard AssociatIon
of this city have, we learn, sent five nurses there,
under pay of $5 per day each. We learn of no
sickness at any other station on the Central road.
Tile Howard Association has, we are pleased to

learn, received $780 from the citizens of Galveston
for the relie of the destitute sick of the city. The
kindness of our neighbors at the island merits our
sincere gratitude. With the sickness at Cypress
and in our own city, the resources of the Howards
are severely tared.
