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TALK ON 'OfANGii.

The gatherings at tile corners of the most public
thoroughfares are increasing daily. Knots of deal-
ers and traders, embracing cotton factors, cotton
buyers, would-be-factors and would-he-buyers, who
have got to go through some prohation, can be met
with every minute on Carondelet street, from Canal
up to Poydras, as well as on the lateral streets
each way. Tihe reports of fever of a malignant
type, otherwise called yellow fever, have been
telegraphed hence to expected comers and operat-
ors, which has caused many to stop at Mobile and
other places for a few days. So for as the talk
goes, there have actually been reported in the mor-
tuary returns for tile past three weeks, 27 deatlhs
from yellow fever. This is nothing strange from
the promiseiousness and multifariousnles of our
population. We are sanguine that there has not
been a season for forty years past but in which
have been cases of yellow fever. If any medical
autholrity can name a season, we shoulrt like to
have the season desigaated. Twenty-seven cases
of fever are not, nor would ten times twenty-seven
be, any evidence of anI unfavorable sanitary condi-
tion; therefore, it is absurd for parties to be send-
ing dispatches to their friends or acquaintances not
to enter the city. There must be some extraordi-
nary revolutions or changes inl nature and oar cli-
mate to warrant any supposition that sickness of a
serious character is to be of anl addenda to the
events of this season.

We laid before our readers in yesterday's issue
the intelligence, commercial and financial, brought
by the North Briton, arrived at Quebec from
Liverpool.

We findrl i an evening cotem porary (right ha1nd)
the following letter from Liverpool of the 27th uilt:

C'otton continues to be greatly ldepressed, and
quotations are altogether nominal. We have never
kinown prices soi irregular.

Now, if we in our talk publlished or emitted so
strong a communication as tire above aainst our
great staple, we would then Ie talked of as the
greatest Bear that appears on Carondelet street.
It will be perceived that the communication is
three days later or bsequent to tile Calinada's ad-
vices, which didl not depress only the lowest
qualities of cotton.

The weather yesterday was favorable for busi-
ness, and indications were at night of a change,
that is, of a cold snap. The recent rains have been
of great service, particularly where tile drouth
ruled supreme for twenty-live days. On the levee
there is a vast amount of business and considerable
traflic going on from tire upper limlits of the Fourth
District to the limits of tire Parish of St. Bernard,
below, a distance of seven miles--ships discharg-
ing and loading, steamboats with their tremendous
loads arriving every two or three hours, and de-
parting every evening by half dozens. But thire
great crowds of passengers landing from every
upper country steamboat, some of therm pouring
out as it were from four to six hundreds passeng-
ers, forms one of the great attractions of tire mighty
levee of New Orleans. Alluding to steamboats,
brings up some talk that the upper orl Jefferson
Railroad line of boats running on the lakes to Mo-
bile has resumed the regular trips for the season
tri-weekly, adding to the requisite wants of tile in-
creasing trade between this city and Mobile. It
was talked of some days since that this line (or tire
Iroats) hadr been forced off the lakes-out of thire
trade-bought or swallowed up by the rapacious
purse of tile Mobile Mail Line Association. It was
further talked of that tire Mobilians are opposed to
anl opposition line of passenger boats, fromn tihe fact
that the price of passage between New Orleans
and Molbile would he reduced so low that a large
share of the travel fronm the interior of Alabama
and Western Georgia would come to New Orleans,
rather ignoring Mobile. If these views prevail, we
do not perceive how this travel will be prevented
from coming to New Orleans when the line of rail.
road is completed-the Mobile and Ohio Railroad
traversing to connect with the Jackson Railroad.

Tihe mails via tile Great Northern Railroad canme
through. The mail via Mobile came also. It
is supposed tire Africa's mails will be coming
tlhrough by installments to-day, to-morrow and the
day after. It takes from one to three days for an
entire mail to get to our Post-Office.

Tihe steamer Europa of tire 8th from Liverpool
was fully due off Cape Race yesterday, and will be
due to-night at Halifax or to-morrow at the farthest.

The Vicksburg Whig says that the official vote
in the Fourth District stands-Singleton, 8,040;

The Brondon Republican says that a slight frost
was visible on the 10th inst. at P'alehatchie, in that
county.

The Holly Springs Herald of the 15th announces
a light frost, too light to do any damage.

The Oxford Mercury of the 13th says:
The cotton crop along the line of the railroad in

YaTlltabsha county, is very fine. It beats anything
in North Mississippi. The lands along the Yallta-
busha river are very fine for producing cotton;
but corn does not seem to flourish in theta so well.

Tile Grernads Locomotive has the following :
On tihe night of the 6th inst. the gin house of t)r.

Townes, containing seventy-five hales of cotton
was destroyed by fire. We letra that the cotton
burned was tile choicest of his crop, andl hld been
cleaned and pressed with great care. The fire is
supposed to Ie the result of carelessness on the
part of some negroes.

TItE CITY Or DURANGO TAKEN BY ROBHERS.-Front
the Brownsville Flog of the Sth, we extract as
follows :

That which we have partially experienced and
fearedato be colmpleted, has been suffered by the
large and well-lbuilt aml strong city of Durango,
the capital of the State of that name. On the 10th
ult. three bands of robbers, one commanded by
Eutimio Cerrato, a famous highwaymnan, another
by an assassit called el Pajaro Azul, (Blue Bird,)
and another by one Valdes-having united under
Manuel Fernandez, an ex-oflicer of the army, and
thus numbering somne two hundred men, marched
upon )urango. On their way they met a State
force of fifty men and scattered them. There was
in the city but a small garrison, who defended
themselves for eleven hours, up to 2 o'clock on the
morning of the 12th, when they retired, with the
Governor and other State officers, having ex-
hausted all their ammunition.

The robbers, and some persons disaffected to-
wards the Liberal Government, then assembled to
organize a sort of government for the State, sack-
ing, in the meantime, about thirty houses, being
those of the principal citizens. Daring the time
all the golden and silver ornaments of the Govern-
mental Palace disappeared. But about 12 o'clock
in the day a large body of troops belonging to the
National Guanrd, under command of Captnain Thos.
Borrego, arrived, who drove out the robbers, with
a loss to them of tlhirty-two killed and many
wounded.

"PURT•E BY STEAMSHIP NORTH BRITON.

TIIREATENING ASPECT OF ITALIAN AFFAIRS

FRENCH PREPARATIONS FOR WAR.

[InR Tr.. XrIOXAL LXi.X]

Q-ernec, Oct. 17.-The steamship North Briton
passed off Farther Point yesterday, and has arrived
at this port, with Liverpool advices to the 5th inst.

The Cunard steamship Europa, from Boston,
arrived at Liverpool on the 3d. The steamship
Anglo-Saxon, from Quebec, arrived at Liverpool
on the 4th inst.

On the 3d inst. a full meeting of the plenipoten-
tiaries was held. Five representatives from each
of the Governments represented at the Conference
being present at this meeting, the articles of the
treaty of Peace, so far as agreed upon,were rdad,
and other points discussed in a more conciliatory
spirit.

The Paris Palrie says that thle treaty will be
signed in aI few days, and will confine the cession
of ILombardy to Sardinia, and contain the settle-
ment of tie Lombard debt.

The Paolrie states that tile general aflTirs of Italy
will be settled by a European Congress.

It is asserted at Paris that Austria has consented
to reduce the Piedttontese portion of the Lom-
iard debt frosm 400,000,000 to a little more than
200,000,000 francs.

The London Times wehile rejoicing at the Pacific
mission of Gen. Scott, denounces Gen. Harney as a
fililuster, and asserts that the Island 6f San Juan
belongs to England.

There was a vague rumor before the North
Briton sailed, that a second strike had taken place
among the iron miners.

The London builders' strike still continued to
some extent, although many workmen had resumed
their labor.

Agents of the French, Austrian and Sardinian
governments are in England soliciting from tile
various English foundries tenders for large quanti-
ties of rifled cannon, to le furnished with the ut-
most dispatch.

The Emperor Napoleon was to leave Blarritz,
where he had been sojourning several weeks, on
the lthll. Ile intended to visit Bordeaux soon,
where it was expected he would deliver an address.

It is announced that the French army of observa-
tion will winter in Italy.

The extensive preparations for tile French expe-
dition to China have been suspended and there are
other indications that France is backing down on
the Clhinese war.

Marshal Niel has joined his troops at Toulouse
and issued to them a very spirited order of tile day
which lhas been construed into an admission that
peace is not likely to last long. Preparations for
war are hleardl on every side.

Gen. Changarnier has returned to Paris.
Tile visit of tlhe King of Belgium to the Emperor

Napoleon at Biarritz, in relation to the Belgian
debt to France, proved a perfect failure.

Tihe Sardinian Government has sent circulars to
the various representatives of the European Courts
urging the formation of a Kingdom in upper Italy.

It is asserted that the Pope has ordered that
passports be delivered to the Sardinian Minister
for his immediate use. It is rumored that this at:-
nounement gave rise to a collision between the
Swiss troops and tile neutral force stationed at
Catholica.

Insurrectionary movements, it is reported, have
taken place at Palermo.

Garribaldi has issued a proclamation summoning
the Italians of the Legations to arms, and threatens
to free Italy of all strangers. A collision is shortly

expected.
IAtERPoorL, Wednesday noon, Oct. 5.-The cot-

totn market closed steady, at yesterday's quotas
tions. The sales to-day, it is estimated, will
amount to 8000 bales, including 1600 bales to spe-
culators and exporters.

Ltve1Poo.L, Oct. 5.-Itichanrdson, Spence & Co.
report that the Liverpool flour market closed dull,
at a decline of Gd. to Is. per cental. Wheat, in
sacks, has declined 2d. per eental. Corn closed
quiet but steady, at previous prices. Some circu-
lars report that Breadstuffs closed quiet, with a
limited demand, but prices generally unaltered.

Richardson, Splence & Co. report beef closed
steady. Pork dull but steady, at previous rates.
Bacon quiet and unchanged. Lard steady at 55s.
6d. to S6s. Sugar closed steady. Coffes closed
quiet at previous quotations.

Losnor, Oct. 5.-The London Breadstuff market
closed dull and steady generally, at the quotationsa
by the Africa. Corn closed firm. Sugar closed
dull, but prices are generally unchanged. Coffee
closed dull, and the quotations of last week are
barely m-aintained.

GREAT RIOT AT HARPER'S FERRY:

THE KANSAS BANDITTI AT PITS HEAD.

PLUNDER AND BLOODSHED!

The Abolltlonslats the Grand Instigators.

TERRIBLE EXCITEMENT IN VIRGINIA.

THE INSURGENTS CAPTURED.

The Notorious Brown of Kansas Captured and Shot.

MANY KILLED AND WOUNDED.

TflE ARSENAL ATTACKED AND CARRIED.

BAL.TIOORE, Oct. 18.-A formidable riot broke
out last evening at Harper's Ferry.

The United States Arsenal was seized, and all the
railroad trains, East and West, were stopped by
the mob.

The arsenal town is in the possession of 6000 or
1000 men, a portion of whom are negroes.

It was first alleged to be an abolition movement,
but it is now supposed to have been instigated and
organized by employees on the Government dam
at that place in consequence of their having been
cheated out of a portion of their wages recently
by an absconding contractor, and that they have
taken this method of getting at the funds in the
Government pay-house..

The President has ordered United Statesmarines
.and troops from Washington to proceed tbither and
force a passage across the railroad bridges, at all
hazards. The Governor of Virginia has also sent
troops from Richmond.

LOUISItLLE, Oct. 17.-The Ohio river at this point
is falling rapidly with only three and a half feet of
water in the canal.

The steamer Thirty-Fifth Parallel and the Doub-
loon left for New Orleans on Saturday. The
steamer Woodford left for New Orleans on Sunday
with an immense crowd of passengers, mostly
Southerners returning home.

Further Particulara.
BALTDIORE, Oct. 18.-In addition to the troops

sent from Washington and Baltimore, troops were
also sent from this city and from Frederick, Va., to
Harper's Ferry to quell the riot.

The authorities of Washington City and Alexan-
dria are much alarmed for fear of an incursion by
the rioters from Harper's Feiry.

The wires of the telegraphic lines communicating
with Washington were cut last night.

A dispatch from Washington states that a gentle-
man who arrived there last night from Frederick,

thinks the negroes only participated in the riot by
compulsion.

IBALTIMORE, Oct. 18.-A dispatch from Harpers'
Ferry, dated 3 o'clock this morning, states that I
several military companies arrived from Charles-
ton and Rhepardstown, Va., and from Frederick, I
Md, had taken possession of the town. Upon the 1
approach of the troops the rioters withdrew to the
arsenal, and entrenched themselves in the Armory.

The insurreectionists are commanded by the ban-
ditti Brown, of Kansas notoriety, and originally
numbered only seventeen whites and five negroes.

The rioters hold several of the citizens prisoners,
among whom are Messrs. Washington and Laper-
field. Several of the banditti were shot in the at-
tack which was made by the troops on the armory,
and two men of the Mdrtinshnrg company were
killed while charging on the armory.

A portion of the banditti had previously left pn-
der the command of a leader named. Cook, who,
with a large party of slaves, is supposed to be
moving towards Pennsylvania.

A man named Alien Evans, of New England,
one of the band, was shot, and when dying lie con-
fessed that the screme was gotten up by Brown,
who represented to those he wished to induce
to follow him that the negroes would rise by
thousands and Maryland and Virginia be made
free States, this being the chief object they had
in view.

Mr. Fountain Breakman, the R. R. Agent, was
allot dead from the armory. There are three of
the ruffians lying dead under tile bridge.

Capt. Cook is second in command of the band,
and is said to be posted in a school-house a few
miles distant, with a large body of runaway slaves.

The armory was taken possession of by the out-
laws on Sunday night about 9 o'clock, and was
done so quietly that the citizens knew nothing of
it until the railroad trains were stopped.

Col. Lee, who commands the IU. S. troops, thinks
there is an abundance of troops here (Harper's
Ferry), to capture all the rioters.

Brown had rented a farm four miles distant,
which he occupied as a rendezvous for his negroes
and outlaws. Cook had lived in the vicinity for-
merly and taught school.

None of the other whites are yet known, but it is
supposed they were most of them connected with
Brown in his Kansas outrages.

It is reported but not confirmed that the rioters
carried off a considerable sum of Government
funds.

The attack upon the armory was successful,
most of the outlaws and negroes being captured,
together with Brown and his son.

Brown claims easy terms becanue he did not pil-
lage the town or insult the females.

A severe conflict occurred between the outlaws
and the military on tile bridge, which resulted in
the iqss of several men on both sides. Among the
killed is Enan Dorsey, a conductor on the road.

Mr. Bowman and Mr. Hollet were badly wounded.
It is supposed the rioters will be tried under mar-

tial law and hung on the spot.
Brown threatened to hang all his prisoners if he

was attacked by tile troops.
The armory was taken with the rioters about 8

o'clock this morning, after a desperate resistance.
The rioters shot three marines during the assault.
When the ruffians were brought out of the armory
the greatest excitement prevailed, and it was al-
most impossible to restrain the armed militia.

Brown and his son were shot in the affray, the
latter having died and the forrer is dying.

LATER FROM CALIFORNIA.

ARRIVAL OF THE OVERLAND MAIL.

ST. Loeis, Oct. 17.-The Overland California
mail has reached this city with advices from San
Francisco to the 23d ulnit.

There was great competition for Senator Brod-
erick's place in the United States Senate.
Denver and Weller were the most prominent can-

didates.
Senator Broderick's estate was valued at $130, i

000, which was encumbered to the amount of 1
$85,000.

Edmund Welsh and Lucy Brown claim tile estate
as cousins in the second degree.

The Pacific Bailroad Convention, which had com-
menced its sessions in the city of San Francisco, I
was largely attended. It is.believed that before
the adjournment of the Convention some action I
will be recommended for building tlhe California 1
portion of the road.

Business at San Francisco had somewhat im-
proved, but importers were doing but little. Cof-
fee was quiet; 8000 bags were taken at auction at
14 to 26&c. per bag.

ItExAomNaTI OF TIIE FISHING PARTY.--U. 9.
Commissioner's Cour.--All hands appeared in
court at 11 o'clock yesterday attended by the
usual crowd. The prisoners, Col. Anderson, Capt.
Maury, Capt. Fayssoux and Capt. Scott, all looked
bright and fresh as green bay trees. A deputy
marshal called the witnesses whilst counsel over-
hauled and marked their books and arranged their
papers for the day's fierce encounter. Everything
Ad everybody being ready the case proceeded.

Charles 1eled Sworn.--Was on the Panther on
the night of the 3d; was on board when the party
of men were taken aboard at the Powder-house.
Didn't know the four accused; couldn't remember
that they were with the party, for he didn't know
them then, and the night was dark besides. The
men didn't appear to be under anybody's control.
All the conversation witness had with any of them
was to ask them to go iway when they came
about the pilot-house ; didn't lhear any of their
talk; saw no fishing tackle, though there might
have been such in their carpet-bags; have been to
Pass a l'Outre often; there are two or three houses
there-the boarding officer's house, the telegraph
house and one or two fishing huts. Can't say
whether there were accommodations there for 80
or 100 men. There are many houses at Southwest
Pass, chiefly the pilots' housest; on the other side
are five or six more houses, and the telegraph sta-
tion: have run on the tow-boats seventeen years;
can't say that it is unnusual for the tow-boats to
carry large crowds of passengers they frequently
carry crowds of passengers up from ships., Can't
remember that it was customary to stop on the
way down to take crowds of men on board. Don't
know that tile crowd in question had any pruvis-
ions ; witness being all the time up in the pilot-
iouae or on tile upper deck.

Daniel Carroll seorn.--Is engineer of the Pan-
ther; was on board when the crowd got aboard at
the Powder House, but being asleep at the time
did not see them get aboard; first saw them when
went on duty at 12 o'clock. Knew Maury and
Anderson. Witness never had any conversation
with any of the party; did not hear any of their
conversation; they did not appear to be under any
body's control. Didn't know antyof the Captain's
intentions; all ie said to witness, was to tell him
to fire up whenever he wanted steam. Saw the
men at Pass a l'Outre; they were fixing up fishing
tackle and fishing. Don't know whether the party
had provisions with them or not when they came
aboard, but saw them eating next morning. It is
usual for tow-boats to carry large crowds of men;
laborers to the coal yards and lighthouses, emi-
grants, etc. Witness never pays attention to the
character or purpose of crowds coming on board;
his place is at the engine, and that is all he attends
to.

James Murphy aworn.-Is second engineer of
the Panther, and was on duty when the party got
aboard at the Powder House. Saw no fishing
tackle or provisions brought on board; there might
have been tackle is thle carpet bags. Some had
carpet bags, sonic had canes, and some had nothing.
Winess recognizes Maury, Anderson, and Fayssoux
as having been in the crowd. Heard none of the
talk of the men; all witness said to any of them,
was to ask them to trinm boat, when they crowded
too much to one side, going round to Southllwest
Pass. The Captain never said anything to witness
about the destination of the boat. All he ever
said was to fire up when lie wanted steam.

Capt. elleek sworc.--Went down to the revenue
cutter with dispatches from the Collector to Calpt.
Brushwood; left here on Wednesday, got there on
Thursday. Heard of and saw the party at the
Southwest Pass. They numbered eighty or one
hundred, and were opposite the telegraph station,
where they had a tent. I)o not know any of the
accused, inot even by sight. Never went among
the men; wis on the cutter all the time, and all
witness saw of them was from the cutter. Wit-
ness' attention was continually directed to them.
There was nothing marked in their behavior, ex-
cept raising a flag with a great deal of ceremony.
Witness described tile flag particularly.

Upon Mr. Miller asking witness to draw a sketch
of the flag, Mr. tMcKay stated that that was unnec-
essary, as the flag was the free flag of Cuba, a
present from Gen. Lopez to Capt. Maury. lMr.
Miller, however, wanted the witness' drawing, and
it was furnished.

xaoinalioj , s rli esumed. -Witness did see a mian
walking up and down the wharf, near a hiogshead;
lie had something like a stick or a gun; couldn't
say that he walked with a military step; saw it all
thrioigh a spy-glass. Heard thie party on shore
shooting when they raised their flag; couldn't tell
the meaning of the shouts. The cutter was there
under orders not to let any vessel go to sea with
Ipassengers from that place. It is not usual for
towboats to carry crowds of people down, but it is
usual for them to bring up big crowds from ships.
r.L Wilder" Sworn.- Is a Custom-House officer.

Was at Southwest Pass froith the 28th September
till the 6th October. Saw the body of men encamped
there; they numbered a hundred, more or less.
Passed through there on telegraph business; did

not recognize tile accused then, or any of them, till
they came aboard the Kimball, on which boat wit-
ness also came up. Heard none of the talk of the
men whilst on the boat. Had no talk with them at
the Pass; only passed through there, as they were
on the telegraph wharf. Mr. Wells, the operator,
was at the telegraph office; tlink Mr. Fayssoux
was there, and that lie was telegraphing something,
but did not see hlim doing it. Was in the office
about ten minutes; witness' business was to tele-
graph to the Collector about the crowd of men
being there. Did not tell Faynsoux and the others
there what his business was; the dispatch was in
writing. Had no talk with them. Tle only thing
said to witness was by Capt. Rezean, who askled
him not to stand on the gallery. Witness described
the behavior and pastime of the men thie same as
the previous witness. Saw nothing peculiar in the
conduct pf the men. It is witnesss' duty to report
anything unusual that tqkes place down there.

Witness describedthe houses at the Pass occupied
by Capt. Brushwood, tie telegraph, the pilots, etc.
Saw some provisions on the wharf, but did'nt know

where they came from.

Capt Baos scorn-Was at Pass a P'Ontre on the
morning when the Panther arrived; don't remem-
her the day of the month. Was in the pilot house
at the time. The Panther landed abreast of the
telegraph station. Capt. ilenea and a gentleman
dressed In black came ashore; the latter was ad-
dressed as "Captain." It was Capt. Fayssoux. He
did not go into the pilot house. He came out of
the telegraph station, and wentto the Panther in a
boat; Capt. Iezena sung out "fire up." The cut.
ter was reported from the lookout as coming down
from Pass a l'Ontre with a boat with two ohenneys.
Wthen the report came did not hear Payssoux say
anything to the men. When he got to the boat
some order was given, and the men disappeared.
Before that time, the men had been ditting on the
deck, and when Capt. FayJmoux came alongaide
they went below. apt. Rezsean came out of the
pilot-house, and gave the order to "fire np," and
the anchor was weighed and ithe order given to go
below. Did not go aung the men at Southwest
Pass. Saw them at the telegraph station; they
were peaceable aend quiet saw no arms among
them. Did not hear any of their conversation at
any time, except from the man who came ashore,
and thatwas very little. Capt. Rezeau aai4 in the
pilot-house that the men were short brtijtsnions.
Heard Capt. iezene say nothing to Capt. Fays-
sosx. When Capt. Rezean said "fire up," Capt.

'ayssoux was in the telegraph station. The men
said nothing ; they were quiet. -
Cross-ex•~ctned.--N one of the three persons

referred to reported that the cutter'was coming
op. It is not usual for pilote to announce the ar-
rival of catters ; it is customnary to announce mer-
chantmen. Did not hear distinctly the order that
was given on board the Panther; but in less than
five minutes after the order was given, the decks
were cleared, and the men went below. Witness
was about sixty yards firom the Panther at the
time.

After discussion among counsel as to the order
of introducing witnesses, the examination in Court
proceeded.

Ttomss McCleilnd sworn.-Represents the tow.
boat Panther, as a member of the Ocean Towboat
Association, to widch the Panther belongs. Knows
none of the accused except Fayssoux, and knows
him but slightly. Fayssoux never applied to him
for the use of the Panther orany other boat; never
had auy conversation with him. Witness gave no
order to Capt. Rezean about Fayssoux and his
friends. The boat went down in the usual course
of business, for a tow. Witness has been to the
Passes several times, on towboats. It is usual to
take parties of people down. Witness described
different parties who had gone down on the tow-
boats, for business and for pleasure.

Mr. Miller here asked for the witness Wells, tele-
graph operator at the South-west Pass, who had
been suppoened but had not yet arrived. As it
could not be known when the attendance of this
witness could be had, and as Mr. Miller insisted
upon having him as the very next wjtness, Mr.
Soule rose and severely criticised the course of
the Government in not having taken the proper
measures to secure the prompt attendance of its
witnesses. Mr. Miller asked for the Marshal's re-
turn in regard to the matter. Marshal Kennedy
reported that Wells had been sent.for by tele-
graph.

In reply to Mr. Soule's strictures on the Govern-
ment, for not securing the prompt attendance of
its witnesses, and Mr. Wells in particular, Mr.
Lusher made an explation, in which he stated that
Mr. Wells, upon being telegraphed to, had tele-
graphed back thathe would have to consult with his
employers before leaving vacant his station, a very
important one; that he (the commissioner) appre-
ciating the difficulty, and the great inconvenience
that Wells' sudden removal would be to the ship-
ping and mercantile community, allowed the mat-
ter to rest, until, finding that his presence would
be absolutely necessay, he sent a message to him
to come up to the city anyhow. And as he had
not yet arrived, he would now send an attachment
for him.

Mr. Miller asked thatallthe Government witnesses
be attached, to appear in Court to-day. Mr. Lusher
declined attaching those witnesses who had been
examined, but agreed to attach those who had not
been examined. The attachments were accord.
ingly issued, and the Court adjourned to this day
at eleven o'clock.
