As the paramount rule of our editor•al eonaet
we endeavor to confine ourselves as much as pes
sible to home or national topics, but oecaionafy. a
the affairs of the great outside world appeal for
attention and tempt reflection to voyage to another
hemisphere. Without confessing to any ultra cos-
mopolitan tendencies of opinion we may yet refuse
to believe, unpatriotic though it may be, that
America constitutes all the material world, all the
world of enterprise or progress, for how can such
a faith demand persistence from a sensitive con-
science when we see it announced that in the far
interior wilds of Asia the "Bank of Blagoeshtsh-
eak" has gone into operation, and that its crisp
new bills are passing current as the representatives E
of value among the Kossaek and Kirghese warriors,
who rein their unshod steeds across the boundless
steppes through which the Amoor river winds its
mighty tide, fed by the snowy rivulets from the
glacier-crowned peaks of the Kahn Oula, Stanoya
and Altai mountains?
Russia has done this thing, if late accounts from I

St. Petersburg are correct. She has dispatched I
six river steamers to navigate the Amoor, from the
ocean to nearly as many thousands of miles into
the heart of Asia as steamers can traverse into 1
the heart of America by the Missouri and Missis-
sippi rivers. Russia, too, has undertaken the cal-
ture of cotton, as well as its manufacture, and the
South must look for new competition in the staple.
She has sent a cargo of spinning and weaving ma- I
chinery up the Amoor to work up the cotton, in
the cultivation of which she expects to induce the 1
Kossacks and. Kirghese to exchange their bows
and spears for the plough and hoe. Russia, how- I
ever, is not guilty of any such absurdity as to ex-
pect to raise cotton on Siberian plains, for she has
recently quietly made territorial acquisitions bet-
ter calculated for the culture of this delicate and
important plant, if rumor be not at fault, and it
seems to be very well authenticated. Sie has ac-
quired territory south of the Amoor, where for
ages the fields have shone as white with bursting
bolls as those of the unkindly clime north of the
river have with inhospitable snows. It is stated
that the fact has just transpired that the Northern
Empire has lately purchased from China an im-
mense extent of territory south of the Amoor, for
the trade of which English enterprise has lately
conceived such an itching desire, and intends to
monopolize that promising commerce herself, hav-
ing already established the " Bank of Blagoesht-
sheuk" in one of the great Kirghese cities of the
river, which she has purchased with the surround-
ing country, and taken other enterprising steps
referred to above.

It is stated that part of the price was paid in
munitions of war, seven hundred cannons being a
portion of the consideration, and that the Great
Bear is on such friendly terms with His Celestial
Majesty, that their relations virtually amount to
alliance, the ministers and other representatives of
the Court of St. Petersburg having as free a run of
Pekin and the other penetralim and saneli sancto-
rmn of the Flowery Kingdom asthe yellowest of the
long-tailed mandarins who were never out of sight
and smell of tea plantations. At all events, Rus-
sia is so near and so powerful a neighbor, now that
site has absorbed the semi-independent peoples
which occupied territory between Western Siberia
and China proper, that the latter dare nothe other-
wise than amiable; and her trade is so important
that Russia cannot but cultivate friendship, and en-
deavor to secure the lion's share by keeping Eng-
land and other powers out of China. The circum-
stance, if it be as is stated, of the Chinese having
acquired from Russia European munitions, will suffi-
ciently account for the astonishingly improved ar-
tillery practice of the Chinese on the Peiho; and,
if Russians were within the fortifications, which
smacked of European science in construction, the
rumored new relations of the tws-nations would
account for that circumstance, too. And if the
rumor is founded in fact, then England and France
must think twice before they send those twenty
thousand men, half French and half English, to
conquer China; for they may have to conquer
I Russia, too. We of the United States, also, must

keep our eyes open, lest Russian -ompetition ruin3 our cotton interest. Who will hand in for our in-

spection a bill of the Amoor river cotton " Bank of
Blagoeshtshenk?" We will take it at par in pay-o meat of subscriptions to the Crescent.

Petersburg, in the London Times, says:

"Tie railways now allow English merchandise
to penetrate beyond the frontiers of Affghanlstan
without considerable augmentation of its cost, and
to offer e dagaerous competion to Russian produce
in the markets of Bokhara and Khiva, neighbors of
Russia. Tie Rousoian Government proposes to put
an end to tis state ofthings. Itis a diffiulta enter-
prise to struggle with English interests, but thme
is no doubt that it may be accomplished. Russia
has already begun to make the railroad front os-
cow to Saratof, and she is working aetivel for
steam navigation on the Caspian Sea. The conclu-
sion of the war in the Caucasus will now allow her
to transfer the whole of her activity to Central
Asia, thie more so as the inhabitants of the Kirghese
steppes and the Torcomans dwelling toward the
south of the Caspian Sea have long sought her pro-
tection against Khivan opYpression. tSie will ind
capital to construct the railroad from the Caspian
to the Aral, will improve tile navigation of the
rivers Amour and Syr-Darla, which water those
vast countries,and, by the construction of fortresses
on the two llndred and sixty-four versts which
scp~csto ate Caspian from tie Aral, will acquire a
sovereign influence over the little States of Central
Asis. Then the Englishl trade with the Indies will
be infallibly ulndfained. Europe, and England
herself, wll finia a great advantage inl trafficking
with Central Asia by time route of Moscow and Sals.
tof, rather tlan thie long sea route round the Cape
of Good Hope. The execution of this gigantic pro-
ject hlad been already commenced, butthe success-
ftll issue of the Caucasian war will pawerfSlly con-
tribute to its prompt realization. The political,
territorial and commercial extension of Russia to-
ward the English Indes is henceforward irresistible.

Tug CoAPT'RE or SoAt YL.--wWe take the follow-
ing from tile Nord:

Et. Pscrnsnvaau, Sept. 17.-Lieutenant-Colonel
Grabbe, who arrived yesterdoy from the Caucasus,
has brought details of the cature of Schamyl.

Having been sent off by Prince Bariatisaki from
Gounib, a few minute after the surrender of the
Iman, he has brought no written details, but has
given a verbal account of events to the Emperor.

The following Is a correct version of the afltir:
After numerous defeats, Schamyl, as a last re-

source, shut himaself up with 400 nurines, who re-
maoined faithful to him, in the fortified noul of Guu-
nib. Gounib is a fortified stronghold, on very ele-
vated ground, of large extent. On three sides the
rocks are perpendiculars the only other side was
deemed imlpregnable, and it was supposed that a
hanldful of determined men could have defended it
for months against any adds.

Prince Bariatinski ordered the attack to be made
on bloth sides at once. Tile attack commenced oal
the 7ith of September. While the chief attack was
made on the only accessible side, a number of
men, who volunteered, scaled the rocks. The
enemy was taken by surprise. A fearful struggle
ensued. The resistance was most determined. Of
the 400 Murides in Gounib, only 47 remained alive.
Five gans were caltured.

"Schamyl retired to a house cut out in the solid
rock.
