WE HAVE LITTLE FAITH.

We have little faith that the following remarks,
taken fromn the Washington States of the 20th inst.,
will ever he carried out by the people to whom
they are applied,according to their letter or spirit.
We wish we had more faith; but we cannot say we
have, and tell what we believe to be the truth.

Speaking of the so-styled Harper's Ferry insur-
rection, the States observes:

Tihe sober-cminled Imen of the noe-lavreholding
Statesc must he blind indeed if they do not distinetly
perceive the precipice to which lack Republican-
tsm is leading the country. Can tRhey coalesce with
--can they decline to resist, with all the energy
which tlhey can command, a party which is actu-
ated lby but a solitary sentiment, and tat tthe most
itgloriots one which ever found a place in a human
bosom ?-the destruction of the nollest system of
government that the Almighty ever blessed a peo-
ple with.

It would be expecting too much of humanity to
suppose that the slavIholding States woulf risk
sumission to such an nadministration as Black fe-
"ublicanism would bring to Washington. Virginia,1n view of what has transpired within the last few

days, would be faithless to every principle which
she holds most dear, were she to consent to let the
armory at Htarper's Ferry and the fortiiecations at
Old Point Comfort puass into thie keeping of a
Seward, a Chase, a Banics, or any other Black Re-
publican! What security coold be furnished her
that the arms therein contained would not be em-
ployed for overpowering her?

There never was so grave a period in the history
of the Union. Sensible citizens everywhere can-
not fail to so regard it. They should dispassion-
ately counsel, one with another, as to the most
effectual mode of averting the territic pending
danger.
The " sober-minded men" of the North no doubt

entertain correct opinions, but they are utterly
powerless in the premises. They can do nothing.
They are overwhelmed by the surging waves of fa-
naticism. What can be done with bigots who pro-
pose to decapitate the statue of Webster because
ill his lifetime he proclaimed obedience to the Con-
stitution, and who execrate the memory of Choate
simply because lh was an honorable, faithful citi-
zen? Nothing-literally nothing. They rule be-
canoe they are in the majority; and they are in-
sensible alike to the appeals of justice, honor and
reason. They resemlte fiends more than human
beings. They are as had as church-yard ghouls, as
told in oriental fables, if not worse, for they would
revel inl a banquet of the dying, while the ghouls
contented themselves with feasting on mouldering
carcarcasses-insensible alike to pain and degrada-
tion.
The "sober-minded men" of the free States

may mourn. That is about all they can do. They
are powerless to control. Would that they could.
Would that we could discover some signs of re-
formation visible. ButliWe cannot. Perhaps if the
Harper's Ferry insurrelipg Itad extended over
several counties and some hundreds of children had
been murdered, and some lthundreds of men assas-
sinated, and some thousands of dwellings burned,
and some hundreds of maidens and matrons rav-
ished and killed, and many millions of dollars of
property ruthlessly destroyed, there might have
been some awakening of human sentiment in the
free States, outside New England. Whether it
would have been sufticiently powerful to govern,
we have no means of knowing. All we are fully
convinced of is that no horror perpetrated upon
Southern women, children and men, could soften
the heart of a dyed-in-the-wool Abolitionist.
The proposition in the second paragraph from

the States we have no idea will ever he carried
out in any contingency. If William II. Seward
should be elected to the Presidency in 1800, we do
not believe Virginia will act in the manner indi-
cated. Why? We judge of the future by the
past, and the months are not many since Virginia
elected John Letcher Governor--a man who en-
dorsed language used in reference to the institution
of domestic slavery far more atrocious than any
ever employed by Seward or any of his compara-
tively respectable associates! The supposition
that such a man would seize arms and fortresses to
keep the Abolitionists out is simply ridiculous.

From what we hear
of the preparations in progress, we feel safe in pre-
dicting that the fair will repay the attendance of
all who visit it, no matter from what distance and
at what pecuniary cost. These preparations are
on a scale worthy the object and creditable to the
intelligent enterprise for which the great State of
Mississippi is distinguished, and we are certain that
the citizens of Louisiana, and particularly those of
New Orleans and vicinity, will avail themselves of
the opportunity to show their appreciation of it,
especially as the Great Northern Railroad provides
so ample and convenient a channel of communica.
tion.

The number of horses, mules and colts in the
stock department will quadruple that of last year,
and there will be a great display of kine, swine,
sheep and goats. A vast array of fancy articles
will occupy the great hall, and their beauty, vari-
ety and richness will make a show of a remarkable
and attractive character. The basement story will
be a great magazine of household articles, solid
and liquid, in the provision line, as meats, breads,
confectionery and pastry doings, butter, cheese,
wines, cordials, pickles, etc., exhibiting the taste,
skill and industry of the good-wives of Mississippi.
The machinery department, however, is likely to
prove the grand center of attraction, so extended
and expensive will be its arrangement and the ar-
ticles of exhibition. Many steam-engines will be
erected, the work of doing so being now in pro-
gress, and their power will be exercised in opera-
ting saw-mills, grist-mills, cotton-gins and smaller
machines innumerable which are used in the man-
ufacturing and agricultural industry of the State.
An Ericsson caloric engine will be among the
motors, and itself will be far from being the least
curious and interesting item of the exhibition.

The programme of proceedings willincludo trials
of the merits of horseflesh in every varied manner
upon a fine race track, and fifteen of the young gen-
tlemen of Jackson will contend for prizes in various
equestrian exercises, calling forth all points of excel-
lence and skill in horse and rider. The participators
will be in fancy costume and will make a brave show.
A club of young gentlemen from Madison county
will also appear in exercises of a similar character.
At different times during the continuance of the
Fair, eloquent gentlemen will address the crowds
on topics suited to the occasion. Among the ora-
tors will be Heon. A. M. West, of IIolmes county,
and the Directory having specially invited Lieut.
Maury and Hon. Edward Everett, who are now in
the South, are not without hopes that they will be
present.

We join with the Jackson Eagle in urging our
many Mississippi readers to give as much of their
attention and means as they properly can to the
great State Fair of 1859, to forward to the grounds
any article worthy a place in the great exhibition,
and to be there themselves without fail. And we
urge all our readers everywhere in the Southwest
to attend, if they can do so. These State Fairs
are most important institutions, most essential
helps to the development of agriculture, mechan.
ics, art and science. They bring together all that
has been achieved in either department, and eom-
parison stimulates industry and invention to emu-
lation. Each exhibitor profits by what the others
have accomplished, and each spectator can learn
what may be the most efficient machinery for his
purposes, and where and how he can obtain any

article or animal which he may dscover will an
swer his real needs or please his fancy. As we
remarked above, we anticipate that the coming
Fair will far exceed all previous in extent, variety
and generally attractive character, and should
gather to Jackson representatives from all parts of
the Sputh, who will find themselves amply repaid
for time, trouble and expense invested in the trip.

OBSTRIUOTIONiS IN RED RIVER.
The gradual but steady increase in the obstruc-

tions to the navigation of Red river is ti subject of
serious concern and general interest to a very
large and wealthy district of country, and it is
very particularly so t tthe business interests of this
city. Those best acquainted with that river, who
have watched with anxious eye the cotmLtant growth
of these obstructions, are of the opinion that if left
alone until next season the simple operation of the
water will have so increased these obstructions an
to close the river to navigation, except in the
highest stage of water.

Should not this state of things arouse those most
immediately interested to speedy action in an effort
to guard against the closing up of Red river. It
affords anl outlet to the trade and commerce of a
very considerable extent of wealthy country, and
its close, except during the freshets, would be a
serious and injurions calamity. Yet such a fate
seems to be awaiting it, unless efforts are soon
made to ward it off.

The present condition of tIed river, the difficulty
with which it is now navigated, the gradual but
certain increase of these difficulties, the disappoint-
ments and delays occasionedthereby, to say nothing
of the expense and the serious and almost ruinous
injury an entire suspension of navigation would
entail upon a large an4 extensive planting region,
are matters which should enlist the early and seri-
ous attention of the public, partieularly public men,
and most especially those who may be selected to
represent the interests of this State in the National
Legislature.

We sincerely hope that our Legislature will give
this subject its early consideration, and devise
some means of arresting and finally removing the
obstructions to Red river, at least below Shreve-
port. It may be that Congress will fall back on
the old Democratic idea that Congress has no power
under the Constitution to engage in the improve-
ment of rivers within a State. If such should un-
fortunately be the case, then Louisiana should
take the matter in hand. But it is hoped that this
idea, like tihe Monroe doctrine, has become obso-
lete, and that the present Congress may consider
it not only right and proper that the General Gov-
erament should remove the obstructions in Red
river, but also a duty. This is a matter of more
importance to those immediately concerned than
who is to be elected to this or that office.

TALK ON 'OHANGE.

It was very quiet on rue Carondelet and environs
yesterday, though the very fine weather brought
almost every one out. Of course, King Cotton
formed the chief topic of talk-the Bulls and
Bears in insurance, scrip and stocks, having fully
recovered from the supposed effects of the very
recent great fire, gave way to other reflections
and talked as though a destructive fire was only a
passing event. Outside of rue Carondelet there
were large passing crowds, denoting that business
is resuming its wonted activity ; yet we are con-
strained to talk that the general business of our
city will not exceed last year, unless it is assumed
that a large increase of cotton will add to the sales
of merchandise. The most serious interference to
the advancement of the trade of our city was the
great obstruction and detention of vessels last
spring at the mouth of the river. The great deten-
tion of vessels has been talked of all through the
Northern, as well as some of the Western States,
which has led to large shipments or forwarding of
merchandise for the West, via the railroads, which
have their radiance from New York and Philadel-
phia. We are informed that in commercial circles
in the North the obstructions at the nouth of the
river have been greatly talked of. It appears that
the works of nature have been forgotten, for the
channels at the mouth of the river never admitted
vessels of over 15 to 16 feet draught. However,
the inward trade of our city did not suffer seriously
from the blocking up at the Southwest Pass. It
was the great outward trade which paid the
penalty for having too large vessels.

It is a subject of serious talk, however, that a
large share of the goods and merchandise for the
West-which has for years passed through our
city-should be diverted to other routes, merely
from being detained by a mud pile at the entrance
of the great highway of sixteen States. The talk
is, that there will not be eighteen feet of water on
the bar of the Southwest Pass succeeding the first
rise of water in the Mississippi.

There was some talk of deliy in the delivery of
cotton over the Jackson Railroad, and to the talk
came complaints of various import. It must not
be overlooked that the elements retarded the effi-
ciency of the road through the great crevasse.
From the damaging effects of this crevasse the
road has not yet recovered. As the complaints are
only verbally made, we have no space to talk of
them.

The great malfeasance in the packing of cotton
last year, and which we noticed at length, is still
commented on by Northern manufacturers, as will
appear by the correspondence below. The meet-
ing of buyers and dealers, which was to have been
held last evening, was adjourned to Saturday even-
ing next, so as to lay before the public further ac.
counts of false packing. In the meantime, it is
not out of place to publish the following letters,
which came from and are addressed to the highest
authority and standing:

Bosrosss, October 18, 159.
GKNTLE•cE--1 ail in receipt of your favor of the

8th inst. I am pleased to hear of the movement of
gentlemen interested in the cotton trade at your
port, with a view to the correction of the abuses
which exist in the frandulentpacking of cotton.

Tihe evils are not exaggerated; in fact, I think
that "scarcely thle half has been told." As quite
approlpriate, I enclose you a copy of a letter which
I received from our lMr. H-, at Lowell, I believe
on the very day of the receipt of yours.

I commend his remarks to your very particular
attention, and hope yon will not fail to bear them
ins mind when you shall execute the orders which I
prolpose soon to send you. We cannot go on to
work suicl sandy and otherwise fraudulently packed
cotton as we have had the last two years.

DEAn Sins-We have this day passed through our

picker house ubost ditO,0 pounds. We have
weighed the heavy dirt from the whippers and wil-
lows, and fild 5,451 pounds, or over 6 per cent, of
tie cotton worked. To this, if we add bags and
ropes, dirt blown away by our fans, waste made on
pickers ansld in mills, andoshrinkage of cotton, I fear
our total waste will be startling.

We are probably taking out at least 7 to 8 per
cent of seed alnie, and it is plain tlhat we can bet-
ter pay 12 to 12Jc. for cotton free from sand, than
llo. for what we are now uslug, staple remaining
the same.

We have to pay freight upon this sand after we
have bought it, aid it costs agood deal to separate
it from the cotton, while it is cutting up our ma-
chinery and absorbing our oil.

ARRIVAL OF TIlE STEAMSHIP KANGAROO.

THE NEWMARKET RACES.

New YORK, Oct. 23.-The steamship Kangaroo
has arrived at this port. She left Liverpool on
Wednesday, the 12th inst., and touched at Queen-
stown on the following day, bringing advices of
the same date as the Ocean Queen, with somewhat
fuller commercial advices, which were telegraphed
from Liverpool to Queenstown.

LrVERPOOL, Oct. 13.-The sales of cotton for two
days, yesterday and to-day; amount to 16,000 bales,
of which 4000 were taken by speculators and ex-
porters.

The Liverpool breadstuffmarket generally closed
steady and quiet, at the quotations by the Anglo-
Saxon. The provision market also closed steady,
but without animation and prices were generally
unchanged.

LoNuos, Oct. 13.--The funds evince less stendi-
nees, and quotations have varied considerably
since the sailingof the Europa. Consol formoney
closed at 95J.

A private letter received by the Kangaroo from
an English gentleman, says that Mr. Ten Broeck's
horses Starke and Prioress were beatenin the race
for the Cwsalwitch stakes at the Newmarket meet-
ing, on the 11th inst.--Starke coming in fourth and
Prioress fifth.

Sir W. Booth's mare Artless won the race.
HAVnE, Oct. 12.-The sales of cotton during the

week amount to 8000bales. The marketgenerally
closed buoyant, and a slight advance is reported.

Orleans Bas opened at an advance of 1 franc and
was quoted at 102 francs.

During the past three days the sales were moder-
ate, but a further advance of 1 franc was obtained,
Orleans Bas closing at 103 to 1031francs.

The Havre breadstuffs market closed with a de-
clining tendency.

FURTHER BY THE STEAMER OCEAN QUEEN.

NEw YORK, Oct. 25.-The Ocean Queen brings
advices from Italy of numerous arrests having been
made at Parma. Among those arrested are the
murderers of Count Auvite, the late agent of the
Duke of Parma, who came to Parma in disguise to
endeavor to erect a compromise in favor of the
deposed Duke.

Garibaldi had issued another address to the army
of Italy.

The Pope had left Rome, so as to have an inter.
view with the King of Naples at the Castle of Gon-
dalfe, where his Holiness would remain for the
present on account of the agitation in Rome.

After the Pope left Rome, some 10,000 visitors
left their cards with the Sardinian Ambassador, in
whose favor an enthusiastic demonstration was
made.
After the desertion of Rome by the Pope, order

was preserved in the city by the French troops.
The Zurich Conference continues its sessions, but

appears to make very little progress.
France, it is asserted, wishes the arreas Monte

Napoleon and all the indemnity and cost of the
late war to be included in the settlement of the
amount to be paid by Austria and Piedmont.

The Emperor Napoleon was expected to arrive
at Paris on Wednesday.

An envoy of the Sultan had arrived at Alex-
andria with orders to oppose the construction of
the Suez Canal, which is being prosecuted by the
French Company.

The foreign Consuls at Alexandria immediately
assembled to take action in the matter.

Letters from Madrid to the London Press state
that the Emperor of Morocco has agreed to satisfy
the demands of the Spanish Government.

Advices from Constantinople state that a number
of infernal machines had been discovered, which
were intended to set fire to and destroy the Eu-
ropean portion of Constantinople.

A dissolution of the present ministry is consid-
ered inevitable.

A new loan has. been contracted under very
heavy conditions.

At the obsequies of the late Bey of Tunis, the
Moors assailed the Jews and wounded a few Chris-
tians.
They also attacked and wounded a minister of

the new Bey, but tranquility was finally restored.

TEN DAYS LATER FROM CALIFORNIA.
ARRIVATL OF TIIH STEAMER BALTIC.

NEW YOnr, Oct. 25.-The steamship Baltic sr.
rived at this port last night with the California
mails and passengers of the 5th instant, having, in
connection with the steamer Cortez on the Pacific
side, made the trip in nineteen days, which is the
shortest thime on record, via Panama.

Tile United States steam frigate Saranac left

Panama on the 5th for the purpose of protecting
the Nicaragua transit route.

Lake City, has been killed by the Danites, and
rumors prevail that several companies of immi-
grants had been plundered by the Indians or Mor-
mons on the northern route, and several of their
number killed.

It will be seen, by reference
to the report elsewhere, that the City Council has
already taken measures for the re-building of the
market, and given liberal permission to the butch-
ers and htxters to erect temporary stands in the
vicinity of the barnt market.

Witness did not see the begin-
ning of the difficulty.

John French, living next door to the Fullon Ex-
change, testified that on the evening preceding the
difficulty Lee came to him and told him that he
(Lee) was going to have a difficulty that evening,
thathe was bound to kill somebody. Witness soon
afterward heard a difficulty going on in the Ex-
change ; and going in, he saw Lee give McDonough
the stabs.

The proper verdict was rendered, implicating
John Lee, alias Roberts, as the murderer. He was
arrested at the time, with Wolfkule's assistance,
and is in prison.
