The Harper's Perry Insurreetlon.

From the Baltimore papers of the 20th we ex-
tract the following:

Tna MLanraeo CiRetaes.Thomas Barley was a
respected citizen of the Ferry, an Irishman bybirth, but for many years a resident of that place.
On Monday morning, when the insurgents were inpossession of the arsenal, he, with a few others,was in favor of attacking them, but enough of mencould not be raised to secure tihe success of the
assault. He, however, loaded his gun, and every
opportunity which otlbred he attempted to shootdown the insurgents. At the time he was killed,ihe had left his home a few minutes before with aneighbor--Mr. Thomas Kelley-wi th tiintention
of trying to shoot one of the rebels. Kelley hadlired at a mulatto who was walking guard in frontof tie arsenal, and soone of the shot wiwinwich thegun was loaded took effect on tihe negro, but did
not injure him severely. They walked down High
street to the intersection with Shenandoah street.
Tinhe mulatto was still on grard, and he mast have
been aware of the approach of Burley and Kelley,for thie moment tie person of Mr. Barley was ex-
posed around the corner, the negrofired, and the
bali passed through tihe body of Mr. Barley, near
the heart, and he fell and expired.

Teorge W.'lurner, Ensq., was next killed. Mr.Turner lived five miiles south of Charlestownn, and
thirteen n iles from the Ferry. He nheard of theinsurrertion and innmediately ordered ihis horse andguo:, whlich were brought out by a favorite servant,
andi me started fore the scene. He entered the
ferry throuegl the town of Bolivar, over Camp
Hill, and down High street. He was riding leisurely
along while the inlabitants were warning him of
tihe dager he was approaching, which he listened
to, but still rode on. As he was passing downHighl street, andi near the intersection of Shenan-
doani street, a bullet from a Snare'os rife struck
Iint on the side, passing through hns body, and miefell mortally wounded. He lived about three.

nuarters of an Ihour after being shot. Mr. Turner
sas one of tie most prominent and influential citi-
zens of Jenferson county. He was a graduate of
West Point. and, after spending a few years in tihe
army service, he resigned his commissnon andretired to his farm, (his father having died and
left him the home estate of tle Turners.) Here he
lived a most useful citizen, a kind master, respected
and Ionored by his fellow-citizens and loved by
iris serants. His death will he lamented by the
entire community. He was a brave, generous man,
anld was known far and near for ris strict honestyand unblecmished Ionor.

At S o'clock in the afternoon Fountain Becllnam,Esq., oae killed. Early in the p morniwng he hadgonne to his office, wohee Ie remnained during the
day. He hanod warned many of his friends during
the morning to keep in doors. At tie hour named
Ie left tnis office, walked along the railroad platform
in-a western direction until ime reached the water-
tank, (the house farthest west narked in tihe dia-
gram.) Iit stopped for a oomentto converse witt
some men woio were sheltered by this hIouse, and
in an ungunarded monment he exposed his person.
whenr a shot front the engine ]muse, from aShalrp's
rifle, struck linn near the shoulder blade and passed
through his body. He staggered a few steps west,
fell and died anostt instantly. His body waslying
so for wnest that it was impossible to reach it, unless
tihe person doing so was fully exposedtosthedeadly
lire of tihe insurgents in the engine house. The
body was accordingly allowed to lay for a consid-
erable lengthl of timne, when a citizen removed itto
his office. swhere it lay dnringthe night. ir. Beck-
ham was more widely Ipersonally kntown than any
other nsan in Jelferson county. He had been tihe
agent of thie Baltimore and Ohio lRailroad fron the
timne the road wasn constructed, and Iad discharged
his duties in the moat satisfictory manter. He had
been a Jusotice of the Peace for Jefferson county
for over tw-enty years, and at the time of iris death
was Mayorn of Harper's Ferry.

The negro Hayward was in thie employ of the
Baltimore and Olhio Railroad Compan ny, and ill the
norning when thie insurgenots had possession of the
bridge, he was active in Ilio effolr• to secure
tihe passage of tine Express train of cars wiich had
been stollpped. Conductor Phelps, witih is bag-gage mnaster, not naware that there wnere armed
men in tihe bridge, lamp in hand (it was not yet
daylight), started through tie bridge to see that
th e timbers were all safe, and tihe rails of the track
had not been removed. He had progressed but a
s•ho't distance when me was comunanded to halt,and, on raising his lamp, found that he was con-
frotnted by four armed men, who ordered him ack.
He, of course, returned, and as he left the nmouth of
tihe bridge a shot was fired at the baggage master,
who was biehind Capt. Phelps. Fortunately, it didnot take effiect. A short time afterwards, IHayward
took his shoes fronm his feet, and thought ihe could
creep across tine bridge without being heard, but
in the attempt he was discovered and shot. He
was a faithful and kind servant, and had refased to
be armed, although Brown's men had endeavored
to force a pike into his hand.

ThE DBAn ITsEonnTrs.-Soon after Mr. Tnrner
was shot a bullet from a SBnie musket, in the
ihands of one of the citizens, struck the mulatto
while me was on guard in front of tihe arsenal.
Tihe ball entered on the left side of the neck,
ipamed through, severing thie jugular vein, and
tearing a hole almost stnfficiently large to admit of
all tihe fingers of a hand. It was a moost frightful
looking wound, and as tie corpse lay on the
ground it gailed open. Tihe body was allowed to
lay just wlieet it fell, while thie hiogs which were
running at large turned it over and trampled uponit. This fellow was said to be a runaway slave
from Fairfax county, Virginia, where he left a
wife, amd he was no doubt tihe one who fired the
shot which killed Mr. Barley.

The body of Lecman, who was shot when iho
was trying to cross the Potomac, in floating down
thie river lodged on a ledge of rocks, where it re-
mained until after the insurgents in the engine-
house had been taken, whnen it was suggested bysome of the persons who were standing on the
railroad platform that it should be fired at, and im-
nmediately a volley of bnllets was discharged, andi
tihe body was moved from tihe rock and starlted
down thie river. In an hnstant alnmost every man
who had a gun fired at tihe body, and as it floated
on tihe discinarges continued.

Thompson, who was one of thnree brothers who
were engaged in the innsurrection, two of whom es-caped, had been taken prisoner, and when Mr.
Beckhat was killed he was brought out on tihe
railroad iplatform, when four or five gnuns were
discharged at hIim, and lie fell, apnpareutly dead.
His body was picked up and tlwown down from
tihe bridge intmo, the river, a distance of over 40feet. On touching the water ine inmmnediately con:-
mnenced swinnmming, whereupon a volley of bullets
were sent into himn, anld he turned upin his back,
floated between twoo of the peers, where he lodged,
and at noou on Tuesday the body was still lying
in tihe sante place.

Of those shot opposite the rifle works on the
Shenandoah, four were floated down the river,
white the bodies of two lodged on thle rooks, whore
they were allowed to bleach in the sun.

When thile engine house was taken, the wounded
and dead were brought out and laid on the grass.
Old Brown's son was living when first laid out, but
ill a few minutes lie gasped his last breath, and lay
there with eyes open and glazed, and mouth yawn-
ing. Two of tihe othcer bodies were cold and rigid,
having died tie previous day.

*Captain Brown stated that this oman was a
memlber of Congress under the "Provisional Gov-
ernment" he intended establishing.

CoNDITION OF THIE WOIDED.--We have the fo!-
lowing intelligence in relation to tile condition of
the men wounded inl the attacks on tile Armory:

lIanl'cEis FERsnY, Oct. 19.--Evan Dorsey is in
very good slirits, at D. C. Murpliy's house, receiv-
ing every attention from his family and from Pro-
fessor itlbar, of Baltimore, who came up with
the troops as Surgeo Genoeral, who thinks hce is
improving, but is doubtful as to his ability to with-
stand the inflammation now setting in. tits mother
and other friends are also with him, and the Rail-
road Company is doing everything to benefit his
condition, with tlhat of the other brave men in their
service, who were wounded in the light.

l'rivate Ruppcrt, of thle miarlines, who was
wounded in the assault onl the engine house, is
dead.

Man-rlsntco., Van., Oct. 19.--iRichlardson and
Wollett are both doing very well; neither of them
dangerously wounded. Wollett'a wound is on the
arm only, but the bone is not injured; the ball has
not yet been removed. Richardson will lose his
eye, but tile ball did not penetrate his head. They
are both as comfortable as can be under the elr-
cumstances.

The Yacht Wanderer.
The Savannah SRepublican, of the 21st, furnishes

the following further particulars regarding the
present flight of this famous vessel:

The Wanderer has been lying in our port during
tire summer and fall. Some days ago a man call
ing himself Captain Martin arrived in the city and
proposed to purchase the famous craft. Being un-profitable stock, tire owner, Mr. Lamar, was quite
willing to part with the property. A price wasnamed and agreed upon by the contracting parties,
the condition of the rsal being w•asrh. A few days,
however, were necessary to make the financial ar-
rangements, and in tie meantime Martin was al
lowed to take poassession of tire vessel and prepare
hier for sea. Several days were fixed frr tire pay-
ment, but in every instance thire purchase failed.
Tile vendor became restless, if not suspiciouns, a
fact whlich seema not to have escaped thire observa-
tion of the wily vendee; for, between midnight
anrd day of edrnesday, the Wanderer, with a
superabumndant crew (numbering twenty-seven,
when twelve is her full complement), weighed an-
chlror and set sail for parts unknown. It seenrs,
according to the best information that we could
gather, that she was "armed to tihe teeth," in all
respects, and amply IproviLioned for a long voyage,tire latter conforts having been obtained free of
cost, rr no bills were paid previous to the de.
parture. It is also said that these supplies weretaken on board by daylight, and without the
sliglhtest effort at conceahlment.

About thre time of hier departure Capt. Black, of
tire Richard Cobden, andl a pilot named Nod, went
aboard to collect certain dues while tire orpor-
trinity was offered. These parties were not allowed
to go ashore again, but were taken out to sea and
discharged in tire own good time of Capt. Martin.
They were put into a small boat about three miles
ontnide the bar, and returned to the city yesterday.
Upon setting sail Capt. IMartin-who neems to be a
hburccaneer of the first water-told Black that he
was now master of the ship and Ihad things all iri
own way, and that if ary one on board attempted
to interfere with his plans, he would blow iris
brains out in an instant. Upon Black's leavingthe
ohip, Capt. Martin requestled him to give his very
best complimments to the peoprle of Savaunah, tell
them to -- , and that tire Wanderer was safe on
her way to the "t'other side of Jordan."

Such is tire version of tire story generally believed
in our city. We have no opinion on tire subject.
It is generally acreed that Mr. Lamar has been
thoroughly "asold" and nefariously robbed oi his
property.

Martin is represented a thoroughbred desperado,
and as having been engaged for some years in tire
slave trade. His appearance would justify a sus-
piicion of that character.

Ix"r.aicrme IN TrRnnnv.-A Constantinople let-
ter, received by the last mail, relates the almost in-
credible circumstance of the old barbarous law of
Turkey, which prescribes the assassination of all
children which any princess of the Imperial family
may bear to a subject, having been acted upon
within tire last few days. One of the Sultan's
daughters, tihe wife of Miahmood Pasha, was safely
delivered of a fine boy. The Sultan had been to
see hier but a few hours before her confinement,
and it is said that he gave express orders that tire
child should not be murdered. Nevertheless,
"damned custom" prevailed ;-the officers of the
seoraglio who attended tire princess delivered over
the babe to a euaich to strangle-and it was stran-
gled accordingly.

TESTINo A CA.NNomN.-At Fort Monroe, Va., a
party of United States soldiers are employed in a
very novel manner. They are trying to wear out
an old gun which weighs no less than 15,000 pounds.
Ten pounds of powder and a ball weighing one
Imndred and tawenty-three pounds constitute the
charge, and with this tremendous load it has been
fired over a thousand times. Near it are two guns
wich were discharged two thousand times at
Pittsburg. The object of tire firing is to test tire
Idurability of the iron; and to satisfactorily aoscer-
tain this thie gui must be worn out. The soldiersI are destined to hear thunder fOr some time.

TnE "B•UnAL OF EUCLID" ABANDONED.-The
New Haven Journal says that the present Sopho-
more class of Yale has voted to abandon the old
college burlesque of the burial of Euclid. Lastyear
it was only preserved by a smallmajority, and now
it is gone-forever, probably. So long as the Fac-
ulty threatened its performance with pains and pen-
alties it flourished; but since the college ofitcers
have adopted the policy of letting it contemptu-
ously alone, the students look at its absurdities in
another light, and voluntarily turn their faces
from it.

FLOGGING IN TIHE EsNOIual N v-.--One of the
boys of tile English slhip-of-war Lapwing cut his
throat a few weeks since, to avoid a sentence of
four dozen over the back with a cane, whipped
with waxed ends. The poor boy's back was black
and blue from his former lashings. There was
another boy to be flogged a second time, but the
doctor said he could not stand it. A public meet-
ing has been held at Woolwich, England, to de-
nounce flogging in the navy.

ScsetpioN oF FoUL PLAY.-On the 14th inst., we
published a report of the drowning of Mr. Ray,
the captain of a flatboat, at Foul vervc, of which
the only particulars ascertaited were that hlie got
under the boat and could not get out, and thiat Iis
wife was a witness of tile occurrence. We learn
to-day that tlhe woiman, if any was present, was not
his swife, but that hlia wife was then lying ill in the
city. Sithe has visited lte place and can learn no
particulars to her satisfaction. There was a tut on
the head, bat no inquest was held, and it seents to
her impossible tlhat her husband could have been
drowned. There was only one other man on the
boat, and le hald as unfavorable opinion of him
from the first. He had lately come off' a man-of-
war. The distressed woman entertains a strong
belief thaint sonime foul play has been practiced.
