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TILE BATON ROUGE SENATORIAL DIS-
TRICT.

This District, under the apportionment of last
winter, consists of the parishes of East Blatoe
Rouge, West Baton Rouge and East Feliciana.
Two Senators, under the old apportionment--
lions. Edward DI)lony of East Feeliciana, and
J. T. Sterling of West Feliciana--(the latter elected
in part by the voters of West Baton Rouge), hold
over for two years. And a gentleman (understood
to be in favor of 31r. Slilell,) of West Baton Itouge,
has been nominlated as ui candidate at tile ensuing
eleetion.

This leaves Baton Rouge, in which the capital of
the State ins located, aml which outnumbers in pop-
ulation both West Baton Rouge and Eact Felicianta,
without an immediate representative on the floor
of the Senate. There is nothing fair, or Demo.
cratic, or repnbliean, in this kind of arrangement.
It gives, if it is carried out, a doubly represented
minority, a treble advantage. It ignores the fun-
damental principle on which our free government
is fo,unded--upsets in practice the theory that ma-
jorities should govern-and adopts altogether a
new role of political action.

These occurrences lave led to considerable ex-
citement in the pariah of East Baton Rouge, and
the people there seem disposed to nassert the in.
alienable prerogative of self-government, and to
oppose clique domination. In this they are right.
One might as well be ulder the government of the
Custom-lounse. They have brought out Dr. Tihos.
J. Bunington, their old and faithful Senator, as a
candidate for reelection. We bope they will be
ieccessfiul in freeing them,elves frolll the sway of

the oligarchy. Ilin election will accomplish that
object. lie is an able, faithful, true man--entirely
worthy the confidence and support of any intelli-
gent and patriotic community. We know him well
-have known hirm long-and speak by tile card.
We have watched his Senatorial course carefully
the past four sessions of the Legislature, and
know of no man whio lhas more fully come up to
the Jeffersoniian standard--.which prescribes that
honesty, fidelity and capacity, shtould ie the only
passports to ollice--than iDr. Bullington. There-
fore, we tru-tt our friends in all the parishes of tile
District will lend his election a strong helping
hand, nel thus aoaiL in freeing themnelves fromn
Slidell serfdom.
The Baton Iorege Gazette of the 25ith inst. has a

the pecopte of l.oui;anea with all iron anrd haos it
head--tere tie t est half of tile Dernmocracry have re-
turned to the true faith of their fatltrrs, audi claim
the right to select their rulers without the arbitrary
dictation of a single man, or the command of a
half dozen tricksters in caucuse

The abone we believe to be strict troths. As-
souming this to he the case, the question reries,
will the people of the Capitolian parish strike for
their political liberties? If they do, as they lshould,
with anything like an united voice, Dr. BuIlington
will be elected by a large majority. As it is, his
prospectsl re extremely favorable.

TALK 0N 'CHANGE.

Although the gatherings on Carondelet street
yesterday were numerous and the talk varied,
tlere were no large transactions talked of when we
left the tlags. The Persia's advices, with those by
the (talway steamer Jason, two days later, were
freely commented on. It was admitted that the
political intelligence, particularly the Italian ques-
tion, presented features of an unfavorable nature.
" The fast ones," however, are roangrine, as they
were last spring previous to the war between Na-
poleon and to rancis Joseph, that there is not the re-
motest prospeet ot another war arising from the
complicated Italian question. Our own talk is, not
to be too sanguine on this point. It cannot be
foretold what a day or a week may bring forth.
The peace of Villsfranca took the world by sur-
prise, and the world may again be taken by sur-
prise in a resort to arms between some of the great
powers of Europe. Though there was no serious
talk yesterday oni this point, yet it was manilfest
that somle of the " old feioies " duly constidered tile
present position of Europi,, regardinlg it as fraught
with trouble, which may or may not react on this
side of the Atlantic. tlourever, the talk was, that
all the advices at haud were telegraphic aeconts,.
which may have been manutlietured for the nonce,
in fact, Bear and Bull episodes. Now, what is a
Bear or Bull episode? Can some of the well-in-
formed habitues of the flags inform us ?
There are observed on the flags daily many re-

turning would-be Itulls or Bears, just as the course
of commerce dictates. We observe some first ap-
pearers, or perhaps to be more explicit, the first
appearance of several on our flags. We welcome
them, but suggest to them not to be discouraged at
their rcception in our good city.
The further talk was, that by the Europa and

Persia a large number of operators, or would-be
operators, eamq over, and that they will appear
next week on 'change. It is hoped, however, they
will not come prepared to teach our good and wor-
thy friends-factors on rue Carondelet and en-
virons-the way of submission. If they do, they
may be egregiously disappointed.
There was some talk of the extent of the cotton

crop. The weather changed yesterday, and frost
was talked of frecly. It was the received opinion
that cotton ill the field cannot be seriously affected
from this time out to the end of the picking season
but by wet weather and storms of rain; that if
tile dry and cool weather of yesterday should-pre-
vail for twelve or fourteen days, a crop of four
and a quarter million of bales may be considered
as secured.

The further talk was of freights. The present
rate of freights to Liverpool will pay, should a re-
turn cargo of salt-if nothing better offers-be ob-
tained, Shipownera will realiae something more
than a new dollar for an old one. Talking of ships
and freights brings up the great bar question. The
talk is, that the mouths of the Mississippi river
might be barred ingress and egress at manoy times,

if there were not thirty steamboata enployed in
the towing and tugging trade. Vessels drawing 18
to 18 and 19 feet pass the bar, and the channel
was never intended by nature for more than 16
feet. The further talk was, that with the aid of the
six new steamtugs there will be no difficulty in
getting vessels inward and outward, provided they
do not draw over 20 feet water. The further talk
was, that if the channel was at all times free for 18
to 20 feet draught, our enterprising friends down
East would build their vessels to carry on an aver-
age 7000 hales of our staple, drawing perhaps 20
to 22 feet. In fact, there is a ship (the Ocean
Monarch) now at the levee which will carry over
this quantity. The whole story, long and short, is
just this: vessels mast not be built too large for
our trade, though it may tigure up the highly re-
spectable number of two millions of bales of cot-
ton as one branch. Therefore, the talk in the
Northern cities of great detention to shipments of
merchandise arises from the fact that in many in-
stances the vessels engaged are too large. The
further talk was, that the new lines of steamtuge or
towboats will remedy much of the delay which has
heretofore obstructed the passes at the mouth of
the river. As competition is the life and soul of
trade, the talk was, that it is immaterial to the
shipping interest whether there are one hundred
tugs or boats employed in the great towing busi-
ness between New Orleans and tie (;ftlf of Mexico.
It is, however, asserted that ultimately the Mexican
Gulf Railroad will be one of the great outlets to
the gulf, and sooner or later a regular harbor at
Cat or Ship Island will be embraced in the port
and collection district of New Orleans.

The mails failed again yesterday, and our mer-
cantile community were deprived of their corres-
pondence by the Europa up to the 8th instant. We
may have a part this evening, though the whole
mail will he due. The steamer Hungarian of the
anadlian line of the 19th inst. will be the next

stealmer due, say on tile 30th inst., though there
were three other steamers to leave Southampton
on the same daliy.

AS WE ANTICIPATED.

The Delta, unable to answer our article of yes-
terday mornintg itself, translates an article from the
French side of the liee, which is as weak,impotent
and violent an its own fulminations. We think it
has not streegtheed its position by resorting to
transiations, although it could hardly have weak-
ened it under any cirelloastances. The quintes-
senc(e of violence and incendiarism is manifested
by the translator and the translated, and all we
have to hope is that no innocent people will ufficr
on account of the natural resulti of such inflam-
matory lpublications.

Mea have been killed in Virginia, and there are
men who will he liung in Virginia, for attempting
to stir up a servile inurreection. Yet Ossan-atomie
Brown, and his confederates in thile Harper's Ferry
insurrection, are innocent men compared with the
Gerritt Smiths, Beechers, Cheevers, etc., who in-
cited them to damnable deeds and furnished them
with arms and money to murder Southern men,
women and children. The ilnstigators are always
amore to blame--are more criminal-than their in-
:truments.

Notwithstanding these efforts to stir up bad
blood, we are persuaded the election will pass off
peaceably, despite the violent employment of the
English and French tongues.

Messes. EXditors: Gentlemen-In your report of
"Talk on 'Change," in yesterday's Crescent, you
refer to and publish letters in regard to false and
dirty packed cotton. No doubt instances have
been known of parties descending to such means
to increase the weight of their cotton; but, in just-
ice to the planters, I must say the cases are iso-
lated. Were we to look at the true cause of the
cotton seat in that state, it would be found to ema-
nate from the laudable and consistent desire to
save, and make as available as pos ible, all their
" storm " or " gathered cotton." Not having the
means heretofore to cleanse their cotton before
ginning, they have been forced to bale it as it was,
full of sand, broken bolls, and all other impurities--
preferring to take a less price for it rather than
sustain a total loss.

The remedy is, I think, in their own hands, and
if they do not avail themselves of it, they cannot
cotplain if objections are made to the cotton sent
in that state. I refer to the patentCottonFan and
Cleaner, now on exhibition at No.177 Canal street.
Its objects are, with the same power that drives thegin, to remove all the dirt, dust and heavy trash
from tile ground or storm cotton, however dirty,
if dry ; it opens and loosens the locks and clotted
cotton, without in the least injuring the fiber, and
assists materially the duty of the gin, and is caleu-
lated to clean twor or three thousand pounds of
seed cotton per hour. And what can the planter
wi/ h for more? It increases his crop by saving
suchl cotton as would, otherwise, not be worth
picking up-the very cotton the manufacturer
complain of--and erablcs hicm to do what most
planters derire, to send to market a clean article,
that he need not be ashamed of; and that will
forever silence tile complaints now being made in
regard to dirty cotton. There has been, as yet,
only three of thcese machines introduced: one in
the State of Georgic, belonging to George Schley,
Esq., near hurgusta, and two in the State of Mis-sisippi, one on the plantation of P. A. Parker,
Esq., lhhlmes county, and one on the plantation of
Geo. S. Ycrger, Esq., from all of whom certificates
have been shown certifying to all that is claimed
for it. I, for one, being interested in all that con-
cerns the good name of the South, feel that it is
high time for the planters, injustice to themselves,
to take the means into their own hands to still the
complaints now being made. ExIar.

New YonR, Oct. 27.-The New York HIerald of
this morning publishes a series of letters from Col.
Forbes, author of a book on Guerilla warfare, ad-
dressed to variousRepublican, in all parts of the
Northern States;.

The letters, (probably copies) were found at
Brown's house, near Harper's Ferry. Among the
most prosminent persons to whom the letters are
addressed are F. B. Sanborn, Secretary of the Mas-
sachusetts Emigrant Aid Suciety; Dr. S.. Howe,
of Boston, the latter being dated May, 1858, and
Dr. Howe is requested to show it to Sanborn, Law-
rence & Co., and send copies of it as quickly as
possible to Governor Chase, of Ohio, who had con-
tributed money, and to Governor Fletcher, who
had contributed arins; as also, to others who were
interested in the glorious coaue !

The plans of Forbes and Brown for liberating
slaves are given in these letters.

Col. Forbes ablo complains in these letters that
lie had not received the aid promised for his ser-
vices, and which was to have been given for the
support of his family.

In a letter, dated tMay let, t135, Col. Forbes
states that he had an interview with Senator Wm.
H. Seward, of New York, and went fully into the
explanation of their plans and other matters,
whcreupon Seward expressed his regret that he
had not been informed in regard to the matter.

In another letter from Col. Forbes to Brown he
informs Brown that Amos Lawrence of Boston had
promised him $7,000 as soon as hostilities had
actually colmenced. All these letters are dated
in 105$.

Rendition of Cook.
Haa•snrsro, Pa., Oct. 27.-A dispatch from

Chamberusburg, in this State, reports that Cook and
his companions in crime have been sirrendered to
the authorities of Virginia, and taken to Charles-
town, Pa., for trial.

Some excitement prevailed, but no serious dis-
turbance was made by the Abolitionists on his re-
moval.

Trial of Brown and Others.
CHArT.E.rowee, Va., Oct. 27.-The trial of Brown

was resumed to-day. Brown's counsel received a
telegram from Ohio, testifying to hereditary insan-
ity in Brown's family and proposed to set up insan-
ity as his ground of defense.

Brown has not sufficiently recovered to leave his
bed and was brought into the court-house ona bed.

Upon leis counsel making this proposition, Brown
rose up in his bed in the court-room and refuaed
most emphatically to allow his counsel to set up
any such defense.

Previous to this, the jury had been selected, and
the case was being opened by the counsel.

Confession of Another Ontlaw.
CtHan.EsTOWN, Vi., Oct. 27.-John Copeland,

the mulatto prisoner taken with Brown, is from
Oberlin, Ohio. He to-day made a full cofession
to the U. S. Marshal, Mr. Martin, of Va., U. S.
Marshal Johnson, of Northern Ohio, giving the
namees of the parties who induced him to go to
Harper's Ferry. He also stated that a similar move-
ment was contemplated at the same time in Ken-
tucky. These Marshals have evidence, as. they
think, of the complicity of prominent men in seve-
ral of tlhe free States, but for obvious reasons this
information will be withheld from the public till
after the present trial.

and Denver City overland express has arrived here,
bringing dates of the 20th from Denver and $6000
in gold dust, consigned to various houses in this
city. The express also brings confirmation of the
election of Willing to Congress from Jefferson
Territory.

NEw YOIK, Oct. 27.-The Persia's mails and the
telegraphic summary of thts Jason's news from St.

The Russian Amlbssadors at London, Paris,

Berlin and Vieona had received by telegraph a
summons from St. Petersburg to meet the Em-
peror Alexander at Warsaw on the 15th of Oc-
tober.

Notwithstanding the capture of Schamyl the
Caucasians are not yet subdued.

The Inrallde Russe says that they have another
not leas formidable and intrepid chief, who may
hold out against the Russian army for one or two
years longer.

The Russian army in Caucassas now numbers
60,000 men.

An attempt was mode by the pirate and convict
prisoners which oere being conveyed by the ship
Ararat from Penum, to take possession of the ship,
bLot the amutiny was promptly put down by the
officers and crew.

Of sixty pirates and convics who carte on
deck, twenty-eight were killed and many others i
wounded.

The theater at Hall has been destroyed by fire.
The Paris correspondent of the London Timnes

expresses the opinion, shared by many, that the
object of Napoleon's demand upon Piedmont for
indemnity in the late war, is to furnish a pretext
for obtaining possession of Savoy and Nice, and
their annexation to France.
Messrs. Wakrfield & Nash's Liverpool circular

reports that the better descriptions of American
cotton have advanced 1-16 during the week, but
that the lower grades and sandy cottons are
shunned, or only taken with extreme oantion.

RErnTI N or CoxFML-rnTS.-The salutes paid to
the city by the U. S. sloop-of-war Crusader were
responded to by the Mayor on behalf of the city,
as authorized by the Conneil, with a return salute
of thirty-three guns. The thing was done by a
squad of the Washington Artillery, headed by
Sergeant H. M. Ianacson, and was done with the
usual great rapidity of that company. The thirty-
three guns were fired in four minutes and thirty
seconds. After the salute, all hands were invited
on board, and had a pleasant "high old time" of
it. On returning to shore, the artilleryists fired
three guns more, in return for the three guns fired
by the sloop the other day, in honor of the three
editors who then visited her.

School, also cent in her "esignation.

Miss M. A. Burr was
promoted to the place. Miss A. Cornelius was
elected to succeed Miss Burr; Miss B. Neetly to
succeed Miss Cornelius; Minss Sontmayd to suc-
ceed Miss Neely; Mrs. M. E. Pearson to succed
Miss Southmayd; Miss J. Feinour to succeed Mrs.

This band consisted of three
white men-; a little drummer, a big drumflmer and
a fifer. The fifer, named King, and the big drum-
mer, named Wilson, had a quarrel about some
private matter, and were about to fight, or did
begin fight. Some time after they were separated,
and whilst still in the coffeehouse it was found
that King was dangerously stabbed. Who stabbed
him," or why he. was stabbed, we could not ascer-
taic satisfactorily. One man present declared that
as King stood by the screen, near the front door,
a man wolked along leisurely from the back end
of the room, and made a quick movement with his
right arm, as of giving a stab, at the moment he
passed King, and walked on and out at the front
door. Two policemen were present, and numerons
other people; but none save one saw the stab
inflicted, and he only judged he saw it, by the
movement of the man's arm, as he walked by the
other. It was not known that King was stabbed
till several minutes afterward, when hlie announced
it himself; and then the man who sawthe-other
man make the quick motion as he went out, de-
clared that that was the manwho did the stabbing.
King was taken to Charity Hospital, so badly
wounded that he was not expected to live. Lieut.
Dryden yesterday investigated the matter as far as
possible, and thinks he has a clue to the man who
did the bloody deed. A story circulated to the
effect that Wilson did the stabbing; this, however,
was immediately disproven. Though he had quar-
reled with King, he was one of the first to go to
his assistance, and helped to put him into the cab
which took him to Charity Hospital.
Disilssno.-Assistant Recorder Monroe yester-

day gave his decision in the case of Maxwell and
others, charged with violation of the ordinances,
in using for truck-ways to load and unload ships
certain planks and timbers belonging to the wharf
lessees. For reasons which he gave at length, the
Recorder dismissed the case. It appeared that the
stevedores had only done what they had been
doing for many years, and that the ordinances did
not cover or provide for, with any definitiveness,
such issues as that raised on the present occasion.

THE POLTrrIAL SHooTING AFFAIR.-In yester-
day's Crescent we stated that the American pro-
cession on Wednesday night, returning from the
Opposition mass meeting in the Third District, was
fired upon by a party of men at the corner of Or-
lestns and Royal streets. We did not give particu-
lars, because the hour was so late that we had not
time to investigate, or to judge between the con-
flicting stories of the affair, as they flew about
town.

Yesterday we made the investigation of this af-
fair our principal business. We went after and list-
ened to all the conflicting stories; in fact made
ourself a traveling jury of inquest, to discover
who fired thie first shot at the corner of Royal and
Orleans streets. We discovered, to our perfect
satisfaction, the whole truth of the affair. We
shall tell the whole story from the bhegining, in its
proper sequence.

The story that Wm. J., or Bill Colson, who was
one of the men wearing red caps, on horseback,
led off the shooting, had no foundation in fact. He
was trotting along near the head of the proces-
sion, when one young mall, in a crowd at the
corner of the streets above named, flourished his
hat and yelled, "

I I
urra for lien Hlarritsonl! " Col-

son, on Ili horse, happened to be tile nearest
American; lie at once shouted, " Hurra for Tom
Parker, and lanma the man that don't Iurra for
him!' "I know you!" ershouted tile llarrisson
man. C(olson reined up his horse and answered,
"Yes, and you can know ime to-morrow or any
other time; who are you; what's your name ?"
The Harrisson man did not give his name, but again
hurrahed frantically for Harritson, and addressed
some defiant language to Colson. Colson said to
him, " You're drunk, and if you'll take a fool's ad-
vice, you'll go home." Hte added that his name
was Win. J. Colson, and that he could be found at
any time. With that Colson trotted on to the head
of tihe procession.

The young Iiarrison man was a deputy clerk or
something of tile kind in the Sixth District Court,
named Butler. Ile was with a lot of his friends,
all "Independent Americans," and all were more
or lees intoxicated. They had just left a beer
saloon or oyster saloon on Orleans street, opposite
the Orlealns theater, and conme to tire corner of
Royal street to look at the American procession.
After Colron left Butler, the latter continued to
hurrah for Harrison ill a defiant manner, as the
procession passed. Men in the procession as loudly
hurrahed for Tom Parker; and Butler and his
friends kept up tile cry for Harrisson. All this was
whilst the First District, or first division of the pro-
cession, was passing. Butler's foremost compan-
ions were Manuel C. Blasco, " Independent
American" candidate for State Assessor of tile
Second District, and John P. Montamat, formerly
a police oftiger of the Second District, since then
an Assistant Deputy Street Commissioner, and
latterly a member of the "Independent Ameri-
can" party.

Butter and Blasco were particularly furious in
yclJing for Harrisaon as the preaession passed;
and when the First District Division was about
half-way pant, one man in it put his hand to his
cheek and said, between a shout and a groan,
" Bah!" Blasco again yelled for Harrisson, and
at the samen time jerked a revolver, leveled it in the
d irection of the man who said Bah, and fired. At

One of
the men carrying the big banner of the Winnebago
Club let go the pole, and as the banner fell in the
street, he drew a revolver and started round the
corner after the assailants. At the moment, the
procession, or thlat part of it, was ibroken up; nu-
merous persons drew revolvers and started in
chase of the assailants out Orleansa street, shooting
as they ran; but the aseailants escaped by run-
ning into a coffee-houss, the doors of which were
banged too ant fastened as soon as they got in.
The coffeehouse is said to be the same from which
the Sicilian gasg issued when they attacked the
people at the solLs across the streetl dnring an
election several years ago. We cannot state posi-
tively whethe- hip is a factyg oan t,

The whole atair was over in less time than ire
take to tell it; bas over so quick, that the middle
and latter partl of the processeon knew nothing
whatever of it, till informed of it afterward. Col-
son, who had t 4e talk with Baller, was a square or 1
so ahead when the firing commenced. He at once
turned about and galloped back; but when he
reached Orleants street, the shooting was all over.
From fifteen tq twenty shots were iredt n all.

The followinrg was the result of the shooting:
Felix Trinchard, Joseph Roberte, Ned Bancker
and Walter yaett, in the American procession;
were all wounded, though but slightly; each` of
the first three famed being wounded in the hand,
and Hyatt in the leg near the ankle. It wasre-
ported that a fifth man was shot in the arm, and a
sixth in the thigh; but of these latter cases we
have no authetic particulars.

None of the Independents were hurt. Blasco
had a bullet to graze his neck, and three other
bullets pdssed through his clothes without touch-
ing his body.
