Jwoftce to the Public.
Comments being made in one of our city papers in regard to

our motive in ofering for sale our Common and BSnville street

line of omnlibusses, and ill the event of its not being sold to with.
Idraw aid line after the 11h of November, induces us to believe
hat the eaue for tile above aclion on our pat is but little under
stoed by the writer of said article, and perlaps, also, by the pub-

Ile, and particluhrly timt portion who live or own property in
the v.inity of said line, and by it are acoeamodated. There-
fore, in justiee to the public as well as to ourelva, we deem it
our dully to state that tile tre cause that have induced us, very
reluetantly, to adopt the courae we have in this matter, and to do
bwhch it will be necesaFry to refer bahk, and give a short history

of some of the omnibus line that have been established In the
lut eight or nne years. Durng the time named we have estab
lishd three lines, in connection with Meoars. Hart, Thom As
Co.-four lines on our own account, and purchaFed another (the
4iayou Roed line) from M.ess.. Rodrigues Co. Fame of .aid
lines bhae paid, and ome have not paid. Among the latter are

Cammon ad kanvrille strat•, on which a loes bh s been sus-
tinned, owing In p irt to a urity of travel, aad perip. a

grater part to the bad condition of the streets, which, in fast,
at times have been tmpF ble-rendelong it neeslry to abn-
don portiedwof the route ; and there apar to be nobetter proFs
pebt In the future, o far a the street. re concerned. The
ravel, however, i on thie hlererse, and much improvement bht

been made in that portion of the city since sead line bu been es-
tabllehed.

O7 r ihraIs street ine, Fter runningfor two years, for wat of

support we were compelled to withdraw. We might mention
one or two other ieb , quite similar to the above, but deem It
,nnefeery.
After rs ling the abshove, the public will very nturally ak,

why we run those line. if they are all the time l..ing money?
Our answer is: not that we are libral n to voluntrily work
for the public at a los, for we lay elam to a snch philanthro-
pie ets; but the reason is this, we supposed id lines would to
time become rvluable: we still think .o, (iot iexepting even
Common and lenville streets) provided other modes of convey-
see do not supercede them and the Cupbnel does not dFal un-

justly wih th em. Therefore, entert0nidng that opinion, and
having all the llnea below Canal strt, except Bayou Rod,.
(whkich we have sinde purehaed,) ome of which lines we con-
sidered valuable, made us desirous to afford reasonable aeenm-
modation to the whole of the aforesaid Disriet, could we do ao
witllhout too great a lo. Iene, there being, a we have before
tnted, . reonFable probability that aid line. in time would be-
come valuable, (not foreceing what we have now to complain
of) Induced us to keep them up ; and notwithstanding said los,
we slhuld still continue to keep them running, but for the follow-
Ing reasons, growing out of an edent disposition, we regret to
.y, on the part of the present Cournil, to throw obstacles p in or
w.ay, ao far nthey hlave power to do .

And first, the railroad question, . ow we don't pretend to .y
that owning of omnibathn gives us the right to object to rallroads
if the p.lbtc conaider them a superior mode of eonveyance and
wish to adopt them; but what we do may is, that In doing this
the private Interest of a few Individ l.s ought not to be •erificed
for the benefit of either private pelators, or the city at large,
and in no place outside of New Orlens has this been done ; but
on the contrary. either a clause hu been inerted in the ordi.
asuce making it oblgdtobry on the parties obtaining the privilege
of building the roads, to bu out the omnibus ne (at the same
time laving It optional with the omnibus proprietors to sell or
not.) or have given the aomnibus proprietors the privilege of mak-
ing the roads themselve, fre of my bonus. The bshoe onces
!ons made to omnibu proprietor in other cities we consider no

mor than just and right. Thes, .e what we sk, but. unfoart-
muly, have g3od lM4On to believe w4li not be granted by our
prent Coundcil.

On the heals of the railrd ordinane., ordlnsa wu ilMaed
r•quiring all new omn3 bIha to have four inch tyre, a width of

tyre for that purpos not know n to ehrtendom, and which
would make our carriges too clumsy and heavy for moe pr of
mules to hatl.

We had ordered mverl new o imes, but when the abore
ordinanes were passed, ountermanded them ll, preferrig to
withdraw some of our lines, particularly tmeh a do not pay,
than to make further inveatmen. liable to seriou depreciaton,
and subjet to such aI FOreasonable condition, with no hope of
Indemnity for the one or abatement of the otbher- risk ad con-
dition not required of omnibus propritors in the larger and
more favored cities, where the business hF many advantages It
does not posues here.

It is also rumored that tiLe Council have It in contemplation to
raise our license. We are now paying thirty dollare license, and
I onaddii to1 which, our property Is s , and pay txes on

id asument the ne a ay other property, s.id licene and
taxes, together, mounng to about sixty dollars per omnibus,

which we beieve is mon tha is pald lmywhere else n the Un
ted tates, and Is certainly quite as much a our buarie will
warrant us in paying.

The abshove acsi of the Couneil (and others we might mention
If it woere nesary) show to our mind a evident dliposition on
their part not to deal firly ad ustly by the omnibus proprie-

tors of this city. They have been ppeled to n the matters

ompained of, but in vain. Therefore, in view of the shabove
fats, and to long a the present state of things exits, there is
but one oure for us to pursue, and that is, to look to our own
interest; for we are convinced that the people of New Orleans,
proverbial for their honesty and fair-dealing, do not desire to see
the private Interest of a few A didduals sacrificed, who mare en-
gaged In a businen acknowledged by all to have done a much,
if not more, tha any other to improve the city and add to the
convenience of the public, and will, therefore, not blame us for
discontinuing line that do not pay, or even lines that do pay, but
not enough to make an object to keep them up under such diad-
vantageous circumstances.

In order to giver parties interested (and outsiden also, should
there be any who wish to invest in omnlbm stock) an opportu
nity to keep up tile Common and Blenville street line, we have
offered it for xae, and will give the most accommndating terms,
and wil be glad to meet with some one among the property-
holders in the rear of the city of sumcient enterprise to assume
the responsibility of keeping said line ruunning, for we own pro-
perty there, and, In common with others, are interested in keep.
ing up public conveyance In that portion of the city. But should
no purchaser appear and the line be withdrawn, and if our inter-
et at some future day requires thie withdrawa of other lines,
and in consequence of which there should be any one in any way
Inconvenienced, we trusmt they will lay the responibility where
it propely belongs, and will not expect us to kep all our lines
In full blast until our mroutes are superceded by other modes of
conveyance, anid a portion of our property deprecilated, perhaps,
from fifty to seventy-five per cent., without any provision Lbeing
made for our indemnification.
