Afrssra.Editors-The ship Trenton, Capt. Thomp-
son, has arrived from Havana, having been char-
tered by the French Consul to take the cargo of
the French ship Circe, lately ashore on the Mar-
quisas, to Cherbourg. She receives $11,600 for the
charter. She has commenced taking in the heavy
timber. Salvage allowed the wreckers for assist-
ance to the French ship Circe $5,070.

The brig Wabash has been discharged, but no
repairs have been put upon her. The Admiralty
Court have tried the case of pilot Geiger against
this brig. The Judge's decision gives the pilot for
towing her into the harbor $300.

The British schooner Clyde, Capt. Sanders, ar-
rived the 14th from Nassau with the crew of the
brig Magnet, lost at Orange Key while in a voy-
age from New York to Key-West. Some seven
hundred barrels of the cargo 'had been saved dry,
and would be sent here from Nassau. The salvage
upon the property saved was 40 per cent.

The brig Trewith, from New York, reports an
unknown bark at anchor near the Gingerbread
Grounds. She had been ashore, and was assisted
of by the wreckers. She had double top-sails,
was clipper-built, painted black and had a flash
deck. The wreckers were to take her to Nassau.
