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THE ELECTION NEXT MONDAY.

A regular election all over the commonwealth
will take place next Monday, The Democrats
have their duly nominated State ticket in the field,
and no have the Oppositionists; and the respective
merits of each have been widely and thoroughly
discussed by their respective advocates.

Tihe Opposition State ticket is made up of the
best sort of material. All the names on it belong
to men of the highest character and standing-men
who would fill creditably any position they might
assume the responsibility of-aend should it suc:cecd,
tihe people of the State will have good reason to
be iproud of tie choice they have made.

We sljall vote the ticket with pleasure, and
trust all our friends, and all conservative citizens,
and all in favor of an uninterrupted reign of law
and order, peace and lquiet, and an economical and
just, prudent and wise, administration of our pub-
lic alftirs, will do the same.

We have our doubts whether the
arch conjurer, down below, could ieat them if lie
tried his best--they are so expert, matchless and
unparalleled inl skill. But whether the masses of
tihe people will allow themselves to be made actors
ill these extraordinary performances is another
matter. We strongly incline to tile opinion tlhat
they will repudiate anI alliance with conjurers and
nlagiianrs, and g et upi a representation on their
own accounlt, for their own benefit and advance-
mlenlt-and nlot for tile aggrandizement of ,cheming
politicians.

Thle Parishi ticket Ihave been befoe tile people
for somce wceek. The Aomericanl parish ticket is as
good ia one as people ever had tile opportunity of
voting for, here or el-ewhlere. It is altogethler and
absolutely unexceptionable i iits comlposition and
making up. The men on it are Lhonest, faithful and
capable-are widely and deservedly popular, and
sih,uld and will be elected.

('ustom-llc,c e under tile auspices of tie archest
inltrigucrs known to thle political history of the
collntry. We haplpen to know some hnllldlreds of

gocdl e)cmorratc who emphatically rcpudiate the
unholylc alliance cOll0ulLmmated in the vast granite

edilice. The American legislative ticket is ac good
working ticket, composed of lawyers, doctors,
mnerchants, mechanics iand property holders, and
will make itself heard and felt in the legislation
likely to take place during tihe next two years.

We entertain a coccflcint belief that the election
will pass off peaceably and quictly, notwithstanld-
ing the incendiary language used and printcd by
those who advocate the pretensions of tile unoninees
of tihe Custom-nlouse. If any disturblnces should
occur, we venture the lprediction that, as hlereto-
fore, they will origicate witl the opponents of the
Amlerican party. And lhcr we we would caution our
friecnds, iand advise tlLhem to endure insult and con
tumely to the extremest limit decent manhood will
permit. Tile time and thie occasion, tihe past and
tihe future, alike call for forbearance. The good
name of our city, which we have tihus fur worthily
and honorably upheld, calls for forbearance. let
themn be patient and slow to anger, and not strike
until blows are dealt at them. By these means
they will triumph, shame their enemies, maintain
tihe honor of thie city, and preserve their con-
sistency.

That they will be purposely and wantonly in-
suited we have no sort of qluestion. That's tlne
game of thie arch intriguer of tile commonwealth.
lRiots arc desired, and if riots can he stimulated, or

TALK ON 'CHANGE.

It was active yesterday in some respects about
town. The advices received by thle steamer Amer-
ica were on the flags at an early hour, and caused
large operations in cotton, the sales going beyond
any day for tile season. Though the quotations for
consols show a decline in London, cotton figures
exhibit an advance. So much for tile influence of
tie consol market on tile cotton market. Our
young factors need not be under any apprehension
about tie price of consols influencing the cotton
market. Therefore, it is suggested to telegraphic
operators that tile price of consols can be dispens-
ed with on the flags of New Orleans, as prolrietors
of newspapers have to pay sufficient for otller non-
sense, irregular and useless dispatclles.
The weather was favorable for cotton planters,

dry and mild. We learn they are picking away
with all the force at their disposal. It is hoped
that after the nlinlerous comlplaiilts and infringe-
ments of faitll and honesty, more regard will be
given to the quality of the cotton now in prepara-
tion for market. There have been some recent
discoveries of false packing and plating. A transac-
tion ihas conme to light within the past three days,
which shows that ihlse packing is still continued.
Al agent and buyer for several New England
mannfactories, who ihas been purchasing freely,
had occasion to reject a parcel of cotton on the
ground of being plated. On cutting open the head
of the bale tile fraud was at once discovered. The
talk was, that the greatest joke of the season has
been attempted by the seller of the cotton contend-
ing that the purchaser had no right to cut the head
of thie bale or to examine the quality further, it is
presumed, than tile sample which was in tile
office. Possibly tile plating was occasioned by
" meteorological" events. It is about time that
the stigma and tarnish of the New Orleans cotton
market should be removed. Thie proceedings of
the several meetings which have been held by
buyers, agents and brokers, and tile recommenda-
tions to be carried out, will be found in another
column.

There was some forther talk on the flags yester-
day regarding the large quantity of cotton now
stored, as it were, on the levee, after being re-
ceipted for the several bills preliminary to bills of
lading being signed.
The question is that cotton, or shipments of any

kind, are not covered by the respective policies of
insurance until the same is stowed on board the
ship. Now, then, there are estimated to be on the
levees and wharves, 25,000 bales of cotton await-
ing to be rolled on board the ships and stowed
away. The question is propounded, in the case of

fire who suffers? The ship, of course, could be
held responsible, but what avail would be a claim
against a second or third class vessel for the value
of a thousand bales of cotton, the owners living at
distant places, and may, or may not be responsi-
ble? The talk is that captains can be held person-
ally responsible. Talk diflers on this point; but it
is a question worthy of consideration. Some years
ago, in the port of New York, one of Grinnell, Min-
turn & Co.'s ships, tile Henry Clay, while loading
for Liverpool, took fire and was burned at tile
wharf. The shippers sued the owners of the ves-
sel alnd recovered the value of the merchandise
shipped, merely on tire ordinary dray receipts-
tihe bills of lading not having been signed. An act
of Congress has since became law in regard to
cargo actually on board of vessels, relieving own-
ers of vessels. iBut cotton piled up on our levee is
not on shipboard, and the question may be pro-

pounded, when does the policy of insurance take
efiect? We have not seen one that covers cotton
in this category, and the enquiry is made of us, are
the 25,000 bales of cotton, more or less, receipted
for by tile mates or pursers of vessels, and not on
shipboard, covered from the fire demon? It is also
about time for factors and others to be consider-
ing how far their fire policies cover cotton now ac-
cumulating at the depot of the Jackson Railroad.
There is a vast quantity of cotton out there, which
has lain over twelve hours, tile time allotted for tile
risk of the company-and tlhe "stock" or quan-
tity is daily accumulating.

We have to announce that tile mails failed by
both routes yesterday, which will add another
feather to tile plume of tile new route contempla-
ted via Florida.

ARRIVAL OF THE FSTEAMSHIP AMERICA.

HALFvAX, Nov. 4. The steamship America, Capt.
Miller, has arrived at this port.

She left Liverpool on Saturday, the 22M ult., and
brings three days later advices than were received
by tie Nova Scotian and Arago.

The day of the departure of the steamship Great I
Eastern had been postponed sine die, and it was
considered ns settled that she would not sail for the
United States during the present season.

The details of the Zurich treaty have been made
known.

It is a mere exemplification of the agreement en-
tered into between the two Emperors at Villa-
franca, with the exception that the rights of the
Grand Dukes are held in reserve for future consid-
eration by asEuropean Congress.

The Spanish Government is not satisfied with the
recent offer made by Morocco for the settlement of
ae trlfflellty between the two Governments, and a
war is considered imminent.

The Sardinian Government has issued a decree
announeing a loan of 100,000,000 francs.

THREATENING ASPECT OF THE ITALIAN AFFAIRS,

Piedmont Dissattafied with Zurich Treaty.

LIVEnrooL, Oct. 22.-Of the 58,800 bales sold
during the week 2,300 were taken by speculators
and 0,000 by exporters.

Tie sales of Cotton on Friday were 8,000 bales,
of which speculators and exporters took 1,800, the
market closing steady at the following quotations
of the Brokers' circular:

The stock of cotton at Liverpool amounts to
519,000, of which 372,000 are of American pro-
doction.

The advices from Manchester and other manu-
facturing districts are less favorable. Goods and
yarns were slow of sale, but prices were generally
unaltered.

HloeS, Oct. 21.--The sales of Cotton during tha
week amount to 9500 bales. Orleans Tres Ordi-
inire is quoted at 115f., Orleans Bas 103f. The

stock of Cotton at Havre anmounts to 44,000 bales.
The London Money market was slightly more

stringent, although money was abundant.
Tihe amount of bullion in the Bank of England

has decreased during the week 339,000.

circular reports that Flour closed dull at 22s. Gd. to
27s. per bbl.

Sugar closed buoyant at an advance of Gd. to ls.

l.oonoa, Oct. 21.-Baring Bro. & Co.'s circular
reports Breadstuffo closed very dull, but prices
are generally unchanged. Sugar closed firm at an
advance of 6d. on the quotations by tile Persia.

ltatsntroot., Saturday afternoon, Oct. 22.-The
sales of Cotton to-day amount to 8000 bales, of
which 1400 were taken by speculators and export-
ers. Tile Cotton market closed steady at the quo-
tations of Friday.

A further decline in the funds is reported to-day.
Consols for money closed dull at 953 to 96.

lIVaeRooL, Oct. 22.--The treaty just concluded
at Zurich between the plenipotentiaries of France,
Austria and Sardinia, requires that the formality of
ratification shall be exchanged between tie res-
pective G(overlnments within fifteen days from the
date of tile conclusion at Zurich.

The Paris Pays intitmates that Naples, Spain,
Portugal and Sweden, are not likely to be invited
to join in the projected European Congress.

The London Times and Herald are opposed to
England's joining the proposed Congress.

The l,ondon Post, Lord Palmerston's organ, re-
gards the Italian compllication as having assumed a
very serious aspect. It also regards the positionin
which tie present state of the Italian question has
placed the Emperor Napoleon as a very embarrass-
ing one.

Tihe Post considers it certain that the Romagia
will be attacked by the Papal troops, and that at
the first mneatce of armed intervention in the lo-
mgna or thie )uchies by tile Papal troops, or their
Austrian allies, Garibaldi's troops will drive them
not only from the Romagna and tile Duchies, but
march on lomae and eradicate every vestige of
Papal rule.

It is relorted at Paris that the Emperor Napoleon
refused atu audience to a deputation from Bologna,
representing the Provisional Government of tile
Romagna, while lie granted an interview to a depu-
tation from the l)uclies.

Tile IlEnglish journals continue to draw attention
to tie immense naval artmanmtets of France, par-
titularly those at Toulon, where twenty-two large
sahips of war are being constructed.

Notling has yet transpired in relation to the pro-
jected Frencll aval and military expedition against
China in conjunction with England.

It is reported that Marshal Vaillant has recom-
mended to tile Emperor Napoleon the propriety of
occupying the Duchies with French troops, to pre-
vent the civil war which seems impending.

The people of Piedmont are very much excited
about the conditions of the Zurich treaty, which

has given great dissatisfaction to all classes.
It is reported at Turin that several Neapolitan

war ships, having been seen off the coast of the
Romagna, in the Adriatic, the Sardinian Govern-
ment Ilas ordered a squadron to proceed at once
into the Adriatic.

A rumor has also been circulated, which lacks
confirmation, that a revolutionary movement had
been commenced at Palermo, and that one hundred
and flty of the revolutionists had been killed in
putting a stop to it.

Electricians have been engaged for some days in
making experiments at Valentia, Ireland, the ter-

min•s of the Atlantic Telegraph. The resuet of
these experiments are comidered encouraging.

From Washington.

Under date of the 30th the Washington corres-
pondent of the Herald writes:

There is reason to believe the President will urge
upon Congress again, in his next message, the
neeessity of that body investing the Executive with
more discretionary power, to be used in the ease
of emergencyv from difficulties arising with regard
to Central Amierica, Mexico, or elsewhere abroad,
as now it is sometimes ismpossible to defend the
honor of our flag or to afford protection to Ameri-
can interests at the time when needed.

Additional advices have been received at the
Department of State from South and Central
America. Professor Dimitry had arrived at his
post. He communicates nothing of general im-
portance, not having heenthere long enough to
ascertain the exact condition of matters. He was
received with every attention due his position by
tle people, and ie states that tile very best feelings
are entertained for tihe United States.

Mr. Bigler, our Mdinister to Chile, is succeeding
admirably with thle Chileans. All outstanding dif-
ficulties are in a fair wayof a speedy and amicable
adjuistment. He has asked for leave of absence to
return to the United States, which will probably
be granted him.

The Presidecnts of the various railroads front
Maine to New Qrleans are here for the purpose of
making proposals to the Postmaster-General for
transporting the United States mail from Portland
to New Orleans. The time required by the De-
parltmcent for carrying the mnails, ic wicei contraoct-
ors agree to fulfil or forfeit their pav, is three diays
between New Orleans and New '.orlk; and it is
further stipulated by the Department that in tile
event of failure or detention at any intermediate
point, the contractors shall be obliged, upon the
arrival of the mail, to dipaltc thie sane iccedi-
ately bIy special train, instead of awaiting tile usual
timc for the departure of the next regular train.
The proposalas for bids will close on Tuesday next
at 3 o'cloek.

the 29th ilt. the six-story sugar house of Seth
Adams, on Gooch street, lRoston, was destroyed by
lire, involving a loss of about $130,000.

DALTON AND JACKSONVILLE RAILROAD. - Tie
Dalton Times of Thursday last informs us that
ground was broken for the Dalton and Jacksonville
Railroad at that place, on Monday, tile 24tht ult.
Speeches were made by several gentlemen, and
much enthusiasm prevailed. This road is designed
to connect the East Tennessee and Alabama Rail-
roads, and will form a complete link in the chain
of railways from the North to the Gulf. Accord-
ing to the figures of the Times, this road, when
finished, will offer the shortest route from New
York to New Orleans. The contractors for build-
ing tile new road are on the ground, and the work
will be pushed forward with vigor.

She was put out by one
of the clerks, who had caught her in the act of
feeling a lady's pocket. The lady was bleing
against the glasee case on the counter, intently ex-
amining some charms; the female crowding close
up to this lady, picked up one of the charms with
her off hand, and asked the price of it. The clerk,
looking at her, saw through the glass front of the
case that her hand next the lady was actively en-
gaged in feeling for the lady's pocket. He at
once came out from behind the counter, took the
female by the shoulder and told her to travel.

Just as he tamned the female out, the Chief of
Police came across Canal street. The clerk at
once told the Chief what had happened, and said
that the woman had just turned the corner to go
down Royal street. The Chief, apprehending that
it might be the same mysterious pickpocket whose
proceedings, in stealing from ladies at auctions and
in store., and other erowded places, had been re-
ported to the police at intervals for a monthor two
past, started round the corner after her. He saw
her, about twenty or thirty steps oft, walking lei-
surely along. As there was a great crowd of peo-
ple on both sides of the street, about the Post-
