'iIIE ELECTION TO-DAY.

We have but few words to say in regard to the
election which takes place to-day. We have no
long-winded lharangues-no passionate appeals-no
flrious declataation, with which to regale our read-
ers. We shall speak the words of truth and sober-
ness-shall advise as we think patriotic, just and
right-and no nmatter what the result, shall have
the proud consolation of knowing that by no act of
ours has disorder in anywise been countenanced,
excitement encol'aged, or anything calculated to
lead to excesses of any kind or description been
patronized.

From the beginning- -in this as in previous elec-
tions-we have set our faces against every influ-
ence, outspoken or secret, active or passive, of a
clharacter likely to promote had passions, lead to
turbulence or fbment disorder. This is a fact all
our readers will unhesitatingly testify to, and so
will the universal public, the moment the excite-
ment created by circumstances passes away and
leaves the head cool and the heart free to act from
generous impulses.

If others, less experienced and more excitable
than ourselves, have chosen to act differently--have
seen proper to use incendiary language, to make
inflammatory appeals and to resort to expedients
alone calculated to arouse bad blood and inducc
tumults-no blame can attach to us, nor can we
be held in the remotest degree responsible for con-
sequences. Our record is clear, positive and un-
blemished. We have pleaded for peace, and incul-
cated the paramount importance of the preserva-
tion of law and order. If our pleadings and incul-
cations have been in vain, it is not our fault.

We believe the day will pass off peaceably and
quietly, notwithstanding the persistent efforts to
the contrary on the part of the leaders of the op-
posite side. We have an abiding faith that the
people of New Orleans---especially the American
portion of the mopulation thereof-will, by no act
of theirs, forfeit the good name and fair tfme they
honorably acquired in former times and under sim-
ilar circumstances, when natters were about as
unfavorable as they are now-by which we mean,
ill as unfavorable a condition as mere partisans,
having nothing but parti-an ends to accomplish,
could superinduce. But for these partisans and
their managing chief there would hardly have been
a ripple upon the surface of the body politic of
this metropolis. But for them and the great in-
triguer whose political all is hazarded nupon tile
cast of to-day's electoral die, and their exciting
language, publications and acts, there would have
been scarcely any heart-burnings, strifes or jeal-
ousies, and not i single black cloud would have
lowered upon our mn:tropolitan horizon. There-
fore, if trouble shlould enoae and bloodshed stain
the progress of this day's election, let the conse-
qlleeios attach to the proper quarters and not be
dovetailed to thove wio strove by every means ill
their power to produce all opposite result.

We are of the confident opinion that the Amer-
ican party can elect their parish and legislative
tickets by handsome majorities, if the members
thereof ipt fiorth every legitimate and lawful effort
in their powerv . But they should not count too
confidlently on their strength nor relax any proper
exertion. They should strive unceaningly fronm the
opening until the closing of the polls to bring out
as lIrge a vote as possible, to strengthen their
own tincket as mlllh ia possible, and should work
manfully and energetically all the time.

Above all things we would caution them against
splitting tickets. They should vote their whole
ticket, one and indivisiblle. Their political oppo-
nents count largely upon the ticket splitting pro-
cess we advise against, and by this means hope to
get several of their candidates in office. And here
we will tell our political friends what may, or what
may not be, a secret. It is a fact, ne\erltheless,
whether private or public. It is this: You will
find plenty of men who will propose to vote for tie
entire American parish ticket, if you will agree
to vote for the Slidell-Custom-House legislative
ticket. Don't you do anything of the sort. Don't
you enter into any such absurd bhrgains. If you
do you will act ridiculously, loose by the operation,
and advantage your opponents. The parish ticket
of the Americon Party-naud a better or a nobler
one was never formed--is sure to be elected. The
Slidellians know this. They know the parish ticket
is impregnable; and hence they have all to gain
and nothing to lose, by trading off their own parish
ticket to get votes for their legislative ticket. The
legi.lative ticket is what they are after-and they
would, without hesitation or remorse, throw every
" Indelpendent American" candidate overboard, if
they could thereby secure the success of a Slidell
delegation to Ilaton Rouge, or even a majority por-
tion of that delegation. Therefore, we say again,
don't split your tickets, and don't trade at all with
the common foe.

In conclusion, we would advise our friends to
action, energy, union and activity. If they carry
out this advice, and, at the same time, do all in
their power to promote peace and quiet, we are
quite sure they will bear away the laurels of
triumph.

THE MEETING OF SATURDAY NIGHT

FIFTIL AND LAST GRAND RALLY OF THIE

OPPOSITIONISTS AND T E• AMERICANS.

SPEECHES, PROCBSSION, ETO.

Canal street, on Saturday night, offered a spee-
tacle worth the beholding. It was an immense
meeting: by far the largest of the present can-
vase. The large platform on the neutral ground,
between Rloyal and Bourbon streets, was densely
crowded, and crowded all round, filling the gronund
for a square, whilst the banquettes were lined with
crowds, including many ladies; the balconies and
windows of the neighborhood being also radiant
with life.

The field wao brilliantly illuminated with station-
ary lights, whilst the torches and lanterns of the
different Clubs added a ruddy hue to the glare
which filled the street. This, with the numerous
flags, banners and detonating fireworks, rendered
the occasion brilliant and exciting enough. All
the American Clubs from the four Districts and
from Algiers were present. The banners and mot-
toes of the Clubs we have heretofore described.
There was one new and very conspicuous banner
on hand; that of the Fourth District Club. It
represented a coiled rattlesnake, with the words,
" We give you fair warning!"

We need not give any extended report of this
meeting; for we opine that none of our readers
will care about reading long stories to-day.

Col. Field called the meeting to order at the
proper time, and read the names of a great many
gentlemen as officers of the night, which we are
obliged to omit.

Mr. Mazereau, before taking the chair, made a
brief and spirited speech, particularly pertinent to
this, the last meeting of the canvass.

Mr. Durant was the first regular speaker. His
speech was still different from his former speeches,
and displayed his exhaustless talent in dishing up
the politics of the day. Upon the mention of
Stephen A. Douglas, that gentleman was gallantly
cheered. He concluded with an assurance that he
would do his best to promote peace during Mon.
day's election, and that if the Opposition victory
should deprive one man of his vote or shed one
drop of blood, he would reject that victory with
indignation and horror. Mr. Duiant was much
cheered throughout his speech, and honored with
a rouser at the close..

Mr. Blocker next addressed the meeting, in ful-
filment of his promise previously given. The pub-
lic expectation was more than realized. He kept
his hearers in a constant alternation of applause
and laughter. He spoke principally of the Slidell
Democracy, and the Independent American party,
and the candidates and leaders of those parties, or
Utat party. Colonel Marks of the Post-Ofice,
Henry C. Miller, Charley Drenx, and others, were
attended to for what they said at the Independent
meetings; the vein of these remarks being that of
a caustic humor, void of personal denunciation. It
was a capital speech, just suited to the occasion,
anl was hugely relished by all who were lucky'
enough to be within hearing of it. He concluded
with a few spirited and eloquent observations ia
regard to the Democratic taunt that the American
party is dissolved. He predicted that the party
wouhl not die till the sounding of the last truml
by the Angel of the Apocalypse.

So great- was the multitude that but a portioa
could get within hearing of the loud voices of
Messrs. Durant and Blocker. In consequencee
those who could'nt get near the front assemblet
at the back of the platform• and called for speak,
itg on that side. The call was answered by Col.
Field. Whilst Mr. Durant was yet speaking, thl
Colonel addressed a great crowd from the opposite
side of the platform. He also dressed up the De-
mocratic orators of the past week, and was in this
quite as trenchant and humorous as Mr. Blockee.
The spectacle offered, that of speeches on each
side of a platform, was one we never saw in thh
city before, and was the natural result of the gredt
extent of the multitude.

Col. Field, on his side of platform, was followed
by John Henderson. Jr., who reviewed preserit
issues and the corruptness of the National and
State administrations, in his usual vigorous and
telling style.

When the last speech was finished the meeting
adjourned and the American Clubs consolidatdd
and marched off in a procession, which was a prt)-
cession. All the Clubs being out in full strength,
the line was about eight squares long. Tile disphly
of banners and lanterns was never excelled in any
previous year, whilst the innumerable torchts
borne by negroes gave to each street throu hlt
which tile procession passed the appearance of
one long and intense blaze of fire. Music aid
rockets were along in liberal installments, and the
enthusiasm of the processionists, as may easily be
imagined, was at a high pitch.

After parading the central and back portions of
the First and Second Districts, the Clubs separated,
with cheers and upraised hats, and took their
various ways Lhote.

The only incident of the night calculated to mar
its harmony, was a shooting aflitir at the cornet of
Canal street and Exchange Alley, the particulirs
of which are elsewhere reported.

LATER FROM BROWNBVILLE.

By the arrival yesterday of the steamship .Mri-
zonn, from Brazes Santiago, we received a copy of
alt extra of the Brownsville Flag, front which we
condense the following report :

Some seventy felons, under sentence ti the
prisona of Victoria, had been released by tho
populace, anld had levied their contributions on the
rich of that place. They have siace recruited
others, until it is reported that they have a large
band, whio are visiting and robbing the ranches,
and they expect finally to, make there wioy out
to Matamnora and Browusville. The daily and

nightly watches are monst unremittingly cona
-oned. Every citizen capable of ca-rrying ar
is in quarters, and the two twenty-four pound
howitzers and nine pound carromLe are posted
a three prominent points, which are defended by
barricades, while the entrance to the city is ohi
stniucted by others. It has been ascertained thai
Clrtinas has been sending out his scouts in strong
balieo, gathering up horses and driving off cattle.

Swas reported, at Matamoras, that from thirty to
forty of the des•eradoes, who esaped from the
Victoria prison, had snceeded in joining Cortinas'
hind, also that he had obtained scene 0000; but
it is not known how hlie got it.

On the 30th uit. a panty, supposed to consist ofab•Ot thirty men, sme into the graveyard, in the
immediate center of the city, and fired some thirtyshots from small aron, which did no damage..They were answered by a discharge of ennnister
from a field piece, but with what effect is notknown, for on searching the place in the morning
no bodies were found-the killed and wounded (it
an having been probably carried off. Severalranclhes had been broken into and money and arms
deminded under penalty ef death, and where auy
of either were foundthey were taken. The runche
of Neall had been broken into and everything de-
stro•yed, and the house woald probably hlave been
hburned bad it not have been of brick. Mr. Neall
andhis family had escaped to Matamoraos. The
mails and passengers of tihe down trip of the Ari-zonastarted via Point isabel, but learning that
thirty men were on the road to intercept them, the
passen.ers went up on the steamer Grampus andthe mala rere sent on the Mexican side, via Mata-morse, to Brownsville. The return mail for New
Orleans came down tihe same way. Several ex-
pressmen, who were sent to assist on the American
side, were taken prisoners.

All tihe cattle and homes in the vicinity ofBrow-nsville were seized, and the people of B. were
depending on Matamoras for fresh provisions.

Parties of men who came in to Cortinas, and sup-posed to be from Victoria, were nearly nude, but
on arrival at his camp were furnished with clothes
and arms.

A universal panic prevails, and the citizens of
Brownsville were hourly expecting an attack.There was a rumor that Point Isabel and Brazos
were to be attacked, and at which latter place
there are many pieces of artillery and some small
brass pieces easy of transportation; and Cortinas
has stated, that if he suceeded in taking Browns-
ville, he would carry the war ints Central Texasas
far as the Nueces. Many of the ranches near theriver are surrounded by Indians, who are supposed
to be hlterested with lim. The people of Browns-
ville send asl appeal to the citizens of New Or-
leans for hell, as they receive no news of the
troops and rangers expected, and as the roads are
bad there is no certainty of tile time of their arri-val. They hope, Ihowever, to be able to protect
the city until aid shall have arrived from New Or-
leans, even if they are not strong enough to punishthe marauders. The prisoners spoken of as taken
last trip had not been hung, but were still held in
durainee.

We can assure our
readers that the writer of the letter can be fully
depended upon as stating nothing butthe simple
truth. We trust a response will be made by New
Orleans to the call on her for aid; and to be at all
of service it must be prompt:

At a meeting of the ciLtrns of Brownsville, Texas. on the 2d
of Novemober, 13f, for the purpose of consldering our present
eondltion and the means necessary for the further defense of our
town-it being suggested by Capt. .N. Smith that -istnnee
could be obltaned from New Orlenns, and that the steamstlip
Arilen would be offered for the transportation of men immedi.
ately-and no certain Information eling had as to time the Texas
rangers may arrive, anld our town elng considered in great
danger of destruction by the karge force of the enemy now
known to be in its vclinity, the rooad belng blockaded, the malls
onll all the routes leading to and from the interior of the State
being daily seized.

well armed men woltd be bumcient, III cooperation with our
present forces, for the present protection of the towln unlil the
troops froml te interior of Texas shall arrive.

Arrlval of the Amnerea at Boston.

New Yone, Nov. 1. - The Canard steamship
America, arrived at Boston last night with Liver-
pool adviceas to the 22d inst. Her mails reached
this city to-day and those for tihe South were for-
warded this afternoon.

Her mails contain little general news of interest
in addition to the summary already telegraphed
from Halifax. We, however, select from the most
reliable Liverpool circulars and private correspon-
dence, the following details in relation to the Cot
ton market:

Richardson, Spence & Oo.'s circular states that
the advices from America by the Cunard steamer
Arabia, reporting favorable weather for the grow.
ing and gathering of the cotton crop, operated
adversely to holders at Liverpool, but owing to the
scarcity of Middling and better qualities of Orleans
and Mobile Cotton, the prices of last week were
fully sulported.

Jos. Hewitt & Co. report that the demand for
Cotton is good, but buyershaving been freely met,
the market is devoid of spirit, notwithstanding a
ratller larger business than usual has been •one
during the week.

They report that the better qualities of Cotton
are much wanted, and owing to their actual scarcity,
holders were enabled to obtain a further slight ad-
vance.

The lower grades and sandy Cottons are almost
unsaleable and were being forced off at low gnres.

The imports of Cotton during the week amount
to 33,000 bales.

The quantity of Cotton known to have been at
sea from American ports on the 22d, was 52,000
bales.

James Hewitt & Co. quote Middling Orleans 71,
Middling Mobile 7, Middling Uploamds 6ih.

Stoltenforth & Co. state that cleqe Orleans Cot-
tons are chiefly inquired for, Mobile Cotton being
less in demand and Uplands almost in disfavor.
