As we expected the American papers of Baltl
more tell quite a different story from that tele-
graphed to this city regarding the troubles that
attended the recent election there.

The Reformers
who really desire to reform what needs reform,
will now perhaps listen to reason and not treat
with insult the really influential men in the Amer-
ican party who would gladly have oe-opaerted in
any wise and practical means of reform, butwho,
by its unwise counsels, were driven from anjr. up
port of this movement. Theoh Reformers were
told at the outset that their course was wrong.
They were urged to abandon it for one that prom-e
ised success. They obstinately perevered, and no
reform is effected. There is a right and a wrong
way to do everything. These gentlemen adopted
the wrong one, and with a blind pertinacity that

they purnsued it to the end. We say to them now,
that if they had used the same amount of indus-

Kansas, bad resulted in four years of civil war, out
of which came that specter of insanity and treason,
John Brown.

Friday
and Saturday are doubtlessly tying, in'the Cairo
post-office, and will be forwarded is soon as it
suits the convenience of the postmaster there to
forward them.
