Co nsERce wiTr CHOIA AND JAPA•--The Nethes
lands Government has published a very interestin
official report of the trade carried on in the port a
Nagasaki, Japan, from the 16th of October, 1851
to the 4th of July, 1859, and the statistics givei
flattering idea of the commercial prospects whic]
lie before the civilized nations when Japan am
Chinaare fually opened. During the period referrer
to one hundred and forty-nine vessels arrived a
Nagasaki, and all foreigners were freely admitte,
by the authorities, the flag of the ship only beini
scerutinized. So brisk was the trade that the as
thorities were nearly overwhelmed; but still the;
endeavored to meet it in a liberal spirit, with tlh
exception of the Commercial Corporation, a sort o
native Chamber of Commerce, the members o
which have enjoyed a monopoly. Warehouse as
commodation was very much required. The Ja
panese junks coming into port were increasing Ii
number. Within two years Japan will furnish I
good supply of raw silk, but at present her ex
ports are not well suited for European or Amerieal
markets. Coal is sent to China, with a fair an,
s steady supply. A police has been organized ii
A Nagasaki, and foreigners were well treated. Yes
sels were repaired there satisfactorily and cheape
than in Shanebar.

BAD NEWS FOR TH8I ABOLWOaNIRas.--It is said
that the Virginia authorities have decided to hand
over Cook-John Brown's lieutenant-to be tried
by the Federal Court in the Harper's Ferry dis-
trict. The object of this is to have Seward, Gree-
ley, Sanborn, Wilson, Hale, Forbes, Gerritt Smith
and all others who were implicated in the conspi-
racy, or who are known to have been in the secrets
of the conspirators, subpsenaed as witnesses and
placed on the stand to tell all they know in the
matter. They are outside the jurisdiction of the
Virginia State Courts, but not of the Federal
Courts.

BRows's SrPEaC BFEOeB SeNeENsc.-Old Brown
has pricked the bubble of glory which Greeley,
Weed, Wendell Phillips and all his other Black .e-
publican coadjutors have been assiduously blowing
for him. He sets aside the proffered honors of a
martyred hero, and claims to be nothing more than
a nigger stealer.

How the Black Republicans will harmonise his
declaration, that he merely desired to run off a few
negroes from Virginia, just as he acknowledges he
had done from Missouri, with all hisprepared para.
phernalia of a new constitution or the United
States, with its Cabinet officers and Commander-in
Chief of its armies, all regularly appointed andacommissioned in Canada, we have yet to see. To
us the whole thing looks supremely ridiculous, and
we should not wonder if Greeley would now be
willing that Old Brown's epitaph be written at once,
instead of waiting for that undefined but high
sounding period of time to which he at first wished
it to be deferred. The fact is, Brown has stultified
them all, and gone very far towards proving him-
self a piousliar as well as a pious ruiffian. Wehope
Kagi, the Tribune's correspondent, will give'us his
version of the plot; and when Seward, Giddings,
Gerritt Smith, Greeley, and all the other conspira-

d tors and accessories before the fact are brought
into Court on the trial of Cook, we shall get a
further insight into it.
y In Brown's speech there are some points worth
noticing. He acknowledges the truthfulness of the
witnesses, and his entire satisfaction with the treat-
ment he has received from the Court, but he claims
that he should not be punished for what he has
done. He never intended murder or treason. It
is true he committed both, but, clinging to Seward's
higher law, he believes that it was right for him to
do so. This is the logical result of the Black Re-
publican teachings, and forms the "irrepressible
conflict" of the brutal and bloody Rochester mani-
festo. In this path of treason Brown and Wendell
Phillips are but a step in advance of Seward and
Hlorace Greeley ; these are closely followedby Cor-
win and Wilson, and behind them march the rest of
the party, all advancing on the same broad way of
treason to the constitution and murder of their

f fellow-citizens. The palliatives that Brown alleges
in his speech are those inculcated by the orators of
the party and repeated by their humbler fsllswers.
How few of these reflect that their conrse leads
them to treason, and for this the law prescribes the-penalty. [N. Y. Herald.

THE GRE.oT NORTHERxN RAlROAD FROM MOBILE.-
From the Mobile Tribune of Tuesday we extract
the following :

It may be remembered that when an election
was ordered to take the sense of the people
whether the city authorities should aid the Great
Northern road by the issuance of bonds to be
loaned to tie Company, that we took some pains
to point out the illegality of the proceeding and re-
commended a postponement of the election for
further legislation. Our advice was not heeded,
and we were probably regarded as silly carpers
-not worthy of notice. We find by mesageof the
Mayorto the Board, on the lot, that, at last, that
official and the company's attorney, R. H. Smith,
Esq., have adopted our views. The Mayor says :

1 amsatisfled that the ct of the General Assem-
bly, under wiich the tax payers, by vote, sanc-
tioned thce empo ering the authorities of the city
to extend aid to that company by the loan of
bonds, does not explicitly authorize the providing
by taxation for a sinking fund, or tIre payment of
interests on such bonds, until such time as by com-
pletion of tie road the Company, frtm its earn-
ings, may be able to make tach provisions. It is
also believed that the proceedings by which the
vote of the tax payers was taken were not in
strict accordance withi the requirements of te law.

It is suggested that "additional legislaticn"
should be obtained, and we are informed that a
Sbill to be laid before tile Legislature has been
drawI l withc great care.
