From 1BrownstlUe.

The Galveston News, of Tuesday last, lmtithes
the following interesting letter:

saow•'ve Nor. 5, .k..
dO.. News :-I wrote you on te23d f October,

that Col. Laronco with seventy Mexican soldiers
was expected to Join our Brownsville volunteers
and give Cortinas a fight on the next day. The
fight was commenced on the 24th, as was expected,
under encouraging circumstances, but ended in a
general roent of oaur little army, as yon have pro-
bably learned before this.

Cortinas managed a retreat from his fortification,
so that he drew our men into an ambuscade, where
the gun carriages and males became bogged, and
both pieces of artillery were abandoned to the
enemy.

By an hour after dark, our men commenced ar-
riving in town, some on foot, others on horse,
mules and asses, mostly double and many of them
without arms. Many of the fngiives did not arrive
until morning. Of course such a defeat, connect-
ed with the fact that our enemy had possessed
himself of two field-pieces and an abundance of
ammunition, was calculated to enliven us who had
remained behind, to a little more vigilance.

By order of the Committee of Safety, every
house and store was shut, and every man able to
bear arms was required to step forward for a
general defense.

The enemy are daily increasing; every day
parties on horse hack appear in sight of the town,
while parties of ten, twenty and thirty are ranging
in different parts of the country, gathering and
driving offall the cattle and horses they can find.

Cortinas is making the Banelheros believe that
this is a revolution, and that heis going to retake
the country from the Rio Grande to the Nueces.

Last night, they attempted to enter the town
through the garrison, bat did not succeed; night
before last, they fired upon the town, from the
direction of the Convent tor a short time, and then
retired,

We have been thus besieged for thirty-five days,
and not a man from an adjoining county has come
to our relief.

We have called upon the President and our Gov-
ernor for aid, and we are promised Regnlars and
Rangers, but the Regulars are to come from Fort
Clark by land, with three batteries, a distance of
aix hundred miles, and the Rangers are to be en-
listed and equipped, and to march upward of three
hundred miles before any aid can be rendered.

Where are the old Texiaus of Galveston, Harris,
Fort Bend, Austin, Washington, Montgomery and
Grimes, and why do not some of them come out
and assist is a free fight? They will find plenty of
beef for thelselvea and grass for their horses.
And they need have no fear of this affair being
ended before they can arrive.

The hiexican authorities are pretending to guard
the right bank of the Rio Grmnde for the purpose
of preventing Cortinas and his men from crossing
over, but I regard them as a pretence only; for
before his massacre he and his men were allowed
to return to Matamoras with their arms and horses,
where they were publicly cheered and encouraged,
and not a step token towards his arrest; and they
may disguise the matter as they please, but the
fact is, that at the time of the massacre, Cortinas
commissioned in the Mexican service and drew ra-
tions and pay for thirty men who were with him
upon his murderous trip. As it is time to mount
guard I must close.

From New Mextco.
In the St. Louis Republican ate find the follow-

ing: Do

News has reached here, that on the 2lst instant
a battle was fought at the crossing of the Del
Norte, and immediately on the road to a place
called Cinaho's, between the Utah Indians, and it is
reported that many Mexicans assisted them, against
the Arapahoes. Some state that the whole force
of the Arapahoes, twenty-two in number, were all
killed. The Utahs lost one man and one woman.
We here look for considerable fighting this winter
among the Indians, and we may get mixed up in
the matter.

White men, to the number of some ten, have
been killed by these same Utah Indians, and we or
tile Government lay still and say nothing, only that
we still give them presents and hold talks with
them. It I remember right, a negro was killed by
tile Navajo Indians, and we sent troops to chas-
tise them, but in this instance nothing is done.
Why is not our countrymen worth as much as a
negro? If not, why the sooner we know this the
better. We will then attempt to take care of our-
selves, and not depend on the army for protection.
I hope that the United States will bring those mur-
derers, the Utahs, to a strict accountability for
their frequent outrages upon our people. To my
certain knowledge the agent here, Kit Carson, has
done all in his power to bring these Indians to
punishment, but so far has failed. He has written
to the Superintendent at Santa Fd, advising him of
their violent outrages, but the answer has been:
"Cannot you go and have a talk with them, after
killing our people?" This he did not do, and for
one I fully approve of his acts.

Mr. Maxwell should state why war was made
upon the Navajos for the murder of a negro, when
no notice is taken of the murder of half a score of
white men. The black man in question was a
favorite servant of Col. Bonneville, commander of
the military post; and it seems that the Govern-
ment had confined to him the discretion of making
war for any reason he thought sufficient. Many
white men had been killed previously by the Na-
vajos, and many other outrages committed, but
this touched the Colonel more closely than would
the murder of forty teamsters or emigrants-con-
sequently he scourged the savages back to their
strongholds. Now it is devoutly to be desired that
if the Navajos have assumed their old tricks,
those who have in their hands the war-making
power should be the first sufferers.

HOSTILITY OF THE INDIANs.-A party of young
men, five in number, wlho left this city some weeks
since for a buffalo hunt, had, on their return trip,
quite an exciting adventure with a party of In-
dians, supposed tobe Clheyenes.

At the time they were about 120 miles west of
Fort liley, and 30 west of Saline, the most western
settlement on the Smoky Hill and Saline. Early
in the morning, excited by suspicionus movements
they had observed on the part of some Indians,
they broke up and started eastward, urging their
ponies as fast as possible. They soon discovered
they were pursoued by a large body of mounted In-
dians, at least fifty or sixty nuumber. Shots were
exchanged several times in the course of the chase,
which had the effect of keeping the pursuers at a
respectable distance.

After traveling some fifteen miles they met a
carty of hunters, with three wagons and oxen-
Thlese were going westward. The first party in.
formed them of the character and object of the In-
dians, but were not believed. There were some
fifteen men with the teams, and they ridiculed the
idea of thie Indians being hostile, and declared
those seen in the distance to be Kass.

Onr friends being the smallest party, and finding
it no use to argue with the other, pushed on east,
secretly glad of the folly whidch would relieve them
of danger. The last they saw of tile incredulous
hulteri was tihe oxen ad men a mile or two il the
distance, with thleir heads turned eastward, coming
at thie top of their speed, and closely pcrsued by
tihe lndians. The first party kelpt off that day,
reaching Saline after sundown, very glad to have
escaplced. They ceard nothling of thie other, but
think it liikely that from their numbers they were
likely to escape, or if attacked, to defend them-
selves successfully.
There is no doubt of tile hostility of the different

tribes who roam over the central prairies of Kansas.
The increasing extent and emigration lhas startled
them to desperation by the fear of losing their
finest iunting grounds, and also excited their cu-
pidity by the amouct of property thle emigration
carries with it. Something ought to be done to
protect our frontier from their attacks.
