At a meting f otton buyers and cotton broker hold on he
29th of October lut, and convened for the purpoao of devising
eass to redreu certain abow. and grieane l existing in con
etiowith the cotton tb trade of New Orsan1, the following
eutetbouu were adopted:
L That the practice followed hitherto by fator. of osoerng

fr sle dusty and sandy parcels of cotton along with other
parels free from obeh defects, be diamuntenanedr by buy.er;
nd in order to do thl. the more oectually, dusty and randymttons am hereby declar.d unmerchAntabl, and faotor are
eommended to tll them paately on their own merits.

2. That lleir. of cotton cuall be held resonalble for any ju•lt
.eelamations for false packed cotton, the following elaua to that
d.eet being boerted in the broker', ale note, and sIee in every
invone rendered to the buyer: "Subject to claims for false
pakeld co1ton,"

3. That the prtutde of the Prw-Mo rtplaeing Iot bales of
atton without the conient of the owner be tantamount to a

eudulent subtitullon: that it shdal be treated as such, and
the fact reported to the committee to be hereafter appointed for
that and'other purpoe. for such ethon as the gravity of the
ueo may require; and buyers and thlpper. of cotton engage

thueghlve to ulphold the action. of the committee, eve"n if It
as-y with it the necelIty to diontinue receiving cotton at
such delinquent Press, or o dlong n It remains unden the open or

7. That a standing commitee, compriing fifteen eotton
brokers, be appointed to take action on Any violation of the tiles
adopted at this meeting, and also to adopt such other rules
aogt t llemselves to secure a more uniform and salilfactory

etllod of receiving cotton.
A re.olution refomalory of the method of weighing cottonmow in plalelle ws also introduced, but having been carried by

a small majority only, it is here omhted, leaving thie quetion
open for further action to be taken as noon as practicable.
