The Baton Rouge Advocate has a very pleasant
and able correspondent who writes over the ou-
phonious signature of " Letter Iip.'" We always
read "Letter Rip's" letters with pleasure; for
there is a quaint vein of humor running through
them, mingled with fact and fancy and practical
sense, which render them extremely interesting,
and besides we think we recognize im the authlor
an old and highly valued personal friend, who,
dive.et him of his radical Democracy, is one of the
cleverest fellows alive. If we are right in this
conjecture, " may his shadow never grow less."

In a letter from this city, dated 8th inat., " Letter
Rip" speaks of the election the day previous,
and is quite severe upon those naturalized citizens
who preferred attending to their own personal
business instead of tryinleg to "save the country"
by rushing to the polls, voting and electioneering
generally. Says " Letter Rip:" " The American
party started ahead and kept ahead all the time,
and although 'quiet reigned in Warsaw' you
could not induce the naturalized citizens to devote
' one day to their country.' The country is good
enough for them, so they think, and they are dis-
posed to let those vote who feel any interest in the
elections. I saw hundreds yesterday making
shoes, vents And trowsers, when tile Democracy
was endeavoring to secure for them their rights as
freemen and citizens!" Further along, "Letter
tip " becomes pungent upon adopted citizens in
this wise: "There never will be another effort
nmade to excite their patriotism, either in behalf
of their adopted country or of their violated rights.
Every person is filled with disgust at their puisillan-
imuous conduct, anld the Amlericans despise the
pono contemptible foreigners who voted with them,
andi hold up their treachery to the Democratic
party as an unanswerable argulment, that they are
unfit by habit or education to exercise the right of
suffrage."

Now this is, it seems to us, terribly savage lan-
guage to employ against tile naturalized portion
of our population, because many of them saw pro-
per to, mind their own agfidrs and let politics and
politicians alone. Ilad they all voted "Letter
Rip's" ticket, wiuld'it " Ietter Rip " have writ-
tenl them down as deserving patriote and chivalrous
citizens? Assuredly "

L
etter lip" would. And.

does it follow that, because they saw lit to exer-
cise their inalienable prerogative of not voting at
ill, they are "pusillanimous," or " contemptible,"
or guilty of foul "treachery to the D)emocratic
party? " It seems to is there is no analogy in thel-
piret-riers, ald that disappointment, or an excess of
bile, has betrayed the usually amniable "Letter
tip " into thie use of harsh expressions, not war-
ranted by the facts or circumstances of tihe case.

But, we have not room to comment farther upon
the various otlher points in " Letter Rip's "' letter to
the Baton Rouge Advocate, and must, perforce,
conteknt ourselves with extracting the subljoined
pagrgraph :

In some of my letters I hlave expressed myself
in favor ofel Legisative interlerence f'or the inlpose
of diliinishicng tile numler oif elective oifficers in
our city. There are solne that canll be withdrawn
without any constitutional interference, and each
one that can be thus disposed of will add to tile
harmony of our elections aed to tile lpurity of the
billot-box. When I)r. McFarlane esulltted his
admirable projet for a reform in our uni iccipnal
government somie l)emocrats refused to sign it lhe-
cause he made it necessary for the sultragans in tile
city to be property-holders and tax-payers ibefore
thecy were entitled to a vote, but it oet my entire
aplproval, and if our Legislature would pass a law
giviig tile power to vote inl municipal elections to
those alone interested in it, (the tax-payers) it
would go far to secure an economic expenditure of
their money, and would conduce not only to per-
manent improvemlent of tile city, but would guar-
antee to all thie protection of their persons and
rights. T'fhe poliee would be improved a feeling
of security would soon become general. Such a
lair would meet the hearty concurrence of all who
are taxed for the support of a city govermcent-
and there would be no serious opeposition witl a
majority of those who do not pay a red cent into
the city treasury.

Tile above suggestion is deserving serious con-
sideration, and emanating as it does from a leading
and influential Democrat, should exercise great
weight with tile members of that party. We have
been for a long time-although our confidence in
tile virtue and intelligence of the general people
has suffered no sensible abatement-impressed with
tile idea that if the centrol of the municipal govern-
ments of all large cities was vested exclusively
with the tax-payers thereof, subordinate only to
the State Government, that an important, in fact
an invaluable reform would be immediately super-.
induced; and we have been unable to discover any
other mode by which universally acknowledged
evils can be eradicated. All other expedients are
likely to prove temporary. Tile root of tile disease
must be attacked and exterminated, before a per-
manent core canl be effected. " Reform " ntove-
menlt and "Independent" movements and " Citi-
zens' " movements, if they ever were successful,
might remove some of the excrescences upon the
surface of the municipal body politic for a year or
so, and--then tile disease would break out worse
than before. All history proves that such has
ever been the case, and we can only consuolt the
past if we would have a safe guide for tile future.
As natters now stand, we expect municipal govern-
ments to go on fromnt bad to worse, and when evils
becone intolerable--when a general insecurity as
regards life, liberty and property, prevails--then
some such refolrlm a tile one above suggested will
be bound to be adopted. We are not wedded to
any particular theory. Any projet that will ac-
complish the great object aimed at, will satisfy us.
All we wish is to make New Orleans tile model
city-so far as municipal govermient is concerned-
of the confederacy, and it can be done.

TALK ON 'COANGE.

The week opened yesterday under some little
apathy; in fact, general dullness prevailed on rue
Carondelet and environs. The weather, though
rather cool, did not prevent the usual gatherings
on the several corners. All the habitues looked
very comfortable in their Raglans, overcoats, and
so on, and the Bears seem inclined to take a hand
in the operations, which, by the by, in the great
staple were somewhat restricted, under the ad.
vancing pretensions of the Bulls. It was manifest,
so far as our observation extended, that the last
advices from Liverpool, say those of the 2d inst.,
were regarded with very little confdience. The
factors in general now ask llI to 1 cents for
middling cotton, which, at 9-16d. freight, 10ah for
exchanges, must bring, in the warehouse in Liver-
pool, 7.39, which is about equivalent to the last
extreme quotations, 7.1-ld., in Liverpool. We
continue to receive complhints of dusty and sandy
cotton; in fact, the Liverpool flags, it might be
supposed from the talk, were covered with cotton
dust. Some spinners and others, in Liverpool,
even go so far as to charge the factors of New Or-
leans with knowledge of the admixture of cotton
and sand. We suggest to these parties that they
come to New Orleans and examine for themselves.
They would be satislied of their misconception.

Of course the great norther which commenced
on Saturday night, with the extreme cold for this
latitude and at this early period in the season,
came in for a share of talk. The thermometer in
the outskirts of the city-that is, in the faubourg
Bouligny-descended to thirty-three in tile open
air, which was rather low for the 13th November.
The sugar cane has been unquestionably injured
or affected by the very sudden change. In fact, if
there was anything of a frost experienced in the
sugar region, it will curtail the heretofore estimates
of the saocuhrine. In July last, the prospects of a

good or large yield of sugar were of the most flat-
tering character. It has' been discovered, re-
cently, that the borer or worm has been injuring
the cane severely. In some parts greatly, in others
not so much. This is a new enemy come to light.
Though, if we mistake not, this worm or borer was
discovered in the plants which were introduced
through an act of Congress, authorizing a govern-
ment vessel to go " somewhere" and obtain plants
for ui change. If the borer or worm has been in-
troduced through these foreign plants, the sooner
they are discarded the better.
The receipts of cotton were light yesterday.

There is a general embargo on Yazoo, tRhd and
Ouachita river navigation. Tile large boats on th!e
Mississippi cannot bring in over three-fourths. In
fact, the Mississippi river appears to be drying up,
and we hope our "friend," Col. Wright, in his cir-
cular for next Wednesday's steamer for England,
will enlighten the frequenters of the Liverpool
flags-w-ill make a note of it-and If he can point
out or inform some of our good folks on the flags
where that abundance of high water is, so much
the better.

notwithstanding the late change in the weather,
which, of course, will be attended with frost, there
has not been any rain, and the open cotton in the
field has not received the least injury, though it
was talked of yesterday there had been some snow
in North Mississippi. We will wait for the next
mail before we talk of snow. Of course, the quan-
tity of cotton to come to market is one of the most
promitent subjects. We have expressed our views
that 4,250,000 bales would be the minimum. There
has nothing transpired that renders it imperative
on usa as trusty chroniclers to change our views.
Undoubtedly the great norther of Sunday has blown
off many- inward bound vessels, and the arrivals
will be few and far between for a day or two to
come.

The furtlher talk was of the fire in the Fourth
District on Sunday. It is presumed the time has
arrived for the inhabitants and residents of that
District to move in the question of a supply of
water. We are astounded at tilhe great apathy and
negligence which prevails in regard to this matter.
The old adage forcibly comes np in our talk,
" What is everybody's business is nobody's busi-
ness." Our city authorities are powerless. They
have not the authority to appropriate $250,000 to
build water work::. If they assumed such dis-
bursements they would be reproved ; and altlough
there is a charter of the most favorable kind, and
privileges for the organization of a water works
company, there is no action in the matter. If the
people do not desire to move in the matter, and
choose to allow property to be swallowed up by
the tire demon, we cannot help it. Fire and de-
etraetion folloe, destruction and fire, and yet our
citizens take no action in the matter. The City
Concil is autllorized to take so much stock in the
Lafayette Water Works Company. It cannot go
beyond it. If the people, the fundamental power,
do not choose to move in the matter, with the
freat privileges before them in the shape of a
charter, then we, as only a small and component
part of tile people, must stand and see our property
go to destruction. Eighteen months ago we talked
of this favorable charter of the Lafayette Water
Works Company, and a square of the very ground
which was burnt over on Sunday we suggested as
the proper place for tle erection of and the carry-
ing out of the intent and purposes of the charter.
Is it ally use to talk any more on the-subject, or
shall we await the time for the entire Fourth Dis-
trict to be laid in ruins?

The mails got " through" yesterday, after a
fashion. It is hoped the fashion will be improved
on. The next steamer from Liverpool will be the
Canada, of the 5th inst. If she should be boarded
off Cape Race, we might expect her advices to-day.

The receipts of cotton last week at Mobile were
27,023 bales, making the entire receipts for the
season 193,294 bales, and the entire receipts at all
the ports one million and one thousand bales, which
will be further increased by the semi-weekly re-
tuorns to-morrowr.

ToH WRECKaED STEAMISHIP ROBERT WATERMAN.
-The steam-tug Union, Capt. Taylor, arrived yes-
terday from tile wreck of the steamship Robert
Waterman, previously reported as being ashore off'
the mouth of Bayou Lafourche. Capt. Taylor re-
ports that he found the wreck settled down, with
the water even with her decks. Her cargo had
been taken ashore (supposed) by fishermen, and
the beach was strewed with empty barrels, broken
boxes, etc. INone of the crew who were left with
her were found. Capt. T. thinks that the ship may
be considered a total loss.

SENATOn Sc•MNER.--Senator Sumner is about to
resign his seat in the U. S. Senate, and, it is said,
will marry and reside in England. Gov. Banks will
undoubtedly succeed him in the U. S. Senate.

KL.LED BY' A BEAUR.--The Prairie du Chien (Wis.
couslin) Leader states that two young ladies, Miss
Ilaskill and Miss Pool, when swalking in the vicinity
of Fancy Creek, Richland count)y, were pursued by
two bears, one of whlich struck Miss Pool with his
paw, tearing her Breast to the bone, and causing
her death in a few hours. Miss Ilaskill escaped
with a few scratches. The bears were shot soon
alter.

CtuItots RLtSSTAN CUSToas.-It is a curious thing
that, among the Russians, the father and mother
of ain infant not only.cannot stand as sponsers to
it, but they are not allowed to be present at its
baptism. The godfather and godmother, by an-
swering for the child, become related to it, and to
each other; and a lady and gentleman who have
stood as sponsors to the same child are not al-
lowed to marry eacl other. In christening, the
priest takes the child, which is quite naked, and
tholding it by the head, so that his thumb and
finger stop the orifices of the ears, lie dips it
thrice into the water; he cuts off a small portion

He is inimitably funny, and
has the droll peculiarity of never seeming in
earnest in anything which he has to do, while at
the same time the gentility of his professional
walk. and of his deportment in it, saves him from
the aspersion of buffoonery. His comical genius
is loudly apparent in every word, look or gesture,
and before next spring thousands of the commu-
nity will be his debtors for millions of hearty
laughs.

As Lord Roebuck, Mr. H. B. Copland was intro.
duced. He is evidently a versatile man of all
work, and could look as ferocious in melo-drama
as he can humorous in comedy. He is the anti-
podes of Sothern in one respect, for he looks per-
fectly in earnest in everything that he does. He
has the parts for doing his business well, whatever
it may be, and will be popular with tie habil~ts of
the Varieties.

Mr. W. A. Chapman, "low comedy man," made
his salaam in the character of Bob, and was most
provokingly ridiculous. He is a thorough drilled
stager, and makes every wink tell.' Possessing a
severe, magisterial, Casarian outline physiognomy,
he perverts that gift of nature by devoting it to the
absurd end of making people laugh, ant the comi-
cal contortions which he is enabled to effectby tlhe
abuse of his facial muscles accomplishes that ob-
ject effectually.*

Mr. Leffingwell is the deportment man--the
magnificent middle-aged nobleman-the indignant
"parient," or the indulgent father. With the mer-
its of Mr. T. Morris, as the "war-worn veteran,"
the "genial old country gentleman," or the " hale
old farmer," our playgoers are acquainted. Mr.
H. Bland, in the character of Rev. Jesse Rural,
had a proper chance of showing what an excellent
"old man" he is. His personation of that import-
ant part could not be surpassed, and we are quite
certain that he will render most acceptably any-
tling confided to him in his line.

Miss Charlotte Thompson made an exceedingly
favorable impression in the part of idrly Alice.
Her style is brilliant and dashing, witlh a strong in-
fusion of archness, and it may not be a precipitate
opinion to say that she will adorn almost any
character in the range of genteel comedy. Miss
Sara Stephens was the Miss Rocket of the evening,
Sihe is a pleasing actress, and a manner of naive
shrewdness seems her distinctive trait. There is
not 

" s co
pe and verge" enough in Miss Rocket to

bring her out to the extent of a definite classifica-
tion of her place of business.

These were the principal members of the com-
pany who had to do with the staple play of last
night's bill, but it will take several performances
to bring out all of Manager Owens' strong force.
The play passed off swimmingly, and every point
made was applauded to the echo.
