The St. Lotuis IRepublean punhdt6 the following
letter, addressed by an army officer on duty in
Oregon to a friend in St. Lonis:

(AnPs Goo sD A omne , Oss•e,,OOeol•,rme. SS
My Dear Dodor : I have not written to you for

some time, for the reason that I have been so far e
the interior of the country that there was no chance
of communlcating by express with any pot-office.
1 am now so nearly home that I can venture tosend
a man into Fort Dalles.

I arrived here yesterday, with loaded wagons, in
twerty-four traveling days from the Valley of the
Great Salt Lake. In five days more I shall reach
steamboat navigation on the Columbia river,
making twenty-nine days for loaded wagons, or
five hundred and thirty-two miles. One hundred
and eighty-four miles of this land travel can he
avoided by placing a steamer on Snake river from
the mouth of Burnt river to Salmon Falls, reducing
the land transportation to nineteen days. From
the Missouri frontier it takes about three months,
at from twenty-three to twenty-eight cento per
pound for freight. By my route, over a good
road, well supplied with wood, water and grau,
we can make three trips to one from Missoouri,
therefore at a great reduction in the cost per
pound. I can see no reason in the world why
that Valley should not derive all its supplies from
the Columbia river.

I have now been out four months, and it will still
take me from fifteen to eighteen days to get home,
as I move slowly to save my animals as much as
possible. Most of my dragoon horses, in our ex-
plorations through the coontry, willhave traveled,
on their return to Walla Walia, nineteen hundred
miles, about the second longest march on record
in our army, in one summer. Genural Kearney
made twenty-one hnndred miles in one hundred
consecutive days, if I remember correctly, and
that march has never been equaled in any country.
I do not remember hearing of anything coming up
even to nineteen hundred. We have not losta
horse on the trip. All look well and could gofurther ifrequired. This speaks very well for the
grass in the country over which we have passed,
0s they have had nothing else. I visited Sal Lake

In my travels, saw Governor and Mrs. Cumming;
took dinner and tea with them. I can assure yon
that I felt far more secure in the mountains, sour-
rounded by hostile Indians, than in the valley of
Salt Lake, surrounded by a Mormon population.
There was scarcely a day passed while I was there
that some vile deed was not perpetrated oupon a
Gentile. At Camp Floyd, forty miles south of Salt
Lake City, I met many of my old army friends, and
opent n few days quite pleasantly. General John-
ston is an agreeable gentleman and very popular
as a commander; justly so, I should think. If he
had his way he would not hesitate a moment Is
drive those Mormon people, with all their mon-
strous and rebellions ideas, out of the valley, and
hreak up that iniquitous people. I can scarcely
describe to you how much incensed the army andl
all good people are against Brigham Young and
those miserable leaders of Mormondom.

Besides performing the service of a survey, we
have protected the large emigration into Oregon
this season the Indians not having committed anyacts of violence, although they avowed their do-
termiamtion not to allow the emigrants to pass
through their country. I have with me now four
families, whom I found destitute hundreds of miles
from their destination without transportation and
without food. I have brought them in and fed
them for along time. They keep continually say.
ing, what would we have done if you had not
been on' the road? There are nine men, four
women and fifteen children.

Naval Armaments.

The Paris correspondent of the London Morning
Herald says:

I have had the opportunity of talking with a sci-
entific manjust returned from Toulon. At Toulon
there are at the present moment no less than 22
slips for building line of battle ships and heavy
corvettes ; and every one of those slips are occu-
pied by the shell of a vessel, at which the ship-
wrights are working from dawn until twilight.
Moreover, fifteen line of battle ships are in harbor
en commission de port; a fortnimght would be
amply sufficientto prepare them for sea, and a
telegraph from the Minister of Marine in Paris
would provide them at a day's notice with numer-
ous and well trained crews. All these vessels
mount rifled guns. At anchor in the roadstead may
be seen the ungainly hulls of the floating batteries,
each with its full complement of coals, men, guns
and powder. These batteries may not sail well;
they may behave very badlyin a steaway, buthey
are armed with fifty rifled fifty pounders, and as
they are invulnerable, cased entirely with the new
iron plates, their fire in a naval action would be as
deadly as that of a crack frigate.

While on the subject of these floating batteries,
allow me to point out a terrible mistake which
your naval authorities have fallen into. From sun-
dryaragraphs which have recently appeared in
the London paer, it appears that the old floating
batteries which were built at the time of the
Crimean war, have beeni used as targets to test the
Armstrong guns, and the shots having gone through
the iron plates, it is given out that the Armstrong
gun renders iron plates nugatory. This is a mis-
take that may cost us very dear when comes the
tug of war. It is highly probable that the old iron
plates that have been rusting for the last five years
on the sides of the Trusty, afford no resistance to
the new conical shot; but the plates which are
used in the French service, and which have been
exposed to the severest tests during the last five
years, tell a very different story In the first place,
these plates are not iron, but an amalgam of iron,
steel, and another substance, the nature or name
of which I have, notwitlhstanding the most stren-
uous efforts, been unable to ascertain. But the
composition is much lighter than iron, and enables
the thickness of the plates to be immensely in-
creased, while their impenetrability to shot, coni-
cal or otherwise, has been fully proved. The ex-
periments took place in this fashion:'

A target was formed with great care, exactly as
the section of a ship's side and was covered with
these new plates. It was then for six months fired
at three times a week at various ranges, tlre maxi-
mum of which was a hundred and the minimum
twenty-five yards, by unrifled 90 pounders throw-
ing round shot, and by rifled 0 pounders throwing
a conical shot weighing 100 pounds. One shot only
(a conical one) penetrated the plates; the head of
the ball lodged in the plate, and the concussion
was such that the remainder of the shot broke
clean off as if it had been shaved by machinery. It
is with these plates that the floating batteries, tile
gunboats, and the steam rams, are now protected;
and it is quite obvious, whatever may the merits of
the Armstrong gun, that the shot from it passing
through the old plates by no means proves that it
would be so successful against the new description
of blindage.

Mc friend ltad also an opportunity of seeing at
Toulon some of thie new transports, of which 75
are ordered to be built, and of which some 15 or 20
are already afoat. Independently of the crew,
they are built to carry 6,000 men. This sounds
ver' like exaggeration, but your nautical readers
will easily understand that such is not the case
whlen they hear that these transports are as large
as a 120 gun ship, and that they mount no guns.

BntusLNOAU SUooTviN BUrFFLos.-Blurlingame,
tile Boston Congressman, is stamping it in Kansas,
and regaling himself, In the interval of political
labors, by chasing buffaloes. The Kansas corres-
pondent of the Boston Journal says:

At 3 o'clockwe espied buffalo, six of themsplen-
did fellows. They looked as large as elephants.
They were standiug on the brow of a hill, with a
ravine at the base. Burlingame, young Barry and
myself startrd up the ravine, under covec of the
hill. We had been cautioned about shooting them
-not to let ourselves be seen, and if one was
wounded, to hide in the grass and lie still. We
crept within one hundred and fifty yards of the
animals, and took a good look at them. They
looked anything but mild and peaceable, with their
glaring blackeyes, shaggy heads and humps. They
were moving slowly towards us, and we were ready
to fire, when our wagon drove on the other side,
thie driver being curious to witnesstho attack. This
frightened them, and up went their heads, and they
were offin a moment, making the hill tremble with
their hoofs.

We drove on, seeing buffalo continually-hun-
dreds and thousands of them in all directions. We
selected three fine ones. Burlingame and young
harry started for them. About one mile distant,
they crept up within fifty yards, in the long grass,
and bang went the rifles. We knew their shots
had strnuck. The buffalo did not move for two

ainstes; then they began to separate slowly,
leaving he wounded one. Burlingame and Barry
reloaded, stood up and fired at him: he fell tinhis
tracks. We started, and were soon alongside of
thle monster i he was not quite dead, but we soon
dispatched him with a knife.

It took tihe whole party to turn him over. Our
men cut him up and out out the choice bits--about
four hundred weight, (they said li weighed eight-
een hundred,) and went into camp for the night.
We had fine steaks for supper. After that we
killed nine buffalo in all, and might have killed one
hundred, if we had wished.

TI e Fanse FIRE-Ase.--According to Voltaire,
guns were first used in a naval engagement by the
Venetians, in 1377, in a contest with the Genoese;
but English authorities insist that guns were used
at the battle of Cressy, in 1346, and in 1347 at the
siege of Calais. Small arms were certainly taken
in England in 1388, and were invented by Schwars
about ten years before. They were a rarity in
Ireland in 1489, when the Earl of Kildsre, chief
governor, was presented withl six muskets sent
from Germany. Muskets wore first used at the
seige of Rhegen, in 1525.
