29th of October last, and convened for the purpose of devising
means to redress certain abuesl and grlevance existing in con-

nection with the cotton tbnde of New Orleans, the following
resolutlon. were adopted :
1. That the practice rollnwed hitherto by factors of offerin

for sale dusty and uandy ptecels of cotton along with other
parcels free frlonl such defects, be discountenaned by buyers;
and in order to do this the more effectually, dusly and sandy
cottons are hereby declared naomarchntahle, and factors are

recommended to sell them separately on their own merits.
2. That tellers of cotton shall be held re1ponlble for may Just

reelamations for fale packed cotton, the following clause to that
erect being inserted in the broker's sale note, and also in every
invoice rendered to the buyer: "Subject to ehelm for fals
packed cotton."

3. That the prctice of the Presses replacing lost bales of
cotton without the consent of the owner he tantamount to a
fraudulent subtitution; that It hall be treated as uehll, and
the fact reported to the committee to be hereafter appointed for
that and'other purpo. for sch ation as the gravity of the
eM se may reqduire ; and buyers and shippers of cotton engage
themselves to uphold the action of the committee, even if it
carry with it tile neeessiy to discontinue receliing cotton at
such delinquent Press, or so lung as it remalina under the open or
covered control of the offending party.

on the day the cotton is received, and names the venl the day
following.
5. That buyers agree not to pay the charge of fifteen cents per
bale wlhleh the Cotton Presses attempt to exact from those
buyers who w•bh to remove their cotton uneonlpred on the
day it ie delivered.

.That factors shall replace Iron hops with ropes, unless a
Ipeela contract is made to the contrary.
7. That a standing conunittee, comprising Sfif•en cotton
brokers, be appointed to take action on any violation of the rnlea
adopted at this meeting, and ale to adopt such other rules
amongst thmonelves to securea more uniform and satisfactory
method or reeeiving cotton.

A reaulation reformatory of tile method of wesihlug cotton
now in practce wu als introduced, but having been carried by
a small matority only, it is hero omitted, leaving the questloln
ope for further action to be taken u oon as practicable.
The rate of drayages charged by the Pleases has not been
touched upon, as by the established city ordinances every bauyer
has the remedy in his on hands.
The standing committee of afteen broken to be appointed in
punmr ee of the above resolalion has been named and will
shortly org•dnle.
A document embracing the abovre resolutions is deposited for

signature at the parlor of the Crescent City Hank, and will be
left there until Saturday the 19th Instlant, it being understood
that the proposed arrangement shall be binding only it a suffice•nt
number of signaturea be obtained. A list ofr thse who have
signed up to the 19th Inst. will then be made public, and the
present arrangement be declared final or left open for further
action, as the case may be.
