Ed. Orescent-The ship Montmorency, Ospnte
Brown, from Mobile bound to Liverpool, reported
in our letter of the 10th as coming into port, ar-
rived the morning of the 11th, and anchored off
Fort Taylor. She has had one of our pilots on
board since the evening of the 2d, when she was
blown off the coast, and encountering adverse
cnrrents could not get back to soundings. She has
been as far west as Tortugas and in sight of the
Cuban coast. Capt. Brown says he was overtaken
the 28th October, when in lat. 26, Ion. 87, by a very
violent gale, in which the ship was knocked down.
The rudder sustained considerable injury, and sev-
eral sails were blown away. The injuries are not
extensive, but serious enough to make repairs ne-
censary. She will be detained here about a week.

The ship ashore on the beach north of the Hei-
delberg proves to be aswe conjectured-the Chas.
Crooker. The smack W. A. Wilbur, Capt. Pitch,
arrived yesterday morning, and also the sloop Ur-
quebangh, Capt. Stout, of and from this place, and
both loaded with cotton from this stranded ship.
Capt. Murray, the master, came down for more as-
sistance, and to advise with Capt. Welch, Agent of
Underwriters, and to select a consignee for his
cargo. Capt. M. says that a strong westerly cur-
rent was the cause of the accident, and doubtless
that of the other vessels ashore. She went ashore
off Hillsboro bar, at 11 o'clock the night of the 8d,
striking first upon a rocky shoal or reet n thle at-
side, over which the ship, striking heavily, forced
her way in an hour, and then occasionally striking
a ledge, drifted into the beach and was forced up
by the tremendous sea running high on to the
sandy shore. She lites in twelve feet water, draw-
ing sgventeen, and has eleven feet inside. HOe be-
lieves that she hasbilged, and that she can never
come off. The situation-ia bad for saving even the
cargo, and it will he difficult to get our wrecking
vessels to work aupon the hIill t haul it off, even if
they be able to clear it of water with steam pumps.
The only harbor on the coast is twenty-five miles
distant-too far to ran in case of a blow. The
weather now is favorable for saving the dry cot-
ton, which will probably be all that the wreckers
care to save. No news has reached us from the
ships reported by the Isabel above the Crooker.

The bark Genesse was in company with the
Helen off Hole-in-the-Wall the 0th inst., and the
brig Open Sea, of Bangor, was seen the 8th on the
Banks, bound to Matanzas.

The wreckers have saved from the Chas. Crooker
139 bales cotton, and from the ship Heidelberg 525
bales, all of which is dry. The two ships had on
board 6569 bales.

The schooner Eliza S. Potter, Potter, sailed the
morning of the llth for St. Marks.

The Br. steam sloop Basilisk, Thayer, sailed for
Havana on the 11th.

Later from the Rio Girande.
ARRIV.UA OF THE erEAMSHIP ARIZONA.

The steamship Arizona, Capt. Smith, from Bra-
zos St. Iago, which port she left on the 17th inst.,
arrived yesterday afternoon. We are indebted to
Mr. Hudson, her purser, for tihe following report:
The steamship Arizona left New Orleans direct

for Brazos, and arrived there on the 14th inst., after
experiencing a severe gale on the 12th and 13th,
with fifty United States troops of the 1st Artillery,
under command of Capt. Ricketts. On arrival,
learned that Capt. Tobin, with eighty men, had ar-
rived on the 12th, on the U. S. revenue cutter
Dodge, Capt. Hurley, with fifteen men from Indian-
ola, who stated that they had heard that the city
of Brownsville had been taken. On arriving at
Indianola, found New Orleans papers with a state.-
ment, sworn to by one Miller, that Brownsville had
been taken and sacked, after a desperate battle,
and that the Americans had fled across the river;
all of which is totally false, as there has been no
fighting since the attack on Cortinas' camp. The
aforesaid Miller mast have fine ears to have heard
firing at Brownsville whilst at Corpus Christi.

Adolphe Glevecke went to Corpus to bring the
Rangers in, and it is strange that, as he was there
about the time of they report, that he should know
nothing of it. A panic spread all over Western
Texas, and Gen. Tswiggs was about to send troops
to re-garrison Fort Monite. Capt. Pennington, of
the schooner James H. Taone, now lying in port at
Brazos, who went up via Point Isabel with an old
Mexican, were taken prisoners, but Cortinas gave
them a dinner and let them go. On the arrival of
the Rangers the second in command of Cortinas
was taken out secretly and hung, without a trial,
much against the wishes of the citizens. These
facts can be verified by many merchants of Browns-
ville and Mntamoras. Amongst those who came
passengers by the Arizona is Mr. J. B. Preau, of
this city, who has been in Brownsville almost from
the commencement of hostilities. The forces now
in Brownsville are 80 Rangers, under Capt. Tobin,
48 United States troops, 15 men from cutter Dodge,
50 Mexican troops, 100 citizens. Total, 293 men.

As regards the forays on the ranchos of Leon and
others, sworn to in another place in the papers of
the 13th, we have no information; but so far from
the Mexican authlorities helping Cortinas, the fifty
Mexican troops have been in Brownsville since the
first attack.

The men from the cutter and the U. S. troops
went up on the steamer Grampus on the night of
the 16th inst. Capt. Tobin intended, on their arri-
val, to pursue Cortinas into his strongholds, and is
confident that he will route him entirely.

On Thursday, the rain poured down intorrenta..
and there was every indication of atlon ragay
spell. During the night, however, theelou el g
ed away, and to-day Friday, the weather i clear,
cool and bracing. it has been a week of queer
changes.

The heavy freezes in the early part ofthe week
have beendisastroas to the cane. The weather
moderated so far on Monday as to reader fires on-
necessary. A thaw has set In, and the conse-
quences to frozen cane are but too well known to
sougr planters. We cannot, atthis time,attemptan
estimate of our parish crop. The result will, how-
ever, soon be known.

The Livingston Reporter of Saturday last says:
Last Monday the mercury was down to sixteen

degrees of fahrenheit-jnst sixteen degrees below
the freezing point, and two degrees lower than we
have had It for three years before. One conse-quence has been that most of our turnips and the
more jqvenile of our cabbages, onions, etc., are
are killed. We have Inspected them, and find that
they are "deud, dead, dead." There is no hope
for them, either In this world or the next.

From the Ibervllle Sentinel of Saturday last we
extract the following:

At the present time of writing, Thursday after-
nbon, the rain is coming down very handsomely,
with every prospect of a continuance to the satis-
faction of all. As we conclude this paragraph,
some sixteen hoUrs later, thesun is uhining brightly
and a mild Southern breeze is prevailing, after co-
pious showers the previos afternoon and night.

For the last week or two tihe hunters hereabouts
have had a flue time of it in shouting ducks, to
judge of the quantities sent into town for sale.
For seventy-five cents a pair fine mallard dueck.
could be had. Theyare really delightful, the meat
is tender and juicy, and of an excellent flavor, not
partaking at all of a fishy taste; but the price
must come down, to make them as palatable as
they ought to be, or would otherwise be.

We have frequently spoken of the sugar crop,
and in a manner, we thought, as to give a true and
correct idea of its character, at least in this pariah.
But we doubt; and we have so been informed by
one of our most experienced planters, if our re-
marks are construed as giving a proper estimate or
falling off of the crop this year. If other parishes
of the State are like this seetion, a half crop will
not be made in the State. Planters here, whose
crops last year brought six or seven hundred hhds,
will not this season make more than two hundred
or two hundred and fifty. This is about the ratio.
Short as the crop was expected to be before the
commencement of the grinding season, the actual
experience of converting the jmee into sugar pjroves
that it will be far shorter than was antlcipated.
What specimens of sugar, however, that we hare
seen, arc of an excellent quality, and must bring a
good price.

* A SNA STony.-On Saturday last a young gen.

ice pitcher to take a drink of water, when a snake
darted out and coiled itself around his arm, fright.
ening him considerably butinflicting no wound, as
he was quickly shaken ofl It was a species of
mocassin not considered poisonous.
