sured, and the recipients have called for gold, so
that it can be stowed away in old stockings and
chests of drawers, to be lost by some accident or
another, as it is well known that gold cannot be
, identified. The amount of specie held by our banks
on this day one year ago was $13,934,000. The de-
crease in discounts is not so great as for the same
week last year, and to sum up, though our financial
t. position is strong, it has not that great and tower-

ing strength it had at this time last year. The rul-
ing of the Exchange market to-day is confirmatory
of this.

The transactions in Exchange to-day were larger

than on any day of this week. There was an ac-
tive demand for New York sight funds, and large
sums were taken outside of bank of first-class sight
at j dis. The counter rate at the banks was from 1
@l dis., and towards the close of the day there
was very little desire to sell at j, though good and
fair commercial drafts could be had at 7-16@} die.;
one to three days sight jt dis. The range for
sixty days was broad. There were buyers to the
amount of one million of dollars at from 1tj1l and
1. dis. for good drafts. A few drafts of unexcep-
tionable signature were taken at 1@01)j dis. Large
dealers in foreign were buying clear sterling at 109
down to 108t; then, again a favorite signature
would command 109t and a fraction over. Remit-
tance rates ruled from 109j@109L, with bank drafts
being held at higher rates. There is very little in-
quiry for remittance, excepting to meet coffee im-
portations, as also some other merchandise, such
as the cargo of Calcutta goods now beipg discharg-
ed, the value of which has to be placed in some
distant market. In bills of lading there were not
many drafts offering. A good many buyers of cot-
ton are in a position to move on their own indivi-
dual credit or hook. Then there are dealers and
buyers who insist on the documents; for such the
quotations closed to-day at 1071@108 up to 108k,
and one transaction was closed at a higher rate.
In Francs there was more talk. Some of the pur-
chases of cotton this week have been for France,
and those purchases have to be provided for, which
will in all probability bring out a large amount of
Francs next week, unless the posts in New York
are called into requisition, that is, by drawing on
New York, which makes it very favorable, say a
sixty day draft on New York is paid there at matu-
rity, by drawing on Paris at sixty days, giving a
credit of about 130l140 days from the date of pur-
chase of the basis in this market. In old times be-
fore the fast age of railroads and steamships this
financiering could be extended to six and eight
months, and some holders on the other side could
hold cotton. This brings up at once the great
question of that document system, confirming the
remark ofteg made, unless the cotton and exchange
should go into strong hands, the buyer and shipper
is sacrificed, cost what it may. We have no space
for further remarks on this important point, in
which so many and manifold interests are involved.

The market for Francs to-day was dull. Buyers
contending for a decline, under the belief that the
deficiency in the purchases and exports of ibttoin
for the Empire, say now 21,000 bales must be made
up ere long by larger purdhases. We quote: on
Paris direct 6.214l.1061; on other points 5.25@
