There were two deaths from yellow feares ilhi ti
eeston onthe 17th.

much died out. The Telegraph has the following: i
We learn of several deaths at Hempstead dmriag

the past week, of yellow fever, but have not their
names, nor those who have ded in Houston since
last Friday. Of the latter, there have been eight
or ten. It is the universal belief, however, that the
fever is all over. Our citizens are beginning to
comein. t

We understand that there is a movement in town
to raise a company of men to go to the rescue of
Brownsville. Quite a number have enlisted.

The Brazorla Democrat and Planter of Nov. 15 I
mentions samples of sugar from six or eight plant-
ers, and says it is quite difficult to tell which is sn-
perior; and if the whole crop is equal to the
samples, it is a vast improvement upon former
years. The Planter says that some sugar planters t
find it difficult to run their mills for want of water,
and there is a general need of rain.

The Jefferson Gazette of the 10th says:
Our streets are now constantly lined with cotton

wagons. It is thought that a third more cotton
will go from this point this season than was shipped
last year. Our merchants still hold out to supply
the demands of the back country-the extra
amount of cotton raised, making bagging and rope
alone scarce.

The Galveston Civilian has the following:
Thus far the vast extent of the grazing lands in

Texas, in proportion to population, has made beef
the most cheap and abnpdant article of animal
food to be obtained. Yet, in many parts of the t
State the complaint already has been raised that I
no more cattle can be fed on the prairies; andthat I
the herds are already suffering from the excess of
their numbers. It is probable that the ultimate
benefits to grow out of the great attention which is
now given to sheep will have quite as much refer-
ence to the question of food for our population as
the profits to be derived from wool.

A WorF In SHEEP'r CLOTHING.-In the Savannah
News we find the following:

Yesterday morning a man dressed in female ap-
parel, and who gives his name as Charles Williams,
was up before his honor, the Mayor, on a charg
of "sailing under false colors;" in other words,
habitually appearing in the gsise of a woman.

It seems that this person has been a regular so-
journer in this city, Charleston and Augusta, for
the last three years, always passing as a female,
and without suspicion as to his sex, until very re-
cently. During a late visit to Charleston circum-
stances transpired which led to the belief that he
was not what he seemed. These suspicions having
been communicated to our Chief of Police, caused
his arrest, when he made a full confession,in which
he stated that he had regularly appeared in
woman's apparel since he was ten years old, but
refused to give any reason for such strange and
unaccountable conduct.

This is one of the most singular cases we have
ever heard of. For years past this individual has
frequented our streets, in broad daylight, habited
and looked upon as a woman, and without a shadow
of suspicion resting on the minds of any one that
he was a man in disgluise. His voice, appearance
and manner were allin perfect keeping with the
character assumed, his face being as smooth as a
woman's, although he must be at least twenty-two
years of age. It is suspected that this disguise bhas
been assumed for some ulterior purpose, and, as
he has been seen frequently in close conversation
with negroes, a suspicion has been raised in the
minds of some that he is an Abolition emissary.
He has been committed to prison to await further
examinatlon.

ENGLAN•D ANn FaAsc.--Fears of an Inasion. ,
The dread of a "French invasion" is evidently bs
gaining strength and intensity in England. The
organization of "Rifle Corps" is going on in 1
every quarter, and almost every newspaper we e
open-from the Tmhunderer down-has a leader on
the subject. The London correspondent of the i
Manchester Guardian, writing just before the de-
parture of the Asia, says :

" Still the same uneasy feeling in the minds of all an
with whom I exchange ideas on the subject of our at
foreign relations. I am afraid that this uneasiness hi
grows more and more serious the nearer we mount
to the fountain head of public action. I believe it
will be found at its highest in the cabinet, in spite
of Lord Palmerston's persistent effort to put the
best construction on the words and acts of the
crowned Sphynx of the Tuilleries."

At the war office the rifle volunteer movement is t
being actively pushed. To such an extent has the
coldness between the two governments proceeded,
that we are told France will only contribute six
thousand men towards the Chinese expedition.
Meanwhile, the greatest activity continues to be
exhibited in the English as well as the French
dockyards. Three splendid ships had just been
launched-the Irresistible, 80 guns, and two heavy
frigates, the Immortallite and the Narcissus. A
considerable augmentation of the departments at
Woolwich was forthwith made, and such is tie
anxiety of the authorities to obtain an adequate
number of riggers and caulkers, that a bounty is
offered to artisans of this description, as well as an
increase of pay. [Baltimore Sun.

A NEW REPUBLICAN PLANK.-The Washington
correspondent of the Baltimore Sun writes :

A new plank has been added of late to the Re-.
publican platform, the object of which seems to be
to engage tie sympatiaes of the negrophilists for
tihe free people of color, as well as those held to
service. As the free blacks cannot enjoy, any-
where in the free States, tihe advantages of equal
social condition with the whites, it is proposed to
colonize them in sonme pomtion of America, out of
tihe present limuits of tihe United States, where they
can hbe under such protection as this government
may be willing or able to afford them. This pro-
ject originated with Mr. Blair, when Representa-
tive in Congress from Missouri, and it now holds a
prominent place in the remodeled Republican
creed, as recently promulgated by Mir. Bates, of
issonnri, who, next to Mr. Seward, is the favorite

candidate of' the epublicans for tile Presidency.
There is one objectioe to thr scheme, to-wit: its
impracticability. But, independently of that, it
would be a very good scheme. To colonize the
people of color, or even a portion of them equal to
their annual increase, would be a heavy expense to
the Federal Governennt; and if they refuse to go
how can they be forced to go ? The abolition wing
of tie party would oppose the measure, as they
have done thie Liberian scheme, because, as they
say, it would remove aun evil attendant upon
slavery.

THE AIa-Cmtrannnsr.--The National Intelligencer 1
publishes the following communication:

Gentlemen: In 1856 I published my views on
aerial currents prevailing on the west coast of
America and the Pacific ocean, and in May, 1857, 1
1 published in your valuable journal my views on
uniform counter wind currents in all parts of the
world, and showed, I think, that they are all im-
pelled by the motive power of electricity. How-
ever this may he, it is not now the point under
consideration, but the current which is to waft the
great balloon from the shores of America to the I
shores of England.

It is highly probable that all the great uniform
wind currents of the world are directed in their
course by the great ocean currents which flow
beneath them. If this he true, then, if Professor
Lowe will transfer his starting point from New
York city to the Island of Cuba, and ascend in the
aerial currents indicated by the Gulf Stream, he
may pass the eastern coast of the northern half of
this continent and reach England within the time
indicated in his programme. Again, if he ascend
at New York city in a current flowing from west
to east, lie may reachll the great ocean current in-
dicated by the Gulf Stream, and thus achieve the
object of hiis experiment.
