These are among the largest business houses of
Atlanta. A number of other smaller bnildings
were likewise destroyed, and a great many tenants
deprived for a time of home and place of business.
The Atlanta American of the 17th gives the fol-
lowing account of the origin of the fire :

it broke otin Beach & Root's building, of White-
hall street, occupied by (iovannini & Venaglia,
druggists, and David Openleimer, agent, dealer in
ready-made clothing, on the first floor, and Mr.
Wm. Houghton and his familm on the second floor.
The fire was orst discovered by Mr. Houghton, a
portion of his apartments being enveloped inflames
and tiled with smokeatthe time. Wherelt origin-
ated, it is impossible to say with certainty-as,
when discovered, it was already considerable of a
fire, owing to tle inflammability of the building
and its contents-but is supposed to have iret bro-
ken out in a kitchen in the rear, or in the drug
store.
Mr. Houghton had three children burned to death,

snd himself and wife are badly burned. He saved
one by throwing it from a window to a fireman be-
low, who caughtit. His wife, in trying to save
her infant, fell upon the floor, and either from ex-
citement or suffocation, lost her presence of mind,
and relinquished her hold upon it, and would have
shared its fate herself, had not he crawled through
the smoke to where he had last seen her, seized
her by the foot, and then crawling backwards,
dragged her feet foremost after him.

It is but a few days since we had to record a fire
and explosion in tihe same unfortunate city, by
which several other lives were lost, and many crip.
pled for life.

Want of Confidence it Napoleon.

An Italian correspondent of the Independent says
that ever since the battle of Magenta the French
army has lost confidence in the Emperor Napoleon
as a general, on account of what took place on
that day. The correspondent says:

I have the fact on the bestauthority, from a Cap.-
tain of the Staff, who related it to me recently, in
the presence of six other officers, returning, like
himself, from Solferino, and who confirmed his
statements, which were as follows: "You remem-
ber," he said, "tiat famous order of the day, and
the telegram to the Emipress after Magenta? Ho
said: ' A division of the Imperial Guard has cov-
ered itself with glory ! For a whole day it has susa
tained the shock of forty thousand Austrians,' etc.
Now, how do you explain that on the morrow, Mc-
Mahon, who had come only at the end of the day,
received all the honors of it, and was made Duke of
Magenta and Field Marshal ?" "Why," said I, "it
was on account of the timely help he brought to
the victorious but exhausted Guard." "Not n the
least," replied the captain, "

elorie F'hi•oire! I was there, and I can tell you
what nobody will dare to publish in France, though
it is as true as the Gospel. When the famous or-
der of the day concerning the Guards became
known among the first corps, McMahon's, a great
irritation prcvailed, amounting almost to rebellion.
'Since all the glory is always given to the cops
chitri, (they call thus the privileged Guards) let
them fight alone ! we will not do anything more!'
Early in the morning hMcHahon, sharing the anger
of his soldiers, went to the Emperor and told him
in what state of mind his troops were, charging
him with injustice towards those who had, in fact,
won the battle, and saved him (the Emperor) from
the greatest danger. Napoleon was surprised.
"What have you done?" said he to Mciahon;
"why did you come so late, after I sent you so
iany orders to come to Magentau' Mcllahon

then begged the Emperor to follovw hinm ; he showed
dim on the ground, strewn for several miles with

t'Ve iodies of his dead soldiers, that he, IMcMauhon,
had to fight and overcome the bulk of the Austrian
army in order to reach Magenta and join the Em-
peror that for his timely coming the Emperor was
enveloped by thIe enemy, and, finally, that his
Majesty had made the enormous blunder of taking
for the whole battle that which he had witnessed,
and which was only an episode, and the least part
of it! It was then, in order to quiet the murmur-
ini soldiers of McMtahon, that lie made the latter
Duke aud Marshul; but, ever since the egregious
mistake of IMagenta, tihere is not an officer or a
soldier in tie army wlho has the least faith in the
military genius of the Enmperor."

The old man is a
perfect wreck, and can scarcely walk arod with-
out support.

The whole party, with their tools and the case
against them, will go before the United States
Court for the speedy and inevitable result that
awaits it.

Francls Joseph's Fallure to be Taught.

A Paris letter says :
Francis Joseph of Austria has not learned any-

thing by his Italian disasters. His Ministers felt
strongly enough that behind the Italian difficulty
there loomed a still greater danger to the empre,
in the Hungarian difficulty and they tried to e-
suade him to alter the suicidal policy initiated by
Prince Schwarzenber, Count Stadl•a andDr.Bacle.
The headstrong young Emperor, however, has di-
missed Baron Hubner who was bold enough to
make such a proposition, and retained Count
Naclasdy only under the condition that he shonld
not bother himself in future about the system of
government, but should attend exclusively to the
duties of his department. Count Grinne's removal
had no political grounds. The Empress has
always hated him for personal reasons, and the
failure of his protegds in Italy became a pretext
for removing him from the person of the Emperor.
After the many recent failures of the Austrian
Government we are scarcely astonished to see
that its foreign office has likewise been doomed to

c aisappointment.
The Czar was on his way to his western pro-

vinces; he hadsummoned hsEmbasaadorsto meet
him at Warsaw, whence he intended to visit the
Prince Regent of Prussia at Breslau. From the
tone of the Russian papers and diplomatists, it
could easily be seen that this visit had some politi-
cal object in view, probably a termination of the
principles upon which Russia would unite with
Prussia us regards their diplomatic action in the
impending Congress. Francis Joseph resolved to
take advantage of this opportunity for the concilia-
tion of Czar Alexander, and even the renewal of
the Holy Alliance rose before the eyes of the
Vienna politicians. Thie Archduke Albrecht, Gov-
ernor-General of Hungary, was therefore dispatch-
ed to Warsaw in order to arrange an interview be-
tween Francis Joseph and Alexander at Misloviez,
the Auotrian frontier station of the railway lendinr
from Warsaw to Breslan through Austr:an tern-
tories.
territory.

Much to the disappointment of Francis Joseph,
however, tse Czar politely declared to the Arch-
duke that he had no intention to cross the Austrian
frontier; that, arobnbly to avoid delay, he had re-
solved to leave the railroad at some distance from
Cracow, and to travel by post straight to Breslau.
He was, of course, sorry not to be able to see his
Imperial brotlher of Austria, etc. This blunt refu-
sal of a meeting made a great impression at Vienna,
and forbodes ill for Francis Joseph. As regards
the interview at Breslau, we can, of course, not
even gess its results ; but It is certain that great
importance is attributed to it by all the Prussian
papers, especially since Baron chleinits, the Prus-
sian Minister or Foreign Affairs, with a great por-
tion of his staff, was in attendance upon the Prince
and the Czar.

EXTRAORDINARY STrov.--Tle following strange
story appears in the Union dia se r: Sir Edward
Egerton, nephew of Sir Robert Peel, has just left
Nice for Grame. This young man has beet occu-
pied for several years in procuring the information
necessary to discover a will made by one of his
uncles, leaving him a fortune estimated at thirty.
two millions-part of the fortune consisting of thirty
iouses at London, and an entire street in Edin-
burgh. Thia will, after the death of the testator,
could not be found, and all attempts to discover it
were fruitlees. In Angust last, the Reverend Mr.
Himmel, a Catlholic priest at DIublin, received in
confession a declaration to the following effect:
Tise olpelent testator some time ago sailed for Italy
in tihe Ville de Grasse, a steamer which sunk near
the Iles d'lHyeres. All his efflhcts and papers were
lost, but hlie himself was saved. He was, however,
afflicted with rheumatism, and having had to stop
at Nice, died there. Just before his death'he made
his secretary write to his nephew to beg him to
come in all haste, but the secretary, supposingthat
he would make a new will in favor of the latter,
and having a spite against him, did not send the
letter. Whlen he made this confesslon the ex-secretary was on his death-bed, and lie prayed the
priest to do what he could to repair I-in wrong.
Sir E. Egerton is now about to endeavor to obtain
ht Lan Grasse and Cannes, information as to the

precise spot in which the vessel went down. He
hopes that the trunks of his deceased uncle may
still be intact, and that in one of them he can find
the will.
