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A MOMENlTOUS MATTER.

At this time there is pending a question of greater
moment to the communities of the Mississippi Val-
ley, to New Orleans and the other cities and towns
clustering on the banks of and dependent upon the
great river, than any other which could possibly
arise. It is a question which involves to a large
degree the progress and the ultimate status of that
interior empire of social and commercial sov-
ereignty which the Mississippi was ordained by
the Architect of the Universe to create in the
heart of America-a question upon the decision of
which rests the issue whether the river shall be
for all time the great channel of the trade which
naturally belongs to it, and its cities control that
trade and thrive on it, or whether that trade shall
be diverted to the Atlantic coast from this avenue,
and the cities of the West be doomed to become
merely the stations and trading outposts of the
cities of the East, aiding and centralizing at these,
the consequent ruling marts of commerce, the
bulk of the export, import and interior trade, and
the exchanges business, of a continent; whether
New Orleans and all the West shall be com-
mercially dependent upon, and the agency in the
aggrandizement of, the Atlantic coast; whether
the advantages of the unrivaled position of our
city, as the gateway of the commerce of the great
West, shall be in a disastrous measure negatived.

These important consequences are certainly de-
pendent upon the decision whether or not it is in
the power of any governmental authority to grant
the privilege of obstructing the navigation of the
Mississippi by building bridges across it for the
passage of railway tracks-by whichl a double in.
jury to the West and Southwest is accomplished,
for not only is the navigation of the river made
more expensive and precarious by the obstacles
opposed, but at the same time the through rail-
ways thus accommodated offer a tempting induce-
ment for the diversion of merchandise and produce
from shipment Southward to the markets of the
East. Power is not always justice, and were it so
it is apparent that neither one nor the other has
been exercised in granting this privilege of bridg-
ing the Mississippi-for is it justice that the inter-
ests of distant citizens should be subserved by the
wronging of those residing near the river-that
one section should be impoverished for the onrich-
ment of another more directly interested; and as
to tihe power, does a State Legislature possess it
to grant a charter for the crossing of a water-
course which does not lie within such State, but
only runs along its border, and constitutes a bound-
ary line common to another commonwealth equally
interested, and, passing far beyondtle territory of
either, identifies the interests of many States with
the cause of free and unobstructed navigation-a
perpetual condition which is guaranteed by the
Federal Government under the treaties by which
the Mississippi Valley was acquired from its Euro-
pean possessors? The paramount principle of thus
maintaining it a free and open highway has been
repeatedly recognized by Government in organiz-
ing tihe Valley territories and States, the including
of the river within the borders of any one, and
thus affording pretext for the assumption of its
control, having been avoided with the most studious

This question, as to whether a legal right to
bridge the Mississippi can be obtained from any
authority in the land, is now being tested in the
suit which has been brought in the U. S. Court of
Iowa for the abatement as a nuisance of the bridge
which crosses the river at Rock Island and Daven-
port, from the Illinois to the Iowa side. This will
be the test question to set the matter at rest for-
ever, pro or con., and the most indefatigable and
expensive efforts are being made on both sides,
while several corporations organized for bridging
and obstructing the river at other points are await-
ing a decision which will enable them to go on
with or force them to abandon their designs. Two
wealthy railroad companies are resisting the prose-
cution which is being mainly carried on by the
public spirit of merchants of St. Louis, who have
already expended some twenty-five thousand dol-
lars, and the committee having the matter in
charge have spent about eight thousand dollars
that was necessary on their personal account,
which should, therefore, be refunded.

Whichever way the suit goes in the Circuit Court
of Iowa, it will be taken up to the Supreme Cou rt
of the United States for tie final judicial arbitra-
ment which will set at rest forever the question of
the constitutionality of the granting of the privi-
lege of bridging the Mississippi. All tile power
that money and influence can exercise will be
brought to bear by the parties resisting the prose-
cution; and that, too, must be supplied with the
material sinews of war, which St. Louis has here-
tofore so liberally provided and will continue to.
But the public spirit of her merchants has already
been too severely taxed, and she should have aid.
To what city should she so naturally look as to
New Orleans-a city more vitally interested than
even she is in tile cause she sustains. And to New
Orleans she looks. Her Chamber of Commerce
has addressed the Chamber of New Orleans, pre-
senting the case in its proper and most convincing
merits, and requesting that New Orleans shall sup-
ply the comparatively small sum of $5000. The
communication at once enlisted the most favorable
attention and action of our Chamber, which has
appointed a committee consisting of Messrs. John
R. Shaw, A. Brother, P. A. Giraud, H. T. Lonsdale,
Alf. Kennett and John L. Macaulay, to solicit and
receive subscriptions from the mercantile commu-
nity. Tile money to be useful to the cause should
be supplied with little delay, and we hope that
the liberality of our merchants will be prompt as
well as large.

Scaranoslo.-The Washington States says:
The Administration is surprised at the apathy ex-

hibited by tie antlorities of Texas in regard to the
foray on Brownsville, and has received only two
official communications-one from the postmaster
at Brownsville, and the other from the collector at
New Orleans.

Well, if the Administration is surprised at the
apathy of the Texan authorities, have not said au-
thorities some right to be surprised atthe apatily of
the Administration? The Mexican banditti invaded
Brownsville and murdered several of its citizens,
and afterwards held the town in duress, as it were,
for nearly a month before the Administration lifted
a finger, and then the relief granted was a landfall
of infantry, entirely incapable of pursuing and
punishing tile brigands.

LECTURa BY A LADY.-Grace Greenwood lec-
tured at thle Tremont Temple, in Boston, November
15, to an immense audience. Her subject was:
" The Heroic in Common Life." She spoke of the
"dress-reform" movement very contemptuously,
remarking: "I have had my heroic moments,
when I even dreamed myself equal to tile rbie of
Joan of Are and Grace Darling; but never, in my
ntmost exaltation, have I felt capable of leading
in this desperate effort to row against the wind
and tide, perhaps the mountainous billows, of ridi-
cule. I might be tortured by the pin-pricks of
newspaper wit, and 'smile amid my pain;' I might
be cut by high fashion, and survive; but I must
confess, 'Young America' on the street corners
would appal me!"

INFIDELS IN MASSACHUSErrs.- The Senate of
Massaehusetts, on Tuesday, had under discussion
an amendment providing for the admission of in-
fidels to give evidence in courts of justice. The
amendment was finally adopted by the casting
vote of the President.

RELATIVB TO COTTON.

The following communication comes from a sec-
tion of country which has, from time immemorial,
been proverbial for fair dealing and integrity,
and, in accordance with our usual custom, we
give it a place in our columns. In the ancient
settled parishes of Natchitoches and Rapides,
we recognize many of our oldest and worthiest
planters. Our correspondent is under the im-
pression that we have indiscriminately charged
planters with having knowingly plaited cotton.
We have stated facts; but in the recordof charges
and the many complaints of simulated packing,
we do not recollect of any being made against
the old parislhes alluded to. If our correspond-
ent, when he visits our city, (which he will, no
doubt, this spring,) will call on us, we will show
him a stone or rock weighing one hundred and
seventy-six pounds, which was found inside of a
bale of cotton in Stockport, England, and returned
to this city. We will also show him gin waste
seed and trash, returned from Northern factories,
found in bales with outside covering of good
cotton. At the same time, we can show him dusty
and sandy cotton in abundance. Our correspond-
ent will please consider that, as a public jour-
nalist, we cannot overlook the manifold complaints
of our best customers in the cotton trade. We
make no war against the cotton interest; in fact,
if there is any journal that has saved the cotton
planting interest millions of dollars, particularly in
the year 1857, it has been the Daily Crescent. We
give our correspondent a fall hearing, and, at the
same time, we solicit from all quarters and sec-
tions of country explanations why the many com-
plaints of sand and dust should concentrate direct
on the last season's production.

As regards the mail irregularities, we have, we
think, used up about as much paper and ink in our
complaints as we can well afford. We have been
complaining for five years.

Out correspondent alludes to the handling of cot-
ton in the course of shipment. We admit that it is
at times rather roughly handled, but that is a ques-
tion to be settled and accounted for bythe freighter
or boat officer, as well as the consignee and the
warehouse or cotton press proprietor. But many
of the complaints which have from time to time
been the basis of our remarks, have emanated from
the consumers themselvers. We, however, hope
the communication below will in some measure
relieve consumers and dealers in the staple, and
convince them that there is one section of country
where some explanation can be given of sand and
dust:

CAuPs, Il.A., NOV. 1, 18050.
Ed. Crescent :--I have two complaints to make

of your Weekly Crescent: the first is, I do not get
it with any regularity. I yesterday received your
numbers of October 24th and November 7th, and
I frequently receive two numbers at tihe same time.
I do not blame you with this, but think you should
stir up the mail contractors generally, and the Red
river mail contractors in particular, and give the
cotton planters a little rest, if not justice. Mly
second is, against the war you are making with
cotton planters in every number of your valuable
paper. There are loud complaints against planters
generally about false packing, plaiting, mixing
with sacd, dust, etc., asif itwas done intentionally.
I have been planting cotton on Red river the last
sixteeny ears, and I have never known a planter or
overseer that was ever suspicioned of such ras-
cality. You also appear to suppose a dry picking
season more favorable for saving cotton clear of
sand and dust than a wet one. On the contrary, a
wet season is the most favorable, as the dust is laid
all the time, and does not raise up and fall on the
cotton in every squall of wind, as in a dry season.
You should know this by your city streets : in wet
weather there is no dust, but in dry weather the
carriages, drays, etc., raise it in clouds. It is the
same in a field of cotton; there may be one planter
out of a hundred that is mean enough to adulterate
his cotton, but to blame the whole, I think very
unjust. There are a great many planters and over-
seers that pick boils and all, to save large crops,
but all wouold be glad to get clear of the dust, as it
is very badton the gin and press hands. The only
way you can save cotton clear of sand and dust is
to pick the top, and leave tihe cotton bolls, as there
is at least one-tenth of the bolls on a loaded stock
which touch on tie ground. And even then you
would not get it entirely clear of it, as hauling out
the cotton, riding through the fields, and thi least
squall of wind of a dry season, raises tie dust in
clouds, which of course falls on thie top bolls of
cotton, and no gin will take it out, as its so light
thle brush blows it through with the lint.

I pick my crop carefully; do not push for very
large weights; the floor of my lint room is left
open, so the dust can fall through the cracks, as it
is in the second story. I have two windows in the
back end of thle lint room, which serve as ventila-
tors. Still I cannot gin and press at the same time,
for the dust, as the press-Iands cannot stand it.

The cotton crop in this parish (Natchitoches)
will, I think, be about the same as last year.
There will be more made on the bottoms, but not
as much on the hills, which will make the crop
about the same as last season. The corn crop is
very light.

'We had a killing frost and some ice on the morn-
ing of the 30th of October. The weather for the
last few days has been very cold and freezing,
with very high winds, and it is so dry that the
pine woods are on fire badly in many places, and I
have heard of four cotton gins, with large quanti-
ties of cotton, being burned in the last week.

In conclusion of my long and badly written let-
er, let me beg you to lay more of your blame to
thie lhandlers of cotton, in putting it on and taking
it off of boats, ships, etc., and while it is laying on
the levee and at the presses in your city and other
places, before it reaches the consumer, and not
charge it all to the planters and overseers. In
doing this, you will only be doing justice to a large
number of planters, and also much oblige,

INQUEST ON TIIs BODY OF EDWARD COLLINS--Yet-

dicl against Tlhomas M~phy.--Yesterday Assist-
ant Coroner Weysham empannelled a jury in the
case of the murder of Edward Collins, and called
the following witnesses, who, on being sworn, gave
their testimony :

John ,Shields.-I was in the bar room of Gillan's
coffee-house, on the corner of Front Levee and
Julia streets, about a half an hour previous to the
murder of Edward Collins. Shortly after-about a
hall hour, I suppose-I saw him in the barber slop
lying dead, or, at least, wounded. He was lying
on his back. I saw him leave Gilan's alone. I
am satisfied he went alone. To the best of my
knowledge he went out alone. He was not, when
I saw him, under the influence of liquor. He was
not drunk. I was acquainted with Collins. 1 knew
himnt very well. I also know Tom Murphy. I id
not see him in the housc for somen days previous to
this affair. It must have been, four or five dayn
sinc e iwas in Gillan's previous to this occasion.
Idid not see him in there for that time. I think
Williat Murphy may have gone out somewhere
about the same time that Collins left Gillan's. I
knew Collins to be a hard working and apeaceable
man. I saw Willian IMurpshy shortly after the
commission of the deed. It was ten minutes or a
quarter of an hour after. I hieard William Murphy
then say that Collins had been cut, but did not
hear him say how or by whom. I at a barkeeper
at Gillan's colthe-house.

W•iflian Mpiy--I and Collins were together
in the coffeehonse of Gillan. It was somewhere
about 7 or 71 o'clock when we camne out. We bad
not got more than three or four steps front the
coffeehouse when two men came towards us,
meeting us. One of them I recognized as Tom
Murphy; his companion I know when I see him,
buot don't lknow hi name. When these men came
toward us Murphy rushed at Collins with a lunging
motion, passing between myself and Collits, and
striking me on the left side. I then thought I was
stabbed, and ran for a weapon to defend myself;
1 thought Murphy had a knife ; I supposed by his
motions that le had one. I ran into Gillan's, and
said Collins whs cut, as I supposed he was by Mur-
phy's action. When I came out of Guilan's I saw
nothing of Collins or the other men. I supposed
by their course that they had ran toward the levee.
I thought at the time these men accosted as that I
felt a knife against my side, when iMurphy rushed
at me. When got into Gillan's I asked for some
weapon to protect myself with. In less than two
or three minutes I left Gillan's, and after that went
o the Washington House, thinking to find the de-
ceased thlere. I had not been in there long before
on officer came in and said Collins had been out.
Iremained talking with the officer about half an
haour, it may have been longer, but I don't know
how much; I do not now remember whether I re-
urned to Gillan's with the officer or not. I ap-
plied to the barkeeper of Gilan's for some means
to protect me. To satisfy that I did, I will mention
his name ; it is John, I do not know his other name.
He is the only barkeeper there, that I know of.
Idid not see Tom Murphy at Gillan's, nor did I
see Bracken there; I (lid not see them for a day orso before cite time of the affray. The reason I run
was that I felt afraid I was out myself by Marphy.

The witness, who bears the marks of a slight
violence and a cut, said by way of explanation of
the same, that-" He had a difficulty on board the
Nebraska steamboat, which accoounts for my ap-
pearance and the blood on my shirt. I know of no
difficulty before this or any misunderstanding be-
tween Tom lMurphy and Collins. I had nodifficulty

with Tom Murphy. I did not see the knife in his

and. I only suppose from iraumstances that h
ad one. We were all walking when we met each
ther. When Murphy came a couple of steps
oward Collins he (M.) made a rush at him in a

inging way, and at me then. As Collins and my-
elf went out of Gillan's I was a Ifttle piece behind

-im, just near his shoulder, on the inside of the

fdewalk. He was on the outer side, but close to
ne. Tom Murphy and his companion were walk-

ng abreast together. I do not know which was
uoteide. I never saw Collins after he was stabbed.
think the two men were sober."
This being the chief evidence, the jury so con-
idering, though a remaining evidence was offered
,o prove an alibi, which the jury thought would be
more effective before the court, a verdict was ren-
tered that Edward Collins died of a wound in the
abdomen, inflicted by a knife supposed to be in
the hands of Tom Murphy, the accused.

"Titles of CouMrtsy."

A volume has just appeared in England entitled
"Hardwicke's Titles of Courtesy; containing an
alphabetical list of all those Members of Titled
Families whose name do not fall within the scope
of the Peerage, Baronetage and Knightage." The
author remarks that of the titles belonging to a
father in Great Britain, a subordinate one is some-
times assumed to distinguish or adorn the eldest
son; but the latter only wears it by courtesy, and
all his brothers who prefix "the honorable Mr.,"
etc., to their names, assume a courtesy toward
themselves, but are nothing more than "esquires"
in the eyes of the law and Herald's College. These
parties do honor to themselves; but matter-of-fact
etiquette gives the name of the player as well as
of hie part played. In other cases, the courtesy
coming from the fountain-head of honor, the re-
cipients of it become substantially what royalty
declares they shall henceforward be taken for.
Thus, the married son of a peer dies before his fa-
ther, leaving children, another son succeeds to the
title, but royal courtesy often permits those child-
ren in question to take such precedency and as-
some such titles as if their father had lived to move
forward in the Peerage. Many titles are but cour-
teiy titles framed in this fashion.

A reviewer of this work truly remarks:
The desire to be something more than is war-

ranted by actual position and truth hasbeen strong
in mortals of every grade. Our own kings called
themselves kings of France, till they dropped the
title out of very shame. In another manner the
Kings of France called themselves the Kings of
Navarre, but with little consistency; not dropping
the title, however, till a phase in the revolution,
not yet terminated, changed the King of France
into King of the French. Another European cour-
tesy-title worn by courtesy, was " King of Jerusa-
lem;" and the Dukes of Athol, till a very recent
period, were often courteously spoken of as Kings
of Man. At this very day Belfast is presided over
by a "sovereign ;" and that courtesy potentate has
a far more agreeable life of it than half his regal
brothers who have inherited or filched a crown,
and are uneasy under that terrible and glittering
burthen. The Sovereign of Bellast is the head of
the municipality there : the Sovereigns, whose Irish
titles have been more akin to courtesy-right, were
such men as Martin, King of Connaught, and that
tipsy and trustworthy King Corny, whose chroni-
cles hsve been exquisitely written by thepean of
Helen Maria Edgeworth.

Barbarian monarchs are rendered doubly splen-
did by real diamonds and sham titles. The court-
eous loyalty of the Chinese acknowledges in the
Emperor of China a brother of the Sun and Moon.
They are quite acute enough to know that the re-
lationship will not bear examination at the hands
of a genealogist; but since the Emperor has thought
fit, in his wisdom, to declare it, the courtesy and
piety of the Chinese accept it as a fact. They are
seml-barbarous people, it is true, but then they are
likely the less to cavil, if they should ever read
Englisnh ]Istaryat the stringent courtesy of Parlia-
maent, which compelled all Englishmen to say Amen
to the assertion, that let our monarch be what he
might, he was in the church to be endowed with
the courtesy-title of "most religious and gracious
king."
