Statee, there is pmrobbly not one disinterested person who ew
not nsrprised to learn that the premium we awarded to the W.
A W. Machine, and who does not suspect that there was tome
thing afair.

Many of the cluens of Jackhon advised the agents of other
ewing Macahne not to contend for the premium, stating that

the President of the Committee on Maldneey, Mr. IL B. Evans,
Is the qgent of the W. A W. Sewing Machine in Jackson, and
that the ether members of the commttee were his parttctlat
friends. With full knowledge of these facts, the other agentd
,ltlved to contend, trusting to chance for proof of the wheamea
o the W . agents, ud the result has more than answered

their expecttiom.
A few hours before the examination of the Sewing Machines,

the Cmmittee on Machinery, heeded by H.. B. Evans, awarded
the arst premium to an engine made by James Stevens of Jsack
te., mach to the astonishment of a majority of the communlty.

Mr. Stevens, to whom the premhu had ust been awarded, p.
peed on the committee to examine the Sewing Machines, and

when the examination comtmenced, one of the committee, Mr.
Palse, aaid to Mr. Stevens that he appeared to interest himself
geatly in the examination, and wished to know what busness
he had theme; another member of the committee replied that he

ad been appointed to fill the place of Mr. Evant, who did not
wish to eat on the committee, and remarked that the aomndttee
hda right to fill it on vaencles. From Mr. Paole's inter-
rogtory It wes eehdent that the committee did not appoint Mr.
Stevens, and I inquired, after the Fair, of Mr. Evans, how Mr.
Stevens oame on the committee. Mr. Evans replied that as ob•
taned the aonsent of the Board of Directors to appoint a man in
his place on the Sewing Machine Comtittee, and that he ap-
pointed Mr. Stevens. As Mr. Evans had just given Mr. Stevens

ehine as, he knew the seheme, and would not have his name
eonnacted with so neefarious a trick.

Duig meot of the farce of pretended exminationaof the
Sewing Machines, which was less than thirty minutes, Mr.
Poole, one of the committee, paid littleor no attention, and when
the farce wa over he asked which machine Mr. Evans reproe
teated, and when it wa pointed out to him he remarked that he
was reedy to render his verdict.
I learn from good authority that when the committee retired

for consltttaion, Mr. Evans went with them, and when the blueribbon came in lie came with it, atd directed where it should be
tied.

When this diabolieal scheme wat completed, and the ribbon
tied on, the W. & W. agents and employs--abut a dozen in
number--gae three cheers for the W. A W. Machine ; and, not
aontent with the premium agined by such underhanded means,
they gave three groas for the Singer Machine.

To the honor of the citiens of Jacksn be it said, that every
man present denounced the groaning a disgraceful, both to the
Fair and to the Wheeler A Wilson Company.

Had the faete above related been known at the time the pree
minm was awarded, three cheers would have been given to Mr.
Wm. Wdilace, who had the hoor to retedre in disgust from the com.
mittee ; and if Justice had taken place, three groans would have
been given to H. B. Evans and to Jame Stevens, and to every
member of the ommittee who was aware of the meanner of Mr.
Stevens' appointment.

sored at a H the inmuane companies in mauy cases having re-
fubed risks, on account of the nssarily crowded condilon of
the occupants of the houes making such application.
It is just this class o people, who were living from hand to

mouth in these humble dwellings, who lost everything. barely
escaping with their live from the raging elements, whose con-
didon has prompted this appeal.
To aay to these nfortunates, whom energies have been para-

lyal by despair, "help yourellf," wodld ahow a total unae
quaintance with the human faculties.
There are no people whoae generosity I. more proverbial than

the citizens of New Orleans, who have never failed to promptly
answer alls made upon their benevolence, when asuared that
real diltrum existed amog any ela of the community.
The prsnt misery exiUtng in the ruined districts being of
such a character that none can but sympathel with the dlistraessed,
the undersigned Executive Committee appeal to the public of
New Orleans to come forward and lend a helping hand.
Lists of subrerlptions will be presented, from bhouse to house,
and the donations of the poor au well as the rich will be received

The committee wishes it to be understood perfectly that, though
tie initiative was tken by our German ctizens, no distinctlon
of nationality will be made in the distribution of donations re-

In conclualon, the committee wish lt call the attention of the
public to the fact that the winter is nearly upon us, and it is
therefore necessary asistance should be prompt.
