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GOOD ADVICE FROM rHEE ENEMY.

Says one of the most noted and widely circulated
of the metropolitan journals of the North, "the de-
lusive idea of a possible fusion between the Repub-
lican party and the Southern Opposition elements
should lbe abandoned by the latter without further
delay. They have been waiting upon Providence
long enough ; and they should now remember that
Providence helps those who help themselves. Our
Southern Opposition journals should cease to call
upon the Northern Ilercule to help their cart out
of the mod, and should put their own shoulders to
the wheel," if they wish to win for their party the
honor and emoluments of victory. The trite but
axiomatic verity that "Providence helps those who
help themselves" is especially applicable to the
•tUati quo of Southern politics at this time, and
though the Northern journal from which we quote
may have made its application sarcastic to its own
sense, and have conceived that it was making a
covert and telling hit at the assumed impotency of
tile South, we choose to take it upon its apparent
force and point, and to urge that Providence will
help those who help themselves, and that the ele-
ments of Southern Opposition command a power
which, by judicious management, can be made to
tell with powerful and triumphant effect at the
national electoral crisis which next ensues. The
element of Southern Opposition occuplte that im-
portant position which interest coerces all parties
to respect and none to offend. It commands that
"halance of power" sovereignty which at once
renders it independent and dictatorial, and can
make its ends and objects the price of its services
to either side.

Virtually, the next struggle for the Presidency
will be between the North and the South-its issues
purely of a sectional character; but before the
canvass can be fairly upon the tapis, the crisis will
come In which the "Opposition element " can
wield its power to control the events that follow,
and this power should be exercised in forcing a
nomination of a character which will unite the
whole South and the conservatives of the North,
and so as certainly secure a victory against Repub-
licanism as if the Presidential vote were already
polled. The Opposition element looks to Stephen
A. Douglas as the only man who can bring enough
of the North to the aid of the South to enable the
ticket to triumph over that which will represent
qewardism-the Republican nomination. In the
Charleston Convention the programme of the Op-
position must, indubitably, be that it will refuse its
support to the nominee, unless that nominee shall
be the man who can aid the cause of the South by
bringing to the aid of its banner a force of the con-
servatives of the North sufficient to secure victory;
and the potential alternative which it must present
should be, that otherwise it will support a " South-
ern extremist." This alternative of splitting the
vote of the South, alienating the conservatives of
the Northi, anl consequently insuring the victory
to Republicanism, will prove all-powerful in deter-
mining the deliberations of the nominating conven-
tion; for its merits must be strikingly patent to the
most obtuse and prejudiced of delegates.
We reject the hypothesis that new and alarming

sectional issues may arise before the convening of
that body to change the aspect which politics now
present. Even the "rescue of Old Brown" could
not effecta change so material as to render the
Opposition element more thtan a strong minority
as compared to the national Democracy, and a
strong minority we wish it to be rather than a
majority, for as a majority it would nominate a
candidate who could only be supported by the
South, while as a minority it is in that "balance
of power" capacity which will compel its weight
in that direction which will ensure its own triumph.
The game is of the simplest, and, as the Op-
position element holds the cards, it will doubtless
be wise enough to play them with the best dis-
cretion.
Perhaps it is scarcely necessary to say that an

indignant rejection waits on the assumption of
the Northern cotemporary whom we have quoted,
to-wit: that, " the delusive idea of a possible
fusion between the Republican party and the
Southern Opposition elements" is entertained by
the latter. We believe, with our whole heart,
that no Southern politician ever nurtured so
traitorous and disgraceful an idea; and, if any one
ever has, he is a hypocrite, and dare not proclaim
his views in a community.which would eject him
as false and renegade in private antd political virtue
and patriotism. The Southern Opposition could
never contemplate for a moment a fusion with
Black Republicanism. It looks kindly to Northern
conservatives, anti-Sewardites, as the parties to a
coalition which only can enable a national party to
triumph over Black Republicanism and save the
Union from the disastrous consequences which will
be the immediate result of the federal supremacy
of the latter. We would ask, where is the "South-
ern Opposition journal which has called upon the
Northern Hercules (of Republicanism) to help
their (onr) cart out of the mud ?" Such a journal
cannot be pointed to, and had there been one to
make such an appeal it could scarcely be held rea-
sonably accountable, for, if it had common sense,
it could see that " our cart" is not in so " tight a
place " but that our own shoulders at tihe wheel
would lift it " out of the mud," without need of
help from Republicanism.

TALK ON 'OHANQE.

Following the partial cessation from business on
Thursday, (which, by-the-bye, was more marked
and regarded than on similar occasions for many
years past), yesterday opened with fine weather
and good feeling. At an early hour it was bruited
here and there tlnt some irregularities had taken
place regarding certain exchange on New York,
which led to writs and attachments against parts
of three cargoes of cotton, brought about by the
disregard of some drawees of sight exchange on
New York. There are many versions of the affair,
and no two agree, so we might as well go to talk-
ing of other matters, with the remark that there
will not be any great losses accrue on the cotton
which formed the basis of the exchange; but it
goes only to confirm our remarks and strengthen
our position, " not to be too fast." Before com-
menting at length upon the telegraphic dispatches,
we prefer to wait a day or two without countenanc-
ing all the talk oni the street. After this little epi-
sode the arrival of the steamer Circassian at St.
John's was announced, bringing Liverpool dates to
the 12th inst., which were considered as detrimen-
tal to the cotton trade, quoting a decline of an dth
on Middling Orleans cotton. This intelligence had
a dampening effect on the market after meridian.
The Africa's advices from this side of the 26th of
October, no doubt, had some influence on the mar-
ket, confirming the estimates of 4,000,000 bales. It
is unnecessary to talk of the daily sales of tihe sta-
ple in our market. They have been free, and the
general market has ruled free, without anytling of
a real speculative nature being perceivable, and asl
advance has been realized over last week; but that
has been partly met by a decline in freights, and
further supported by the stitffess and firmness in
the exchange market.

The receipts of the staple continue liberal.
There was not much talk about sugar. There are
increasing gatherings daily at the sugar depot, and
with daily accumulating receipts, the gimlet rang-
ers appear to be lively. Some of them feel dis-
posed to be facetious, that is, taking us for a buyer
of a thousand hogsheads of sugar to ship some-
where, perhaps to lose $10 per hogshead. This
brings up the talk that our market (our much-

abused depot) is really the best sugar market in
the United States. Dealers and traders in the sac-
charine from every part of the country congregate
here. Although the low stage of the river obstructs
large operations, still, sales are making daily.
There are no changes in opinions regarding extent
ofyleld. Nothing beyond abalf crop is expected,
which is placed, for the entire yield, at 200,000 to
220,000 hhds., and as this is an admitted fact, it
shows that our views, expressed in July before the
drouth made its mark, that the cane then growing
was good for 400,000 hhds.-which would have been
equivalent to 415,000 hhds. in 1858, as there were
lost in that season 53,000 hhds. by overflow-and in
July these overflowed lands bid fair to produce an
average yibld. These vicissitudes were alluded to
in our estimates--more particularly the frost. It
is, however, hoped that the returns for sugar and
molasses will yield at least $20,000,000 this season.
Talking of sugar brings up coffee; we must talk of
both together. There is a good supply of the berry
and the importations are in excess of last year.
The imports this week are large-that is, if 25,000
bags Iave any of the attributes of largeness-all
from the kingdom of Don Pedro, though 6000 bags
came from New York. The imports from Cuba
since the first of September are only 849 bags.
The trade with Brazil can be made highly profita-
ble to our city. Flour, the chief article of export
to the kingdom, can be purchased here at less rates
than in New York or Philadelphia. At this season
of the year vessels will bring coffee from Rio at
less rates than it can be delivered in New York.
There are very few mariners who will not prefer
coming to New Orleans than go on the ice bound
coast of Northern States at this period of the year;
consequently, the Brazil trade can be made highly
profitable to tile Crescent City.

The mails failed yesterday. We return thanks
to the contractors for what we have received this
week, and hope they will not be any worse next
week.

There were some signs of rain last night, and it
is hoped we shall not be long without an ameliora-
tion in the navigation of the rivers, which will
convince the New York cotton operators that
there are a good many bales for them to sell
in tralsitu.

A dispatch from Berlin of thle 8th inst. states,
upon what appears to be reliable authority, that at
the late meeting between the Emperor of Russia
and the Prince Regent of Prussia, tile two sover-
eigns determined iot to conoent to any revision of
the treaties of 1815, nor would they send a repre-
sentative to a European Congress unless England
also consented to join in the proceedings.
Tle general and political news by tile Circassian

is somewhat important, as foreshadowing the pol-
icy of the Great Powers in the approaching Euro-
pean Congress.
The reported agreement between England and

France, as to England's joining in the Congress,
and the reported settlement between these Gov-
ernments of the basis upon which they would act,
proved to have been premature.

THE ExcrrEuwF rt VmonnIA.-The New York
Herald of the 21st publishes the following dis-
patches:

Washington, Nov. 20, 1859.-There is great ex-
citement here on accountof the news from Charles-
town and the neigthborhood of Harper's Ferry,
of the apprehension of further dllficulties, if not
an attempt to rescue Brown and his fellow crimi-
nals.

The city was aroused from its usual Sabbath
quietode by the arrival early this morning by
special traiin, of over 400 troops, with Gayov. Wise,
from Richmond, and this afternoon by some hun-
dred others from Petersburg, en route for Charles-
town and the neighborhood.

Governor Wise had received dispatches of an ur-
gent character, showing the fears and disturbed
state of the community.

While the Governor did not think there was im-
mediate danger of an outbreak, or an attempt at
rescuing the prisoners, he deemed it prudent, in
consequence of the many acts of incendiarism, and
of the character of intercepted hostile letters, to
take these precautionary measures.

The most curious and significant result of this
excitement, showing how completely sectional it
has become, is seen in the public sentiment of
Washington. Northern men here,almost to a man,
either ridicule these movements and the sensitive-
ness of the Southern people, or attempt to palliate
the conduct or condition of the miserable criminals
at Charlestown; while Southern men are alarmed
and bitterly severe against the North. In fact, a
crisis has been precipitated by this Harper's Ferry
business, which mast either rally the conservative
people of the North to their constitutional obliga-
tions and to good neighborhood towards the South,
or the noble fabric of the Union will be severed.
These are the views of the ablest, most conserva-
tive and highest men in Washington and through-
oult tile Souto.

tasioington, Nov. 19th, 1859. -The Richmond
regiment and Governor Wise arrived at 7 A. M.,
and left for Charlcstown in a special train at 10. On
arriving there the troops will go into encampment,
and remain till after the executions. There is
nothing confirmatory of the rumor that a body of
armed men has crossed the Ohio.

The extra train, with Wise and the First regi-
ment, arrived at Harper's Ferry at 4:30.

Baltimore, Nov. 20, 1859.-Governor Wise was
waited upon at the Washingtenjunction by several
officers of tie railroad, with whom he conversed
quite freely with regard to the excitement. The
Governor was understood to say, in response to
suggestions that the rumors were probably un-
founded, that, though he might be regarded as
making unnecessary preparations for an enemy that
might not appear, yet in no grave a matter, and
with the clear and positive evidence in his posses-
sion of the existence of an intention and an organ-
ization to attempt a rescue of the State prisoners,
lie preferred to have fifty times too many men to
having one too few, and the best way, in his judg-
ment, to prevent serious trouble was to fully pre-
pare to meet it. He did not for a moment credit
the idea that any armed force would boldly march
to the scene to undertake a rescue, but he did he-
lieve that bad men were planning an attempt by
gathering singly, or in pairs, to be readiness in
case success would seem at all possible. He was
informed that the property of threc of the jurors
who condemned Brown had been burned within
the past forty-eight hours, which impressed him
with the conviction that there were now emissaries
or accomplices in the vicinity of Charlestown.

Governor Wise further declared that, while it
would gratify him to find that no effort at a rescue
would bo made, and that his visit and rttendant
prepartieons were entirely precautionary, yet it
would be believed useful to Virginia in the end, as
showing the alacrity with which her volunteers
responded to a public call, and the ease and
promptness with which she could concentrate them
in force to maintain her laws or to expel the vio-
lent invasion of her soll
