On the morning of October 5th a severe shock of
earthquake caused considerable damage in the
city of Copiapo, and one hundred and sixteen
shocks took place in the following twenty-four
hours. The loss of life was inconsiderable, but
much damage was done to property.

The expedition against the Indians of Auranca
is urgently demanded, the savages having driven
the settlers on the frontier from their farms, and
committed numerous barbarities.

Later from Central America.
The Panama Star of the 17th furnishes the fol-

lowing intelligence:
Latest dates are--Guatomala, October 22 ; al-

vador, 22; Nicaragua, 15; Costa Rica, 2D.
The news is not important.
The Bishop of Ciapas, with four Dominicano

friars, had arrived at the city of Guatamala, having
keen banished from Mexico by the ultra-liberal
part Four hundred more banished priests were
on their way to Guatemala, and the people now
begin to call their country "The Monastery," in-
stead of "The Republic' of Guatemala. Mr.
Wyke, the British linister, having concluded his
business with the Gautemala Government, took
assage in the steamer for La Union, en roote for

Toegucigulpa, in Honduras. Mr. Beverly L. Clark,
United States Mlinister, has for some time past been
very sick, and his recovery is doubtful.

Heavy rains have damaged the cochineal crop,
and it is expected that the January gathering will
be very short of an average.

SALVAooO.-Tho questions pending between this
Republic and the neigiboring State of Honduras
have been amicably arranged through the interven-
tion of Guatemala. A Congress has been agreed
upon, to which the points in dispute will be re-
fcrred.

The election for President of the Republic tokes
place on the 9th of this nmonth. Gen. Barrios, act-
ing President, is a candidate, but It is not supposed
that hlie will be elected.

Gen. Melo, of New Grenadian revolutionary no-
toriety, has been removed from his position as
Commander-in-Chief of the army.

The indigo crop promises to be a small one, pro-.
bably not exceeding e000 bales.

NIcAnarUA.-In this Republic everything was
qniet. The United States sloop-of-war Cyane was
at Realejo.
Cosor RIcA.-The Constituent Assembly was In

session, and Dr. Castro had been appointed its
President. Dr. Montealegre had been nominated
Provisional Presidentof the Republic. One or two
attempts at revolution had been got up,but failed.
A Padre Chico tried to do alittlo business in that
way, but was unanesucafl, and was banished•
The people, who trouble themselves very little
about politics, and care no more for a Montealegre,
allow the politiclans to hase it all their own way,
and the grand "burst.up" is postponed for a few
weeks more.

The ConstituentAieembly have passed some lib-
eral laws relative to freedom of religion, and the
Priests, of conse, are dreadfully Irate thrrpat.
