SOUTHIERN OPPOSITION CONGRIESSIEN.T.

It Is very evident that the publisher of the Wash-
ington States resided in the South-in New Orleans
-for years with very small profit to himself, or
he never would have exhibited himself so offen-
sively, and gratuitously witlml, as he has recently
done in the columns of his paper, by expressing a
doubt of the fealty and loyalty of the Southern
Opposition members of Congress. This doubt has
not only been expressly set forth, but it is directly
inferential in the wordy appeals which that paper
has seen fit to address to Southern Opposition
members, and which show that it dreads, or af-
feccts to dread, that these gentlemen will affiliate
with the Black Republicans in the organization of
the Itouse. A single paragraph will show the tone
and hearing of these appeals:

"It is for the Americann to decide. If they are
recroant to the South all Ls lost-aye, evenbonor."

What have members of the Southern Opposition
done that they should be directly or indirectly
charged with treason? Louisiana sent one of these
twenty-three South Americans of the House who
hold the controlling power, the balance of power,
in its organization in their hands-supposing that
the Democracy are true-and on his behalf as well
as that of his twenty-two brethren, we feel called
upon to repel the insult which is oflered them by
the expressed doubts of the States, and its appeals
addressed them, even though their palpable ab-
surdity is their own refutation.

It had far better limit its operations to its proper
arena as the whipper-in of the Northern Demo-
cracy, than take the liberty of lecturing the gentle-
men of the Southern Opposition as to their duty to
the South. We have not, and we believe that no
other Opposition journal has, done the Southern
Democracy the injustice of mnagining that they,
under any circumstances, would prove false to the
South, and common courtesy, if not common sense,
should suggest an equally just and honorable
course to Democratic journals. It is for the North-
ern Democracy that we tremble-not so much,
perhapss, in the organization of the House, as in Its
subsequent action-and to this portion of the re-
presentative people the States should address its
arguments, and its moving patriotic appeals.
Would it not he wiser than to waste ink and paper
on the honorable gentlemen who represent Ken-
tucky, Tennessee, Louisiana, Georgia, North Caro-
lina, Maryland and Virginia constituencies, for these
are the States which number among their delega-
tions the Southern Opposition members who occupy
so important a position in the present Congress?
To doubt the integrity of these would seem to call
for the exercise of more insolence and nothing
more. Could any one, in his sober senses, for an
instant entertain so crazy an imagination as that
they would affiliate with Black Republicanism,
even though by so doing they would work the sig-
nal defeat of Democracy? This temptation will
lose all its force when its price is treason to the
South, and tile States may spare its breath in
appealing to then to do what of course they will
do, unless, indeed, its object is to give the strong-
est cause of offence to a large body of Southern
men, as it is succeeding in doing most effectually.

When the States hints at " a flagrant betrayal of
constituencies," it must feel well satisfied that
it has very little of support and countenance to
lose in the South and much to lose in the North, or
it would never traduce the former to carry favor
with the latter, which sheltered and nurtured
Its publisher for years; for even that portion
of the Southern Democracy which it sustains
will not uphold it in its injurious suspicions
of and reflections upon their Opposition brethren.
If there is any suspicion of a " flagrant betrayal of
constituencies" to be cherished, let it be directed

.in the right direction, to-wit: to those Northern
Democrats who may be justly suspected of Black
Republican tendencies, though the States is careful
to classify the whole delegation of that stripe as
"gallant spirits who will joyously come at the bid-
ding of the South " and " crown its exertions with
triumph." If its premature flattery of their patriot-
ism avails sufficiently to secure enough of themn to
ensure the triumph of the South, we will cheerfully
forgive the States for its libellous animadversions
upon the honor, honesty and common sense of the
twenty-three gentlemen comprising the delegation
to Congress of the Southern Opposition. Saying
this iuch, we are willing to rest our cause and let
the history of the Thirty-Sixth Congress speak for
it. Noss cerrous.

TALK ON 'OHANGE.

There was considerable activity on Carondelet
street yesterday. The sales of cotton were large,
notwithstanding the advices of the 23d and 24th
ult., brought by the Edinburgh, arrived at New
York. There was some commotion m the freight
market-the rates ruling against shippers and ad-
verse to cotton. But notwithstanding the advance
in freights and decline in exchange, buyers took
hold with avidity yesterday. Prices are not too
high as yet. Factors, however, meet the demand
freely. The receipts of cotton up to last evening
foot up sixteen hundred and ten thousand bales
(1,610,000). Beyond the movements in cotton and
engagements in freight, there was very little talk
going on. On the levee there was not such a
mighty mass of business going on. At the sugar
depot it was very dull, compared to last year at
this time. There is no disposition evinced to force
sugar on the market, and higher figures than now
lrevailing is sure to be realized. At the same time,
high prices will, in some measure, check consump-
tion, as luxuries, of which saccharine forms a com-
ponent part, will not be indulged in so freely as
last year.

While there has been a great deal said by English
spinners and buyers of cotton, it must not be over-
looked that there are two sides to the questiou, and
as we are disposed to give both sides a fair hear-
ing, we publish the following extract of a letter
from an intelligent planter. As we have received
it from a reliable source, it will command the re-
spect of thet rade :

I am trely glad to see the doings of tihe cotton
trade onl the score of its dirty cottons, and hope
that tie buyers of this clans of productions will get
a fill of the same. While the grower of fine cot-
tons, and the sale men who have been for ten
years engaged ill orijginating, improving and grow-
ing the best Uplands, are Struggling to maintnlin
the character of American cottons at ruinous prices
for time and labor, thie buyer and manufacturer
have given encouragement to fraud, and villainous
traffic in the preparation and handling of cottons
that ought to have been set on fire in the ware-
houses before they were shipped. I hope the pain
will be deep and fielt in the full force of its rancor.

There were no mails received yesterday over tile
Jackson Railroad. A slide of land in the Missis-
sippi Central Railroad interposed. The mail via
Mobile was reported as through, with part of the
Europa's letters from Liverpool up to the lnth. We
hope to receive our correspondence sometilme dur-
ing this week or the next.

Spiritual IStle.
A lady lecturer is a rara aris in these parts,

and Miss Emma Hardinge having announced that
she was going to lecture last night on " What is
Spirit," we thought we would step in, find out
elwhat is spirit and tell our readers, some of whom
may have the same curiosity which we felt. We
shall hoil down the lady's lengthy, beautifully and
ornately rhetorical, and eloquently delivered lec-
ture, and give the gistof it in a few words, which
will be its quintessence, and define what spirit is.

The theory set forth by Miss Hardinge, and
which is about the same with which Baron
I'Ohlbach and other old German materalists and
transecendentalists, with their talk about the laws
of the "material and immaterial forces," befogged
their own brains and muddled those of their dis-
ciples, is not based or built upon what ordinary
people receive as the facts of revelation and laws
of matter, and all recognized standards being thus
discarded no countervailing arguments can be sug-
gested to destroy the sequence and harmony of the
logic by which it is followed out in a smooth and
beautiful stream to the desired deduction. Having
very airily, if not conclusively, demonstrated the
Scriptural.account of the origin of animate and
inanimate matter to be all wrong, the lecturer
gave the practice of her theory a beginning "mil-
lions and mnillions of ages ago" when all matter
was but a crude, chaotic mass, which in some
unexplained manner posssesed an undeveloped,
electrical principle of vitality. This principle of
vitality, this "imponderable prime force," this
essential heat, in fact, this "stirit" starting up
with a self-generated action, began to work upon
crude matter, disentegrating it and forming soil,
finally vegetables and trees, and all the physical
aspects of inanimate nature by its own integral
force, gradually exercised through the "millions
of ages."

Finally this refining process became so advanced
that a primary form of animal life was generated
in matter, and particles of it became animated and
shaped into creatures having feeling. These were
the first rude forms of animal life, something of the
worm or slug sort; and the "imponderable spirit
force" keeping up the refining process, more
shapely animals in the course of time took form,
something in the same way-though in a vastly
more gradual process from generation to genera-
tion-as a tadpole sheds his tail and comes forth a
genteely-shaped and proper preliminary bull frog.
Finally the refining process reached its climax, and
the highest grade of animal shape was attained in
the human form divine. Thus it is that "man
came from dust" through all the gradations of
slug, worm, reptile and brute.

And now for what spirit is, for we are approach.
ing that grand climacteric development of the
theory of spiritualistic faith: The imponderable
spirit force existing in original matter was not idle
in any of its qualities all this time while the refin-
ing process to which matter was being subjected
was in progress. The firstslug which had the initi-
atory shape of animal life also had in its misshapen
carcass the element of an intellect, and this intel-
lect, or " spirit," attained a higher grade in each
step which matter progressed towards its ultimn-
tum in the human form. But though the material
progression portion of the spiritualistic theory ends
with the human form, which it acknowledges can-
not be improved, the immaterial progression part
does not, and Miss H. argues that the refining pro-
cess is still going on, and what was supernatural to
past generations is not so to this (if all people would
only believe it as Spiritualists do) and what is super-
natural in tlds generation will not be so a few gen-
erations hence. "Spirit," then, is a subtler, more
etherialized essence of the immaterial forces than
now makes up the mind, the intellect, the soul, of
the mass of men, a few of whom have gone
through a further stage of the great refining pro-
cess-and these are the demonstrative spiritualists
(such as Hume and other rapping practitioners
with the immaterial forces) to whom things are
natural which are merely supernatural to the ma-
jority of ordinary mortals, who are not yet suffi-
ciently refined.

By the way, we would give the morceau
of argument by which Miss Hardinge proved that
intellect is possessed by brutes, reptiles, vermin,
and the even lower forms of animal life. Taking
memory as the highest quality of intellect, she
showed that the coral worm had memory, as it
proved that it remembered the sea waves had de-
stroyed its stone work whcen built up in an impro-
per shape, and so built up its ocean walls in a form
which would resist the elements and prevent a re-
currence of a like disaster ! A very pretty theory
is spiritualism when yqu look at it rightly and with
strong faith, having first taken the precaution to
discard as unworthy of the entertainment of a
rational being all that you ever knew before, ever
learned from Revelation or any other source.

less efforts of legerdemain, catching pebbles
thrown up to him by lis confederate below, which,
upon opening his closed land, flw awany as birds,
breaking an egg-shell and allowing a small serpent
to escape from it, and keeping a series of brass
balls ill motion by strilking tlem with his elbows,
as well as his hands.

Balancing on his nose a small stick with all in-
verted cup at the top, from which twelve perfor-
ated balls were suspended by silken cords, he
placed twelve ivory rods in his mouth, and so
guided them by his lips and tongue as to insert the
end of each in a corresponding aperture in the
ball, till thle whole twelve were sastained by the
rods, and tile central support taken away. This
and endless otlher tricks he performed, balancing
himself iall the while on tile single pole on which
lie stood. He took a hall of granite, six or seven
inchesl in diameter, and probalily fourteen pounds
weight, and, standing with his nrnms extended in
line, lie rolled it from tile wrist of one hand across
his shoulders to tile wrist of the other, backward
and forward relpeatedly, apparently less by raising
his arms than by a vigorous effort of the muscles
of Ilis b$ock ;bithen seizing it in botha hands he fluing
it repealtedly twenty feet hifh, and, watching it is
its descent till within a few inches of his skull, he
bent forward hiis head, and caught the ball each
time between his shoulders; then, bounding along
the road, still mounted on his pole, lie closed his
performance amid the smiles of the audienee.

Darniel Graham, sworn.-Testified to the above
alleged lfacts. He went toward Wyman when he
was struck in order to prevent him from falling,
and while doing so he was shot in tlhe left arm.
He declared he made no resistance to Burroughs
and had been guilty of no breach of the peace.
John Cbstello, sworn.-Testified that he was

standing near the parties above named during the
above af'ray. Burroughs made an insulting remark
to him. lie aenswcred him in a negative manner
and said he was doing nothing contrary to peace.
Burroughs then shot at him, wounding him In the
side and arm.

The accusey d cross-examiced the second witness
as to the fact of ids (witness) drawing a knife on
him. Witnessec denied that e did, and after the
accused explained that a brick had been thrown
at him through the window of the coffteehouso in
which he was, and that hle was fearful of his life
and believed some person or persons without the
coffeehouse had thrown thce brick athim.
