TALK ON 'OEANGB.

Nothing of a stirring nature was perceivable on
the flags yesterday. The weather was favorable
for out-door transactions. There was a great fall-
ing ofa in arrivals of steamboats up to 6 o'clock
last evening. This slackening will enable wharf.
ingers to get the levee and landings cleared and
prepare for the next fleet of steamers. The move-
ments on Tehoupitoulas, Poydras and New Levee
streets were of a moderate character. There is a
very moderate demand for Western produce for
shipment to foreign countries. Some few cargoes
of breadstaflh and provisions are made up for the
West India Islands, and for two or three ports in
Mexico. There have been no exportations of flour,
pork, wheat, bacon, lard or corn from this port for
Europe this season, that is, since the ist of Septem-
ber last. There have been 13 barrels of floor ship.
ped to some Northern port in Europe as a present
for some friends. Not a barrel of flour, sack of
corn or bushel of wheat are to be found in the
table of exportations. As for another great staple
which Is enjoyed with so muchi pleasure appar-
ently, that is, tobacco, we have not heard a word
said for weeks or months. In fact, the weed, as an
article of merchandise, speculation and shipment,
is entirely neglected. `Although the receipts are
considerablyin excess of last year, and larger than
they have been for the past six years, the stock on
hand is not quite up to last year at this time. If
we are not getting an abundance of the puffing and
" chawing" material, we get a good stock of salt
from foreign ports, so that there is no danger of
our spoiling. We note that receipts from Liver-
pool for the commercial season are 375,000 sacks
of salt against 280,000 sacks last year, and 275,000
bushels of Turk's Island and other kinds against
101,514 bushels same time last year. Salt is a
great article or important commodity with the
great steamboat interest. Liverpool salt in sacks
appears to command a higher price at this time
than last year. We have not heard of any sales at
the ruinous prices of last year, say 65@80c. • sack
for fine and coarse.

The Eurppean advices, expected by the Nova
Scotian, were not received yesterday. There is
some apathy iii the cotton market. The quantity
or stock in first hands for sale is not large. The
total sales since the first September foot up, say
cay up to die 2ooh or Noem•i.. .....

The stock on hand on the let of September, say
26,000 bales, is not included.

The receipts at all the ports up to last evening
since the let of September foot up to 1,743,980
bales, which includes Charleston and Savannah to
the 8th inst., Mobile to the 9th, Florida to the 1st,
Virginia, North Carolina and Texas to the 3d, our
last advices. The receipts at the Virginia ports
and North Carolina foot up 30,468 bales. Some
statements are going the rounds from Virginia at
420 bales. They are over 18,000 bales, and the
Wilmington, N. C., receipts are 12,468, instead of
6,471 bales. The increase at Charleston over last
year is 17,8341; the increase at Savannah is 5,424
bales. The receipts and developments in general
are tending forcibly to a crop of four millions and
a quarter bales. We now assume that the receipts
up to the 31st inst. will count up closely on 2,150,-
000 bales. Our market continues steady, with uni-
formity and regularity as the principal features.
Notwithstanding freights and exchange are of a
depressing tendency, the course of the market ap.
pears to be guided by the favorable reports and
strength of the .Manchester market and the scarcity
of good and clean cotton in Liverpool. The cur-
rent talk is, that the shipments made in September
and October hither will turn out a profit. This
will, of course, encourage many dealers to move
onward, irrespective of the large exports, the con-
tinued repeated favorable advices from Manchester
being duly considered.

The mails failed yesterday via Jackson. The
new arrangement has been perfected, and several
mail bags and many cart loads were expected to
arrive by the train last evening.
