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ak.•VVirgtnis had to meet the issue. Il ls made.
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i hat asee t relations between the States cannot
bs permitted longer to exist without obolsleing
slaery theroghont the United States, or compell-
te s to defend it byforce of arms.

n the 26th nltimo I addressed a letter to the
resident of the United States, of which the en-

closed is a copy. On the 29th I received from him
the aonompay ofng answer, to which Ihave not re-
plied. but upon thich I rst here comment.

Be seems to think that the constitution and laws
of theUnited States do nt provide autsllority for
the President to interpoee to "repel invasion,"
or keep the peace between the States, in cases
where the citoefnse ofonState invade a nother
State, onless the executive or legislathre of the
State invaded aplely for protection. I diter froSm
thisopinion. Neither the framers of the Constitu-
tion nor the Congress of 195 bwere guilty of so
gross aneomiseson n their provisions for the ntional

ly olaense d of sectien i of article lot of the
Constitution, toe States are deprived of the power,
"withuti tha consent of Congress, to keep troops
or ships of war in time of peace, or to engage i
war,c iless actually invaded, or in anel imminent
danger as." will not admitof delay"

To campensate them for this privation of the
power of preparation for defence, It is providedth
section 4th of article th, that " the United Stales
shall guarantee to every Stoate in the Unions re-
oblia on form so government, and shall protect

each of them against invasion; and pn application
of the legpilatre, or of the oexecutie, (aneen the
Legislatere cannot be convened,) against domnestic
violence."

Now, it is readily eonceded, "United States"
here is to be token as synonymous with the wurds
"the Congress." The clgase is is juxtapositiou
with clauses defining the poersa of e "te Cont
gress.' And if they were not, by the l rth clauso
of section 8t of article let, to " the Congress" is
given the power "to make all laws whicl stall be
necessary and proper forcarrying Into execution"
int own powers, " and all ther powers vested in
the Gcverimentof the United States, or in any de-

aritme t or officter thereof."
This duty and power, then, of gunranteein d pro-

tectionto evey Sutate against invasion, belongs
nqnetionably to Congreus. Ias it exercised the
power? It has. Thus:

To the Congress also is given the power "to
raise and support armies,u and " to provide and
maintain a navy," and these are calletd, specially,
"the land and naval forces" of the United fSoties

I presume theat no one will gainsay the props-
ition that the chief abject of these land oad naval

specially added, "To provide for calling forth tih
militiato exeaute the laws of the Union, ualppresa
insurre ctons and invasions" A nd I presDim that
no ane wil insist that the regular army and navy
of the United States may not be orderel to execute
the lawt of the Union, and to suppress insurretison
and repel invasions, withllot a clling forth the
militia, or through the militia may be called forth
to exe ute the same purposes.

Thin granted,the Cogress did pass the law : lot,
to raise rmies,and to provide aid iaintain a
navy, as welt as laws for calling forth the militia.

Aad then, by article d, the President is vested
with the executive power. He is sworn faithfully
to execcte the office of President, and to the best
of his ability, to preserve, protect aid defend the
Constitrtion of the United States; and ie is made
comsander-in-chief of the ariy aid navy of the
United Stales and of the militian of thle several
States, when called into the actual trrvice of the
United States; and lie a hall take care that tie nlar
be faithfully executed.

Now, to revert to tie 4th sectian of the 4th ar-
ticle :

aIn this section, there sie two thiigs o agith
which the United States guarantees protection to

lot, agatest "invaion." Not one kiid of inva-
sion or anothcr, but aimply "invasion" of all kinds
from every qoartee; and no applieation for pro-
tection in required against invasieon. Wh enever it
comeo, however it conies, it as to ie protected
againast. The wsrd itself impurts force from with-
out-any force from without the State invaded,
whether from foreign country, r alien eneluiea , or
Indian tribesn ils confined to no particolar idva-
sion. And against thiu the President has the meanis,
provided by Congress in the lawa rnising and pro-
viding a tanding army and navy-the land and
saval frces of the United States, wshich eed not
be "called forth," but are armies already raised
and stonding, and a navy already "sprovided and
maintained." The President ia commander-in-eief
of these, and may order them to repel acmal'inca-
sion, as they are alaeady in sctual service without
beintg "alled forth." And he is surely as much
Bound to exeote the Constitution as the the stat-
ates of Congreso. "The laws," to be cxecuted,
embrace both, and he has the means to execute
both provided in the statateefor raising armies and
rovidin a navy, as well at is the laws calling

But to proceed:
2d. The second thing that every State is to be

protected against is, "domestic violence." These
words import force from within-a domestic force,
acting in rebellion or insnrrection or obstruction of
the laws, against the State. To interpose against
this, there must be an application of the Legisla-
ture, or of the Executive of the State when the
Legislature cannot be convened.

And under this clause of this section, special acts
of February 28th, 1795, andof March 3, 1807, have
been passed. They are wholly distinct from the }
laws of Congress raising armies providing a navy.
The first clause of the first section of the act of 1
1795 relates to invasions of the United States "from
any foreign nation or Indian tribe." The 2d clause
of that section relates to "insurrection in any State
against the government thereof," etc., to "domestic
violence," in other words, and not expresly or im-
pliedly to "invasion of any State." And the 2d
section of the act relates tobstruction of the laws
of the United States, and not of any State. And
the whole act, so far as it relates to the States, is
an act to provide for "calling forth the militia" to
suppress domestic violence, and not for commnand-
ing the land and naval forces already in actual ser-
vice against" invasion." Invasion of any State is
in fact invasion of the United States. And the
actof 1807 applies expressly to cases only of "in-
surrection or obstruction to the laws either of the
United States, or of any individual State or Terri-
tory." And, if the President's construction of his I
power be correct, this act, which was intended un-
doubtedly to extend thle act of 1795, and enlarge
its provisions, would operate to restrict and con-
tract its provisions. He could not use such part of
theland and naval force of the United States as
shall be judged necessary by lini, without ltaving
first observed all the prcrequisites of the law for
calling forth the militia. These acts, in a word, do
not in word or meaning apply to cases of "invasion
of a State," but so far as a State is concerned, to
eases only of domestic violence; and where the
militia are called forth on application to the Legis-
lature or of the the executive of the State rebelled
against.

HerI there was no " insurrection ;" no case of
force from within. Invasion was threatened from
without, by citizens of one State against another
State. It is monstrous to say that there is nothing
in the Constitution or laws guaranteeing protection
to a State in such cases. The Constitution is ex-
press. It needs in fact the laws only which haIve
een passed-the laws of the army atd iavy of
the United States, and the Iiws for calling forth the
militia, to execute both of the clauses of protec-
tion guaranteed by the Constitution to " every
Statoe in this Union." The men of 17913 made no
snuch gross omissior. They understood their work
too.well for that. Aid what a specctclo tlhe,United
States would have presented, if on the second an
army of fanatics had invaded Virginia to rescue
felons legally convicted, and a bloody battle had
been joined, and the United States land forces at
Harper's Ferry had stood neutral spectators, gcard-
Ing only the United States arsenal, and playing
posse comitatus to a United States Marshl, but
not allowed to aid the execution of the laws of a
State or to repel invasion, because the United
States were not invaded "fro

m 
a foreign country,

or by indian tribes." TIhe bore statement is re-
volting to the 4th section of the fourth article of
the Constitution guaranteeing protection to every
State against invasion; to every staute of Congress
raising land and naval forces of the United States;
to all the ends and purposs of those laws aid to
peace; to the oath and Executive office of the
resident of the United States to preserve, to pro-
tect and defend the Constitution; and to see the
laws faithftlly executed.
Such are my views of the Constitution and laws.

The views of the President, it seems, are different.
I notified him of a just apprehension that this
Stae.-wase thootesed with "invasion by. a lire-'idatorylhordc lwat•, tb rescue prtsoners convicted

c tffelgh crimsga felonies, and to noize our sill-
s•es as hotages:-ndl victims in case orf the execu-
lion oftlter romllas, poceeding from several sur.
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And I surely may be allowed Itlade for actg•
the mss of ieformetlon I have recetved of renewes
iova er w hn perhaps, ordonable Inattention
at Wangton o warnmng of the murder and trea-
son at Harper's Fery left an arsenal and a people
defenrelean against that invasion I

I did not call on the President to protect Vir-
ginia, and would not do so. I apprised him of ap-
prehensions, "in order tlat he might take steps to
preserve peace between the States." I had called
out our own militia, and they are a thousand fold
ample to defend their State. They have had not
only to guard their own border, but to guard in
part the arsenal of the United States. The Presi-
dent has, however, manifested a "

ch
eerfol and

cordial" disposition to defend the place ceded to
the United States at Harper's Ferry; he seat a
small guard, as soon as informed it was unguarded,
and has reinforced that guard, "not only to pro-
tect the public property clearly within federal
jurisdiction, but to prevent the insurgents from
seizing the arms in the arsenal at that iplace, and
using them against the troops of Virginia." "Be-
sides," he says, "it is possible the additional
troops may be required to act as a pose conilelots,
on the requisition of the Marshal of the United
States for the Western District of Virginia to pre-
vent the rescue of Stevens, now in iis custody,
charged with the crime of high treason."

Then for these objects : lt. To keep arms of the
United States out of the hands of the invaders of
Virginiaa; and 2d. To acnet as "posse comifaluis" to
the United States Marshal, the laud forces of the
United States may lie used; but 3d. Not to pre-
vent "invasion" of one State by tie reople of
another State. And ie says lie can discover noth-
ing in any provision in the Constitution or laws of
the Uiited States which would authorize him to
"take steps" for the purpose of preserving peace
between the States "by guardilng places in snr-
rounding States which may be occupired as depot
and rendezvous by desperadoes to invade Virginia."
As I understand his interpretation of the Constitu-
tion and laws, he cannot call forth the militia eor
employ the laud and naval forces of the United
States "for this purpose." He says it is the duty
of the respective State Governments to break up
such depots, and to prevent their citizens from
making incursions, etc.; but that if tihe Federal
Executive were to enter these States and perform
this duty for them, it would be a manifest isurpa-
tion of their righta. Were he thus to cot it would
be a palpable invasion of State sovereignty, and
as a precedent miglht prove highly dangerous.
Now, this is new doctrine, and teaches even Vir-
ginia a le son of State rights which destroys her
constitutional guarantee of protection by the
United States against "invasion by Abolition fanat-
ics from other States." They are not from any
foreign country, nor are they Indian tribes. The
fanatics fronm free States, such as John Brown and
Stevens, he says, in effect, are not invading the
United States when invading Virginia; they are not
" from any foreign nation or Indian tribe," render-
inag it lwful for the President to employ the Federal
forces to repel such invasion."

These are alarming doctrines to the invaded
States. And however the argument or the error
may be between the President and your executive,
this, at least, is clear, that if I am right in my
views of our guarantee of plrotection i tie case
before us, imminent as it is, he. the executive of
the Ueited States, does not concur with Ime, and
will not enforce the protection rwe need; uad, on
the other hand, if he is right, and we cannot iegally
claim that ite United States shall keep tie ipeace
between the States and guarantee one State ngainst
invasion from another, the federal exeeutive can-
not interpose to repel or prevent the inveasio. In
eithler case we are clearly thrown on our own self-
dependence. We nmst relyon ourselves, and fight
for peace! I say to them--To your tents! Or-
gantize aned arn !
Tihe constittional guarantee of protection iti

withhld, whilst weo are invaded from all around. r
andt this wvithholding wil inspirit the syempcthizer
in felony against our property and lives. To ds-
feud ourselves, and to suppress sympathy in inser-
rection, whiche nest multiply felons ogainst our
pence and safety ; and if they did not intend inva-
sion before it will make them enact it now; under
this consteruction of State rights to disturb and
State rights to defend tihe public peace, we ill
need all our forces for the conflict. I, therefore,
reconemend to you more energetic measnres than
the President compliments me fbr adopting or the
side of peace against invasion.

I repeat :
tot. Orgnnize and arm.
2d. Deaand of each State in the Unioe what po-

sition she means to maoiutain for the futoure in re-
spect to slavery and the provisions of the constitu-
tion and laws of the United States, and the proveis
ions of State laws for its protection in our federal
relations ; and be governed according to the man-
ner in lwhich the demand shall be answered. Let
es defend osr own position, or yield it at once.
Let us have action and not resolves-definite set-
tlement, and no more temporizing the Constitution
and no nlore eompronlise.

A SnocersG Con Or AseALGAMATION. -Fronm the
Detroit Free Press of the 23d inst. we extract the
following :

This case, which we mentioned yesterday, wis
brought into Court at tihe morning session of the
Police Court, andl adjourned for the convenience
of the prosecution in procuring evidence. There
is more of tie case than appeared at first. The
parents of the girl are English people, wio caime
to this city from Hudson's Bay, where the hesband
and father nwas in the employ of the Hudon's Bay
Company. The negro, Tom Slaughter mde thlie
acquaintance of the girl without the knowledge of
the parents, and enticed her away front home for
the purpose of marrying heer, notwithstandieg the
feat that he ad already two wl.ite wives living.
Site is only sixteen years old, is quite good-looking,
and has been properly brought up by her parents,
who are in every respect worthy and estimable

Slaughter roined one of his former wives by his
brutal treatment, and she is now a drunken, aban-
doned prostitute, an every-day frequenter of the
Police Coort. Having induced lher to marry him,
he kicked her out of doors inn short time, and
although she returned and endeavored to live with
him, le met her only with blows and curses, and
turned her sway to shift for herself. What became
of the other one is not known, but she probably
shared a similar fate. It is impossible to conceive
of a more loathsome union, for, aside from being as
black as the ace of spades, he has not the merit of
decency in ny respect, but is one of the most de-
graded of his raee--norally dead, and plhysicanlly
tainted with a loathsonme disease that pollutes the
very atmosphere that lie breathes. /et, with all
this, a white woman, who has been reared in the
bosom of a strictly moral, and to all appearances,
eminently worthly fameily, leaves he' homee and be-
takes herself to his arms. It is enough to sicken
humanity.

The aged father and mother were at the Police
Court yesterday, and excited universnl sympatlhy
by their heart-broken appearance. They desire
to recover their daughter and punish tie villain
who eelticeCt leer aeay from hiome. The preacher
who married then is it cunstody, and will be dealt
with as the law direct-.

MARINE DISASTER.-FroIn the Savannah News of
the 9th we extract the following:

The British ship Admiral, which arrived yester-
day from Liverpool, had on board Capt. G(idner,
of tiLe British Irig Mary of Yarmooth, N. S., with
his officers and crew, having been taken on board
the Admiral under the following einrcumstace., as
reported to ts by Capt. Gardner: The brig wao
bound frora Newport, England, to Mlartiniqute, withit cargo of cool, having left the former place on
tile 1tlh October. On tile 2611t of the same month,
in lat. 43 deg., ion. 15 deg., an explosion took
place, supposed to have been caused by a spon-.
taneoas colburstlon, blowing p hier declks and
starting the quarter under water. Thie boats were
immediately launched and an elffort made to throw
out her cargo, but finding the vessel fast sinking,
they were compelled to stop.

About this thne a sail hove in sight which bore
down upon thenl, and which proved to be the Bir.
ship Admiral, Capt. Coxhead, from Liverpool for
this port. TIle Captain, officers and crew were
taken ot board, ani have arrived it Savannaht, as
before stated.

The brig went down in about thirty minutes after
ohe was abandooed, tile eaptait and crew barely
having time to save their clotlhig. Capt. Gardner,
his officers and crew, desire to return tcheir thanks
publicly to Capt. Coxhead for his kindness to them
during the passage.

FRBo ST. HrLENcA tPAmsit.-Thie Grcensburg Irn-
perial of Saturday has tie following :

On Tuesday evening last, after a warm and sol-
try day, a strong northwester set in about 4 o'clock.
In less than three hours the thermometer fell from
suurmer lheat to the freezing point. Snow fell in
smnall qmartitics, and was congealed in a very feew
mrinates. Thie ice in niany tilacs has not tlawed
up to the hour of going to press-4 o'clock this
morning.

In some parts of this parish for several weeks I
there Ias been considerable mortality atmong the
cattle, without any apparent cause.
