There was a thrilling scene once in the French
Chamber of Deputies. Paris was in a State of in-

lnrrection. The troops of Louis Philippe were
either defeated, or had joined the populace. The
magnilficent capital of the Bourbons was in the
hands. of the inlsurgents ; and tihe to-st isplendid
thlrone in urlope wla raplily crolnbling front he
neath him who had been crowned as the "(htizens'
King," but whlt bad been false to hid pledges anl
ili luyal to his people. The C('hlcamber of Deputie-,representing the people of l'eranese and of Paris,
was in session. Intetnse, tbut not noisy, excitement
prevailed. Members were excited to tile utmllost
otret:ch of mnental and physical tension, while lin
alnmot unnatural cabness plrevailed, showitng that
weighty events were in process of determination.

It was at this critical and momentous period of
time, that a Deputy, friendly to the dynasty of
Louis Philillppe, rose in his plae andl proposed
that tile old King should be forced to abdicate, and
that tile executive department of the Government
be contided to a Regency, to tbe named by tile
Chamber, until the son and heir of L.onis Philippe
should attain his majority. For an instant the pro.
position seemed to take favorably. A dead, painful
silence, reigned throughout tie vast hall, and had
tile question been instantly put, it wor,'l have
probably carried. Bnt the silence was broken by
a stentorian voice that rang powerfully through
tile ball, and echoed and reetched again--" IT is
'rion LATE..'

It was too late ! Those four words doomed Louis
'Phililppe andt his race to perpetual exile from their
native land, and mlade tlhei homeless wanitderers
upon the face of the earth. IHad tile proposition
been matlde twenty-four or forty-eight hotrs sooner,
it would have succeeded beyond all question, and a
Blourbon, instead of a Napoleon, would now be
presiding over the destinies of the finest empire
upon wiicll tile ttnn shines.

The merchantta and buhiness meln of New York,
Philadelphia and Boston, are about holding grand
" Union Mlass Meetings" in their respective cities,
to cnvincee their Sonthern brethren, as they say,
that they do not approve of the conduct of the get-
ters up of servile insurrections, of marderere, rob-
bers and traitorsl This is exceedingly iilnd and
considerate oni their part. and will be duly appre-
ciated by the southern people. IBut, it strikes itJ

union-- rising from tl.e hills and valleys, mountainst
and plains, cities and villages of the South, and
pealing ill tlllctder tones a'rr.tos Mason and IDixon't
ine: " IT is Too L.re!"
When Virginia ,oil wase ountrag,.I --when lVirgin.

ia', ivereignty was delied- ewhen Virginians were
wantonly assassinated ocn their native soil--and
when t all attempt was nmade to subject the matrons
and tlaidens of Virginia to a fate worse than death
a thousandlo fol-these patriotic ITnion-savers of
New York and aoston had little or nothing to cay.
Sonle of tlhem deprlecated it-thut the mIas-es of tile
people. Iy their acts, sustained it. At the elec-
ttions held inl New York and Massachusetts, a few
days after the Iorper's Feerry foray, thie Seward
ites triumlphed in both States by overwheling mao.
joritie, ! Here is a gigantic fact--a startling truth-
which ofniets a million fiold tile proi-cedings of tile
patriotic ipullie mceetings to whichl we e ave
ferred. Why? It shows that tile participators in
these Union meetings, granting, for thle s•ke of ar-
gumentl that they are all sincere ill their ctove-
cmellt., are wholly ulnable to stem the tide of ad-
verse public senltimlent, and that they are, therefire,
powerles for good, and no latter lhow well dis.
posed. call o nolthing to protect thle pleolde of tlhe
Soulth in the enjoyment of' their constitutional
rights. Consequently, their efforts should be
jtudged by this standard, nld Iy nonle other, if our
citizens would ietslre the preenllt and tile future
lbt the rile iif tricih.

But. while we desire to be a' chnritahle as pos-
sible, we shall not shflt our eyes to stern truths, no
nmatter whollt We w lese or whom we oltend. These
New Yorkers, hi'iladelphians and lBostollians anre
not half so patriotic aund fraternal as they pretend
to be. They did lnt molllve ill cnldemlnationl of
John llrtown'i mulrderor s raid until the pulpits aund
press of the North had made hiim a mart)r--until
the air of the North had ecllore and reecitred with
tile clang of fineran belels-until the heavens of the
North were lfll of the asmtke of mlinlte gnsll fired
ill honllr of the memory of a horse-thief, a mtur-
dlerer and a traitor--and itil they saw that this
direct and indirect, this active and tpassive syempn
thy of the North iha, produlced in the South ii lf•el-
ing so deep andt absIrbing. so potential aind all-
pervading, that it threatened the destructiont of
their entire Soutllern trade, by the pasnage if nonl-
interoutrse laws, which wouldt hie taiittlinllliit,
tlso, to a radical lchange in tile course of furleignl
importaitionl. We opline that the pocket-nerve has
miore to do with tllee tmovement thlan brotherly
love and patrioti.m, altholugh we assail neither the
honesty nor tile motives of any one concerned.
We only state farts, and argue alind illultrate froem
legitimate ipremises.

No. ino! These Nortlherln ' llioin-.averCS llnst ido
more thant hold Iptriitie ilbliic mleetings. if they
wold Iretain their hold upon thle people of tlhe South.
Tlhey muslit crull-l out .Abulitiot isl their States:
they lalst stop stealing our property: they minsti
frown dowl all cisympathyit withit llldereL anlld
traitors : they mnut preserve inviolate the guaran-
tees of oulr colllition colntitution : tihey Imust tre'at
uns ,tt brethren, not as outlaws na they dio nowi ;

TALK ON 'ORANOE.

Although the gatherings on Carondelet street
and environs yesterday were as large as usual,
there were very few real negotiations reached con-
firmation. The early part of the day was devoted
to the reading of the correspondence received by
the Persia up to the 26th, and if we may be per-
mitted to express our opinions, the private advices
'liftr from the telegraphic dispatches, which were
forwarded at the date of arrival. It appears from
our private accounts that cotton mnny be dll and
declining in vawle in Liverpool, and at the same
time, or oil the same day, the market in Manchest,-r
nay be active for goods and yarns, and prices ruhu
is fa\or of spinner: ; and yet the importees of tile
staple in Liverpool have to contend against a weak
mlarhket and the hearing down propensities of the

Manchester Hears. The sales of new crop Orleans
cotton for the week ending on the 25th November,
ranged from 7 5-16t @7d. These figures, it is pre-
sumed, apply to Middlings. Of course, the ship-
ments made thither in September, October and
early in November, will come out, as the talk goes,
right sight up. The Bears on rue Carondelet, who
predicted 7d. as the extreme figure for Middlings on
tihe let of December, will not realize their predic-
tions, as it is hardly possible that a decline of id.
can take place in three days, under the regular
routine which has attended the Liverpool market
for two months past.

with favorahle intelligence. It will, however, be
omnewhat astonishing for Europe to learn that a

brigand from Mexico, with four hundred followers,
has invaded the territory of the United States, cap.
tirei Amierican citizen.;, taken tile Government
mails, issued a proellmation, and held full pos-
vtession and undirispted control of tie lower West-
ern ,boundia of the United States for two months
andl a half. We should not be surprised after this
at anytling Mr. Napoleon the Third may do, even
if lie shotld eat his New-Year's dinner in L.ondon
as a conquneror.

Orn tile levee there was an increased activity yes-
terday; not, however, ibeyond the corresponding
dates of last year. The arrivals of steamboats were
fric, and all with good cargoes, excepting the
boats out of Ived river. Tile late reported rise in
that strem was lieght. From preent indications,
the res-umption of intercourse with tile Northwesot-
ern ectioni of oua State is likely to be iprerasti-
iated. It is huarly necessary to talk of the sugar
ldeiot. In our pceregrination in that sertiou we
diid not learn, nor did we discover anything gratify-
ing. Thle gimlet raniger, of course, were in good
lpirits, ani were trying harid to enhance the price

of sugar and mola•ses, in which they will, no
idout, be sucec;s ful. Consuoler and dealers in
the sa:ccharine may rest assured that the crop is
worflly delicient. It is, however, manifest that the
" gangers" mclh prefer (like ournelvesn) to talk of
large crops, irresleective of prices. We sympa-
thize with all concerned ad interested in our nsugar
producen at the very impoverishing aspects-dolable
prices will scarcely make up thie deficiency.

There was eonme talk in the freight market.
Sounle concessious have heen realized within tile
past two days by shippers. The increasing stock,
however, is in favor of shipowners. The further
talk was, that our insuorance companies are inder
large risks anld aslumptions at this time. In fact,
all our local conmpanies, with most of tihe foreign
agellcics, have as iluch llsiiess as they canl well
iiaiage.

Thile mails failed yesterday. The Raonnmced ar-
rangemlcnt for tile conveyancue of the nmails over
tile gapt was pirelature, as letters and papers front
Northerno States were not ireceived yesterdiiy via
Jackson Railroad.

Gel. Scott nlId thle San Juall Islanld In,-
brogllo.

Gen. Scott, with his staff, consisting of Coloucls
Lay and Thomlas and Dr. Crane, reached New York
on the evening of the 12th, as we learn by tele-
graphic di•patelhes published yesterday. We are
informled y a gentleman who camie down upon thesame steamer with Gen. Scott as far as Pannma,
that the health of the old hero was as perfect as pos-
sible, notwithstanding the unprecedented tftignes
of his long voyage. It is, indeed, wonderful how
he witholtood the protracted lahors of his nission
at his advanced age. From the day that he sailed
from New York to tile day of his return there, he
has been constantly onl the sea, encountering sev-
eralsevere spells of weather, with the heat Cf tihe
sultry tropics and the wintry snows of British
Columblia--spending, in all thle lime, buIt troe nights
on shlore--and yet Ito returns holme to report to his
G(overnmlent, after accoomplishing tile task assigned
himi, without having experienced a day's severe
illress or exhibiting, in Iis face or person, the
smallest sign of tatigue. Few young men could
have endured the sanle test upon their lphysical
natures; and certaiilly there is not another in tile
land who, at seventy-three years, could come out
of sut'ch t a trial so successfully.
Ont board thle Pacilie steamer, the Johu L.

Steplhens, Capt. Lapidge and all his officers, of
course, exerted themlnelves to tile utmost to make
the trip pleasant to thie illustrious passenger. The
" bridal chllamber " was fitted up for his aecolnmo-
dation : and it was found lnecessary to take down
tile luxurious bed, and replace it by another of
greater length. Being stilffin one knee, Gen. Scott
couold take no exercise on his feet while aboard
ship, as he could not acconmoodate himself to the
rolling tmotion of tile vessel. Ilis days were spent
in reading, conversing, and, perllaps, a game tof
chess. Ito the evening, toe regularly had a match
at whist--he invariably talting a dummny hand in
preference to a partner.
The San Juan Island althir has been settled, tent-

porarilv. inl this manner: (hen. Scott has witll-
w' all thie A.merieau troops, with the exception

of a poortion of a complllany under Capt. HIont, who
remain to protecrt tihe Amlterican residents against
posslible ollutrlags froml tihe lndians. At tile rsnte
time. Genll. Scott mnade it pelrfectly unlderstood
by Gov. Douglas and the British authtlrities, that
tihe Amlericans surrendered all prectention to the
exclusive ooeoupation of the Island until the ques-
tion of the title is settled. Tllough tile English
hatl not, as a nmtter of fact, sent anty soldiers
there, and plrobabhly would lnot, as nonll are
needed, the occupatiotn in effect is now a joint
one. (Gen. Scott admitted, ot tile part of the
United States, their perfect riglht to go there,
under the agreement of M[r. Marcy, as long as
the title to the Island is ill abeyance.

So for a tti!l he judlgeld by our informant,
from conversatiolns with tienl. Scott and the officers
aecoanlo olyioag hilo, the ieneral goes, hoone firmly
eioonicoed. after his iovestigationts colndu'ted ont
the spot, and on inspectiont of the ground, that the
American title is the paramount one, anvd the one
that must prevail. We think he will so advise the
President and the Cabinet; and then, umdess the
British Government recedes, matters may be forced
to extremities.

It is hard to believe that two such mighty nations
will sutcer themselves to berome embroiled about
such a trifling diutpute, and we still have faith in the
opinion that after all hi bluster, John Bull till flud

some excuse to back out with decency. With
Nap. at his doors, he cannot afford to be at logger-
heads with his ' big boy" over the water.

Wise and that which I made atthe time I received my sentence, regarding my in-
tentions respecting the slaves we Itook about the
Ferry. There need be no such confliction, and afew words of explanation will I think, be quite
sufficient. I had given Gov. Wise a fall and par-
ticular account of that, and when called in courtto say whether I had anything further to urge, Iwas taken wholly by surprise, as I did not expect
my sentence before the others. In the hurry of
the moment I forgot much that I had before in-tended to say, and did not consider the full bearing
of what I then said. I intendedto convey thisidea :
"That it was my object to place the slaves in a
condition to defend their liberties if they would,
without any bloodshed, but not that I intended to
run them out of the slave States. I was not aware
of any such apparent oonfliction until my atten-
tion was cated to it and I do not suppose that aman in my then circumstances shounld be super-
hmnan i respectto the exact purport of everywordhe might utter. What I said to Governor Wise was
spoken with all the deliberation I was master of,
and was intended for truth, nod what I said in
court was equally intended for truth, but requireda more full explanation than I there gave." Please
make such use of this as you think calculated tocorrect any wrong impression I may have given.
