following Items of South American Intelligence:
The P. S. N. Co.'s steamer Bolvia, Cata Bill,arrived in this port at r:30 on the morng of the21st, with dates from Valparaiso to the lat., and

from Callao to the 12th inst. She brings specie on
freight valued at $538,000 for Europe and $3175
for Panama, also assorted packages of merchan-
dise.
On the night of the 31st a destructive fire broke

out in Valparaiso, destroying considlerable prop-
erty. Tie fire nernurred in callc de Plauechnla.
The principal sufferers were IBeson Brol., Agalio
tBres., Manuel A Goy, M. Martineau, iHotel de
France, J. V. Sanchez & Diekson, Harker & Co.

A good deal of uneasiness and excitement still
exist in Chile since the late disturbances, but no
fresh outbreak ead occurred.

The silver mines of Atacama are improving.
The crops trough t out the country re in a very
promising condition.

The damages done tby the earthquake at Copiapo
are estimatedr at re and a half million of dollars.Tile P.. S. N. Co's steamer Bogota, from England
via Ilio Janeiro, arrived at Valparaiso on the 27th
October and ae Callao on the 7th November. All
well.
Mr. Charles Rowe, of the firm of Graham, Rowek Co., has been sentenced to a fine of $100 and

two weeks imprisonment, for publishing an article
against Mr. Pearce, of the firm of Lang, Pearee& Co.

Mr. Bigler, the United States Minister to Chile,had succeeded in finaly settling the affair of the
American ship Franoklin, now some thirty year indispnte. We learn that Ca$t.MeiGuire takes home
the money in payment of the claim. There 13 a
fair prospect of the other questions pending be-
tween the United States and Chile Governments
being speedilyt settled.

BOirvl.--- rom this Republic we learn that Gen.eral Eehenique continues recruiting an army for
the purpose of invading Peru. Beyond this the
country is quiet, hot it s expected that Castillawill convey his troops there after the Ecuador
troubles are over, for the purpose of forestalling
Echeniqae in his designs.
FROa Pen.--The accounts are by no means of

a favorable character, and there is every prospect
of the country being soon involved both in a for.
eign and civil war.

Ecc~non.-Tihe troubles between this State and
P'eru, appear to be at length drawing to a crisis.
On the 7th, Gen. Castila sailed from Paita for
Guayaquil, with nearly 10,000 men, and fourteen
vessels of war, with the intention of invading the
country. Our next advices will probably bring in-
telligence of an engagement between the two
armies.

Ex-President Robles, who comes to Panama on
the Bolivia, attempted to land at Paita, but was
prevented. We learn that the Peruvian Govern-
ment sends a spy to accoml any hint in his travels
and watch his movements.

The War in New Granada.

Tile Panama Star of the 2d inst. publishes the
following letter, detailing the progress of the revo-
lution in New Granada and giving the particulars
of the battle of Mompos, some account of which
we received by a previous arrival :
CATHAvO zl, mNov. 23, 1809.-You may lave

missed a letter from me by last mail, but I bad no
reliable news to communicate; therefore I omitted
writing.

Since the departure of the last steamer see have
had stirring times--the capture of Mompos by the
revolutionary troops, and the evacuation of Coro-
zal by Gen. Posada, comnmanding the Government
forces.

Gov. Nieto attacked and took by storm on the27th ult. a fortified pass on the river Magdalena,
about twelve miles below Mompns, (Mendoza)
with a loss of seven or eight killed and wounded.
The Government forces lost a few men, amongst
them their commander, Capt. Josn Antonio Guer-
rero, a cannon, (eighteen pounder) and some
twelve or fifteen taken prisoners.

Ot the 30th, after having sumnmoned the city to
surrender, it was taken by the revolutionists by
storm after a battle of thirty-one hours. The loss
on both sides amounted to about 150 killed andl 40
wounded. The number of wounded is small, asno quarter was shown on either side during the
iheat of tile action. Gov. Calvo, who was in tihe
city, made his escape, as did also Col. Piferes, the
military commandant, and the rest of the officers.
TIle members of the Legislature, who had nas-
sembled at Mompns to hold their regular session,
were protected by Nielo, and sent home with pass-
ports. The city was pillaged for five or six houmrs
after the triumph, by tihe frenzied soldiers, but the
officers, after continued efborts, managed to draw
offthe troops and to mitigate in some degree the
fearful hiavoc that was being made.

Guyov. Nieto immediately published a proclama-
tion calling upon all parties to iput aside their
vengeful feelings, to fraternize, to remember they
were all brothers, etc.. and the next day lie offered
a free pardon to all those who had sustained the
legitimista.

Momlpos and Corozal were the only two points
whichl still held out for tihe legitimate autlhorities.
The same day that Nieto attacked Motmpos tihe re-
volrtionary troops, under the orders of Major Pe-
reira Plata, attacked Corozal, in whichl town Gen.
Posada was strongly entrenched, and from whiclh
point lie had on a former occasion repulsed the re-
volutionists. The firing continued for five or six
days, and finding it impossible to hold his own af-
ter thie fail of Mompos, from whence he receivedhise uammunition and other necessaries, he deter-
ilined to evacurte the spot, which lie effected on
tIle 4th instant, under a tremendous fire. By forced
marches lie urrived on the 10th at tile Vucal, a
rsmall hamlet on thIe banks of the bMaugldalena,
wherec be was fortunate enough to embark tihe ret-
nlrt of hris forces, oay about 130 men, with which
lie landed at Saoann Grande, a town 15 miles from
Baranquilta. On tile 13th the revolutionary trools
in ltnarauqlqilla nmanrched out to attack him; tile
forces inet at Soledad, anid after a spirited skirnlish
of half an lhour, the revolutionists were defeated.
The loss on both sides amounted to about 12 or 15,
anmoigst them Col. Indaburu. On tile same diay
Posadn entered Barurquillla,wlhici he immediately
onmminced to fortify, and is raising levies in order

to increase his army.
Gti. Nieto is at Calamnar, organizing iis forces

for an attack on Brranquirlla, on whlich poinlt ie
expects to areclh with fonr lhundred men, whichl is
abort double thle nnlmber of the government forces.
Hiis gunboats have already gone down tile river to
lloeTade the town.

1 lhave little tnmre to add. Tlhings look very
gloomy: business is at it stand-still, and we Ihanve
every prUospect of a generalrevolotion. Tire Fed-
ealn Governrment conltinues to increase tile arly.
)is.atisfacrtion with tll tihe authority seems to be
the order of tile day, aid tile Govuernment, by its
urts, are be-omlitg daily Inorec and maore nnpoplhtr.

TIoe INDIoN Win NoTIn.-Cen. Hibbe, Adjutanllt-
(ileneral, is now prosecoting a war of exterltlna-
tion against tile Indians inhabiting thile northern
cointies. Hie has nnder his comnland about ollne
hulndred volnteelrs. Tile style of wtarfare edupted
towards the degraded Indians is, in the lirst place,
most inhunman, and next a disgrace to boJth the
State and nation. They are sllughtered in scores
while in a helpless state, and extermination is the
avowed policy of what is called a camnpaign. A
correspondent, one of the volanteers, writing from
P'itt river, November 1, says: The captoritg of
400 prisoners and the destructtiot of eighty farlaid-
able waarriors, Iby a eompally of leOn tiet cxrceditlg
linoety, ill tle shlort space if seventy five days, as
worthy not only of repetition, but of much colt-
mendation. Nor is this all that they have accom-
plishled. They live divided the Indilans--bhand
from band--pursuing each with rapidity and deter-
moinatiol, ollt allowing them time to gather acorns
nor seeds sufficient for witlter consumption, de-
spoiled thenl of their fishling grounds, tihe soaurce
from whlich they derive their staple tnourioshtlt't,
llnd so lelled them in, tihatl whtel these tLoutn:
tainl becomen enwralpt ill their "snowy mantles,'
and these valleys assumeIt their hloary co'stumle, tile
Indiatn omust succumn b at tile advancing footterll of
the white man, or fall beneath his greater fheility
and power. [Alt Catlifornia.

years, had already gatheredtg a crgens.tice. lie wa. extremely t acitn tae" n-
tCred into conversation on any an Oenwug

tMr. Btewart was an expermeuntalt. he ea
almost be called heretrodox in hia s vle of tecience of medicine, for he condemned oair mmle
tions until he had tested them himself, andt*iel
he found them worthless he made a bhsineoaof i.
posing their pretensions in the medical journals o.
the day.

Among other things that claimed his attention
was the subject of galvanism, ro this strange
principle in nature he devoted more than common
attention, and at last he became so enthralled by
his researches that he devoted all his spare time to
investigations in a room at the top of his bouse,
which te had fitted up especially for that pnrpose,
having erected a very powerful galvanic battery
there.
