lie was about 28 years old, and leaves a fadily of
a wife ind three chlildre. The houses in the
vicinity are greatly shattered. The one occupied
by McGraw, some tweity roids from the mill, had
il the windows broken, end was badly racked.

There was about two and at half tluns of powlder in
the mill at the time of the explosiou, all of whicil
wai treed.

She is seldon spoken of in any more complimenta-
r -terms than as an "Old Rip," and so far as I can
learn, is generally regarded as being, if possible, a
more heartless creature than her husband. What
sympathy there is for either, is expressed rather
for Old iBrown than for her.

As to tle whole population of the place flocking
in crowds to see her, that, like very many other
reports that have been sent from here, is a sheer
fabrication. Probably not ten persons went oat of
their way to look at her, and those ten failed to see
her, for ese came and went in a close carriage,
and was not visible to any one.

After old Brown's remains had been some little
while at the Ferry, his affletionate spouse, fearing
that the " pesky V'irginians" might palm off some
other body on her for that of her tenderly beloved
husband, desired two gentlemen from Ohio, who
had come on for the purpose of taking it in charge,
to open the cofiin and see that no cheat had been
practiced. These gentlemen-who are gentlemen,
and acutely felt the unpleasantness of the situation
in which they were placed-with many apologies
made known to the commander of the escort the
nature of the business that had been assigned
tlhlem. They expressed tihmselves as perfectly
satisfied that no necessity existed for such an ex-
amination, and they made the application only on
Mrs. Brown's urgent requirement. The coffin was
then opened, and the gentlemen, both of whom
knew Brown personally, declared it to be Brown's
proper body, and no uone's else. The mark about
his neck left no doubt as to the manner of his
death.
